tographs of huge saucer or lens
shaped objects in the sky. But
they all look rather ghostly and
suggest something less extrater-
restrial to their origins. Later
analyses showed they were in
fact unusual clouds called lentic-
ular clouds. These have an aston-
ishing resemblance to a collosal
flying saucer, often with circular
rings around them and occasion-
ally luminous if the sun is shin-
ing from behind.

Lenticular clouds come from
mountains but are fairly unusu-
al. Normally winds passing over
mountains lose their strength
and become weaker on the lee-
ward side. But occasionally
something strange happens —
the air on the leeward side
bounces up and down like a bob-

bing wave with nowhere to go.
It’s caused by air on top of the
mountain pushing down on the
bottom of the leeward side and
“squashing” the air there. If the
air is also moist, then every time
the air bobs up a lenticular cloud
is formed.

Apart from their shape they
behave even more UFO-like
because they often stay station-
ary as they rest on the lee-waves.

In fact, you can see them in
Britain at places like the
Pennines, where, with a strong
westerly wind, as many as 10
bouncing lee-waves with lenticu-
lar clouds can form about five
miles apart across Yorkshire,
from the Pennines down to the
coast. A fairly harmless
encounter of a lenticular kind.

DOANE PROF UNEARTHS ‘COSMIC WATERGATE’ IN SEARCH FOR UFO DATA.

Crete, Ne. - A lecture on the possibility of life on Mars
changed the 1life of .Jim Falvo, assistant professor of
communications at Doane College.

After attending a lecture six years ago in which Omahan Harry
Jordan discussed unusual surface features on Mars, Falvo became
curious not only about possible life and artifacts on Mars, but
also the secrecy that seemed to cloak the issue.

A former Jjournalist, Falvo was intrigued by the security
measures at the lecture and by charges that the U.S. government
was withholding information from the public. He says he felt the
implications of the story were enormous, and could not understand
why there wasn’t more coverage by the mainstream media. If the
claims were true, it was the "discovery of the millennium."

That same year, Falvo moved to Minnesota to teach at St. Olaf
College. Spurred by what he called "a normal curiosity," he
started travelling in his spare time, first collecting data about
Mars, then about UFOs. He returned to Nebraska in 1990 to teach
at Doane. In the past six years, he said, he has spent "thousands

of hours and thousands of dollars" gathering data on UFOs and
other unexplained phenomena.

Without actually going to Mars, Falvo believes no one can
verify whether 1life exists there. He refers to a possible
government coverup as a "Cosmic Watergate." Falvo has taken it
upon himself to collect and scrutinize whatever information he
can find, then make it available to others. "I feel a social
responsibility to get the word out," he said.

Much of that information, stacked in his office at Doane,
provided the basis for two sessions he taught there. Falvo said
his students - even those who were skeptics - left class more
open-minded about the possibility of extraterrestrial life. Falvo
has no personal experience with UFOs or unexplained phenomena,
and he hopes he never does. "I have no desire to have an
encounter. Some of this stuff is frightening," he said. In his

research, Flavo attempts to disprove accounts by finding holes
in them.

"I’'m hoping that somebody comes up to me and says, ‘This is
a pile of garbage, and here’s why.’ But no one’s done that," he
said. "It’s refreshing that it’s getting the exposure it
deserves. It’s a legitimate area of scientific inquiry."

Falvo has videotaped people who claim to have had personal
encounters with UFOs or unexplained phenomena, including three
Doane students who, on separate occasions, said they sighted UFOs
while driving between Lincoln and Crete. Sightings of lights
above Lincoln in late January also aroused Falvo’s interest. He
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other incidents.

Falvo urges those interested in learning more about
unexplained phenomena to approach the subject with some
scepticism and to avoid the fringe issues, such as abductions and

arranged contacts with aliens.

There are many concrete case studies available, he said, and
research can be done at public libraries as well. Workshops and
conferences provide an opportunity to meet with experts in the

field.

UFOs and the mugs’ game

ORN circles may have shrunk

from the headlines this summer,
but interest in UFOs never fades. The
seventles had Close Encounters. the
eighties ET and the nineties have Fire
(n the Sky — the “true” story of an
American tree feller. Travis Walton,
who was abducted by extra-terrestri-
als from an Arizona forest. Could hap-
pen to anybody.

“The majority of people don't know
that they have been abducted.” insists
Tony Dodd. director of investigators at
the UFO organisaton Quest Interna-
tonal. "It only comes to light in certain
circumstances.”

According to Dodd. many people
have suffered unknowingly since
childhood. “People are first abducted
as children. They're selected — we
don’t know why — and implanted
with something in their body which
acts like a tagging device. Then they
are taken to a facility and laid on a
table where some sort of genetic eng)-
neering is done to them. But it's nota
one-off experience for the abductees.”

Apparently not. For Janice Geor-
glou, the visits are so routine she
claims to be on first-name terms with
her alien friends. "I don't believe they
are totally extra-terrestrial,” she says.
°I think there 1s some kind of genetic
connection between us.”

Despite such famuiarity, the meet-
ings have not been harmiess. Janice,
a 44-year-old housewtfe and mother,
claims she was abducted while asieep
in her bedroom one quiet Friday after-
noon and has been left with burn
scars after she was expertmented on
by two altens. “One had tn his hand a

long straight instrument.” she recalls.
“It looked white hot and he started to
come towards me. | managed to move
my left arm and push his arm. But
the instrument touched my stomach
and burned 1t.”

So have you been visited? Mike
Hutchinson, who has researched the
UFO phenomenon. has a simpler
explanation. “Some of these people
are lying. Others. under so-called
hypnotc recall. start fantasising.”

Such scepticism discourages many
young people from coming forward
with their experiences of UFO
encounters. says Philip Mantle of the
British UFO Research Assoctation.

°I Interviewed one young man in
Wales who after one visit started writ-
ing poetry. He said to me, ‘Whatever
you do, don't tell my friends.’ We try to
protect teenagers from the stigma
attached to their experiences.”

Of course, where there's a slice of
the unknown offered. there's always
someone willing to give you odds on it
turning up trumps. “We take regular
bets of up to £1.500." says Graham
Sharpe of Willlam Hill, who are offer-
ing 100-to-1 odds on extra-terrestrial
life being discovered within a year.
“It's been a particularly popular bet
since Nasa started titeir 10-year
search of radio waves from space.”

Many punters are pinning their
hopes on Nasa and think ft's just a
matter of time until proof of alien life
in outer space matertalises. But they
may have to wait. According to a UFO
conference report released this year,
sightings are weil down. And the Inde-
pendent UFO Network says out of the
100 reports recetved last year, only 10
remain unsoived
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
