THE OLDEST NATION OF EUROPE

Geographical Factors in the Strength of Modern England
By Rovraxp G, Usner

Proressor o History, Wasmisoron UsiveRsiTy

NLESS some military genius of
l I the first order showld appear on

the one side or the other or sonie
terrible Dlunder be committed. the out-
come of the present war may depenid
rmore upon the relative strength of the
States involved than upon the deeds of
thear armies. Er-rmeix-ﬂfll}; even the abil-
ity 1o keep armics in the felil may be
determined by forces nit military ot all
and possthly not at this moment related
i the peneral i<spe of the war.

Certain  European writers have pro-
iliced so formulable a series of state-
ments which lead, ne thev insist, 1o the
canclusion that England is not only decn-
dent at present, bit never has heen
strong, that #t may he worth while to
exarnine af some length the general prem-
ises of English history and geography.

The general contention of these writers
15 that Englind is strong because of her
fleet, because of her colonies and de-
pendericies, rather thian because of fae-
tors inherent in her sittation.  Thev Took
it the obvions facts. which, of enurse,
are not 10 be denied, that England is, in

total area, much smaller than the other
Cireat Powers, that the proportion of
arable land in England is smalier than it
is m Frante or Germany; that its fer-
tility 15 less than that of the average land
i the two latter, From her own re-
sources, therefore, England should not
be able to support anything Tike as larpe
3 pnl;mL'ﬂi-:-n as eastly as other nations
shinlel.

In the long run evervthing goes hack
to thee Innel, and certain schools of ecnno-
mists have meisted that the pormal, nat-
ural strength of a nation shoold roughly
approsimate s natural resources, §=i’hn:
fact that England, with proportionately
less natural resources, has for a century
or more supiparted a large population in
relatively greater comfort with relatively
greater ease than other mations have
demimstrates to many that England must
be an artificial, and therefore vulnerable,
siruchire.

In zuch statements there is so much
that s troe and so much more that is
specionss that the conclusion drawn from
them s only too likely o seem inevitable
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to those who pursue their ingquiry no fur-
ther: England's preeminence and pre-
dominance are, however, the result of
geographical anid economic factors of thi
utinost potency, but of the uumpst pe-
culiarity,  They are, in fact, so unigue
that if we had ot the evidence of thar
formative power in the events of Epghsh
history we should be inclined to dosnbt
their sigmificance.

Cireat geographical and econpmic forces
have buiht up a political and ecotomic
fabmie of unquestioned significamee whach
as surely exists as the sun in the heavens,
andd whose exlstence 15 not 1o he dis-
proved by demonstrating that the forces
which ereated it have dome their work.

THE ESSENTIALE OF NATIONALITY

Lt ns enumerate the esential features
of natipnal existerice &5 we now under-
stand them and compare the periods at
which they were achieved by Englind
aid by the other countries in Eqrctp_-l:'.

First and foremnst, termtorinl anity in
the sense of the possession by the State
o 2 gw_}grnjlhim{ entity, with, if possi-
e, such patural frontiers as the Pyrences
furm: for Spean amd the Alps for Taly.

In the secomid place, racial anity, which
assumes that the people mhabitmg this
peographical unit have lost conscionsness
of anv differences of racial origin and
regard themselves as one peiple.

yirdly, religions unity, at least to such
af estent that toleration of individual
heliefs is recognized as an accepled prin-
ciple by the Siate.  We no longer demamnl
as religions goity identity of opinion, but
we at least premise as an fmportant fac-
tar i national cousciousness a substan-
tial tolerance by the state of differences
of opumion. :

Fourthly, patriotism, the conspiousness
in the vast hoidy of the people of this
unity of territory, of race, and religion,
and of a consequent unity of aim and
purpose, Tt presumes the active existence
of common conscipusness, of common
idéals, both gresent and future.

Fifthlv, unity of administration,
only such externils as sllegance to the
sume sovereign or to the some constitue-
tion, but a very real unity of govern-
mental ideals, by which we mean that the

overwhelming majority of the people are:
<o well sansfied with the general form of
government and the general results of s
operation’ that they have no wish 1o
change 1. This does not, of conrse, pre-
clude striong differences of opimon in
great sections of the people oo goestions
of policy, but it does assume g very real
apreement on evervthing at all funda-
mental.

CHEAT RRETTAIN'S TERRITORIAL UNITY AT-
TAINED CENTUMNIES EARLIER THAN
THAT OF ANY OTIHER COUNTRY
IN EUROPE

France and Germany have not at-
tainied, the majority of their people still
dream of, the territoril unity and “nat-
ural frontiers” which England attamed
centuries apo.  To all antents and  por-
piises, Enpland was in 1o87, at the death
of Witham the Conguernt, what she i3
now. The faet that both William and
his immediate sucerssors owned greal es-
tales Wpon the continent must oot eon-
cezl from us, as students, the essentjal
fact that territoral anity in England has
been practivally a reality since his time.
Since the ¢lose of the Homdred Years’
War, at the very latest, England has not
owned, nor have the Eoglish people de-
sired, Lind on the continent of ':.m‘-::}rr_
The single port of Calais remamed tor
anather century as the reminder of whit
had been: but already. i the regn of
Henry VII, Englishmen were recanciled
o thi limitation of their boundanes o
the “tight lintle fele™ _

Spmin did not obtain a territorial anity
ﬂimiilar to Enpglaml’s b the death of Wil-
Ham the Congueror until the close of the
fifteenth century, and the more closely
Spanish history is studied the clearer
dies 1t become that this territorial amty
wis more nominal than real.

France waited until the sixteenth cen-
tury, Germany and Ttaly untidl the nine-
teenth century, to attin even formal
terntorial unity by brnging ander one
povernment all the territory which those
pations now possess,

There are, of conrse, many quahifica-
tions aml reservaticns to be made m con-
nection with any. such seriex of broad
stntements as these, but-after all poss-

ble deductions have been made, England
attained territorial unity centunes before
uther npations,

Furthermore, the peographical forms-
tiom of the British lsles gave the English
from the first supremacy among the vi-
rious: peoples living in them. England 1s
the great plain sloping iram the Welch
Mountaing to the Channel and the North
Seit, aml was from the first capable of
supporting a population so much larger

During the suceeeding century the Rei-
armation in Germany and in the seven-
teenth century, the Thirty Years' War
demonstrate o the least informed a total
lack among the German people of any
consciousness of racial unity.  The shad-

Goermon tself, ke the word Germany,
was A phrase and not p reality ; indeed,
a word fittle nsed by men of the period.
sSurely the fact that Englishmen begun to
grow together amd become oonscious of
therr common bisod in the eleventh cen-
ey = i strtkmg and important fact, ex-
plaining something of Enpgland’s strength,
when we remember how long the Euro-
pean coumtries waited before beginning.
the same process,

The mportant results -attnined for
England by this eqrly commencement of
national growth will be more appreciated
when we remember that nationality = the
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product of the actual living of o people
and their descendunts upon the same ter-
ritory. It is of necessity a long growth,
because 1t cannat be thoroughly rénd unl
these nullions of people actually do see,
eye 10 eye, on the most essential subjects
and actwilly do feel for each other that
sympathy amd motual interest without
which the national tie can pever be strong
or endurmg.  Such-a fecling imvarmbly
precedes nationality, often by centuries.
Ume has only to eompare -2 Frenchiman
i the armies of the Huondred Yeurs
War or a Catrman i Wallensten's camp
with a Frenchman of the time of Nui-
potenn or with & German of the present
day 1o see how very real and striking
this ihiifererice 1s, ere citn ' he very lt-
the question that the Enghsh atimimed
sopne actually natonal conscionsness by
the end of Elzabeth’s regn.

HELIGIOUS DIFFERENCES WIHE CoMIMRO-
MISKED 1IN ENGLAND, WHEREAS TIi[E
CONTINENT WAS REAVAGED oY
RELIGIHES WARS

One of the great canszes of disumon,
ane of the grear himidrances 1o the forma-
tion of one npation out of the people of
French stock scattered berween the Medi-
terranepn amd the English Channel, aml
thase of German stock between the Alps
and the Baltic, was the perpetuation for
at lesst two centunies of the cleavape bie-
tween Protestant and Catholic. 'What-
ever we may feel in regard to the eventun]
ﬁiilt‘i of civilization due to the Protestant

clormation, we cannat fail to see that
i some nations of Evrope it tended to
retard national unity. 8o long as Frot-
estimt . Germans  preferred an  allinnee
with Protestant countries to an allance
with Catholic Germans, Germany, as a
united wation, could be no more than a
formal plirase.

Farly in the seventeenth century the
English produced 1 working comprismise
between Catholic and Protestant which
wiped out the religions line in all natiopal
aquestions.  One of the most striking facts
i the history of the period is the prefer-
ence of the English Catholics for the
Protestant succession to the throne and
their réjection with vigor and secorn of
the plan to make England Catholic by a

)

Spanish  conguest which should put a
spanish raler on the throne, Again and
again they meisted that they were Eng-
lishmen first wnd Catholics second. Tt is
surely not without significance that ot this
time_France and Germany were aligned
on different sides in great wars, whose
astensibile canse was religion. The Hupue-
not cities in notthern Franee and  Prot-
estant [iranidenburg certainly felt no na-
tonal unity with their Catholic neighbors.

NETNG FREED. EARLY FROM RACIAL ASD
RELIGIOUS QUARRELS, THE EXGLISH
COULD BEVOTE CEXNTURIES
T WIEKING OUT A
CONSTITUTION

The vatal impaortance of the acquisition
by Englind of territorial unity, raciol
unity, & consciousness of nationality, and
something approaching religious tolera-
ticm are most evident when we come to
sty the growth of governmental and
admmistrative unity and efficiency.

The sime great geographical factors
which had 1o early centuries érnsed the
consciousness of a difference o hlood
wrought powerfully for the creation in
England of a common political experi-
ence. England was small in wotal area,
and by the practical exclusion of Wales
and  Scotlam] frome the  administratve
area wnl the time of the Tudors and
stuarts the Englishmen, whose descend-
ants were to work such apparent mirm-
cles, were perforce hl.u’]rllmf together in
southern and eastern England, where
propanguity compelled them to become
aequatinted with each other,  As they and
thetr descendants lived on a small, nar-
row island, pretty thoroughly =olated
fromm the rest of the world, they had,
perforce, political experiences i com-
man,  Furthermore, the Norman con-
ug:est had put inte the saddie of power
the stronpest teodal monarch in Euripe,
# man strong enough usually to overnide
all locnl nobles, and strong enough 1o in-
stitute systems of taxation and of cen-
tral administration, to abolish mast local
custontis duties or tolls such as proved
the bane of central Furope until the nine-
teenth century, and to establish some-
thing hke a uniform svstem of courts
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and a' law truly common to all parts of
his kingidon _

The close propmguity and the strong
povernment which the stmillness of ad-
ministrative England made possible were
the factors wivich students are more and
more coming to agree molded the Fnglish
constitotion. But they are particularly
will ] that the suceess of the Eng-
lizh constitution 18 1o be chiefly ascribed
to the pohitica] experience of the Englizh
peaple, which has tanght them that sne-
cesafol government must be the product
of mutuil concession and  compromise.
The Enghsh constitution works well be-
cattse Enghshmen began many centuries
ago o hive together in aowav which the
men of other countries have only ap-
proached in recent generations.

We shall likewise see i the carly ar-

or the Enghish constitution,

Such a record no other State in Earope
can show, and woday England = probably
the only one of the Great Powers which
conitming no  conshideralle body of men
desirons of clangmye,; tundamentally, the
forin of government.

It has been England’s peculinr fortune
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thiat such differences of opinton as thére
have been in regard to local government
or agtomomy should have been helid by
people who mbalbited portions of the Brit-
15h Isles of practically no military, naval,
or administrative importance.  Compared
with CGermany, who has the Alsatians
and Poles located ppon the military keys
to the frontier, or _-l:ouﬂriﬂ.. whose south-
western and northeastern frontiers are
both in the hascdds of men who hate the
Dual Monarchy with n truly consttming
hatred, the English bave never had to
cope with the problem of domestic dis-
cord.

ENGLAND S PREDOMINANCE

With these facts in mind, Tet ne now
amalyze what 5 known as Great Britain's
predommmance 0 Europe—this position,
if it i8 a position, which & supposed to
give Englind the casting vote m Furo-
pean, politics—anid see, 1 we can, what
are the really sigmbeant factors sapiport-
ing it.  We shall find that we are dealing
with a singularly elhusive type of influence,
sehilom tangible and seldom manifesting
itself tn precisely the sune way.

It ts due, least of all, 1o saperior phys-
ical = W Never oz ot been prssibie
for England to place upon the continent
armies capable of waging a decisive cam-
paign without assistatice. At tines; darp-
ing the Hundred Yeurs” War, the Fng-
lish, nrmies, sin;;!ﬂ—h'.:'nmlml, wortt glorons
victories, ke Amneourt, bot anvarinbly
were umable to tom them to dceount in
deciding the campaign.  Since the six-
teenth contary the English have at times
senl expeiditionary forves (o the comtinent
which lave had m some cases decisive
imfluence upon the results of the cam-
patipm, but they have never been able, and
are oot now ahle, to take the offensive
Alotie against any of the Great European
Powers in the feld with any chance of
success.  England’s predominance in Eo-
rope, then, 1s nol hased wpon superior
military strength; it 158 not a queston of
force: her diplomats know dnvariably
that thev cannmt threaten coercion of
dheir apponents dn land.

Yet for three centuries and more the
Fonghish, have soceewded in getting what
thev wanted, and in the general European
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wars have managed somchow to sccure
the victory for their sude,

Let ns not minimize the smportance of
this success, nor assume that it 5 any
the less suceeds becanse England has suc-
ceesded in winning her victories by means
of the hands of others.  Let us not claim
that the English have selécted the win-
ming sde with wncanny perspracity and
have prevailed because they have always
had the good sense to attach themselves
to the victor,. There are conspicusms -
stances where the English have con-

scioisly espoused the losing sule at the

thitn any army could have been, The
strategical importance of Delmium and
Hollan, 1o, vital to England, was very
fortamately also vital to Germany ani
France. The English have never, single-
handel, heen able to keep either France
O {.rmmu}' ot of thise countries in
time of war; bhut they have, somehow or
other, alwavs managed 1o play off France
aminst Ferrnnm. or Germany  apsinst

By means
of these antipanthies and fears, i‘u':jl‘,'ipuifi
his broken up alliances and ennlifions
agamnst her amd has formied allinnies to
assist her, ‘We peed not praise the Bot-
ish for moliling the face of Eurmpe to
suit their conmvenence, but it may not be
armiss to nsist that the strategical posta
which have been of such consequence to
the English i the past are mn nearly
avery instance of exactly the sime con-
sequence today that they have always
been. If we hove here the sceret of Eng-
lish success, the prime comndibion of Fog-
lish predominance, it is dle to suppose
thay ot will not, be of consequence in the
urnmeidhiate foture.

It s aguin true that the English have
tuken advantage of the difficolties of
others and have won their position by
meane of othérs” linnds rather than by

THE FUROPEAN WIWERE T0OR CENTLURIES
LACKED I'HE UNITY OF SPMIT WHICH
GREAT BERITAIS HAD ATTAINED

Until quite recently the Great Powers
of Eurape distinetly lacked tervitorial
unity, racial dohesion, aml mtsosaal con-
sciousness.  We speak of French and
Crerminn history with issurance ; we even
write of the Freneh and German nations
during the Middle Ages, meaning siuply
the history of those elements which have
since amalgamated tnto the nations with

work of Stem and Scharnhorst in arons-
g aml forming national eonscionsness
whong ractal lines bl mmediate redilts
of consequence.  The spirit which they
eredtel]  was  the real power behind
Blucher 2t Waterloo,

UNITY F ACTION AND A CONSISTEXET
POLICY Folt CEXTURIES

The real woret, then, of English pre-
dominance has been her territorial umity,
her riacial unity, ‘her national conscious-
ness, her political experience—all of them
realities o the sixteenth century to an
extent and a degree which it 1= douhiiu]
that they attimed in any other FEurapean
State for more than two centuries later.
England stepped into the Evropean arena
as a prit, of whose anity her own rulers
and those of other eowntries were chin=
seious,  Whatever force she possessedd
her rulers knew that they could direct as
they deemed necessary.  Unity of tetion,
& comsiatent policy followed out carefully
Ity generations of statesmen, became (o5~
sible, and its importance is difficult to
overestingite.  Somelow or other the
English have Teft upon the tangled web
of Egropean diplomacy the impress of
cansisteney, singleness of purpose, and
(if there be soch a quality in diplomacy )
of honesty.  The Englishwan's word has
Leen his Donid, not onlv 1 commercial
transactins between individuals. but in
the courts of nations.  Time Has prioved
the faithfulness of England 1o her allies.

Her promise of aid and support has al
ways meant a promise imperyvious to the
promusses, threats, or cajuleries of her
enemic=, 1 s this consistency, this firm-
ness Of purpose, this consciousness of
Englanil’s essential honesty, of her hion-
arable oliservance of her promises, that
his miude her the arbiter of Ey tope sind
has given her voive soch weight in the
tleltherations of nations,

TENGEAND OVER ALLY" HA% REEN THE
MOTTF FOR CEXNTURIES

Her ecarly attainment of territarial and
racinl unity made it impossibite for sliers
o use successtully agaimst ber the sort
of weapons that she emploved with such
telling effect against them. In the six-
teenth century Elizabeth fnd her states-
mert faced perlaps the worst crisis in
Enplish history, It seemed as if all Eu-
rope were abont to unite against her; if
wH on one prefext, then on  ooother.
There seemed o be two or three pissaible
combinations, anvy &f which would be
powerful enough to comguer her: and it
was indeed Iiigﬁl}' deubtinl whether g
lamd could withstand, single-handed, the
assanlt of Spain alone,

Elizabeth fought the tattle in Eorope,
not at home,  The Dutch revalt, which

she sedulimsly nursed and aided, struck

Spain. A deadly, erippling blow, In
France the strength of the Huguennts
gave Elimbeth powerful assistance amd
diverted the energies of the French
crown at eribical momenis

What made these fureimn victories de-
cisive for the safety of Englund was the
malality of her enemies o use the same
weapons against her. The Spanish and
the French tried to stimulate revolts in
Ireland and invasions from Seatlan'l: in
England they subsidized the Catholie
party and fomented rebellion. Al went
well in all these partics until it became
clear that they were to choose hetween
the disabilities amd difficuliies thev al-
ready chafed under and reliel bought at
the price of a foreign mvasion and pos-
sibly of 4 foreign sovereign.  The Scoteh
nobles preferred an English alliance
a French or Spanish allinnce, which
wromised much more glittering rewnrds,

he Tinglish Catholics, when the saiiling
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of the Armady made the real issme clear,
loyally supported the Crown, amd after-
warids flatly told the Spamish agents that
no revolt brought aboeot with Spanish
assistance wuuﬁl liive  their  support.
sirmilarly the fatal error of James [
waa his rehance npon French assistance,
Neither he nor his children were ever
able to arowse any vonsiderabile enthisi-
asm for @ party whose success meant
French influence and perhaps French
donnination. m Enghsh politics.

Foreign domination had been, in fact,
for centuries the worst possibility that
Englishmen could conceive, Let us not
forget that the worst crime set down 1o
the discredit of the most unpopular kin
in Fnglish annals was his surrender {E
his kingdom to a forcigner, even though
that forcigner was the Pope, the Vicar
of Guod,

THE ENGLISH ALWAYS UNITED AODAMNST
THTE TOHEIGNER

Do we not, in fact, get a strong light
upon English feeling from the usage of
words by Henry VILIL at the time of the
Reformation? He and his statesmen
were gecking some phlirases sure to ren-
der the Pope amd Catholics unpopular
with the men in the street. The words,
which recur agam and agaon throoghout
sixteenth-contury stututes, are the worids
“foreigner’” and “foreign.”  When Wil
hiam 111 prepared to seize the throne in
1680, he saw clearly that he must win
without fighting and conquer James 11
without-an army. A civil war would be
disastrons; the use of Dutch troops, ex-
cept fora few men m his own bodvguard,
wottld defeat the expedition before it
started.

It is this seatiment of mtionatity—
stromg enough to prevail in the minds of
even the most ignorant people over pas-
ston, religion, cupuidity, ambiton—which
has throughout English history dissolved
the maleontent party at the eracial mo-
ment, when their treason appueared to
theni i its troe l3ght. and kas thus rolibed
the invader of the assistance on which
s el depended.

The geographical position of England
as an =land, the strategical geography of
Europe which created antipathics be-
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twedn other nations, the domestic strug-
flﬂs of other nations toward nationality,
mve all been, withoot doobt, the tosls
which Englund has used in securing her
present  postbion; but the real motive
power has been the spiritual quality of
the natian itself, its cohesion and inas-
satlable unity, which rest in last analysis
upon - geographical forces and upon the
accident. of history.  Indeed, hid Eng-
land not sttained this cohesion and unity
so carly that by the time she entered the
Eurapean arena they were the premises
of English thought and action, even these
factors wounld not have been sufficient to
insure her influence or safety.

ENGLAXD'S ECONOMIC STRENGTH

England’s economic strength has heen
d‘u: to those same szufhr aml exeep-
tiomal factors o -which she owes the ad-
vanced state of her national Gopscions-
ness,  She has hod a certain advantage—
an artifcial handicap, iF vou will—in the
cconomic Tace with other nations, The
small area of arable lamd in the plain
slopang from the Welsh Mountaine to the
Channel and the Nuorth Sea was hearly
all availible for agriculture, though not
all of It excecdingly fertile. A mild,
equable temperature, without great ex-
tremes of heat or eold, an abundant but
not excessive rainfall,  produced condi-
tions peculiarly f{i'll.‘l'l-ﬁﬂ.lﬁ! for the crude
agriclture of the Middle Ages. The
miltd winters made it possible to leave
cattle v the open felds the vear round
and ordinarily ket enough grass green
to provide themn with food 12 months in
the vear. [Poor as was the quality of
this grass, scragey as the cattle were, in-
efficient as the agricultore was, the re-
turns seem to have been somewhat greater
thar those in eountries like Germany,
where the winter wis more severe.

This small, well-knit country possessed
also the artifcinl advantage of fsolution
from Europe.  Its small size and its for-
mation resulted moa political unity which
has not been disturbed or setionsly ques-
tiomed sinee the eleventh century. There
was no ngm}mhiml basis for two or
more States of nearly equal strength,
from whose rivalries serious or long wars
mght result.
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iR BIGHT CRNTURIES HER SAVINGS HAVE

The existence of the Channel amd the
dithoulty of imasion prevented interier-
enee from Evrope.  In fact, England has
never known, since Witlium the Normian
Harried Yorkslire,  sucl tfavdging. by
armies and consequent economic loss as
continued in Futope for centuries. There
were, o be sure, wars between kings and
barons, between bodics of nobles durng
the Wiirs of the Roses, bétween national
parties during the oivil wars of the
seventeenth, century, butl investiganin
shows us thit these wete, domparitively
speakmg, carciully nod palirely, conduct-
eil, and whitever plundering or niming
there was ades o have bieen 'weually
comfingd to the personal estates of the
hen eonoerned.

No hipe armies dauch #35 HrerallV ate
up Genmany during  the Thirty Years®
War, year after vear, have ever been
known on English o,

English wealth in the sixteemth con-
tiry. therefore, was the tesilt of the nor-
mil inerease of resotrecs Inoa compars-
tively poor covntry freed from seriotis
artifictal sethacks  [n the long mn she
became proportcmately nicher fhuom arger
cotintries with much more extensmwe mit-
ural resources, which were decimated by
war,  Neither extraordingry diligence nor
skill meeds oy e broaght forwired as the
explination of the begmning of England’s
capital fund ; nor must we allege ribbery
ter explain it Tt was that most unsnal
but simplest of all thin Sersim

\lready, o the time of Alired, men
began to realize that the protection of
Englond would t!upr:nll U the posses-
sion of a fleet sufcently lirge and effi-
cient to ward off invasion from the Con-
tinent,  Experience haul ' proved  agzn
anifl again in the preceding éenturics that
the geograpihical formation of [Eoglind
afforded the defender very little oppor-
tunity after the invader hayl once secured
a fooihold, The fmvasions which had
linded in England hod fnvariably  sue-
ceeded, and it became st that early day
¢lear that invasions must be defedted he-
fore they landed, The canses of the
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creatinh of an English fleet were there-
fore purely defensive ; bat that féer, onve
i bail become capable of defending the
Channel, proved avallable for ather nses,
which, as years went by, it wiis gradully
reilized were of greatar anil greater con-
séguence,

As always, the grear truths regnding
#omatioi s position: are realized dlowly
andl are Lorme i updn that nation by the
long experience of living rather than by
logic ar by ambition. Tt wis =een, m
short, that (the English fleet controlled
the Channel, and m coptrolling: the Chane-
nel elntrolled European trade.

I'rom the profits of past generations
England has made great mvestments in
other comntres from which she draws mt
present an enormons revenue, visthle, of
conrae, in hier surplus of imprrts over
exports.  This ik, naturally, cledr guin
for the present generation of Engiish-
metl—i great sum paid them every vear
becatise of the genius, thrift, and soccess
of their forebears. Few, if any other,
nations in the world are in reecipt of
large and tangble bd0 evidence of the eco-
normie sutcess of the nation’s past. Some-
