L FOALL that extensive empire
which once acknowledged the an-
thorsty of Spain in the New

Wuorld, no portion, Tor intersit and fm-
portance, can be compared with Mexico,
and this egunlly, whether we consider the
variety of its soil and climate : the fnex-
haustilile stores of s nneni]l wealth ; its
soenery, grand and picturesque bevonil
example ; the choracter of ifs ancient -
habizants, not only far surpassing in in-
telligence that of the other North Ameri-
can maces, but reminding us, by their
monuments, of the primitive civilization
of Egypt and Hindostan; or, Tastly, the
pecuahinr circumstances of s congquest;
adventurous and romeintic as any legend
devies] by Norman or Ialinn bard of
Ehil':-li'l'!.’,

The country of the ancient Mexicans,
of Aztecs, as they were called, formed
but a very small purt of the extensive
territories camprehended i the miodern
Repubilic of Mexico, [ts boundaries can-
not be defined with certainty,  They were
much enfarged in the Intter dive of the
empire, whan they may he considersed ps
reaching from about the eighteenth de-

e north to the twenty-first, an the At-

ntie, and from the fourteenth to the
nieteenth, mchuling a very narrow strip,
on the Pacific. In s prentest breadth it
could not exceed five degrees and a half,
dwindling, as it approached its southeast-
ern limits; to Jess than two,

It covered probably leds than of,0o0
stuare lengues. Yot such is the remmnrk-

Able  formation of this country  that,
thourh vot more than twice as Jarge as
New Englind, it presented every variety
of climate, and was capalile n?}fic}rling
neuarly every iruit fouml between the
Equator and the Arctie Cirele.

All along the Atkantic the country is
hordered by a broad tract, ¢alled  the
tierra celiente, or hot region, which has
the wsanl high temperature of eguinoctial
lands,  DParched and sandy plains are
imermingledd with others of exuberaint
fertility, nlmost impervious from thickets
of sromatic shrubs and wild fowers, in
the midst of which tower up trees of that
magnificent growth which is found only
within the tropics;

After pussing some twenty lengues
neross this baommg region, the troveler
finuds himsell mising mto 4 parer atmos-
pthire,  His limbs rocover thair elusticity,
Ile breathes more freely, for his senses
are aot now appressed by the snltry heat
atl mtoxicating perfumes of the valley.
The aspeet of nature, tow, has changed,
anil s eye no longer revels amonp the
wny variety of eolors with which the Tand-
scupe wis painted there, The vanill,
the indigo, and the lowering encao groves
disappear s he advances.  The susir-
cang and the plissy-Teaved hanang still
secompany him; and, when he has ns
cenled about 4000 feet, he sees in the
unclumging verdure and the rich [olinge

country s ddivided.

THE EROAD MEXICAN TANLE-LAND

When he has chimbed to the height of
between 7000 and Booo feet, the weary
traveler sels his foot on the sammit of
the Cordillern of the Andes—the cnlozsal
ringe that, after troversing South Amer-
i amd the Isthmus of Tiren, spreds
out as it enters Mexico mto that vast
sheet of tible-Eand, which maintains an
clevation of more than G000 feet, for the
distomce of nearly 200 leagpes, tnpl it
rrndmally dechines in the Tingler latitudes
of the north.

The air is exceedingly dry: the soil,
thengh naturally pood, s mrely clothed
with the laxorimnt vegetation of the
lower regooms. [t frequently, indeed, has
i parched and barten aspect. owing partly
ta the greater evaporation which wikes
filtiee. o these lofty plains, through the
ditnimished pressure of the atmosphers
and partly, no doabt, to the want of trees
to shelter the soil from the fierce infin.
ence of the summer s,

In the time of the Aztece the tnhle-
land wag thickly eovered with larch, ook,
evpiress, dnd other forest trees, the extma-
ordinary dimensions of some of which.
rematnirye to the present dav, show that
the curse of harrenness in larer times §s
chargeable miore on man than on natire.
Indeed, the varly Spaniacde made as jn-
diseriminate war o the forest as did our
Paritan aneestors, thongh with much less
reasont.  After once congquenng the conn-
trv they Bad oo lorking ambush to fear
from the submissive, semi-civilized In-
dinre, and were not, like our forefathers,
abliged to keep watch and wand for a
century.  This spoliation of the growomd
however, 35 said to have heen pleasing to
theit imaginations, as it reminded them
af the plains of their own Castile, where

the nakedness of the landscipe forms the
rden of every traveler's lament who
visits that conntry.

THE WOXDERFLT, VALLEY OF MEXICD

Midwiy across the continent, some-
what nedrer the Pacific than the Atlantic
(Jeean, at an elevation of nearly 7300
feet, 15 the celebrated Villey of Mexico,
It 12 of an vl form, about G leagues in
circumference, and is enemnpassed be a
lowermg rampart of porphyritie rock,
which nafure seems o have providerd,
though ineffectually, to protect it from
VAT,

The soil, cnee carpeted with a begoti-
ful verdore, and tluckly sprinkled with
stitely tries, iz often bare, and in many
places, white. with the inernsiation of
salts, caused by the draining of the
waters. Frve lakes are spread over the
vitlley, occupving one-tenth of its surface.
O the apposite borders of the larrest of
these basins, mueh shrmbk in its dimen-
stons since the Jdave of the Artees, stood
the cities of Mexicn and Tezeuco, the
capitils of the two most potent and o
mhing States of Aoahuae, whose history,
with that of the mysterions races that
preveded them n the country, exhibits
winte of the neirest approaches to clvili-
ration to be moet wilE'l ancienily on  the
North Ameritan continent

(M these races the thiost conspicuoys
were the Toltecz.  Advancing %rnm o
northerly divection, bt from swhat region
is nucertam, they enterdd the territory of
Analime, probably before the elpse of
the seventh century,

The Toltees were well mstructied in
agrtculture, and many of the most ysoful
tiechanie srts; were mive workers of
metals; invented the complex arrange-
et of thine adopted by the Axtecs ; and,
i short, were the true fountains of the
civilization which distinguished this part
af the cotitiment in Iater times, They es-
tnblished their capital at Tula, north of
the Mexican Vialley, and the remaing of
extensive bmldings were 1o be discerned
there at the time of the Conquest,  The
nohle rrns of religions and other edifices,
still to be scen in various parts of New
Spain, are referred to this people, whose
e, Télter, hos passed into-a synonym

THE LAWS OF THE AZTECS

Thie laws of the Aztecs were registered
and exhibited to the people in their hiero-
glyphica] puintings,  AMuch the lorger port
of them, as in every nation imperfectly
civilized, relotes mather to the security of
persoms than of property. The pgreat
crimes against society were all made capi-
tal. Even the murder of a slhive was
punished with death.  Adulterers, as
among the Jews, were sioned to denth.

Thieving, according to the degree of
the offenise, was punished by slavery or
death, Yet fthe Mexicans could hnwve
been under no grent apprelietsion of this
crimeb, sitice the entrances to their dwell-
mgs were not secured by holts or fasten-
ings of any kind, Tt wasa eapitz] offense

o pemove the boundanes of another’s

lands: to alter the established miasures,
and for a guardian tot to be able 1 give
a pood accodnt of his ward's property.
These regulations evince a reward for
edjuity in dealings and for provate rnidhts,
w el argies o considerable progress i
civilization. Peodigals who - squandered
their pattinony were punished in like
manner—ui  severe  serdence, smce  Lhe
crimie hrought s adequate pamshment
lomg with it

“A benutiful sight it was," says one of
them, “lo see them set out on their march;
all moving forward so gavly and in so
athrable ordee 1™ To batde they did not
sevk to kil thelr epemses so mmuch as to
take them prisoners, aml they never
seatlped, like other North Amencan tribes.
The valor of & warrior was estimated by
the tiumlws of his prisoncrs, and no ran-

heir military  code bore the same
stern features as their other laws., Dis-
ohedionce of orderas was punished with
death. It was death also for o soldier to
leave his colors, to attack the enemy be-
fore the signal was given, or to plinder
another's booty or prisoners:  Onpe of the
last Tezcyean princes, in the spirit of an
ancient Roman, put two sonis to death,
after laying cored ther wounds, for
viodating the Tast-mentioned Taw.

TR " HOUSES OF cop™

The Mexican tem ples— teacallis,
“honses of God,” as they wiere called—
were very numerons.  They were solid
masses of earth, cased] whh beick or
stone, amd 1w their {orm gomewhat res
semble the pyramidal stroctures of an-
cient Fgypt.  The hases of many of thim
were more than a bundred: feet square,
] they towered to i still greater height.
They were distributed into four or five
stories, cach of smaller dimensions than
that below. The ascent was by a flight
(il steps, at an angle of the pyaamid, on
the outside, Thiz led 10 o cort of termce,
ar gallery, at the base of the second sory,
which passed quite round the boilding to
another flight of stairs, commencing also
at the same gngle as the preceding and
directly over it, and leading to a similar
terrace ; <0 that one had to make the cie-
cuit of the temple several tmes hefore
reaching the sammit.  Tn some instances
the stuirway led direetly up the center of
the wesiern face of the building.

The top was a broad area. on which
were erected obe or two towers, 40 or
g0 feet high, the sanctunries io which

stood the sacred tmages of the presiding
deities. Belore these towers siood the
dreadful stone of sacrifice and two lofty
altars, on which fires were kept, as nex-
tingtishnble as those in the Temple of
esta.  There were sad to be oo of
these altars on smaller buildings within
the mclosare of the great temple of Mex-
wo, which, with those in the sacred edi-
fices m other purts of the city, shed a
brilliant illmmmation  over #3 strects
through the darkest night.

CUREMONIALS o FEACE

From the canstruction of their temples
all religious services were public. jFI"'I:n:
long processions of priests winding round
their massive sides, as they rose higher
and higher towatd the sommit, aml the
idistial rites of sacrifice performed there,
were all visible fram the remotest corners
of the capital, impressing on the spee-
tator’s mund a superstitions veneration
for the mysteries of his religion and for
the dread mimnisters Iy whom they were
mterprete,

This impression was kept in full force
by their numerous festivals. Ewvery
matith was conseeraled to some protect-
migr dedty s and every week—aay, aliiost
every diay—was set down in their ealen-
diar for some appropriate celebiration ; <o
that it s difficalt to understand how the
ordlinary business of life could have boeen
compatilile with the exactions of religinn.
Many of their ceremonies were of a Tieht
and cheerful complexion, consisting of
the natienil songs and dances, in which
hoth sexes joined, Processions were moide
of women: and children crowned with
rarlands and bearing offerings of fruits,
the ripened maize, or the sweet incense of
copal and other odoriferous pums, while
the altars of the deity woere stained with
1o blood save that of animals.

These were the peaceful rites derivied
from their Toltec predecessors, on which
the fierce Aztees engrafied a superstition
too loathsome to he exhibited m all its
nokedness, and ope over which 1 would
gladly driw a vefl altogether, but that 1l
would Jeave the reader m ignorance of
their most stoking institution, and one
that had the greatest mfuence in form-
e the national chiracter.






THE LUSTER OF ANCIENT MEXACO

Human sacrifices were adopted by the
Aztecs early in the fourteenth century,
about 2000 years before the Conguest.
Hitre at first, they became more frequent
with the wider extent of their cmpire,
ull at Tength almost every festival wis
closed with this ¢ruel abomination. These

religious ceremonials were generally ar—

runged in snch o monner as 1o afford a
tvpe of the most prominent circtimstancis
m the chamcter pr history of the deity
who was the object of them. A single
example will mﬂ%m:',

PRISONERS IN TiL ROLES OF GODS

Cine of their most important festivals
was that i honor of 'lé:}g-EHi Tearatli-
poct, whose rank was mnferior onlv 1o
thut of the Supreme Being. He was
ciller] “the soul of the world,” and sup-
pseid] 1o lave been its ereator.  Fle was
depicted as a handsome man, endowerd
with perpetual youth, A venr before the
mtended sncrifice a capiive, dstinguished
tor his personal beauoty, and withoor 2
Ilemish on his by, was selected to rep.
resept this deity.  Certpin totors took
charge of him and instrocted him how tiy
periorm his new part with  becoming
grive and dignity., e was arraved ina
spletdid dress, rogaled with incense and
with a profusion of sweet-seented fow-
ers, of which the ancient Mesicans were
as Tond as their descendants at the pres-
ent day,

When he went abroid he was attendid
Iy a train of the roval pages, and as he
halted in the strects to play some favorite
miclody the erowd prostrated themsalves
hefore him and did him homage s< the
representative of their good ?E:itjr. In
this way he led an easy, luxuriouz life,
il within a month of his sacrifice.  Fuour
beutitul girls, bearing the nimes of the
principal goddessés, were then selected to
be his companiong, sl with them he con-
tinued to bive i ille dalliance, fensted at
tlhe linquets of the prineipal nobles, who
paadd tom all the honors uF a divinity.

THE FATAL DAY OF SEACHIFICY

At length the fatal Jday of sacrifice ar-
rivesll,. The term of his short-lived glo-
ries was at an end. e was stripped of
tiis gamey apparel and bade adien to the

fatr partners of his revelrivs, Oune of
the roval lerges trausported him aeross
the lake to o tample which rase on s
margm, about a Jeague from the city.

trensures of their kingdom,  Silver, Tebd,
ond tin they drew Irom the mines of
Tasco; copper from the monntalng of
Zncotollan, These were taken not only
frinn the erude masses on the surface; bt
fronmt weins wrought in the solid rock, into
which they apened extensive gulleries
Tn fact, the traces of their Jabors for-
nished the best indications for the early
Sparish miners.  Gold, found on the sur-
fave or gleamed from the heds of rivers,
was cast into bars or, in the form of dust,
made part of the regular tribute of the
southern provinces of the empire. The
nse of iron, with which the soil was im-
precmated, was unknown to them. Not-
withstanding its abunidance, it demands
<0 ANy processes to prepare it fon ase
that it has eommeonly been one of the last
rmietals pressed inmn the service of man

They fuund & substitate in an alloy of
tin and copper, and with tools made of
this bromze could rut not enly metals, hut,
with the aul of a silicious dust, the hard-
vt substances, as basalt, porphvey, ame-
thysts, and emeralds.  They fashioned
these Tast, which were fopmd very large,
mteh many ctrrions and funtastic forins.
Thev cast, alsn, vessels of gald and silver,
carving them with their mietillic chicels
m a very delicate mamer.  Bome of the
rilver vases were so large that a man
conld not encirele them with his arms.
They tmitated very mcely the fizures of
amimals, and, what was extrnordinary,
could mix the metale in such a1 manner
thnt the feathers of o bind or the schles
nf a fish shonld be alternately of gold and
silver., The Spanish woldsmiths adimitted
their superiority over-thermselves i these
Ingenions wirks.

SHAVING WITH sSTONE RATONS

They emploved another tool, made of
it=1{f, or-obsudian, i dark transparent min-
eral, exceedingly hard, found i abun-
danee i their hills, They made #t into
knives; razars, and their sefrated swiirds,
It took a keen edge, thoueh soon hlunted,
With this thev wrought the varions stiones
afid alabasters emploved i the constrie-
twn of thetr public works and principal
iwellings,

The most remarkable pivce of seulpture
vet disinterred is the groat calendor-stone,

ANCIENT MEXICD
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It consists of dark porpbyry, and o s
origing] dimensions as taken from the
quarty is computed to lave weighed
nearly fifty tone. It was transported
from the mountams bevond Linke Chalen,
a distance of many leagues, overa broken
couttry intérsected by water-conrses and
canals. T crossing i bridge which tra-
versed one of these latter in the capitul
the sipports gave way, and the hoge mass
was precipitated into the water, whence 1t
was with diffienlty revovered.  The Fact
that so enormons a Frigment of perphyry
eould be thme safelv earried for leagues.
in the face of such ohstacles and without
the ail of éattle—for: the Axtecs, as al-
remdy. mentioned, had no animals. of
dravght—sugrests (o 18 no mean idens
of their mechanieal skill and ot their na-
chimery, anl implies a degree of coltiva-

tion Title inf=rior 1o that demanded for

the geametrical and astronomienl science
displaved in the inscriptions on this very
strsrie,

WONDERNTTL DYIE

The ancient Mexicans made utensils of
earthenware for the ordinary porposes
of domestic life, momeroms speciniens of
which: slill exist. They mutle cups-and
vitses of n lackered or painted wood, im.

ervions to wet aml gaudily enlored.
[heir dlves were abtained from both min-
erl and vegeinble substances.  Among
them was the tich erimson of the enchi-
neal, the modern rival of the fmed Ty
risn purple.  Teowas mtrodueed mto Ey-
rope from Mexicn, where the CHTins
little-inséet was novrished witl great care
on plantations of cactus, since fullen mto
neglect,  The notives were thus enabied
td give a brilliant eoloring to the webs,
which were mannfaciared of every e
gree of fineness from the cottion maised
Iy abundande throughout the warmer re-
frtoms of the conntry.  They had the ar,
also, of imerweaving with these the deli-
cate hair of rabbits and other animals,
which made a cloth of great warmth as
well as beanty of a kind altogether arigi-
nal, and on this. they often Lod a0 rich
embroidery of hirds, flowers, or some
ather fanciful device,

[t the art in o which they most de-
hghted was their plumore, or feather-
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wiark.  With this thev conld Furu-lhtl.n;: all
the effect of a benoriful mosaie.  The
gurgeons plumage of the tropical hirds,
especially of the parrot tribe, affordel
every variety of color: and the fine down
of the hanming=bird, which reveled in
swarms among the honevsuckle bowers
af Al y with soft adérial
tints that gave an exqguisite fugh to the
picture. The feathers, pasted on g fine
cotton web, were wronght into dresses
feir the wealthy, hangings for apartments,
and ornaments for the temples.

Nt eontent with the spacions residence
of iz father, Monterumn erected anothcr
on A vet more magnificent scile.  This
building, or, a5 it might more onrrectly
he stvied, pile of boildings, spread over
an extent of ground so vast that, as one
of the Confjgernirs nasures us, s terraced
rocf might have afforded ample room for
thirty knights to run their courses m a
regrular tournev. [Remorkable were s
interior decorations, its fancitol droper
e, its rodrfs inlaid with eedar and other
cdariferous woods, held together with-
out a mail and, probably, withont a koowl-
elpe of the arch, ite numerous and spa-
chons apartments, which Cortés, with en-
thuswstic hyperbole, does not hesitate to
dectare supenor to anviliing of the king
in Spain.

Adjoining the principal’ edifice wers
cthers devoted to various objects,  Cne
wias an armory, flled with the wenpons
and malitaty dresses worn by the Aztecs,
all kept it the most perfect order, ready
far jmstant use. The emperor wis hun-
self very expert i the mansgement of
the magualoatl, vr Ipdian sword, and
wok jrrent delight in witnessing athletic
exercraes atd the mimie represenbation
of-war by his voung nobility.  Another
burlding. wns nsell as a gEranary, and
ithers as warehmeses for the different fr-
ticles of food and apparel cantributed by
the districts t'!ta.rgucll] with the mainte-
mitee of the rovil household.

Here
waz  the scarlet cardinal, the goliden
pheasant, the endless parrot trile, with
their rainbow hues (the roval green pre-
dominant ), and that miniatare onracle of
mnture, the humming-hird, which delights
to revel among the honevaockle bowers
of  Mexicn, iree [amdred  atteniants
Imd charge of this aviary, whe made
themselves acquainted with the appro-
priate food of its mmates, oftentimes pro-
cumed at great cost, and in the moalting
scasom were careful to collect the heauti-
ful plummage, which, with its sanv-eolored

A =eparate bufldinge 'was reserved for
the fierce birds of prev: the vorapious
vulture tribes amil ehigles of endrmons
size, whose home was in the siowy zali-
tades of the Andes, Nooless than five
bundred turkevs, the cheapest mesit
Mexico, were allowed for the dailv con-
sumpiion of these tvrants of the fenth-
ercil race.

Ameriean wilderness. The serpents were
conifined in long cages lined with down
or feathers or In trovghs of mued anid
Waller,

The beasts and birds of prey were pro-
vidid with apartments latge enough 1o
#llow of their moving about, pol secured
by a strong lattice-work, through which
light amd nif were freely admitted. The
whole was placed mnder the charge of
numerous keepers, whis acquainted thim
sefves with the habits of their prisoners
and provided for their comfort and elean-
liness,
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With what deep interest would the en-
hghtened naturalst of that  day—an
Chwiedo, ora Martivr, for example—have
arveved this magnificent colleetion,
which the various tribes which roamed
aver the Western wildermness, the un-
known races of an ankmown world, were
brought Into ome view ! How would they
have delighted to study the peculiarities
of these new species, compared with those
of their own hemisphere, amd thus have
riden to wome pomprehension of the gen-
eral Jaws by which Nature acts in all her
works! The rude followers of Cortés
ditl not troahle themselves with suel re-
fined specolations, They FT_I.LI'IIHI on the
. cie with a yagie curiosity nog un-
mixed with awe, and ns they listened to
the wild cries of the ferocous anpils
and the hissings of the serpents they al-
most fancied themeselves i the mfernal
regions.

A ROYAL MUSEUM OF HUMAN THEARS

1 must pot opit 10 notice & strange col-
lection of human monsters, dwarfts, and
ather unfortunate persons, i whoese or-
gunization Natore had capricwously devi-
ated from her regular lows,  Such hide-
ons anomalies ware regarded by the Az
tecs ns a suitnhle appendage of state. [t
ts even sadil they were in some cases the
result of artificial ineans, emploved by
unpatural parenis Jesipous o secure a
provision. for their offepring by thos
qualifving them for a place in the roval
mnsewn |

Extensive eardens were spread om
arcund these Duilings, filled with fra-
grant shrubs aml Howers, and especilly
with medicinal plants,  No country hins
afforded more numerons species of these
last than New Spain; and their virtoes
were perfectlv undecstood by the Asztecs,
with whom medieal botany may I said
1o have been stodied as a =cience.  Amidst
this labvrinth of sweet-scented groves
and chrubberies fountaing of pure water
might be seen throwmg up thelr spark-
lings jets amd reattering refreshing dews
over the hlossnms. Ten Iarge tinks, well
stocked with fish, afforded a retreat on
their margins to varions tribes of water-
fowl, whose habits were o care fully con-
silted that some of these ponds were ot

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sult water, as that which they mast Joved
to frequent, A tessellated pavement of
marble miclesed the ample basing which
were overhung by Jight and faueciful pa-
vilioms,  that  admitted the  perfumed
reezes of the. gardens and offered a
grateful shelter to the monarch in the
siltry heats of summer,

FASHIURS IN AMCIENT AXTEC-LAND

The Epaniards were strock, on enter-
ing the capital, with the appearance of
the inhalicants and theirgreat superiority
fn the style and quality of their dress
over- the people of | the lower countries.
The thwatli pr cloak thrown over the
shonlders and tied round the neck, made
of ciotton of different degrees of fineness,
accordng to the condition of the wearer,
and the ample sash arowud the loins, were
ditenn wronght i rich and clegunt fig-
ures and edged with a deep iringe or
taszel,  As the wenther was now grow-
ing conl, mantles of [ur or of the gor-
reons: feather-work were sometimes syh-
stituted,  The latter eomnbined the advin-
tage of great warinth with beautv,  The
Mexicans lad also the art of spinning a
fine thread of the haft of the rablit and
other ammils, which they woveé mio a
delicate web that took a permanent dve.

The women, as in other parts of the
cotntry, séemed] 1o go aboot as freely as
the mem.  They wore several skirts or
petticonts of different lengths, with highly
ornamented bordéers, amd =ometimes over
them lonse Howing robes, which reaclied
to the ankles, These, alro, were made of
cotton, for the wealthier elasses of a fine
texture, prettily embroidered. The Aztec
wionten lad their fares exposed, and their
dnrk, roven tresses floated luxuriantly
ower their shonlders;, revealing featires
which, althonzh of a dusks or rather ¢in-
namon hue, were not infrequently pleas-
.

A REMAREAULE MARRKET-FLACE

L drawing near to the Horgues, or
erent nuacket, the Spaniards were aston-
ished ar the throng of people pressing
toward it, and, on entering the place,
their srprise was still forther height-
enod by the sight of the multitudes as-

semnbled there and the dimensions of the

The drinking
cups and spoons were of the same costly
materials, and likewise of tortoise shell.
The favorite beverage wis the chocolot,
fiavored with vanilla and different spices.

The mining history of Guanajuato vies
with that of the Nevadan gold eamps of
our davs, anly that anstead of the unsul-
stantial mushroom growth, tvpifving the
Americm mining booms, permanent and
lasting motuments were raised, and re-
main as miote though eloquerit testimony
of former industry and wealth,

In the year 1600 thére were 4.000 men
at work along the Mother Lade. A few
years fter (the Sierra. veln svstem swas
found and, accurding to estabiished cus-
tom, material llessings were reflected in
pious charities.  Ta  the “Efemerides
Cuanajlatenses” there s mention of the
lessing of o baptismal Tont in the chapel
af El Cubo, In 1600 a roval patent was
granted 1o this mmdustrial center, wherehy
it teceived the dignity of the name of
Villay Keal de Goanajuate,

That slavery fourished in these eirly
davs s evidenced by two proclumations
of 1500 and 1hh7, prohibiting the sile of
Indinns ns shyves and the hranding of a
slive m the face. In 7o the Villa Real
de Guanajuato claimed a population of
1000, mosthy Tecrmted from old Simain,
Minihg methods were most erude, ex-
plosives were unknown, amd the only way
of brewkang rock wis by building fires
ngraitst an exposed rock-face and, while
hot, dashing cold water gn it, causing it
to erack and split off.

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THE VENICE OF MEXICO

NEof the pleusurable experivnces

among thos<e that dehght the trav-

dler in Mexico 15 a vist o the
home of the Aztee lake dwellers. Much
of the chatm of the great Vallev of Mex-
wo, where they live, s due to the stretches
of water among the trees amd verdam
fields T a lnndscapee frtimed 10 beauatitul
mountains amnd bathed with clearest ar of
hesaven,

Their: Inkes — Texcoco, Xochimileo,
Zumpangn, and Chalco—do not reveal
themselves excopt from the high moun-
tmins encirching the walley.  They are
challow bodies of water m the nndst 6
extensive marshes, unapproachable, aml
lncking the effect of our likes with their
definite shore-lines, For this reason, they
have never been highways of civilized
commerce, nor hos naviganon Hoarshed
m their shallow wiiteri; but they were
from these vory hindrances destined to be
jealons mothers of ancient and remark-
able States, whose people, protected in the
fens, dugr ont canals nmlp developed an
indigenmis comemerce and transportation
to the fullest extent.

NRAITNTING THE EARKES OF THE YVALLEY 0F
HENICD

They were for modern wman a constant
menaece during seagons of Hood and bave
required enormous engincering works to
keep them in boonds, The first of these,
never of great value, was begun sone
300 veurs ago, and exists al the present
time as n ggantic ditch over 13 miles
long, 197 feet deep, nnd 300 Feet wide,
dur by the potient labor of impresseil
Indians, amnd called the Tajo de Npchis-
tongs,  The Intest updertuking i< a canal
conmecting the three lakes und leading
their waters out of the valley by & tunnel
through the ecastern mountzins. This
splendid piece of engineering, completed
some vears ago, effectually controls the
hetght of the water in the lakes and pre-
vents inumidations.

But long lefore Cortez came the In-
dians of the valley worked in the boggy

Inke lands amd dug canals hither and
thither—minin canals hetween the Likes
and to the great city of Tenochtitlin
antl smaller canals between their felds.
Through this mase of waterways, then
a5 now, they sent their boats and in the
fens budt their thatched louses, His-
torically, Cortez was the first European
hﬂﬂl_-ﬁuﬂdv_f in the New World, when of
i nperious tecessity he launched his
brigantines, of quiint sisteenth century
pattern, if one may believe the artists, in
the recking waters of Tezeoco at the spot
near Huejutla, where there is now a
bridge called Puente de los Bergantines,
not far from the eipital,

Pere Sahagun, the Francisean, reconds
that “the City of Mexico is like another
Venice, and the people themselves are

trable to the Vettetians in urbanity
and savodir.”  This was written in the six-
teenth century, bt in the lapue of several
hundred yvears the ciiv’s wonderful water
environment hias become diy pround, and
the ‘secker for lake dwellers will have to
Inok farther atield in the entrancing valley
of the :-ﬂr.'}'.

The way 1o the predent Aztee Venite,
which bears the name of Xochimilea, “in

aociety 15 called to the map of Mex-
o presented in this number, 0% x 29"
in size, and printed in four colurs, Noth-
i has been left undone to mnke this the
muost accurate, the st detailed, and yet
the most easily rewd map of that country
ever comypuled, embracng the very latest
miormation oldamahle from suthorita-
tive sources. [t not only shows all of the
transportation Hes, but every station of
even passing interest, as well as the vil-
lagres and towns off of the beaten pathis,

The map 1= drawn on a sole uFa{:j".E:n
miles to the ineh and has an insert, dawn
to a scale of 33.8 miles to the inch, show-
ing the great region embraced hetween
Tumpico and Vern Croz on the east snd
Morelia, Guanajunto, and San Luis Po
tost on the west. There is zlso a very
helpiul drawing which shows the size of
Mussachusetts, Conpecticit, Rhode 1s-
butud, amd eastern New York in comparni-
son with Mexico.

In additinn to this, there 15 a small
phyeical map showing elevations in Mex-
wo. It gives at o glince a graphic por-
trayal of the physical appearance of the
counitry, there heing one color represent.-
ing all territory below 1,000 feet. another
elevations froam 1,000 to 5,000 feet, )y third
showing that part of the country hving

between the 3000 feet aml the 8 oo0 Teet
contour, st a fourth showing all terri-
tory lying above 8.000 feet,

Particular attention i5 called] to the
legibility of the map, T'he ordinary map
as full of detil as this one is difficult to
read, but ounr eartographer in this in-
stance has suceeeded in gaining in detail
without lasing in legibility—a mre com-
bmation in map-making. A study of
Mexico from the map-maker’s viewpoint
reveals many interesting facts.  Although
that country is only one-fourth as large
s the United States, one can travel in a
straight line as far as from National City,
California, to Sitka, Alaska, or from Chi-
cago to Nwearaugun, or from Richmond,
Virpita, to Colon, Panamm, without ever
setting foot on other thon Mexican soil.
Likewise the distance between National
City, Californim, and the mouth of . the
Rio Grande 15 greater than that from
Hiltimore,  Marvland, to . Galveston,
Texus: also, it is farther from extreme
northwestern  AMexico to the extreme
sputheastern shore of that country than
it 15 from 3t Louis, Missouri, to San
Junn, Porto Kica,

Not only because of
their eventful histury are these islands
worthy of mnr-1r:'[-:'_r"1tu.nrl_+ bt héecanse they
h Ve 1|g'|_1r|.':i 1T Y aiplomatic l‘lﬂgnl:iﬁ—
tions, dnd their ultimate ownership may
have an important hearing on the inter-
natinnal relations of the future,

That this group of ahout hity Jslands,
only three of wlieh are big entiugh to
have a name on any ‘but  hydingraphic
charts and local mups, and the bigpest of
which one could wialk around m nine
honrs; seem important to our government
may be_judged by the price it profoses
to pay Tor them.  We gave less than =2
cents an acre for Alaska, Iwas- than 3 cente
an acre for California, Nevada, Colorado,
amd 1'eih, Jess than 14 cents an acre for
Florida, and under 27 cents an acre for
the Philippines.  Even for the Canal Zone
we paid L:ul 21583 per nere. Y el at 525,
ooon0 for the group we are offering
Denmark more than $235 per acre for
her holdmgs

THE I5LANTS MEASLUHED

Authorities have dis d as to the
area of the tshinds,. Fven as to the three
nmiain Elhnds—st, Thomas, st Johno, g
St Croix—there is no agrecment upon
the question of area; In order to get a
defimite statement as to thetr size, pland-
meter measaremonts of them were made
ont hydrographie charts in the affices of
the National Geographic Society, and
they  show that St. Thomas s 28.23
square miles i area, St Uroix B2
sgptunre mles, and St John o aggz sgunre
miles, making a total of 13247 square
miles for the three slands,  Some au-
thoritics give the aren as 138 square miles
and others as 142 spuare miles,

From the standpoint of the 1nited

States, St. Thomnas s the most important
of the group of islands,  Thiz mportance
arises from the fact that the harbor on
the south side of the island, on whose
borders the town of Charlotte Amalie is
located, is one of the finest moall tropical
Amenca. From the days of the hucea-
neers ks strategic :'.rh-*mtap,i: has heen
realieed, for when the Spanizh Main was
the hﬂﬂp} hunting ground of the gentle-
men of the Black Flag this harhor was
their headguariers, Dehind it outer hills
the pirate craft fonnd sheber from the
ofen’ seid, and were well screened from
the sight of passing ships until the mp-
ment came 1o potnce down upon them,
In more recent times it has plaved the
rile of safe harbor for the thousands of
vissels bound froom Evrope 1o Pannma
tod surrounding territory, oF mice Teri.
With a free port, where repairs, ships’
stores; and coal mght bie had, upon which
there had been no lévy of tarfi duties,
the shipping worl] found the harbor of
Charlotte Amahe an attractive way  sto-
v on o mst of its Carbbean routes,

AV RUINED ALRICULTURE

The island has suffered, much ns onr
awn South has suffersd in the past, from
a lack of crop diversiheation: as every-
thing in the South was for so many years
caotton, so evervthing in 5L Croix bas
heen sugar; and the putting of all of its
eggs o one basket has resubed seriouasly
on many occasions, The Danish Planta-
tion Company has sought to overcome
this evil by muroducing the planting of
cotton, covon, coffee, and olher crops,

The history of the Danish West Tndies
1s full of interest.  Columbus found St
Thomas inhabited by Carbs and Arn-
waks i 1403, In 1657 a2 colony of Dhch
settlers ocenpied the aslands but when
they heard of New Amsterdam, now New
York, they left it to hecome & parl of the
new colony with soch a remarkable fu-
ture aheid of it. The English came to
St. Thamas next, but in 1666 it was for-
mally taken over by the Banish erown.
In 17y the King of Denmark took the
aoyvernment into his own hands and threw
the port of Charlotte Amalie open, duty
free. to all nations. In 1Bor the British
todk the wmland from the anes, b re-
stored it after ten months,  Agmin, in
1807, Drtain took  possession of St
Thomas, but returned it in the readjoest-
ments growing out of the Napoleonic
wars in 18t3.

AN ISEAND OF MAXNY FLAGS

=t Croix was setled by Dueh and
Fnglish, but they quarreled and the Dateh
had to get out in 1630, The English in
their turn were driven out by the Span-
iarids.  Then the French from St Kitts

taok a hand and expelléd the Spaniards,
France gave the wland to the Knights of
Mulen ; f:tﬂ witer o prolonged, but losing,

santo Domingo.  In 72z the French cap-
tured eight British vessels lying there and
touk possession of the tsland again, finally
selling it to King Christian of Denmurk.

The first proposal to huy the Dhanish
West Indies was made by Secreétary of
state Seward at Washington, in Janoary,
1865, July 17, 1864, the Uniteil States
offerid 85,000,000 for the islands, In
1807 Denmark dectined 1o sell them for
thit amount, but offered St 'Thomas and
St John for S1o,000,000, or 515,000,000
for the three, Mr. Sewnard replied by of-
fering $7,5n0.000 far the group, Den-
niark made a counter offer of St Thormas
and St. lohn for that price.  Finally Sec-
retary: Sewand accepted the proposal ; but
then Denmark insisted that the consgoent
nf the les of the islupls should be
formally given before the sale was con-
summiated. Thiz was at first objected to
by Mr, Seward : but he finally cabled our
minister 1o concede the question of vote,
and on the 24th of Oetober, 1867, the
treaty was signed, Cmn January g, 1868,
the election was held, and out of 1,130
voles cost there were but 22 against the
cesston. oft. John was unanmmons; cast-
g 205 votes m. fnvor and none agninst,
Denmark matified the treaty, hut Senator
Sumper, then chairman of the Committee
onn Foreigm Relations, beld the Tl unre-
poried for more thor twio vears,  When

With Henry and Lucius Hotchkiss,
the firm of L. Couodes & Co, was Tormed 1o manu-
facture rubber shoes.

So Goodyear gave robber, halter-breken; to the
waorld. That in itself was a wonderful gift and a
great achievement.
