The prisaner explained thot he had de-
serted, hidden his rifle, and started out to
pive himself up. The whole countryside
is crawling with Bulgnrian prisoners, =o
that no one paud the least attention 1o
him. He walked on and walked on, ex-
amining gang alter gang, until he found
one in which the digmity of labor was
respected,

His only eomplaint wiais thot after he
had properly surrendered he was obliged
to walk three kilometers farther, until he
found an officer at Vertekopp who would
receipt for him properly. He thought this
farmalitv- might have been attended 1o by
mail.

PEASANTS ARE SOURLY PHILOSOPMTIC

Along with the prisoners otie also finds
press grangs of the peasants of the vicin-
ity, Thev are heartily discontented, al-
though they are paid for their work
e cannot wonder at their attitude
Throughout the centuries there have been
wars in Mncedonia, and with each war
the overlordship of the peasant changed,
Hut a little whil’-: ngn he owned alleriance
o fhe Turk. Then the Greeks took Mace-
demia and begin to tax him.

on the refreating heels of his new masters:

Sometimez an entire village has
heen evacunted [nrther up the line, and
the fifty or so who have held on to the
hitter end tramp stolidly and anwallingly
to safety. These poor folk mever lenve
their homes until they have been com-
pelled to, The outer warld is a strange
and hostile place to them. Peérhaps not
one in an hundeed has ever been twenty
miles away from his hamlet.

They pile their poor effects on donkeys,
put the babies on top, and Toad the women
with what there 15 left.

Thurefore, largely by the sanwe process,
the electric formace produces from the
same materials the near-<dmmond of the
artificial prindstone and the miwroscopic
ifust that becomes lead for a pencl; color
for mk, base for lubricants, electrodes
far furmaces-and death chairs, 6r a thow-
sand ‘other things, wader the manipula-
tioms of ndustrial science.

In making carborundum wheels, whet-
stones, amd other grmding woplements,
the cryvstals are separated, graded, mixed
with various hinders, pressed into. the
shapes desired, dried, and then baked i
kilns, like porcelain or other eeramic
prodlucts,.

We should do something and do it -
miedintely to hearten afflicted Russia, On
the Kussian bine of 1,000 miles there are
only O000 ambulances, while on the
French front of miles there are
fgo00 ambulances {ully equipped.

Behind the lines in Russa are millions
of refugees from Poland, Lithuanin, g
western Russin—driven from their homes
by the German and Austrian armise—
wanderme from ity to cty, erowded into
unfit habitations, huddled in stables, cel-
lirs, outhonres, and dving from disease
due to exposure and insufficient food.

Russia necds our trained women to in-
struct hers in the ant of nursing; she
needs enormons qoantitics of the ele-
mentary irticles necessary to relieve the
very worst cases of pain and suifering.

Probably nothing that ean be done -
mechutely will do more 1o win this war
thon to strengthen Russia, The oppor-
tumty and the duty here alone are almost
without limit mm extent. Our Red Crass
is the one agency which can exert itself
effectively in this tereible emergency.

Other
work of great magnitude must be done.
Our Red Cross must maintain a supply
gervice. whereby all the contribotions in
kind which pur people make can be effi-
ciently distribited.

would be deported.

At half ppst five, in the grav of the
morning on the t8th of November, they
walleed out, six thousand two Hundred

WITERE ONLY THE VULTURE COULD LIVE

About the end of March the retreat of
the German army over n small area
opened up to the world a vision of what
had really happened to the three millions
It ‘'was but a Dhitle parcel in France that
was recovered, with a population of only
30,000 people.

I had vasited that aren from behind the
lines and apain visited it from the Allies’
side. | found that every village, with the
exception of two soull aress, had been
totally destroved.

The Germans had erected buttering
rams, hid destroved atd burned villages,
hzd jeveled evervthing to the grounid, haid
gathered up all the agricultural imple-
ments i open sguares and bamed them,
had taken all the amimals, and had re-
moved all the male portion of the popuala-
tion between the ages of 18 and 65 vears.

Even the fruit trees hayve heen de-
stroved, anild that entire section, of prob-
ably Oo mtles in Jength 'nnd over 20 or 25
miles i depth, has been devastaied o
such an extent that thase people cannit
et back onto thelr fect without an en-
tire replocement of all of the enmnes by
wlhich production is ctried on.

This 1% bot a sample of what we bave
to expect from practically the entire area
The cost of rehabilitation runs into fg-
urés ‘which should =tartle all except
Americans, and perhaps. Amencans even
i the larger figures i which we have
hesran to think:

THE DAMAGE RUNS INTO RILLIDNS

[ made a rovrh estimate of the tmme-
dinte amount of money required to e
habilitate thar Intle pareel of population
and to sypport them for one veir! to pro-
vide them with their implements; to give
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them the roughest kind of housing, to
gel them back to the point where they
may get the land into cultivation and get
into sell-support, would run somewhere
from seven to ten millions of dollars.

Altogether the north of France is prob-
ably faced with a total expenditure for

There i still a further fGeld in Frince,
and that 15 the children. The orphans of
France increase day by dav. That sery-
we 15 one which probably wniches more
resrly to the heart of overy Americian
than any other we can da,

BLEEDING FRANUE ON LIDUHTY'S PYRE

Chn the children of France rests abso-
lutely the hope of France, becanse today
France is sacrificing her manhood on o
pyie devoted to liberty and a pyre de-
vioted to oy protection.

In these three problems the Amerncan
people have an outler for all of ther
generosity, 'Tor all their énpacity of or-
pamization, and that has never belore
bt presented 1o them.

The problem of Belgium is a problen
