MANEET PLACE RESEMBLES A STREET FAIR

The few streets of little stores which
once had been the city market-place had
grown into many blocks of cubical frame
sheds: It resembled a street fair.  One
wondered how there could be enough
business in the poverty-stricken land to
keep it alive.

Like a mimature city, the stands clus-
tered aceording to commodities,  Some

THE SPLENDOR OF ROME

Far across the city, bevoml the Tiler,
rises a commanding ridge or Bill, once
Montorio, from s golden sands, now
Muonte Ginnicola, or thr: Janiculum., At
its aouthern end o flar terrace, walled
comfortably for lounging, shaded with
thick-bramched  trees. Dears an  incon-
spicneis church s numnﬂ-:t}r San Fretro
in Montorio, the tiny “Tempietta” in the
monastery court marking the spot where
St. Peter was ciucified.

A MODEEN CITY OVEM A GEEATER ANCIEX'T
ONE

[Last ‘'of the river is dll the Rome of
the ancients, mast of Home tor the mod-
erns, king, court, administeative buildings,
palaces, shops, hetels—a great, sy tion }-
ermn city overlaying a greater ancient one.

Fven, from here the city looks neither
lovely nor pleturesiue. For that side of
it vou st wall some moontight night
by the Colosseum, loiter on the Dridpe
of 'the Angels when star-reflections dime-
ple ‘l‘|‘|l: sullen rver, st silent by o foan
tain in a rofesscented parden when the
nightingales are in snng.

SNow we see ovellow and grv erowded
muodern city, lightened heve and there by
clostered  treetops marking a  garden,
pomted with stately square towers  and
here amd there a dme.

There are no heavensreachimng spires,”
although a tower or rwo bear pomted
caps: nor can we make out clearly  the
undulations of those seven hills.

()f that last wonderful temple on the
E“Jll;[:rrl there is tixday no trace, though it
suffered neither fire nor thunderbolt. Of
glistening Pentelic marble, with roof and
doors of gold, it stood from the time of
Drumitian to that of Charlemagne, o temi-
ple so tich that Martial cried gaily that
[upiter himself wonld be bankrupt when
fe paid for his new house, even 11 le sold
all Olympus,  Soon after, Jupiter is
evicted, his dzy is done.

Throggh the centuries the temple [rit-
ters away pathetically, a hit here. a bit
there, A needv emperor strips the gold
reliefs from its doors, a Vandal congueror
steals hudf its golden tiles, a Pope (Hono-
rins ) apprupriates the rest to the huaild-
ing of St. Peter’s Chirch,

After Charlemagne, the hill becomes a
fortress for warring nobles, the noliles
who raised those beautiful towers that
atdorn: Rotne tday., The stones of tem-
ple and ctuedel make its defenses, and
later go to build the Villa Medici and the
Church of Santn Marin dell’ Anima,

Under the Palaezo Cafarelli, on the
southern born of the lall, the stumps of
Ihuge dolunms and & bit of pavement mark
the temple’s site,

From these [ragments we can recon-
stract it, glisteding white amd gold aganst
the skyv as #t stood some farr morming
centuries ago, awniting the coming nf a
confueror,

Shall it be Julius Ciesar?' What mate
tersit?  But it wonld be appropriate.  As
i boy . of seventeen, he served it as a
priest, his thick, dark hair curling from
under the wreath of shmnge green leaves
he wore, s he monnted ats steps o the
pride and vigor of vouth.

stifled.

JUpon the northern horn of the hill,
where the Temple of Tuno wsed to stand,
is the Church of Santa Maris in Aracoeli.
There are many lepends connected with
it, bur pepple go there primarily to- see
the “Samtissimo Bambine,” a figure of
the Christ Child earved from wood from
the Mount of (ives and richly adorned
with jewels of every comedivable sort.

The steps which lead to the chirch are
a memorial, hke the archangel o St
Angelo, to deliverance from a plagme
which devastated Rome, and people used
to. monnt them on their knees as they do
txlay the Sealn Santa (Pilate's stafrease)
over by the Lateran,

There are many who claim that the
custodn is bt a survival of pagan davs,
of Cresar's exaniple at the Temple of
Jupiter.

WHES DOPE AND PATRICIAN WERE RIVALS
IN AORNING THE CITY

This 15 & time of bulding, and from it
are the many great churches, the henuoti-
ful paaized, the palaces 1o which we go to-
day. They are much changed, restored,
altered, but they speak to us of the Rome
of the Middle Ages and of the Remis-
sance, the day when pope and patrician
rivaled each other in adorning their city,
That was a day of luxury almost as great
as in the time of lmperial Rome, but more
cautions, An amusing story may illus-
trate it

Leo X, patron of art, was frequently in
his banker’s debt, This banker, Agostino
Chigi, was of kindred tmstes, Tt lihper
purse, and they were the best of friemlds.
Clugt invited the Pope one day to a han-
quet in his pergola by the Tiber, and as
each course was finished the gold and
silver plate on which it was. servel was
tossed nonchilantly over the wall mto the
river.

The Pope's eves grew g, but there
was nothing to e said or dome s he coulid
not hope to equal his rival here;

The supper ended, the Pope amnd his
tram departed ; Chigi's servants Tifted the
silver platters, the golden urns amd gob-
lets, from the net m which they had been
caught !

CH all these popes, Sixtus Voin his hrief
five years did most for the Romwe we
know, leaving her as she remusined until
1870, when o grent increase in population
(it is now about Go0000; i 1870 it was
not hali that) and a new era of buildimg

began.

A popular American lecturer advises
his hearers “to think in big fignres”
That advice has ever been totlly super-
Huoms in Rame,  er eircuses, her Col-
ossenmy, her palaces, her trinophs, ber
hannquets, were the bigmest of their kind
her temples were huge, her churches the
largest in Christerniom. Modern Rome’s
Malwezn delle Finanze eowers thirty thou-
saril square yards, “the Iargest treasury
in Eurppe for the least treasure”: this
great, expensive monwment th Victor Em-
vaanuel 11 is the largest of its kind in the
workd.

In the square below us, as we Initer, em
the Pincio, 15 a great obehsk, and that
brings us back to Sixtus V' and his sery-
ices to Rome,

Not a few of Rome's great piaesi,
which add so much to her attractiveness.
are the more beantiful bedonse of his
thought. He repured, he restored, he
tore down, he Tkt up: to him we owe
the Lateran Palace of today (a mosenm ),
the marble stairease of the Piazza i
Spagni. the Aciqun Felice, the [Dome of
St. eter’s.

He it was who moved the “Horse
Tamers” to their priesemnt position and seq
uF formtains amd obelisks in the squares
of Rome, Clpe obelisk, that of Rameses
L, brought by Augustg to Rome, s m
the Piazea del Popolo ot oor feet, its
hieroglyphs yet visible, mking us back
three thousand vears (see page 6G11).
Anather, from the Basilica of Constan-
tine in the Forum, is in the Puazza dell
Esquiling before Santn Maria Maggiore.
the greatest of the eighty chorches dedi-
cated to the Virgin in Rome. Owur Lady
of the Snows 15 her older and prettier
name, commenmniorating the legend of her

Another obelisk is pear San Gidvanm

centuries.

THE ANDBRESS OF GILBERT GROSVENGR,
FRESINENT OF THE SOCTETY

Pr. Grosvenor, in his mtroductory ad-
dress as presiding officer, said:

"On a lnte summer day i 1801, Peary’s
ship, the Kiue, was worlang its way
through the we-fields off the Greenland
coast, seeking an anchorage, when a cake
of ice hecame d against the rudder,
causing the wheel af the old ship suddenly
to reverse snd one of the spokes o pin
Peary agamst the casement. Before he
could be released bhoth bones in his left
leg had snapped.

“What should he do atter this distress-
myg accident? HKetom to Washington, as
his companions o him, and come
bawk to Greenland Inter, when his badly
broken limb lad healed? "No," sadd
Feary, ‘my irends have invested their
mioney i my enterprise and [ muost make
pood 1o them wow.”

“So the sargeon strapped the leg to a
hoard, and on an improvised stretcher
he was carried ashore amd deposited on
that bleak, desolate land, while by s
command the ship and surgeon rred
home lest the entire party shooald be
caught in the jce unprovisioned for the
long wintér,

"Thus, strapped to a board, Peary be-
gan his first campaign n the Arctic,

“Many in this noiahle gathermg have
heard Feary declare, ns he loved to so
often, that Mre. Peary always seemed to
fiiresee whether she could help most by
gomng. northe with the expeditton or by
staving behind to speed the auxiliary
peirties,’

“Fortnnately for American history, ber
mturtion Tl smpelled her to accompany
her husbhand on this, his first expedition,
in spite of the fact that no white woman
had  previously wintered with an Arctic
party. She nursed him so skilliully that

EXTRAGRDINARY COURAGE MATCHED BY
REMAREKARLE INTELLECT

"Pearvs extraondmary  cours was
matched by mn equally remarkable intel-
lect. He possessed the resourcefulness
and patienee in detail of the inventor,
the precision of an engineer, the genernl-
ship of a-great commander. FEvery cam-
paign was planned with such minute care
that thomgh he took hundreds of men
north with him, ke hrovght them all back
snfely, with the excveption of two who lost
their lives n: accidents for which the
leader was in no wise responsible,

“It was inevitdble that the prize for
which all satiwons had striven 'gﬂ' ANy
centuries should be won by such a com-
bimation of pluck and brams.

“We are proud tio recall that Peary was
a member of the National Geographic
Society from its organiation, in 188
Hiﬁ_r;}l"jt aldress to The Society, de-
scribing a journey of exploration throggh

Nicaragua, was given in that year amil
published in the first volume of The
Society's proceedings.  COn his  refurn

trom the north, his first public address
wias alwavs nmdé before our Society.
Hic Iast public appearance was oa the
platform of the Natonnl Geopraphic

"1 wvoice the feeling of every member

TITE SECRETARY OF THOE NaVY's ADNLESS

The Hou, Edwin Denby, Secretary of
the Niavy, spoke as follows:

“The discovery af the North Pole by
Civil Engineser Robert E. Peary, 17, 8. N,
on April 6, 1000, was o sapreme achijeve-
ment in eourage, endurance, amd tenacity
of purpose.  His victory will stand for-
ever as a paramotmt example of the con-
st of spirt over matter,

“When the dispatch, “Stars and Stripes
mailed] to the North Pole,” went Hashing
through the erisp Labrador air from the
wireless station at Indian Harbor, all the
avilized mations were thrilled with sr-
prise nnd interest by the wonderful news ;
bt those who had studied the history of
Arctic exploration in the past three him-
dred yeurs, and had followed Peary in his

twentv-thtee vears of brutal hard labor,
with cold, hunger, and durkness, linding
smow and dasslmg Arctic light, with ter-
vific: wind and inmpassable water and prob-
able death before him, thanked Gowl that
the will of this man had proved stronger
thmn the forces of natore.

“For twenty-three vears, through dis-
cotragement and opposition, amd by Iabor
superhbamiin that would have wornm out the
courage of most men, he fitted out expe-
dition after expedition, and lurled hie
money, timke, and energy agninst the al-
maost impregnable fortress of the North.

The city 15 divided
mtp three separated. quarters,  Stamilwd
and Pera-Golata lie on the European side,
the Gollen Hom between thom, and
Scutary siunts on the Asintic sile, across
the Bosporns, Like outstretched arms,
the two straits come up from the Sea of
Marmora to the south (see map, p. 630},

Galata and Pera are the Europein
quarter, opposite Stnmboul, where the
representatives of foreign powers have
long  mamtamed  therr  embassies aml
homes,  Crice the suburbs of Stamboud,
this part of the city was known as fustin-
ianapolis until the Genoese made it into
an Italinn town and fortified it with walls
and many towers, one of which, the

The Near Enst Relief has opened two
hospitals and fifty chilidren’s clinics: sup-
plied wisiting nurses and work for hun-
dreds of refugee women, established five
Armenmn, sx Greek, and many Kussian
camps, and placed fooo chilidren m or-
phamages and tuberculosis hospitals, DHe-
sides, this organization has sent emormons

Refugess have poured into Constanti-
nople in wveritable rivers of homanity.,
Populations of entire  vil areels,
Armeninans, Russinns, Jews, Tuarks, Geor-
orans, Aperbal jans—hove reached the city
penniless, there o live in open streets, in
camps, on the rmined walls, in huts made
of boxes, m discarded army fents;

Their numbers are appalling.  For in-
stance, (58000 Rusdians alone came to
Comstantinaple up  to Oectoper, 1020,
Most of them came down with Wrangel's
army from the Crimea, packed so tightly
i small bonts that some of them died amd
others were born, m an upright position,
All but g5000 of these have been sent
away mto Ramama anid Tulgara, where
there may be food for them,  Those re-
maining have lived as they could,

One enterprising voung refugee put elec-
tric hights in the Basilica Cistern, to the
left of Santta Sophia, and now charges
hlf o Turksh pound 1o row visitors once
around the beautifal dim spaces,  This
cistern was built by Constantine the Great
and contams 330 pillars.

Last vear the Russians todk the
lnst of ther iminkets here and sold them
for foul.

A still largor street hasaar in Sthriboal

fee-cups of heaten gold, pearls like milk
amd roses, sewingamechines, egg-leiters,
preanite: pans, amd old Turkish costumes,

which the shopleeper tries to sell as
kimonos,
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Few buyers are in (he hazanrs these
days, for the vme hns passed when a
b eonld afford to send his whole
arem shopping undeéer the eve and whip
of the head eunuch. The buzaars have
come wpon hard times.  The American
tourist is barred because of the war be
rween Turkey and Greece, amd the sol-
diers and refugees turn gut their puckets
and langh when they are exhorted to by,
The white marhle palaces which line the
Bosporis are no lunger wstd by sultans,
pashas, anil bevs, They are in a sad state
of dilapidation. and some of them are oc-
cupried h}' French and Hmdustant troops,
or by Allied afficials.
¢ Sultan lives wn seclusion at Yildiz
Maliee.  In pathetic ¢ontrast with the

splendor and pomip that wsed to attend lns

weelly visit 1o some ity mosque is the
shablyy parade that now marks s drive
to pravers each week at Yildiz siosque,
perhaps two hundred feer from his ]'l.ﬂlﬂ_l:ﬂ'
door, A Tew visitars still collect in thr.-
wiiting-rooms of the palace to see him
by, starmg through the windows at 1:
