E discoversd the Ol Sqenish
Read by accident—an unavoud-
alble accadent, of cotrse—such

an aecident as would be the discovery of
the sea by a man marooned upon o desert
ishimil.  Yet it was a discovery for all
that, for we had pever heard of 1t before.
It is the oldest road upon the North
American Continent,

The morning we found it we had
chimbred the hill to visit the decaying ruins
of CMd San Blas—O 0 San Blas as distin-
guished from that newer San Bias that is
slowly dissolving in sun and vaim upon
the beach below. Chance had decanted us
irom the sea at this tmy port on the
Pacitic coast of Mexico i the state of
Nayarit.  Char true reason for being there
wis that we had no choice: but we hid
this unplez=ant truth from oorselves,

Toward the black end of his career in
Mexico, Hernan Cortezr fought his wav
through the jungle o the mouth of the
santiage River, and there bailt four little
stups amd satled away i the hope of male-
ing turther discoveries: with which to
propitiate the Spamish kg, It was at
san Blas that kns star began definitely to
decline.

HOW A THEORY OF HEFORM CREATED

The Dutch word polder 158 a term ap-
plicd to any area of land protected by an
eheircling dike antd drained by its own
system of pumps. Some of these are
harely below the general level and need
only a shght embankment; such are
usually of firm sail, and after the removid
of the water become arable helds. Others
were originally pomds or lakes, or deposits
of wet muck which have to be inclosed by
more substantial embankments, amd the
removal of the water in the first instance
as well as subseruently is & serions matter,

The polders vary n size {rom two or
three acres to qo000 acres and they lie
from a few inches below the level of the
e to I8 feet below it.  The former were
drained by single windmills, while in the
Intter cases stromg dikes were rejuired
and the best pumping machinery loept in
operation for years,

The mterior of each polder is cut with
ditehes amd  canals, whith condoct the
drai to the point where pumps are
established to lift the water over the bank
into the encircling canal.  In sommer
droughts the reverse process brings n a
bountiful supply of water for irmigation
PUrpOSes.

THE WATERS HAVE GREATLY MOMHFIED
THE MAP OF HOLLAND

In the Rhinelamd district there are
gooon acres of land which would be
under water still were it not for the skill,
capital, and energy of the doughty Duteh
warriors, And there are even now within
the borders of Holland thousands of acres
of fArst-rate mud aching o contribute
toward the making of Dutch cheese for
the foreign markets, bat their existence
is smothered by the same thousands of
acres of overlymg brackish water.

The most important change wrought by
man upon the face of Holland was the
drying up of the Haarlem Lake. This
Inke, or, as it was called, this sea, had been
furmed by the joining of four smaller
Inkes and enlarged by frequent imaneds-
tions until it attnined a cirenmierence of
17 miles:

The soil of its shores was very fertile
and s0 readily disaolved by water that no
prediction could be made as to which way
or to what extent it would grow,

With an outlet nto the Zumdér ZJee,
through a branch known as Het 1j, vessels
