MOXNG deep canyvons -anil on the
A!Jcnru:ﬁ of himry ranges reachimg
heights of 20000 fect and more,
at the western pateway from China into
Tibet, lives an abornginal trnibe  called
Mosg, by the Chinese, Far removed
from the infloence of northern amd east-
ern Chinese civihization, the Moso have
liverll secluded, shut off {rom the rest of
the world, and only coming mto contact
with other tribes inferior to themselves,

While the latter have adopted ad-
dhisar, which with them has depgenerated
TSI LL r[rmr.lﬂu[ﬂﬂ‘j.‘, the Maoso, or Nasht, fs
they call themselves, have adhered 1o
their aboriginal religion of sorcery, which
undoubtedly st once hiwve prevatled in
Tibet, ere it was crowded oot by the pow-
erful Lama church, The Nashi, as we
shall heneeforth eall them, now a4 dwin-
dling tribe of Tibeto-THurman stock, many

Every Nashi village has one or more
Tombas amd every Tombn hkas his own
place vl =acrifice on the outskirts of the
village, Such a place 15 koown 1o them
az Muang bo di, meaning, hterally, place
of heavenly worship, It consists of an
oblong pit facing north to south.  The
nI"rEr. a mock plaiform, s at the north
enid.

Un the ffth day of the New Year the
Tombas gather, with the male members
of the willage, to perform their annual
offerinps to the gods, but especially to
the spirits. responsible for all the ewils
vigited wpon man from the skv—such as
flowwls, hailstorms, lightome, thunder—
and for protection from: wild beasts and
theves,

Women are debarred from this place
of sacrifice and are not permitted even to
approach the pit.  Neither are they al-
lowed to listen to the religious chantbmg
or partake of the feast, which lasts for
several days.

The lot of the Nashi women 1s a very
hard one, and as the religions books tell of
the happy dayvs in the worl] of shadows,
it is feared they wonld commit suicide if
permitted to fisten to religious recitals,

As evil spirits are supposed to hive en-
tered the ege alter this ceremony, it is
ratural that sick Nashi do not generafly
eat eggs: 1 often tried to persunde il
peopile who had not taken nourishment
for several days to eat epps in milk, but
I was always met with blank refusal amd
the statement, “I1f we eat egps, we will
surely die”

The Nashi have many ceremonies in
addition to those described, and each kind
of fliness requires a different altar, The

These attractive people liave
their own kisgrdom at the base of the
mountams, In stature and general ap-
prarance they remind one of th-e Filipinas,
if the latter conld be transferred and
reared In a more vigorous chime.

The Nepalese make excellent soldiers
and furnish the recruits: for the British
Garkha battalions, which are of the high-
est quabity.

At the higher levels the Tibetans were
encountered—uhigy, Tuddy-faced, rellicking
mdividuals, hoth men and women. With
Jong, Mongolian eves, pigtails, firm step,
and eonfident manner, they were a great
contrast to the people of ti'u: plains.

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TIGER-HLUNTING TN INDIA

I firat met Lord Reading in the spring
of 1919, when be took passage on the
Aguitenia, then a troopship, on which 1
had command of the troops, numbenng
nearly 9,000 men. He was then the Am-
lassador of Great Britain to the United
Stites:

He is one of the greatest enthusinsts
un tiger-hunting 1 have ever met.  He had
done little hunting or shooting lefore
coming 1o India, but since his arrival he
has hecome quite adept and has killed two
of the great beasts,

Tiger-hunting is regarded in India os
a royal sport, and he who i3 specessiul in
hagping this master of the jungle s
looked upon as a public benefactor, for
the number af people-killed each year by
wild aninmls and reptiles in India is ap-
palling, Swtistics are difficult to obtain
becanse the natives in some places hesitate
to report what has happened, and in other
cuses those kalled disappesr without leav-
g 4 trace,  The mumber reaches into the
thonsands, however.

The jungle beasts of India are very
ferocions, while the inhabitants are prac-
tically unarmed and are unwilling to lall
mirst animils on acconnt of their religion,

In the Central Provinees, where we
hunted, the fotal number of reported
deaths from these destroyers of human
life was 1,701 in 1923 Of this noomber,
snnkes killed 1,133 5 tigers, 352; panthers,
114 beprs, 155 wolves, 115; hyenas, 4;
and ather animals, 58,

ONE TIGER CAUSED 13 YILLAGES TO RBE
DESERTEN

Whenever tirers become incapable of
providing for their Hving by killing wild
animals or domesticated cattle, they at-
tack homan beings,  Panthers are much
the same. ‘Tigers have been known to
cause whale districts to be evacuated,
There 15 a record of one heast which so
terrorized a comnumity thnt 13 villages
were evacuated anil 250 spuare miles
thrown out of cultivation, Another com-
pletely stopped work ona public Toad for
many weeks, while it frequently happens
that mail-carrving is suspended on aec-
count of figer activities.

Panthers are much given to going into
the villages and smashing in the native
hiouses. and in the owtlying districts

s

mothers never leave their children alone
on account of this vonstant menace.

Bears do not kill =0 many people; but
I:hi.}'r tear up and dishgure great tumbers,

o Ig21, 40035 Tupees were spenl Bs
rewards for killimg jungle animals in the
British provinces, and the total oumber
slain was 2,510,

In the Nechndda [hvision of the Cen-
tral Provipees, 61 tigers, 202 panthers,
anid 44 brars were killed last vear, while
in the Nagpur Divison 67 ugers, t54
panthers, and 68 hears were killed, We
hunted in both of these districts.

MUCH PREPARATION TOR A HUNT

A great deal of preparapon has wo pre-
cede & tiper bunt. To bemin wath, all
hunting rights in the native siates are
jealonasiy guarded by their princes and no
strangrers can hunt without permisson,

The ruling British officials hesitate to
gsk these princes to organize hunts for
amyone, because it amounts to an order,
and not only makes the princes feel that
their affairs aré being interfered with, Tt
that they have a right to ask favors in
return,

The Viceroy hadl made tentative ar-
rangements 1o go shooting in the Central
Provinces, and Sir Frank Sly, the genial
povernor of that part of Indin, had ser
aside one of the best hlocks of Govern-
ment forest and kept 3t unliined for a
long time in expectation of the occasion.
|.ord Reading tolil me, however, that the
pressure of affairs would  probobly  wot
allow him to hunt i the immedinte
future and that T might shoot on his block.
This was a great chance indeed, The Lil-
lowing day, however, he decided that he
would go, after all, so Governor Sy twle-
oraphed his bead forest officer and ar-
ranged that 1 should have the next best
block.

With this promise, we retumned to Cal-
cutia to pet together our outht for the
expeditiom

Viile in Caloutta, through the codpera-
fion of the Governor of Bengal, Lord
Lvtton, and the Calcuttn Commissioter
of Police, Mr, Tegart, we were also in-
vited to hunt in the domain of the Ma-
haraja of Surguja, the ruling prince of
one of the native states in central Indimn.

TIGER-HUNTING IN

We examined the position of the tger
whes 1 firgt fired and found pleces of cut
hair where the buollet had strock; also
deep claw-marks in the hard mek. We
found where my secomnd bullet had hit the
rock and not the tiger, just as it tell for
the secomd time, and were tracing it up
the cut lmink when the native who was
posted o the tree belund my machan
called that the tizer was Iyving in the
witter of the nala and had not moved for
a long time.

We could find no indications that 1 had
hit the second tiger: so, toking our rifles
(this time [ took my double-harreled
Bury), we provecded along the high hank
into the edge of the jungle. It is dlwavs
important (o keep above a wounded anmi-
mal,

Snon we saw the tiger, stretehed at full
length in the water of the stream, with s
teeth :Iul:l ing the roots of a tree in &
death grip and its legs drawn back as in
the art o spnnmﬂg These armmals are
game a¢ long as a breath remains in their
badies,

A BIG TIGRESS IN FINE CONDITION

We threw down some sticks and stones,
bt ns there was no response, | jumpesd
down the bank and gave the tail a hard
pull.  She was stone-dead, a fne lig
tigress in splendid condition.

It is inrﬂ[ o express one's exaltation at
the first tiger.  Jollve told me thar no
matter how many tigers he killed or =aw
killewd, his heart alwave cume up into his
miouth at the sight of one,  Mane certainly
did that (day, several times.

P'rolably  three tigers, including two
large ¢ubs, had broken hack through the
leaters; so that at least four, if not five,
tigers had been in the beat.  This was
extriorditmry,  In addition, the sudiden
appearance  of both - anmmals  charging
across the open river bottom, at top speed
aodd i plain view, instead of beng in the
thick jungle, catiserl my first introdietion
to the roval Benpal tiger to be staged on
lines that muay never be repeated. 1t was
marvelons !

The beaters improvised a litter ont of
the hed of which my machan had been
made and tied long poles under it, so that
ts or 20 aof ﬁmm conld  carry it
Then. having made a bed of grass and
leaves, =0 ns not to injure the coat, the

tiger wis carefully mlled onto it and
tied down, Then we started out' over
the siver besd for the carts. [t was EFIW-
ing dark and we made haste to get on our
horses and start back to our resthouse.
My experience of the day was such as
to repity me for my trp W India, no mai-
ter whether 1 ever saw another tiger, and
my only ret was that Mrso Mitchell
was nit with me.

1 had learned many things about tiger-
hunting that day. COne was that the
heaviest rifles are necessary to stop these
great beasts. What the effect of my hul-
Jets had been I could not tell, as they had
made wounds of entrnce only as large
as the .3o-caliber bullet, and no blood
whatever had dropped from the wounds,

There wits one woumd in the animal’s
abdomen and another in the pomt of her
leit shoulder which we could }EF_'E bl pual-
verized that member at least,

Twn things were certain, however: first,
that the Springficld hod fmled to knock
her dnwn,. and, Hﬁnnﬁ_, that when the
second tger was running by me at such
close tange 1 could neither cateh the peep
sight rapidly: enough, nor follow with a
second shot sufficiently guickly with 2
bolt-action rifle.

While my canfidence i in the Springheld
for long-range shooting in the open, at
smaller game, remams as great as ever, |
learnied that day that the double-harreled
rifle of over .4oo caliber is the thing for
hunting tigers in Inda.

1 was astonished at the strength, the
beanty, and the smze of the tgers: It
seemed as if the whole forest opened a
huge door, out of which these grand ani-
mals charged toward me. [t remnded
me: of what a Frenchman had said to
somme friends after seeiny his frst tiger.
When asked how big it was, he rephed:
“Gentlemen, | do not know the exict spee
b measre, it to me he was ot least
3o feet high.”

Ten minutes elapsed and we heard a
great roar from the mule tiger and . stren-
uous efforts on the part of the beaters to
tirrm lum laek, He was furious. He
camie to the second watercourse m front
of wa, Lot wonld eome in oor direction
no farther, e sat down on his haunches
antd looked around, concealed from our
sight, thoogh several of the stops m the
trees conld see hinm

The beaters reached the tidge about
75 yards from lam and were warned by
the stopes to take to the trees and toowait
for the elephants, who came through the
heaters with their trunks held high, as
they caught the went of the tiger, An
ordinary elephunt under these conditions
would have mutde a hasty retreat, but
these were trained for the work, All of
them were now in plain view of our ma-
chian,

The heaters from the frees put op
nnited showrs, while the elephants crushed
down heavy underbrush  and  waved
branches in the air in an attempt to drive
the tizer on.

ol

“Stripes” had been perfectly still dur-
ing these procecdings, bt aun'fdunlf like
a Hash of orange hight, accompamed by a
great roar, 1 suw him rush stragly for
two elephants, which he reached o the
twinkling of an eve. They trumpeted and
dexternasly avoided him, as he charged
v them. Fortunately, the heaters were
in the trees. He had escaped.  But to us
i was even more interesting to see this
happening than to hive killed him,  The
male tigers often cover a female’s retreat
in this tashion.

We started back, the dend riger being
carricd on a palanquin much hke Mrs,
Mitchell's,. The natives envered the ani-
el with leaves and the =carlet fowers
of the “Hame of the forest”; for, al-
though their greatest enemy, they pay the
atmost respect to the tiger, dead or alive.
In this vicinity some years previnusly a

single tiger had kalled mere than

people,  1le was so clever that for a long
time be eluded all pursmst. At lnst a na-
tive, sitting up i & treée over the body of
one of the victims, shot the tiger with a
soisoned nrrow, from the effects of which
1 died within three hours.

The natives of this province are great
bowmien, Az they wear long hair, they
hang their spare arrows i their stalp
lock instend of carrying them in a8 quiver
(see page 5598). |

The day following Mre. Mitchell's zue-
cessful shot we returned to the capital,
where we learned that the huge tiger
which hail escaped s the first day and
who had gotten through seven heats huud
killed @ larpe buffalo out of & herd and
had walke! off with him into the wonds,
carrying him by the nape of the neck, as
a cat carries a newhorn latten.

We had 'no time to waste,  Mes. Mitch-
el dul not even change her silk dress for
her hunting togs,

The bent had beerarrmnged 0 all haste,
The machan which we entercd was very
paced, but in very thick country, as no
time had been avnilable for clearmg away
the brash; also, this tger was so wise
that he wonld be sspicions i he saw
choppings: or heard unosunl noises from
that part of the forest.

Mrs, Mitchell aned T oceupied the ma-
chati, while the Maharaja placed his motor
car on the road, i a clearing about 200
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years old, feet 4 mches between
pers,  He st have been fully 4 feet or

The figures of these athletie, high-caste
Rajpuits are all, slender, erect, and stately.
He received us with the easy grace char-
acteristle of him, while all areund stood
members of the family amd his principal

officers.  He condocted us into the throne
room and across it to norased doas, where
three gilded charrs bad been ploced.

Rangd around our seats were the prime
minister, the cliefs of the wvifious de-

its; anil the Maharaja's aged uncle,

After we were seuted the Malaraja
took gariande from a table and placed
them aronnd our necks, then sprinkled
attar of roses on gur shoulders-amd hand-
kerchiefs, and bade us welcome 10 the
tlurhar,

The prime mimister now arose gl de-
tlared the durtar opeped, The Mahamija
thereupin stuod and read, in excellent
English, a most enlogistic aceount of oor
visit in Surpnia, the different episodes of
gur huntng, and the pleasure they had
lel i recerving Americans in their madst
for the first nme.

He traved with remarkable aceuricy
little incidents thal had happened, how
these hat] been handled, and what the jun-
gle people and beaters hadd thought about
them,  Our hosts were particularly im-
pressed with Mrs. Mitchell’s ability with
the rifie and her coolness in front of the
charging ticers.

We had noted how the Mahamja

so smoothly and efficiently.

WO ITTNDL LADIES PRESENT

This part of India, on account of [ts
remoteness from the influences of Eoro-
pean customs, is more like the old Hin-
dustan than nenrly any other locality,
During the durbar none of the Hinda
ladies were present or took part.  The
purdal system prevents this.  Besides
Mra. Mitchell, there was only one lady,
Mrs. Aldis, the wife of the young prinee's
tutor, It kad  been arranged for the
Mahprani and the Maharaia's mother to
receive Mrs, Mitchell at the conclusion of
the durlar,
