Al this sunshine of prosperity, the
proverinal cloud no lnrger than a man's
hand appeared on the honzon m 1919
the form of a pamphlet written by the
foremnost cane expert of the Umited States
Department of Agricalture. *DBeware, ani
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prepare,” it sand moeffeet, “for the dread
masare disense,.”

It was a voree erying. not m the wilder-
ness, but in felds of Aourizhing cane, and
prosperous planters, with one exception,
heeded not.

For severnl years all continued well ; then
suddenly the predicted blight appeared,
The mysterious mosaic disease, so called
because of the curious mottling patterns
1.-.'I-;u:h it produces on the cane leaves,

swipt over the land.

The fortunes invested in the sugar mills

and in le:lmj:mn equipment were ' frogen
assers,'” and there seemied to be no possi-
hitity of a thaw.

Manufacturers, hankers, and planters
gathered in conference.  How could the
Louisiana sugar industry be saved 7

The answer to that question is one of
the romances of science,

For our first act, we must go back 40
years, to a sugar plantation on the ishnd
of Barbados, n West Indies, :mrrl to
an experiment station in Java, m the
Prutch East Indies;

In 1887 two Englishmen in the West
and & Dutchman in the East, in-
dependently, succeeded for the first time
1 prowing sugar cane from seed.  Hith-
erto the only method of pﬂjpﬂgﬂlmn b
been from the stalks; buot when it was
found peossible to make the seed gerni-
nate, the problem of cross-breeding was
solved.  Somre authorities are so bold as
to mamtam that bt for this specessiul
step the sugar-cane crops throughout the
world wounld be in danger of extinction
to=doy. DBut cross-bresdimy has ennbled
experinent stations to develop a countless
variety of canes with imnmerable charac-
teristics—some which flourish under one
set of conditions, others which are 1m-
tiune or resistant to this or that disense.

A CRYPTIC FORBMULA DRINGS SATVATION

While the three Louisiana groups vi-

FIGHTING THE FATHER OF WATERS WITH
FIN FRICKS

The mam responsthility of the engi-
neers to-day, so far as the mouths of the
Mississippi are concerned, 15 to prevent the
Tiver [rom creating new passes. Tt s the
natural tendency of the miver to throw o
i new brinch whenever the pressure 10 the
main steins s iderensed anduly, enther by
the normoal Jengthening process or through
artificial constricthn of  the chanmel by
jetties. A new branch résults in the di-
viersion of water, a4 decrease m the strength
of the cwrrent, atl a consequent decrease
in the effectivencss of the jetty control.

Cme mieans of meeting this  constant
thretit of o new branch 15 by creating
artificially & number of mniataree branches
throweh the very narrow banks of  the
passes—anoculitions, so to speak, to haild
up resistance.  Shallow crevasses are et
througly the banks, and the bottoms oi
these shoces are hned with brush mat-
tresses coversll with ripicip stone to pre-
vent deeg channels from washing throagh.

Bevond these shallow crevasses, or spall-
wiavs, brush dikes are comstiucted to re-
tard the fow and accelemte sedimentation,
Iu the eourse of time the sediment brought
down by the niver collects behind' these
retards, marshland 15 built up anil is soon
overgrown with cime, willows, and alh-
ERLOT rass,

Thus, banks which only a few vears
ngn were lesk than 100 teet wide in many
places; are gradually brogdénimg, ns the
river tlues construction work for the vngi-
neers at one-tenth the cost of bdichog re-
tainigg walls: and pumping these foll of
muck.

A erevasse which occirred in 1851, in
the south bank of Pazs a Lodtre, affords
a strking example of how rapidly this nat-
ural process operates, The crevasse openetd
throuph a narrow section into Garden Ts-
land Bay, By 1903 Master Engimeer Mis-
stisippn Tl i‘milt ot swamp land for a
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length of six miles, and an aren of fifty
gpare miles bevond the origmal crevasse
15 to=day covered with swamp growth,

Incidentally, Cubits Gap Pass fumished
the unitable object lesson by which our
emgmeers have profited.  There was: po
such pass prigry to 1862 when Admoral
Farriignat had a small drch cot through
the river hank for the lnunching of small
brsits into the shallow bay in rear, in order
that he oright run down privateers.

The valoe of
thuse pelis to the trapper was nearly
6,000,000,

The lousiang trapper was :

What with muskrats, opossums, rac-
eoonas, minks, skunks, otters, wild cals
unel foxes, the trappers’ sales last year
agpregated cipht and a half millm dol-
lars—exceeding by a thard the total value
ol Aluska's prodduction of golil and silver
for the some period.

TRAFFERS TAKE THEIR FAMILIES TO
THE MUSKRAT MARSHES

By the muldle of November the Cajun
aned other native trappers—un hcetises are
1ssued by the State to ponresilents—sare
readdy  for their arducns Iabors.  They
transport thetr wives and childeen to the
marshes, set up their tiny huts, or convert
rafts mto hooschoats

In Terrebonne Parish the well-to«lo
trapper Iedises 200 feet of bayou frontage,
with trapping rights extending @ mile back
to the marsh.  For this holdmg be pays
a season rémtal of U November
20 he dons hus hep boots and sieeveless
jucket with capacions pockets and begins
his harsh 73-<day regimen, rismge at day-
light to make his rounds. He séts his
traps about each muskeal nest, rising -
conspicums on the landseape as a small
chiip of dried marsh pross and twigs.
The law forbids him o place them nearer
thar 10 feet from the nest, He uses no
bast, bt must depend apon his skill n set-
ting the trap where the rat will pass on his
way to-and from his home (see page 413).

The newest type of trap has two jaws,
the first to catch the Toot of the ot anid
the second, more powerful, to whip over
anfl crush the animal.  This second jaw
serves A double se: it kills the rat
quickly, preventing prolomgsd  suffering,
anel it nsures against eseape.  One olid
trapper, explaining its operution, added ;
“One cold morming 1 fowud 26 paws in
miy traps msted of mts: 1T 1 had had this
new trap, | wotlld have had 26 ras”

There is a small fortune awaiting the
mventor who will devise n satisfactory
trap that will catch the rats alive, so that
the “mice’” (hahies) and the “kits™ (six

M 'sieur Ludwier is one of those extraisr-
dinnry characters whom one mocts Oea-
sionplly In a certain type of fiction, but so
rarely i the flesh,  He is the uncrowned
“Wing of Grand Tsle,” but, even more im-
portant, he is the premier terrapin fnrmer
of the world! From lus pens go {rom
30,000 1o 40,000 tertapins esch vear 1o de-
light the palates of the gonrmets of the
ast and North, Marvland and Carolin
terrapins: may be larper and command
higher prices, but for actoual quantity pro-
duction who can equal M'sieur Ludwig?

Not all the terrapins which stocked
Msicur's pens at the time of my visit were
recruits from the near-lby marshes. They
had been shipped in to him by trappers
from ns far west a3 Brownsviile, Texas,
anid s far east as Savanmah, Georgis,

There was a time when M sieur Ludwig
hael visions of operutmg a hatchery ond
nursery for his terrapins, but he diseov-
ered that it takes terrapms four vears to
develop to the point where the "hulls” can
be distingmished from the females, and in
that length of time the former eat up all
possible profit, for the price which a ter-
rapin commands 35 governed by its size.
The bulls never grow to e more than
134 inches lomp, a size which sells for
from S350 1o 854 per dozen mn the New
York wholesale market.  Six-inch terra-
ins ( females ) are wiorth 324 por dozen.

A shrimp-drving factory 5 5 sunple
affair. At Manila Village, both willage
and factory stand - upon stilis ar the edge
of the bayou. Into a Gargantuan kettle
of boiling water the freshly caught shell-
fish are plunged Tor a few minutes, then
trundled out to a long, open plitiorm,
built in hill-and-dale fashion, where they
are dumiped.  For two or three days they
are stirred nnd raked back and forth with
e wooden pushers antil they are thor-
oitghly stm-driedl. I rain threatens, they
are roked up on the “hills” of the plat-
form and covered with torpaulins.  The
rain drains off into the dales and the sen-
foud remams dry,

After the drying process, the shrimp are
thrown into big revolving hoppers which
remave the shells, heads, and toils.  These
by-products are sold for hog feed and fer-
tiizer. The remaining bodies are sortéd
for color, then pocked in sacks paper-
lined 1o exchide mmsture.

The Asiatics, who buy mich of Louisi-
ana's output, prepare the dried shrimp for
cooking by soaking tn waler 1o restore
them to norml she

THROGUGH THE EVANGELINE COUNTRY

Journeving by a series of autobus stages
from New Ohleans to Lake Chorles: in
the southwest corner of the State, one
pesses through a secton of Loutsiana
which' is redolent of romance. Huere lies
the Evanpeline country, with its many
pleasimg, if seldom substantisted, stories
identifving particular spots with various
episoes in the Longfellow epic.  This s
the Teche country, settled by the Acadians
after their expulsion from Nova Scotia.
Fellx Voorhiee, a1 lineal descendmit ' of
the émigrés, savs of it In “Acadian
Heminscences' ;

“The Acadinns enriche] themselves in
a country where no one will starve 1f he

is ndustrious, and where one may easily
Lecome rich i he fears God, amd i he 1=
economical and orderly in his affairs.”

St. Martinville, one of the oldest towns
in Louisiana, is the center of the Evan-
peline cult, with its Evangelme ok and
its grave of the womnn from whom the
poet is supposcd to have drawn his e
ture of the Acadian heroine.  Hard by
thes¢ spots:of literary pllgrmmoge 12 a
vegetable=products factory which has cap-
itnfized the Evangeline legend in the name

But St. Martinville suffered a sethack
astpe months when a motion-gpicture
company selected Awvery Island, ‘twenty
miles clistant, for the bayou scenes in a
pretentious filin version of “Evangeline.”

This privately owned island, one of the
loveliest spots in North Ameriea, a bird
refuge and a veritable semitropical botanic
rarden, with countless varieties of nzaleas
and hundreds of exotic plants growing o
treclike proportions, provided a mitchless
setting.

As 1 stood beside the leather-jerkined
Hasil of the poem and watched the 11.1}
riges of the other actor Acadims shp
silently through the cypress-stainetd wa-
ters fringed with overhanging palms and
palmettos; only the discordant bark fron

In its physical aspects and problems,
New Orleans s umique among cities of
the United States. It has been built in
a vast erescent which the Mississipp de-
scribes” here, 107 miles from the South
Pass outlet mto l;’hr: Gl (see jmge 395)-

This erescent gives the city special ad-
vantages, in that it affords nn lmist -
linmted river fromtage for shipping; but
it also handwaps the "':'Irlm;NEﬁs af the
South inaway that only exceptional enyi-
DEETITE Fenins has heen able ta overcome.

Practically the entire city lies below the
trieian level of the Mississippi, and in times
of oecasional extreme high water the niver
surfnce 5 as miach as 22 feet above some
st ioms,

Such eonditiong not only make neces-
airy the mamntetiance of groat levees to
ktep the river water out of the eity, but
entadl tremendous problems o disposmg
ef rain nnd seepage.

To meet these natural handicaps, a corps
ol enginrers has designed a unigque drain-
age pumping system.

But hefore we had gone to the moun-
tain, Betty and | had had to wait ten
weeks in Keetmanshoop while things were
bemg made ready. We discovered how
debghtiully miormal and hospitable peo-
ple in South Africy are to strangers. We
were at the hotel three weeks when we
were taken into the very henrts and
hiusehold of a family. Betty had been hav-
ing dysentery, so we were glad to getaway
from the hotel with its swarms of fies,

ONLY BUSINESS HOUSES HAVI TELE-
PHONES

We had leprned that life in this part of
South Afrvicd i mot s very different
from that in a small Western town of the
cattle- or sheep-ranching eonntey at home.
There were wide, sandy streets and ram-
bling, one-story cement or adobe hulidl-
mes with broad verandas; peppertrees,
oleanders, bougamvillea, and peraninms
in tins,  All the drought-resisting or irri-
gation attempts at pardening scemed piti-
ful amnd wholly without backgrounid 1o one
hrowght up in Westehester County, New
Yok, '

Bright, brght sunshine with a glare
over everything,  We were amazed at the
abundance of stores, thirty or forty, rang-
ing all the way from the large peneral
mierchandise  establishment to the ooe-
room, family-managed variety ; aml omby
goo whites in the whole district,. We
counted six churches and four tenmis
clubs,  There were movies once 3 week
at the Railway Institute, a sort of com-
munty howse for ratlrosd cmplovees,

The one big difference was the presence
of the matives.  We met tall, dignified
black Herera winnen éarrying bundles of
clothing, sacks of mesl, Hns of water on
therr heads—once a girl with o portalile
sewiny nuichme! They tie ther heads op
in gaily-tolored landannas—stuffing them
so that they are like bechives; sometimes
a oot higly  Otherwise they dress Tike
the first German missionaries, with tight
basgues, leg-o'-mutton sleeves, long, full
and numerous skirts, alwiys an apron and
a string of colorful beads.
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They love primitive colors amd patches,
I remember ope skirt nuwde o lo checker-
board of two-figured material with green
and brick backgroumds respectively ! Or
we might meet a short, smiling Hottentot
nurse-miid pushing a baby carriage and
gossipiag with an errand boy,

Chnaly Dusiness people have telephones;
s ruther than trudge to the other end of
the town through the heat and glire g
sand to invite your friend 1o morninge tea,
Yo send your house-boy with a note. Chie
meets innumerable house-hove ssuntering
alomg wnportantly Aashing envelopes:

Fvery household has at jeast ope sorv-
ant.  No white man dods mannal Inbor.
Every white man Is a moster, ani it is a
true saying that heads as well as [eet
swell in South West Africa.

I was told that Mount Brukkaros wios
at least ten degrees cooler than town, and
there was always a breeze.  So, with the
thermonicter reaching too, perhiaps 104 in
Kectmanshoop, we were glad of a change.

THE START FOR THE MOUNTAIN

We started for the mountain just after
lunch, when the whole town usunlly sleeps.
Even the stores and offices close between
ome and three,  But there were 62 mmles
i desert roaed to drive and a2 mountain
ta climb before dark. We had a Joad of sup-
[ilics—meat, butter, carrots, and lettace—
all wrapped in damp ponny sacks to keep
conl.. In additum, there were Mr, Motz
who iz a trader on the reserve and our
nearest neighbor; several cases of gaso-
hine i water bag ; and a native boy in the
back of the sereen truck. Betty was in
fromt, on my fap, Mr: Hoover at the wheel,

The first seven or eight miles were in-
deed discouraging.  The Aatness, the dryv-
ness, the barrenness, the cruelty of that
seemingly endless desert plain struck me
full foree. My heart sunk at the idea of
three vears in this,

Half an bour more and we were at the
stone shack of the oil drillers.  They hod
preparcid o delicious tea for us.  Mr, Hei-
Berg, the prospector, graciously mtro-
dueed us to his mative Danish black cheese
antl some Dhateh liqueur chooolates.

It was already 5:30, so we prshed on
anuther eight miles to Berseba, the center
of the Hottentot Reserse. It consists
mostly of bechive-shaped grass huts, &
|Lutheran church larger than any of the
¢ix in Keetmanshoop, anid & missionary’s
hiome that looks like o -Sizer onsis.

The missionaries were Mro and Mrs.
Eizenberg.  All of thelr seven children,
except one litthe boy, were at schooel m
o rTiEiny.

They had a lovely garden amd fig trees.
The ground water in that particular spot
18 oaly three feet below the surface, Tt is
really a part of the Great Fish River bed.
Must af the time this river 15 chiefly sand
g the surfoce, but we were tokd thoe
whien the valns come in sumaner we profi-
ably would not Le able to pet across for
five or six weeks, but wonid have to de-
pendd on our matives for anything  we
really peeded. Tt s wonderfal the «dis-
tarice some of the native ranners can go
through the burning desert.  Mr Hei-
bere has an oledl numn, over 70, who Tuns
in twice o week for ns nmil making the
sa miles each way noetght hours each,

Such a eelebration when it was all fin-
tehed mhd bevan to runl Every recipe in
the book issued at that tme called for
whipped eream, marshmallows, or some-
thing else equally mmoltauinable on the
mountain.  So 1 had lots of fun experi-
menting  with  evaporated  mlk, wsng
gelatin and Aour ns thickemng agents,
Pmeapples were very cheap and made our
favorite froit jce. How Betty loved it!

My real triumph was guava jce, The
rich pulp of puovas freezes with a lovely,
smpioth texture, and their flavor develops
in the process.

INVENTING GAMIS FOR BITTY

The days were busy ones. 1 had to e
Betty's playmate. We took a walk every
mormg after breakiost up to the top of
the ridge back of the house. The mative
cleared the rocks off a little fat plice
about 30 by g0 feet—a space to Tomp
around and dance arownd, or skip o
and touch our toes,

Betty soom hecame expert at serambling
over the stony trmls ad throwmyge rocks
at o target.,  We hil to make a gume of
such prosaie things as bed-making and
sweeping.  She loved to sit on the Kitchen
tabile and “help me gét lunch.” By the
tinie we left she was'a real lielp at making
moyonnase, sifting flour, and  benting
CEES.

Our only servant at hirst was Puvdos, o
bag. tall, hlack Herero boy, who drave the
donkeys up with water and supplies, e
hived down nenr the garage, in a hitle
shelter made of packing cases, Oune Mon-
day he didn't appear with water. We
took the field glasses, went up to the “top,”

and looked down at the parage, Not a
sign of life! Evidently he had not come
back from his Sunday holiday in Bersela.

Tuesday afternoon he appeared. He
said he hiadn't been alile tn}-gni] the don-
kevs, In our relief at petting water—our
suppdy. was  low—ave probably weren’t
VETY devete,

Thursday he didn’y appear.

Frday we degided there would be no
more baths i the family.

Saturilay, no more dishwashing,

sunday our basin of water washed the
faces of the whole family, and we had
exactly three gallons left to be used as
drinking water. Every dish, pot, and pan
i the honge wis divty, We wereall feeling
sticky, worridd, and bad-temipered. Noth-
mg to do but for the men to go down,
find those donkeys, take them to the water
hole, and drive them up,

We kept hoping :IT:IJ watching for ['ny-
s, Tt by noon Mr, Hoover and Mr,
Coeeley had to start. It was hot, tog.
When they got diwn to the crater they
spotter] the donkevs, with the help of the
held glasses, far away, cabmly monching
clumgis of dried pross,

It was 7 o'clock by the time they had
vottnided  wp the doankevs, drven them
down the steep trail to the water hole, up
the trail agam, and then made the long
wmll up to the house, They artived very
imt amd wenry, hursing o sttong “native
prejudice.”

Puydis had his pay "docked™ for sev-
eral davs and his ration of tobaceo cut.
His ration of corm meal, whole-wheat flour,

At about 8:30 | heard a cir in the dis-
tnnee. 1 turned on the hights and prayed
hand that whoever 1t was would see me.

Up drove the wrecking car with Mr,
Howver, whe had been picked up ot the
cettiement.  Because he had told them we
were off the main mad they had oonme
alb the wiy on an ox-wiagon redl, and so
had mozsed me. 1 resolved never to
travel agaim without o wovel to read. a
revolver, and a1 native boy to do the
wialking.

A SUTNDAY TICNIC AND A NOTABLE SWIM

Dhring the ramyv season these sandy
river beds aflen became rushing torrents.
One cloudy Sunday, when the men did not
lnve to take observations, we got an early
start on o penic o another orossing an
the Great Fish River. It hoad ramet] the
Thursiday before, a third of an inch, all in
otte afternoon, T had sever before seen
i rain so hard,  Atabout 3 9t tumed 1o
hatl, A big pieee bounced o the wimdow,
nernss the room, and b the bed where
Betty anil 1 were having our psual sesta.

We found about four feet of water amd
n strong current racing over o roadway
tlat was absolutely dry and sandy two or
three momths before We cooked our luneh
on rocks made hot with o hittle fAre—
egs soratmbled with tomato juiee oistemd
of milk, on hig-slibs of fresh hrown
bread. Then, after o nap, we had a won-
derful swim—Uetty, ton,  How she Toved
it! It was our first swim i more than
a vear., What matter i the waler was
mnddy and lots of dead hsh, two or three
feet long, came Roating down? We heard

later that semeone had heen dynamiting
i the water above ps—a crue] way to
fish, The fish seemed to belong to the
catfish family,  They live in the few. open
lapoems that one finds in the river beds
throarhout the year,

i our way home o lone springbok ran
ottt {roim the bushes and wcross the rosd
m front of the car, about 200 yards ahend
of uy,

Thevy are beautiful creatures. these
springhole—sao, gracefnl, a soft tan i color,
with & streak of dark brown along éach
sile, nnd a white Qange down the end of
their backs. And the way they rim! Their
I feet land ahend of the spots ther
fromt feet hove just left. They jump
straight, stiff-legged up nto the ar, five
or six feet, when they want to see the
coniree of some unfamilinr soent conmng
across flat country,  They are supposed
to have roved the comntry in herds. of
thousands formerly. We olten got into
hierds of one or two hundred on our trips
to toown,  Clstriches ke the same kind of
stony, flat plains that springhok frequent.

(dy zanother occasion we took our sup-
per over t andther peak of our mountain
to watch the stm set,  We conld séd thrée
separate and distinet thunderstorms, to
the west, sonth, and southwest, but they
never reachied us. It was a gorgeons sight,
andl we enjoved] 1t especinlly beconse it
was ll soith of our rver crossing and
would not make ournext crossing ditheult,

(e day we had heen seeing the most
amumzing  mornges—Dbeantifnl  lakes  with
trees along their mossy green banks, ond
even reflections m the water ! Away i
the distance appeared a strange-looking
grove of small trees.  They seemed to
huvve no tranks!  Nearer they looked like
eanl  mushrooms . with blnck  tops: and
vellow stems.  Then they moved ! Their
yellow necks began to show agsmst the
very hlue sky, aunl Ly their swiit, clumsy
it we recognized a drove of ostriches,
Ihev formed a stratpht hioe and walled
solemnly forward in that formation paral-
lel to the car.

Their eges are the size of 2 small E[IT.‘IE
tareen and have very hard shells. Wi
grinding implemients of stont, the natve
wotiten in the country north of us shape
ther anto beads. The yolk and  white

So lrma, Sadee, and
their father, and Tom and Geoffrey Cur-
tis, whose family hnd already gone 1o the
coast, wers invited.

Mr. Greeley went to town on Thursday
to brmg omt the mail, the turkey, and do
the last-minute shopping.  We learned by
telephome that the mver was in flood.
Thete had been lots of ram o the north
between Windhoek and Rehoboth— 250 to
300 miles north of ns. The fAood was ex-
pected to redich Gibieon somie timwe Thurs-
day might or Fridoy morming. It always
takes two davs Tor the flood waters of the
river to pet from Gibeon to the Berseba
crossing, so Mr. Greeley would certainly
get throngh all right Fraday.

But Tom amd EELIHFE}' were Lo hring
Irma and Sadie out in the doctor’s cur on
Saturdny afternoon. The dogtor had gone
toy Cape Town for a month and given Tom
the nse of the car, Tom and Geotfrey
hal to work until 1 o'clock, so they didn’t
stirt unti] 2, hat drove fast and fonous,
The river bed was still soml when they
crossed.

The wood gathering probably
tukes up most of the time,

There was much laughter and endless
chanter during the visns of the boys™ kin-
folk, They bhave a superstition about a
big white snake who hlves down in the
center of the Hrukknros, We think we
uneartlisd the orfigin of that when wie woke

up one enld moromg o May aod found
the crater filled biv a hig, white clotd.

Winters are short on Brokkaros—the
coldest months being May,  June, and
Julv., The wemperatore sdldom goes be-
Iow freezing ; but once we hard snow, just
ot the mountain, of course. [t only fusted
about 20 'minutes, but how we enjoyel it
We wrapped up, went oot and danced
around. Betty bad never seen any be-
fore. It was a real taste of home,

Our chief defight in winter was the
racdhio, Al sumymer it was very tempera-

OT until ppne fermes out to the
front gate, near the Isle of Or-
leans, tirns about, and steatns up

to the ecity from down river—not unti
then can one feel the foll grandeor of
Cuebee,  To do this &5 to approach the
rock as did the first white men,

The ferry trip to the 1sle of Orleans sug-
gests g theory of the city’s arigim. Jacques
Unrtier, who discoveriéd m 1535 the site of
Ouebee, was a native of St Malo, Brit-
rany, Not many miles from Cartier’s
hemie part, Mont St Michel pricks the
shv.  As a bov he doabtless saw the guard-
inn tides flood the sands aronind its tower-
ing walls twice a day. He learned that
hattles might rage in France, bot Momt
St. Michel was never captured,

Imagine, then, his joy when he cleared
the end of the Isle of Orléans and saw
rising fromm o brond, bloe bay in the river
a great rock, like Mont St. Michel. a nut-
ural fortress.  Before him the blue St
Lawrence River went on into the west—
to China, perhaps.  To the right lny broad
flats, at the St. Charles River mouth,
where he anchored the Grande Hermne,
the Petite Hermine, andd the Emeridfon,
and ‘where, the following vear, he was to
erect o great cross heanong the legend,
“Francis the First, by the Grace of God,
King of the French,” No donlt Cartier
¢xpected the rock to Le sheer on all sudes,
like Mont St. Michel, and was disap-
pvinted] to find the sule which cannot be
seen Trom the harbor fastensd solidly to
the maininnd,

Nevertheless, Cartier recognized that
this rock was the perfect site {or a town,
built, ns 16th-centiry Furope often pre-
ferred to bwld a town, oo a hilltop. A
narrow lind shelf skirts the rock’s hase,
providing a patwral wharl. On two water
fronts: Ouebec’s cliffs. rise sharply:. A
hatudful of men could protect this height
against an army, both Cartler, discoverer,
and Champlaim, founder of the ey, be-
eved—and with good redson  Ouebec
earhed itz title, “Cibmahnr of Amerea,”
by withstanding three sieges.

O top the rock of Ouebec mensures,
within its walls;, six average aty blocks
wide and about five blocks deep.  Few
houses, churches, and stores can be packed
imto sn small an area, even by ."iqt:-::l:*z!igﬁ
that could be erected have long been built.

Following one devasmating fire, an mi-
spired law required that all buildmgs be
erceted of stone; so ancient, tme-stamned
fronts flank every narrow street and claim
all Haute Ville (Upper Tawn) as a mon-
ument to the past. Basse Ville' ( Lower
Town) occupies the narrow strip of land
aleng the St Lawrence and is the chief
Lisiness center.

Around all Upper Town the British a
century ago threw widedmstioned  walls,
greatly reinforcing the French defenses
ates at the tops of steep hills pierce
these walls. HBritish walls gunrded by
massive British cannon still eircle the very
heart of the old eity,

Evervone can.give thanks for Quebec's
preservation, becanse within the last few
vears Ouebee Provinee has been diseov-
ered by ndustry; Montreal has become
the leading wheat port of the world and
commmercinl metropolis of Canada, while
in its primeval forests the Mrovinee pos-
sesses an psset which 1s the envy of a
paper-hungry waorld,

Ontside capital has converted the tumul-
tuons black rivers that foam out of the
Laurentide Mountains into “white coal.”
Water power runs paper mills, aluminmm
mills, shoe factories, mills churning wood
sulphite for rayvon sik-—mills of all sorts.
Even the barren wastes of northern Che-
bee have been found to contamn gold and
ather precious metals, which are drawing
thonsamds of plogesrs o the northiand.
