Sodn
the white ramparts leveled down to softr,
green knolls, with prass prowing to the
walet's edge, 4= we veered into Spithead. on
the north ciast of The 1sland—the residents
usually omit the Wight—and passed the
neat water front of Cowes.

“50 you pre gaing over to Wight,” brooded
the perennial transatlantic traveler, with
onrms on deck ruil.  **This is my fourteenth
crossing and 1 have not Leen there yet.
They look zo bleak, those cliffs; Ihm., LhH
bont train for London is nI'n.I[_'I,T-. wiiting.”

My phstographer companion, who juined
mie vy the little stepmer thut was to take us
back to Cowes from Southampton, held
much the same view. i was automn; the
flowers were about gone in Sussex and Kent.
Why drag color equipment over there? The
sheéer white cliffs, the expanses of verdure

A Stilf breese across the upper deck—a
vantare poimt to which we had to pay three-
pence aidmission over the repulnr fare—blew
away our skepticism.  “The harbor of South-

“Thise queer tides tell the stary of South-
nmpdon,” our shipper explained, “Wight is
a xort of cork in this harbor: it is The Tsland
which makes Southampton a port that can
handle ships ke vour Leviothon and our
Rerenparia.

“The incoming tide splits on the islind,
It piles up the Solent funnel on one side;
then, a few hours later, it follows through
apithead on the other side (see map, page
6}, That is why the world's biggest liners

oon dock here."

By night or day all the hig ships that put
in at Spothampton must pass the deeper
channel within half a mile of Cowes (see
illustration, page 3). The parapet of the
Esplanade scems built as an elbow support
to keep sea-garers from tumbling into the
water. All the houses on the gallerylike
hillsidle of the town hove enormous plate-
plass windows turned toward the sea. Asa
place to watch the world go by in ships,
Cowes is an unsurpassed marine grandstand.

The only question was whether, when we
arrived, we conld gel tea.

“Can yvou have tea at Godshill? Well,
just wail and see!” exclaimed our driver,
and to a coyptic smile he would add no
further comment.

THROUGCH THE ISLAND COUNTHYEIDE

To reach nny part of The Island entails
no longer journey than taking a taxi across
Gareater London: it 3 not quite 23 miles
long and nowhere wider than 13 miles,
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Heading due south, neross its axis, gave
us 0 quick picture of its peculiar geography.
At first the countryside was wooded, and the
clearings were [elds and meadows where
cabbages;, chrrots, and broccoli grew, of
sheep and cattle grazed.

From the thick forests of the northern
island came the timbers of many an  old
mansion and oottage of southern England,
and to-day thelr dining-roam tables are pro-

vided wuh vegetihles by Thi Wight's truck:

girdens and rich milk from s herds of
Guernseva.  We saw Hocks of the Dorset
Horn sheep for which The Island is noted
and many of the Shetlind ponies it more
recently started breeding.

Anvone who has eaten in English inns or
on English trains must wonder about the
source of all the cabbage seryed with pota-
toes at nearly every meal. Wight can ac-
eount for many tons of i1,  'We stopperd at
ong farm where the griower proudly showed
us & new machine which would set out 2,000

cabbage plants an hoor,
Soon the trees and the farms gave woy

heather, gorse, ferns, and occasional low,
wind-hlown trees. We were climbing the
downs (see page 24).

AN BAHIBIT OF THI TARTIHS MAKING

The downs, with a3 many sectional namis
az a London street, are formid by chalk up-
lands which stretch straight wes1 and east
acriss The Teland, humping (o some 700 feet
al plices, and throsting fractured frapments
inlo the sea at The Needles on the west and
Colver CHA on the eagt (see map, page 6).
The pedestrinn who wvields to the spell of
their lomely paths gets an impression of a
height much greater than the althude  of
the downs warrants, One can climb acmss
them in an hour's walk at their widest
EXTHANSE,

Even to a neophyte in geology the brief
ride from seashore to the summit of the

downs discloses succesyive layers of sand,
marl, clays, gravel, and chalky cliffs that
tell why Wight 15 0 happy hunting eround
for students of Mother Earth's structure.
They might hove been cut out by Nature,
one admirer proclaims, for a geological
model Lo ilustrate the principles of stratifi-
mlllm {see page U).

‘e descended into the “bowl," the south-
FTT hnil.' of The Island, sagging et et the
downs and the seaside cliffs that Iook so
bleak to ship passengers as they roumnd The
Island for Southampton.  Barren they are,
these corrugated cliffs, but the islanders call
them their sun trap because they cut off
the fogs and temper the ocean winds, The
trees are not so many, but the soil is fertile,
the climate ts milder, and the crop yield
areater in this sheltered saucer,

GUESHMILL, ANT THE “"DEVIL'S ACRE"

We rounded a curve and Godshill came
into view—a view that should bhave been
framicd just as we first saw it, as the perfect
picture of a traditional English village, [t
was lke finding an old woodcut from a page
of Dickens (see page 17).

The massive square tower of the fvy-
grown church dominated the stone houses
that nestled around the Hill in picturesque
disarray. Some were overrun with ramhbler
rnses, and along the roadside were limbered
dwellings with thatched roofs. By a brook
steel cows grnaed beneath patriarchal trees,

As westrolled through the hillside stroets
the renson for our driver's amusement at
our guestion about tex became evident.
Virtually every cottage bore a simm offering
refreshment. It developed that very few
had any thought of serviog tea or any pro-
vision fur doing so,  Hut some vears ago,
we-were told, Queen Mary passed this way
aml, seeing the one l-'HTlﬂI[E‘ that then adver-
tised “Home-Made Ten,” she had stopperd.
Immediately all the roadside cottages hung
out stans in hope of another roval visit,

The town owes s provocative name to a
far older legend, Workmen started building
the church on the level sround, but when the
wulls were half completed they awakenerd
one morning o find them demolished and
the stones piled on top the hill.  T'wice again
they started building at the same site; each
time they found their stones removed (o the
hilltop.

The fairies, it seemed, held their revels
on the lowland, and the litile creatures re-
sented any ecclesiastical intrusion, So the

slany of the roral hivmes and farm bmlibnegs are thatched. Cattle nnd sheep graszse on the grasilands
of the open chalk pplamlsd, known as the dowhas,
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builders ook the hint, built their edifice on
"Ood's Hill," and the fields below came to
bie known s the “ Devil's Acre.”

In the dim light of the lofty chirch one
comes upon many reminders of island his-
tory, stich as the painting of " Daniel in the
Lion's Den,” which some critics attribute to
Rubenz. 1t i a remmant of the ine collec-
ton of Sir Richard Worsley, connoisseur,
traveler, and chronicler of enrly island his-
lary.

AN EPITAFH AND THE ISLAND PEPYS

There is a reminder of another sland his-
torian, Sir John Oglandeér, whose memoirs,
had they related to the moinland lines of
English history, probably would be as im-
miortal a2 those of Pepy=, A crumbling stone
Lears an epitaph of an sinnd worthy of long
BED;

"Here Hiss the mortal part y

While his freed spirit meets with heaven's reward |
His gifts endowed the schools, the needy raized
And by the bttt memiory will bie goralsed "

There is more about “him whom virtue
clothed with fame,” but one’s faith in epi-
taphs is shakenm when reading Sir John's
mote realistic account of the zame pérson-
age.  He wrote (translated into modern
spelling) : " Richard was o notably sly fel-
low, dishonest and given to flching: he
brovght some tricks out of France with him.
Vide—he would steal a.cow, and putting a
loaf of bread hit out of the oven on her
hiorns, make her horms so supple that they
would turn any way he pleased, so as to
disfigure the besst that the owner might
nol know her again.’”

FROM BADD TO VERSE

(i another citizen, High Sheriff Em-
manuel Badd, Sir John penned succinctly:
“By God’s bleesings and ye loss of 3 wyfes,
he grewe viry atch,” and the tombstone of
the fortunate sheriff, in 5t. Helen's Church,
has Inzcribed upon it:

An eirly intimation, perhaps, of the island
humor that still has a predilection for puns.
A Favorite pﬂﬁtmrr] proclaims soch natural
wimders a5 “Uowes where there are no
cattle; Downs that are up, and Freshwater
that is salt”  And hillboards, which are
happily rare, herald that “you can whip our
cream, bul you can't beat oor milk."

Gondshill is sequestered, well off the beaten
path of izland travel, because it is aninland
town, Mosi of Wight's atuenction for
vigitors and its wealth of historic associa-
tiop—ranging from the Roman occupation,
through Jutish immizration, Danizh assault,
French attacks, and pirate ralds—cling to
1ts coast,

Fastward from sedate Cowes is the up-
and-coming resori lown of Rvde, with jt=
lampposts that weusr garlands of fowers (see
page 225, itz tiny tramears, and s spick
promenade where, on cloudless days, women
knit as they garner sun tan.

Its lomg, spidery pier is landing place for
thousands of “trippers’” {rom Portsmouth
every summer week-emd, and its domed pa-
vilion offers concerts and “snack™ counters
{ar their entertainment.

Ryde is the sland’s metropolis; it has
little antiquarian interest, but it surprisingly
lacks any of the jerry- hu[h:l[rg prevalent
nmong some resorts, 1t owes its popularity
to its accessihility and to a topographical
circomstance quaintly describod many yesrs
ago by Fielding, father of the English novel,
who wriote: *Tts goil is o gravel, which, as
sistedd with its declivity, PI“E'-'rI"l"I.I'H it 'tiwu:.'&
so dry that immediately after the most
driving rain a fine lady may walk without
wetlmg her silken shoes.”

THE CHILDREN'S HEGATTA

Second only 1o Cowes Week is the regatta
of Ryde's Royal Victoria Yacht Club, And
d pretty touch is o children’s regatta, held
at their large Bonting Loke, where youmig
mariners il elaborate toy eraft and ride
ahout in paddle-wheel boats propelled by
hanidles.

It 15 2 short walk from modern Ryde to
medieval Quarr Abbey, whose monks pliayed
as important a part inoearly Wight history
as digd those of Spanish missions in Cali-
fornia. Coming from France less than a
century ajter William the Congueror, they
tilled the soil, tanght the children, and en-
gaged in many charities.

At first Quarr was Henedictine: then it
wis taken over by the Cistercians.  Their
nbbat became Warden of Wight, had a voice
in government, held ships at his command
that were exempt from duty payment.

The lovely Abbewy and its stately build-
ings were destroyed by Henry VI, The
weathered stones were later purchased by

a Southampton man for building material.

n =core of shipmasters Lo take a cargo into
the maost distant port,

Bradmg recalls the days when towns were
seel Flar up The Island’s menger rivers, or woll
back m soow ormoof the sea, as a protec-
tion against invasion, or pirnte mmids,  Yet
the inhabitants, expert in their knowledge
of tides amnd treacherous channels, could
put out to salt water 1o hsh or trade.

Long dgo sili blocked Brading's harbor,
and now dikes have thrust the sea some 1wo
miles from its center.  We climbed a steep
hill to the church, pldest in The Island, past
doorwnys of half-timbered howses built flosh
with the street, some overhanging it, as il
engaped in confidential exchange of medie-
vl possip,

The church i= mentioned in Domesday
Book ; there i= evidonce that it was founded
by 5t Wilfrid in 704,  In its chapel is buried
Sir John Oaelander, who was gonmering his
salty chronicles of The Islind while the
Milgrims were strupsling to survive al
Plymouth and Wevmouth and the early
Maryland setthers were putting forth from
Cowes to 5L Marvs.

PRICE FIXING TN 1593

"“We present the wife of John Scarvell
for drawing blood from the bhailey Beals”
reads one entry. How old, we thought, are
=ome of the “new” ideas, as we read of a
price being fixed for butchers meat, and
the fines imposed for selling it a hivher
price. That was in 1593,

Rerulations that we would call “blue
laws' were plentiful. On and after o cer-
tain date “all craftsmen and tradesmen”
were enjoined from opening their windows
“on any Sundays or holidays after the bell
hath rong the second peale toservice,” In
1755 a fine of sevenpence was ‘provided
“for all those who hang clothes m the

Churchyard.” And the town fathers récord,
“We present John Wages's muid servant for
mathering of acorns in Beaper on the Sab-
buath Day in time of Divine Service. 1603."

Still 1o be seen, ton, is the larpe bull ring,
souvenir of the days when bull-barting was
a national pastime. The Island governor
annually contributed Give guineas to buy the
hull, which, after baiting, was given to the
poor. The mavor and other town officials
attender] in regalia, with mace-bearers anil
constables, and a beribboned dog, known as
the mayors dog, was unleashed for the
attack,

A CACHE OF ROMAN SAFETY PINS

Walking west from Brading, we faced
stifl breeses on the Ashey and Arreton sec-
tors of the downs, where, looking toward
the sea, the cliffs sometimes concealed the
surface of the ocean, but gave us glimpies
of huge liners that had all the appenrance
of sailing through the countryside.

THE 1SLAND'S ONLY “LEVEL MILE"

Then we made our way east from Brading
and found, sheltered among the cliffs, the
lovely scaside village of Bembridge, which
the world seems to have passed by, possibily
because some of its neat lttle streets, thread-
g Among- rose-grown cotioges and thewr
flower gardens, are tio- narrow for sight-
secing automobiles (see page 19).

The town lies along the mnlunkmml “the
anly level mile on The Island,” which has
spvered Brading Haorbor from s name
town, and this situation gives it the aspect
of “Little Holland,”

The camern, better than words, can por-
tray the bold beauty of the Foreland, the
majestic corvature of Whitecliff Bay, and
the crumbling promontory of Culver Cliff,
where the downs bare their chalky face o
the =ea.

Very often the encroaching tides have
carved under the Steep clifis until they lean
out, like the sapring old houses in Brading
amd Shanklin, and walking too pear their
erdge is precarious, My photographer friend
thought I was overanxious when [ remon-
strated with him for standing so pear the
edge, in his z2eal for views of the cliff sides;
bot he was sporting encugh to send mie a
newspaper clipping, after my return, telling
how huge hlocks of these cliff tops had been
utidermined and tumbled down several hun-
dred feet into the ocean.

A BIN-MILE LONG BOLANITM

"Back of The Tsland."” as the southeast-
ern cornet is locally known, such subsidence
on a large scale has produced the Under-
cliff, where ages ago the sea and the frost,
together with numerous springs, toppled
over the cliff top for some six miles, forming

a benchlike secondary cliff—a Nature-maide
solarium, where one may hike, climb, or loaf
m the sun.

The island springs have cut deep istres
through the clifis; two of the most famous
of these nre Blackgang Chine and Shanklin
Chine (¢ee illustrations, pages 13 and 28).
The latter is especially beautiiul because its
sheer sides are tapestried with ferns-amd its
stream leaps over a cascade,

Near the entrance to Shanklin Chine the
American visitor finds a reminder of home—
a gracelul foumain with a shield bearing the
English and American flugs and lines writ-
ten by Longfellow when he visited “leafy
Shanklin in 1868, But the cliffside town’s
principal literary gssociation is with Keats,
who, doring many happy months there;
wrote “Lamin,” which publizhers have such
a tnste for binding in small volumes as gift
editions,

Perched high on the clifi is Keatz Green,
which is reached by a long flight of !tﬁ
from the Esplunade, or one may take
outdoor lift upon which, for reasons unex-
plained, the fare is one penny down, but
twopence up.

HELICS OF WINDOW-TAX TIMES

In epite of those who seck the shelter of
its cove behind the downs and at the edige
of the Underclifi, Shanklin’s "old town™
retains its quaint charm.,  Perhaps in ail-
maotiition of the gay bathing suits and sport
clothes of 1ts feminine wvisitors, its church
displays 4 Bible verse, just under the tax
notices, which warns: “The woman shall
not wear that which pertaineth unito a man
.« « Tor all that do so are abomination unto
the Lord thy God."

Many of its houses have clay walls 16 or
| B inches thick, some windows are still barri-
caded with stone from the days of the win-
dow tax, and half curtains with sc
etges give rovwm for interior window boxes
of safvia, fuchsins, and geraniums. In many
vards .are the Michaelmas daizies which
thrive here,

“Isu't it damp under those thatched
roofs?" 1 asked one friendly resident.

YOh, no," he told me. “It iz wormer in
winter, conler in summer,; and dry all the
time, They have to be renewed every few
vears: but at that many mare people would
have them if the fire laws did not forhid
putting them on new houses,”

THE AZORES

ArrEiae o “Nlueins vhie FousssirMmr™
LT e Digows,

LITITLE more than LOOD statute
miles Trom the Eduropean mainland
and about 1,300 miles from New-

foundland, in latitude a little north of Lis-
bon, a Little south of New York, lies the
mist westerly of the nine Azorian islands.

Fast steamers from New York reach
Pontn Delada, metropolis of the Asores,
m five and a hall doys. Seaplanes have
fown across from Newloundland between
dawn 3nd dusk. Three hospitable harbors
in this friendly archipelago await the com-
mg uf commercial seuplunes, which will
form. another link between the New World
and the Old (see page 54),

Closely allied as they are with Portugal,
of which they form an integral part politi-
cally, these fertile zreen islands, with their
lush pastures anil mist-wreathed moon-
tains, long meo lurned their fices toward
the West, sending their frogal, industrious
sions to the United ELMEL n'hl.'m biefiire
1929, there was probably Azorion to
every two lelt at home, "lr{ml of them are
found in Massachusetts, Rhode [sland, and
California.

More than once on the streets of Azorian
towns 1 was approached by a strunger who
doffed his hat and politely inguired:

“Your are an Americans’

When T pssented, my new peduaintance
informed me he voted In New Fngland or
California, but wias born in the Azores; was
“hack home o see the old folks,” or “here
until times are better in the States™

From a rounded hilltop back of a rain-
bow-tinted town, | looked past oblong
fields bordered by high stone walls of
dark-gray lava to tleoroofed, many-win-
dowed buildings siretching betwoen gar-
dens and parks along the curving cobast.
[t was springtime and all about was the
trilling, piping, and futing of birds. In
the fields barefoot men sang a5 they tolled,
Far out at sea, blue as the sky on this calm
May day, a sailing ship winged toward the
shore. So from the east came the first ad-
venlurous sail to these then uninhabited
ilis: but whether it wos Curthaeinian,
Moorish-Arah, or Iberian, we are not sure.

In the I5th century the valiant ocean-
mapping Portuguese colonized these islunds

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GEOCHAFHY CAST THE AZORES POR A THRTLLING ROLE IN WORLD. AVFEAIRS

The nine little Portogiese islamds, linking the hemispheres, serve 22 o mutural hallway station
for transmtlantic Bvers and one, Finval, # a clearing hobse for cablerrams,  Self-snfficient amid indns-
trions, ench small dot of ko has o charm and individuality all s own, from remote Corvo and Flores
Lo Sumtn Mara, where Columbis stopped in 1493 with the news ol his discovery,

There is a fruit dand passenger line of
emall ships, with semimonthly service be-
tween Ponta Delgadn, London, and Ham-
burg, ltalian, French, and Gresk trans-
atlantic liners stop al the Azorian capital.
Ponta Delgada and Horta, with their ade-
quate artifivial breakwaters, are havens for
ships 1o need of fuel, provisions, or repairs.
Crusing ships crossing the MNorth Atiantic
now and then include the Axores on their
itinerary.

To the quarter of a million Azorians their
temperate, agriculturally productive archi-
pelago s a complete little world in itself.
For their food supply these islunders are
practically independent of lunds beyonil.
They produce their own cereals, vegetahbles,
(ruit, meat, milk, butter, cheese, and eges.
They make supar from the beet, spirits from

the sweel polato, press their own grapes

into wine, “rall their own” tobacco, “curl
their own'" tea. Their seas abound in fish.

Their buildings are constructed from the

volcanic hasalt of the islands. Furniture
is made from native woodds. They manu-
focture linen from home-grown flax  amdd
woolen garments from sheep’s wool.  Lux-
uries are imported, chiefly irom the Porig-
guese mainland; but, should every ship
satling these seas fail o call at the *West-
ern [slands,” the Azorinuns could survive,

THE FESTIVAL OF SANT cmist'

O our second visit to the archipelago we
resched Ponta: Delpada in early May, in
timme for the chiel religious festival of the
year, i honor of Santo Cristo dos Milagres
(Our Lord of the Mirncles), the devoutly

“It was in the days when we cultivated
the crange o extensively,” 1 was told,

protecter] the trees from the wind: and,
again, it was an ensy way of getting rid of
the stones in the fields.”

PINEAPPLES SUPFLANT ORANGES

Excellent oronges are again grown here,
but the former British market for them is
lost und pineapple culture has become the
chief source of wealth, developing SGo
Miguel into an “Isle of Pines' which pro-
vides o good part of Europe with practically
all its fresh supply of this delicious froit.

1 know the English lady whose father, a
skilled horticulturist, came to this island
more than eighty years ago to loy out the
fomous José do Canto Gardens, It was he
who broughi the first pineapples to his
employers hothouse. Twenty vears later
the {roit was shipped to Enpgland, each pine
in its pot selling for two guineas.  Enpgland
and Germany are now the chiel consumers

of Azorian pines, France and contingntal
Portugal Following (see page 38).

The plant, which is here of the smoath-
leaved Cayenne variety, is srown under
glnss, specinl beds of fermenting heath, or
some- other mountain shrub being provided,
All the plants are brought 1o blossom at
the same time by a process of smoking, the
value of which was accidentally dizcovered
many vears ago when a carpenter, working
in one of the s::lm:nppl: horses, chanced to
set fire to a pile of shavings, To the sur-

rise of the grower, the plants, instead of
ing spoiled, burst into flower. By this
method practically all the plants in a hot-
house can be marketed at the same time,
muny minths earlier thun formerly.

Little glass howses shimmer on emerald
slopes in various sections of Sao Miguel, the
exclusive producer of jﬁl‘lﬂ.]{ntﬂﬂ in this
archipelago {(see page 63)., Wrapped in
cellophane or packed in excelsior and crated.
the fruit s shipped to the European market
by a fleet of three vesels owned by the
growers.  Last vear about 2,000,000 pines,
worth half a million dollars, were exported,

TEA DRINEKERS FROM EANLY DAYS

Another exotic industry on this land js
the production of black and green ten, which
here retains its orienial name, “cha.” Ever
since they ditscoversd the <24 route to India
and planted their settlementz as far afield
a8 Macao ( Macau1,* an the coast of China,
the Fortuguese have been a tea-drinking
nation.

There is an old belief that tea is better if
it has non crosséd the sea. Whether this s
true or not, Azorian ten tasted to me much
like the Far Eastern variety on its native
soil. Tt i comsumed locally and shipped
to other parts of Portugal.

A numlbwer ol Chinese were originally im-
parted as instriyctors in the tea culture,
but pow only native Inbor, chiedy female,
is emplayed. The plantations dot the hill-
sides on the northern side of the island,
which has greater moisture than the south
coast,  The stifi Tittle evergreen shrule
stund in precise rows, very foreign in ap-
pearance, contrasting strangely with the
familiar European flora about them (p. 35).

A motor road parallels the coast of the

We motored to the crater of Fumas, a
favorite summer resort.  On the outskirts
of Ponta Delgada we passed carts hauled
by strong Spanish mules, n sheep-drawn
curl directed by a small boy, and o big
shagpy dbg, unattended, carrying in its
mouth a lonch basket for 1t master. Such
dogs are trained from puppyhood Lo do the
dioy's work (see pages 51 and 56).

On the country roads were slow-swiying
bullock ecarts, with woven-willow  bodies
filled with heath for the pineapple houses.
Some were of archaic pattern, with salid
wheels of the Romun type, their approach
heralded by the complaining creaking
“song” 1 had remembered during years of
alsence from the Azores (pages 34, 37).

1t i= a deliciously green and restiul coun-
try. Checkerboard fields, brown and green,
alternate with woods filled with songhirds,
These telands_ ke those of the Mudeira and
Conary groups, are the habitat of the wild
canmry of greenish-gray hue,  Tts glad note
is one of the pleasintest features of the
Azores, where it seems 10 be more numer-
ous andd mere voinl than on the Elands
farther south,

Near every stope cottoge stood a com
rick with brownish maize in the husk hung
to dry (see page 60}, Tt forms the staple
cereitd crop of the islands.  Fava beans
( hroad beans) and vams are grown and are
leading articles of export.  MNear one cottage
flax was odrying, and we passed a factory
where linen s manufactured.

A RESORT IN A CHATER

After skirting pine-clad cliffs, the road
climbs to & misty, heather-clad tableland;
thert descends into Furnas valley, shut in
by towering preen walls. Were it not for
the puffs of sieam ascending from its many
boiling sulphir springs, it would be difficult
to belleve that thiz peacelul vale is the
crater of a mighty voleano which more than
once poured out itz molten lova and which
still =peaks through vents in the hot sul-
phur-stained crust around the springs (see
Flate VII),

It is a beautiful picture from the heights,
this quiet, sheltered valley with its long,
narrow village meandering like a stream
through woods and meadows. The lake,
on a raised platform of the crater, lies
some distance from the settlement. A few

summer villas dot its placid zhores (see
Plate 11},

Prescott, the famed historian, came to
Furmgs 18 o young man to visit at the sum-
mer home of his grandfather, first Amer-
lcan consular officer in Sio Miguel, who
waz appointed in 1795 by President Wash-
ington.

A new hotel is building not far from the
thermal estnblishment, where sulphir and
iron baths are available. Near-by foun-
tains supply various kinds of mineral water,
the place being noted for the diversity of
its waters and the proximity of hot and
cold springs.

Ome deep, cavelike caldron, belching
forth boiling mud and steam, is called
“The Mouth of Hell”  Its-evil appearance
and the strong smell of sulphur give the
impression that this is really an entrance to
the abode of His Satanic Majesty.

We left the crater by the south-cosst
highway, where hamlets fringe the shore.
Stately manorial hooses, erected centuries
aeo, are 1o be seen throughout the lsland,
usually zet on the beights, One such hoose,
built in 1724, was our home during two
visits 1o Ponta Delgada. [t is a delightfully
romantic old plece. The big stone-paved
kitchen has n chimney-place which i a
room in itself, Standing i it, beside the
huge brick hearth, T could look up the wide
chimney, which towers above the huuse, to
a patch of blue sky. Such chimpeys are a
distinctive feature of Azorinn houses (p.64).

The upper claws of the metropolis leads
a pleamnt life, quiet as compared with the
siress of our American cities. There 15 n
social club where dancing is a [avorile
pastime; a coliseum seating 2.600; a sports
field for foothall, tennis, croquet, and hand-
hall; a baseball park; and an open-air sea
prool built in the rocks by the shore.

There are motion pictures twice a week,
chiefly from Hollywood. American inflo-
erice Is apparent in the English spoken
throughout the Azores. There seems to be
2 penuine liking for the Unlted States, The
Stars and Stripes are in evidence at every
festival. During the World War, Ponta
Delgada was an American naval base,

Economicnily self-contained, the Micas!-
enses are no less independent when it cones
to their social pleasures. We attended an
amateur show, given in aid of a local char-
ity, consisting of two operettas, one in Por-

Extended arms touch both side walls at
once.  One might be in @ crypt, so frequent
are the arched spaces through which one
gropes.  Yet from tiny windows above are
bright eyes peeping and waking in every
movement of the sirangers, With curins-

ity*  With distrust?  There s historic
reizon for the Intter.

WHERE THE SAILING SHIP SURVIVES

By A. J. VILLIERS
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N THE north of the Baltic Sea, where
the breast of Finland swells towards
the Swedish coast, there are 6,000

islands, to which belong all the surviving
big sailing ships in the world; or, to be
more exact, there are 0,554 i=lands, rocks,
lets, tree-spattered specks of sea-encircled
territory whose name is Aland and in whose
small poris as 1 write are registered 20 of
the surviving square-rigeed ships in com-
mission in the world, Altogether, there may
be 31 now, counting o German, two Swedes,
an American, and o Lhne.

Aland s Finnish; but its people are
Swedes, speaking Swedish, eir colors
are the blue and gold of Sweden, though
the white and blue flag of Finland floats
afficially from Government House, The
sirnnge cadences of the Finnish tongue are
hitle heard here, though by law Finnish is
tatight in the schools and in the naotical
academy.

The Finns have their own mame for the
lslands. in their own language: to them they
are Ahvenanmaa, and their capital of Ma-
richamn (which is Maryport in English)
becomes Maarinnhamini.

THE MAGIC OF A NAME

1 first saw the nome Mariehamn upon
the counter of a four-masted bark in Pord
Adelaide early in 192]. “Moriccken—
Marwehamn, " 1 read upon the bark. Mirie-
nomny¢  Where was that? 1 was in a
little Scots bark then, dischirging timber
from =outh Tasmanm; bul within a yveoar |
satled in a four-master with Mariehamn on
her stern, and sailed in several such over
muny years—~ZLawekill, Grace Haregr, Her-
zogm Ceorlie (see pape 106),

However, it was not until 1933 that 1
saw Morichamn, 1 went there then from
the four-masted bark Parma (see illustra-
tion, page 114), that had drydocked in
Copenhagen an bhér way to the {ar north
1o load timber for London, after she had
come from Auwstrdlia v B3 days, | saw
first a low island emerging from a rain
squall; on it was a lighthouse—nothing
else. Tt was so low it looked as if an angry
sed might have swept right over it and ob-

literated it from sight (see map, page 105),

Quirtly and unobtrusively, they entered the
commerce of the world; but still no one paid
uny attention to them, and there was oo idea
whatever that here slone sail would last
when it had died in all other waters,

At the outhreak of the World War 30 big
ships had been brought to Alund and were
run successfully. At the same Uime wooden
ships were still being built for the short
trades, and bought from Norway and
Estondn, Sweden and Denmark, as they
were discarded there,  Through the war
the Aland ships suffeved beavily,  Again
they were fiying the Russian flag, thourh
there wis as little Russian pbout them as
there i now Finn, and as Russians they
were beflizerent and were sunk,

Salling ships were Inrgely kept, during
those dangerous years, in the Pactic Ocean
and on the Atlantic seaboard of the two
Americas, where there wins leds chance of
doom from mine and submarine, Insur-
ance rates on sail were very hizgh and the
risks of moaking an Atlantic crossing were
considernble; but here the best freights
were paid and here the handy Alanders man
their ships.

STORM AND WAR DEAL HEAYY DBLOWS

They lost efght of them in one month,
in May, 1917, Insurance rates rose as
high as 42 per cent. Then cune the Rus-
sign Revolution, and the Russian maritime
instirgnce companies were blown 1o pieces.
What insurance the Alanders had paid was
lost; evervthing was gone when the war
ended—ships sunk, crews lost, insurance
nimexistent. A lesser race would have
gone down under such hlows and not have
risen again,  Aland ships were held in New
York, in Buenos Aires, in whatever grest
ports they chanced to ber for they had no
fag to fly in those sad days and no one
to wive them clearnes,

But the war ended. Russin became =
closed book, as far as the outside world
was concerned, not to be opened again lor
some years. Finland got s flag: Aland
wag attached to Finland. The Alanders
began to bulld up their merchant service
again, still with masts amd spars. which
were then imder general discard from all
nations—even from Finland and Norway,

Same of the older Aland shipowners had
had enough uod did not buy move ships alter
the war., But new ones nroseé: ane was (is-
taf Erikson, who had been a shipmaster
himseli at the beginning of the war and
lust hiz first vessel right at the outset of that
catastrophe (see page 102). In 1920 he be-
gan building up what now has become the
last great feet of sadil in the world: the Brit-
ith were dizcarding, finally; the German
ships that had been imprisoned in South
Americin ports throughooat the war came
up to Europe and, handed over to Allied
powers thatl did not know what to do with
them, found their way 1o Finnish hands.

Erikson bought up the beautiful German
training ship Hersogin Cecilie, puving tome
$20,000 for her os she luy in a French
purt (see iflustration, page 106). He sent
her to Australia for gram and o Chile for
nitrates, and in two yeirs she had returned
her purchase price and more besides.  She
hos paid for herself four tlmies over since.
He bought the g Lowfll, and with one
lucky frefght from Buenos Alres elearsd
200 000— historic occasion, one would
think, for that surely was the last time such
u proft was made ander sail.

He bought up other ships—irom the
British, from Norway, from the mainland
Finns. He refused o be depresed by the
woefulness of the shipping market, by the
bad outlock for freights. The freight po-
sition, bad then, has not become betler
since; bul the Frikson Line has thrived and
grown. As I write, it numbers eleven {our-
masied barks, seven barks, a full-tizgeed
ship, three barkentines, ive schooners.

The ships have been run upon the lines
of strictest economy; not an unnecessary
penny goes on them, but they are kept an
a properly seaworthy condition. They do
not wander around the eas, poor cut-down
wrocks, forlom survivals of betier days:
thiey sail in their full sail plans, as proudly
as they ever did, though they may carry
the smullest crews they aver hud,

It took courage to build up that line. 1t
took courage to buy up ships when every-
one eise wis hurriedly discarding them. It
took cournge to believe, and to haold to the
belief, that while the wind blew there was
sill work for sails. Gustaf Erikson had
that belief; still has it
