Mortheast from French Lick, in a peace-
ful valley between woodid hills, you coma
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stray dlogs and trained them to do tricks;
they ndded a few other animals and finally
took the open mad as “Gentry Brothers
Dag and Pony Show™—to delight children
{for a generation, '

Twenty miles past are the “Sleepy Hol-
lvws'" ol Brown County; from some [O0-
yvear-old log houses here you can see the
smoke of Bloomington., Yet some old peo-
ple here have never been to Bloomangton:

once only panthers growled, wild turkeys
gobhiled, and pioneer cowbelle tinkied lone-
somely.

From atop a high building you see glitter-
ing Indianapolis spread over the prairie.
Nebuchadnezzar, who  viewed Babylon
frum hiz flat-roofed palace, wonld enjoy the
picture here, with all its temples, shrines,
monuments, amnd tree-dined avenues.  Here
are restiul parks and floral displays, quite
us satisfying, T am sure, 18 were the hang-
ing garidens by the Euphrates: anid here is
3 war memorial ax impressive 4s any em-
ple raised by Habyloninns {page 2060).

No one great city dominates this Sute;
Chicayo pulls-at it on the north, Cimcimnoti
and Loutswille on the south.

Colts plaved smong the dande
lions: peacocks “called for rain™: lumbs
scampered; big red sows and, their gruant-
ing broods wallowed in mudholes fringed
with “smartwesl," mpgweed, Jimson, and
dugiennel ; excited cackles rose from every
busy bamvard, Wild fowl make no such
uproar,  Why then should our hens, do-
mesticited for centuries, show such hvs-
lETid over one more eeg?

Acres of roses, grown under glass, appesr
just west of Richmond.  Straight through
towty rus the historde National Boad, jis
century-old traffic stream paced by street
Cars,

For decades pignos made here were ex-
ported to many far nooks and crunnies of
the wotld: now 7t 15 iceboxes, and other
things, Here In 1807 Ouakers bullt their
first Indinna meeling house: here now &=
Eartham CUwollege, which the Friends set
“heside the Great Road" a tokdn of the
service for which the college was 1o stand,

At Fountain City, near Richmond, is the
Levi Coffin Home, “Union’ Depot of the
Underground ' Rallway™ in slave times: it
handled thousands of fugitives,

South, down the historic Whitewater Val-
ey where many Camlinians settled after
1804, is Brookville. It lives, sorege and
comtented, with its romantic past.

Heteabouts was barn Mavrice Thomp-
son, who wrote “Alice of Old Vincennes™ -
also Ida Husted Harper, varly crusader for
wormnan's rights, amnd Mary Louisa Chit-
woind, o gifted Hoosier poet.  Booth Tar-
kmptom’s  grandiather was @ HRrookyille
preacher; in its hevday, the region hwl
17 distilleries, many grist, flour, and saw
mills, Small a4 it wiis, this town produced
an almost incredible number of men whe
were later to become governors and sena-
tors, or to gain natiomal fame in other fields

Well-known painters like J. (tis Adams,
Willism Forsythe, Otto Stark, T. €. Steele,
and others worked here, catching the seenic
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¢hurms as subjects for their pictures.
Early-day roadways wind among hills and
rich vallevs; a water wheel rums a fHour
mill, and about an old, old church lor-
zotten settlers sleep in nameles graves.

Al might we ook a side road to visit dn
old-fnshioned square dance, Long: heifore
we reached  the abandoned  schoolhouse
where it wag helil—set away back in the
woods on a forking muddy road hard to
follow—we could hear the shouts of the
man who “called the measures.,” the spon-
taneops musical combustion of what they
call down this Wity b '*gull:.' jumpers’ band,"”
and the heavy “stomp” of buocolic feel.

Mints that supply most of the whole
world's chewing yum and other needs come
fromi Indinna (page 516). Hay is made
from the weed, after the munt juice s
pressed out: eating it, cows roll their eyes
and nod their heads in obwious enjoyment,

All these old river towns were born of

When the “floating palsces™ of Mark
Twain's gilded age plied between Induna
anil New Orleans—crowderd with wealthy
planters, their families, and servants, with
busy traders gnd cord shorks—these river
ports grew noisier and more opulent.

Practically every plape
fving passengérs over America carries 3
carburctor made here, and most of them
use such things as “bank-and-turn’™ and
“rule-of-chimb”  indicators, harometers,
artificial horizons, thermometers, eic., made
by one of Bendix's many subsidinries.

Carburetors nre budlt with the precision
of watches; yvou see every one tested with
gasoline,

“We don’t dare work like head waiters,
who come groumnd asking. “Is evervihing all
right® " said General Manager Maloney,
“We have to e it’s all right, before we
let a flyer put one of nur carburetors in
plane and take up a load of passengers.”

Here the Studebakers founded what be-

A MODERN DRAGON HUNT ON KOMODO

An English Yachting Party Traps and Photographs the
Huge and Carnivorous Dragon Lizard
of the Lesser Sundas

NE of the most prized inhabitants
O of the London Zoo had disd—a

dragon liznrd from the island of
Komaorlo,

As the zoo was eaper to replacde this
interesting creature, rare in captivity, Lord
Moyne, who had visited Komaodo some
yedrs previously, ngreed to revisit  the
islind last year with the object of secur-
ing specimens. 1 had the good forfune to
be one of Lord Moyne's guests on his yacht
Rosawra and 10 have opportunity to take
the accompanymg photogriaphs.

SIFRVIVORS FROM PREHISTORIC AGE

It was only in 1912 that the Komodo
dragons | Varamus komodoensiz) first be-
came konown to zoologists,  These larpe
carnivorous reptiles, of a kind that crawled
the earth millions of years ago, have been
hidden away for ages in remote islands of
the Netherlands Indies*

Although demodoensis s only one of the
existing species of Varawus, it is by far the
most spectacular, because of its great sive
aned §ts general appestance which vividly
suggests the lire-breathing dragon of legend.
Perhaps =uch a reptile, with curiing tail
and long; forked, flamelike tongue, for
thousands of years inspired Chinese artists
in picturing the traditional dragon (pages
325-327 and 33(1).

The creatures are found at the western
end of the large island of Flores in the
Lesser Sundas, and on smaller islands of
the same group, notably Komodo  amd
Rintja, which lie between Flores and
Soembawa.  Strong currents rush north-
ward thriotgh the straits, past the dragon
islands, at a speed which in former times
mus=j Have discournged ships from attempt-
ing 4 landing,

We anchored in the great sweep of Telok

Slawi, a bay off one of the twis staall villuges
of Komodo., The swoenery is of extreme
beauty. Steep, green slopes of fantastic
shapes run gp with many curves and con-
tortions to the rocky saddles which divide
up the iskand (page 328),

The Netherlands Resident of Timor,
responsible for the government of these
slands, kindly came to Komodo in his
yacht with several of his officials while we
were there, and our success in capturing
the “dragons” was mainly due to the help
of our oliliging friends.

We spent about ten days on Komodo
in our effort to catch the largest possibile
specimens,  We secured seven, but, as we
had permission 1o bring back only three,
we released the smaller captives whenever
we could replace them by larger ones.

We used a trap which was construected
for the purpose by the zoo. Ten feet
from front to back, it was built up of
panels of strong wire petting and was so
devised that, when the quarmy pulled qt the
meat at the ymer end of the cage, a door
would fall behind it

THAP 15 SET NFAR A TRAGDN LAlR

Thiz device we erected about o mile
tnland, just where a villey began to nar-
row into the foothills, and caretully cam-
ouilnged it with branches of trees, A great
rock stood on a slope near by, and beneath
It were several holes with tracks at the
entrances which proved them to be lairs
of these reptiles,

Owing, no doubt. to the many tracks
we hmd left oo the ground. no dragons
came to the trap during the first bwenty-
four hours. We afterwards found thart,
although so deaf as to be completely indif-
ferent Lo the human voice or even the dis-
charge of a gun, they are possessed of keen
sight and scent.

Another reason for their absence during
the first day was doubtless the [mct that
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the meat had not begun to be odorous!
Dirngon lizards like it in o state of advanced
putrefnct jon,

Dring  the second day, howeyer, we
found the bait gone. The door had fallen
without catching the dragon, although the
creature had left plenty of evidence of
its visit inside the trap.

We were never able to explain this es-
cape. The trap was so designed that, once
the door had closed, a steel catch made it
impossilile 1o raise jt from below, 1F the
door had fallen on the tnil of the sisiter
il been pushed up again, the reptile must
indeed have been Of monstrous size, as the
door wus fur too hedavy to be raised by any-
thing so slender as the last three or four
fert of a dragon’s tail,

It = of course, possible that two walked
into the trap together and that, while one
ate Lthe bait and sprung the trap, the other
receivied the door on its shoulders. Tn that
case, the first one may have turned around
and escaped through the opening while jts
companion wits disengnging itseli.

Disappointed with this initial trial of the
trap, we thought It best to arrange for a
watcher while we went off in search of
other likely places where we could try our
luck with meat haits amd novses,

“inding leard tracks on the beach at
another part of the island, Lond Moyne
shot two wild pigs, and three nooses were
set in front of the carcasses. These snares
werg so arranged as to catch a medium-
sized drugon Teard just behind the shoul-
ders.

Returning later in the day. we surprised
two small dragons feoding on the carcass.
I was able to get a picture of one before
they made off.

Then, to our astonishment, we found a
seven-foot crocodile lving strangled by one
uf the nooses. We were much surprised at
this, as we had no fden that there were any
erocodiles in the hay or that these reptiles
would live entirely in aall water. It was
March—the rainy senson, so we were told

—wet there wiere no running streams on the
ilnnd.

DRAGONT LEAVE A "GRAPEVINE' TRAIL

Fascinating was the studyv of the tracks
an the island’s many beaches, We soon
learned to distinguish between the spoor
of the crocodiles, with the tail-groove cen-
tered between a straight line of footmarks,
snd the wavy tracks of the dragons, which

remind one of the conventional decorntive
trestment of grapes and vine tewdrils,
Liard footmarks in the sand are the clus-
ters of grapes, while the curves made by
the tuil, sweeping from side to side, re-
semble the tendrils (page 329).

We sowm discovered that the larger lizards
are hy no means restricted 1o the mountain
ops, as same previons observers had sug-
gestedd. Not only small ones bt also the
twelve-fool giants come right down to the
beach.

A FIGHTIKG CAPTIVE

It was an exciting moment when our trap
walcher came to report & catch!  On reach-
ing the trap we found that the dragan was
of only moderate size, but very fierce, As
so0n as gnyone came near, it dashed itself
against the wire sides of the trap, causing
us  extreme anxiety lest it should injure
itself. |

After a consultation us to the best method
of ‘gelting it to the ship uninjured, we
thought it best to collect a dozen patives
and wet the trup carried down to the ses
on their shoulders (page 3243, It would
not be pleasant to be bitten or wounded
by the powerful claws of these carrign-
cating repliles.

Fortunately, once on the ship, we found
no difficulty in transferring them by at-
tructing them from the darkened trap into
the shnlit cage and quickly shotting the
door between,

After this first capture, we established
the trap near the beach where the lizards
were being drawn by the lure of & putre-
fying dead pie which we had placed just
out of their reach in a tree. The attrac-
tion of the bait seemed to be increased I::lj."
laying trails of linseed oil, and after this
we were able to catch drugons as [ast as
we Cotld make cages In which to keep them.

Since the trupping was well established,
I was glad to E-L' able to spend my time
procuring a series of pictures. Near the
rock where the trap had previously stood,
we ted up a dead goat and prepared 2
cover of green canvas und branches from
lwehind which | could watch and photo.
graph the reptiles without belng seen by
them (opposite page) .

First of all, T found that dragon lizards
love the sun. They would not emerge from
their lairs before the sun was high In the
heavens,  Perspiration fairly poured off me.

Every now and then 1 could spy a big
head ratsed out of the long grass, and once
or twice a dragon wonld come crawlhing
down almost into the cleared space which
I had carefully prepared for photography.
But always at the last minute they would
lose courage and make off to cover before |
could get @ stsiactory picture,

However, the second day  things were
different. The goat carcass, by this time
w0 nouseous o me, acted as a charm Tor
them. The small dragons became fearless
andd seldom was the carcass without one
gnawing at it. The hig dragons, throwing
all ¢aution to the winds, rushed down with
surprising agility and speed, tearing and
drageing large picces of the meat away
from the carcass to be caten ot Jeisure out
ol sight in the long grass,

That dragon lizards have u ketn senze of
smell T had ample occasion to obseryve. In
the valley where 1 watched them the wind
was continually changing, and they used to
pick up my scent at once even when they
had their heads to leeward of the over-
powering stench of the curmion. In an in-
stant all of them would take fright and
disappear.

All the time | kept mysell carefully hid-
dem from their sight, but, as other observers
hadl reported that these lizards are stone-
deal, 1 did not trouble to kevp quiet.

UNDISTURPRED BY A SHOTGUN'S ROAR

In fact, wishing to test this theory of
deainess; | discharged a shotgun over their
heads at 4 range of a dogen vards on more
than one occasion.  Neither this nor the
raltling of platebolders nor the homan
voce seemed to make any impression on
them, whereas they woold notice any move-
ment in an instant and make off,

That they are deai 1o =ome sounds
seems beyond dispute, but it is interesting
to note that the specimens at the aoo very
definitely hear the sound of the key torn-
ing in the lock of their cage. When the
keeper poes (o Teed them, their attention is
immediately arrested by this sound.

The baby dragons were highly inguisi-
tive, Une, measuring about three to four
feet, came through my cwering hedge of

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tree close by pnd, stretching itsell along
it branch, lay warching me for many hours,

Diragon lizards appear to make no sotnd
othet tham & low hissing at each other when
In competition for the meat spoils.  When
drawn 1o o carcass by the poweriul odor,
they seems to be almost Heking their lips
in n.uth:l.paliﬂn owing 1o their coricus hahit
of shooting in and out their long Torked

tonEues.
REPTILES NEVER VENTUNED TO ATTACK

In their wild state they are smid to be
dangerous, but | cannot support this state
meént. 1 spent days watching, at close
range, dragons of .all sizes up o aboot
twelve feet in length, 1 had no protection
other than the small hedee of cut branches
and leaves. At no time did the creatures
show uny signs of attacking me.

It is difficult to say how many dragons
I zaw, but they are undoubtedly very nu-
merots on Komodo, | have a few feel of
cinema showing four large ones on the
carcass at the same time, and many photio-
graphs showing three,

We had no opportunity of seeing the
repliles killing or eating their natural food.
Our only evidence as to their ardinary diet
wis obtained when one, which had been
caughr. in a trap, in its excitement regurg-
tated first the chunks of rotten ment it hod
swallowed and then a large unbroken turile
PR

Wild pige and deer are plentiful on
homodo, and we had no reason to doubt
the report that the dragon lizards catch the
amull ones.

The natives would not go pear  the
haunts of the dragons after dark and
seemid in considerable tear of them even
in daylight.

For the homeward journecy we pul our
specimens in strong crates with beveled
slats on one face. Unfortunately, our car-
penter soupht to lighten the lids by in-
serting a panel of wire netting,

When the vacht was some davs out on
the homeward journey, one of the dragons
burst its way through the netting, amd, 4s
no trace of it was ever found on the ship,
presumably it jomped overboard,  The
other two were safely delivered to the
oo dnd, in addition, our cameras hadd cap-
tured numerous others that are still free to
partnke of their odoriferous banguets on
the hills and beaches of Romisdo,

When 1 left the train at Cambridge, after
i short but tedious ride from Loandon, there
was fittle about the dingy railroad station
ti suggest that somewhere hereabouts stood
a greal university town,

Nor did the policeman of whom T nsked
my. wiy 1o “The Uhiversity” offer any
heip; he couldn't, simply because there are
so many colleges here, ench In ltsell o litls
university., However, affer driving into
town along a wide thoroughfare which my
taxi man told me had been in ancient times
a highway used by Roman soldiers, [ finally
arrived ft 5t. John's College which 1 was
Ly enter,

JOHN HARVARD'S ALMA MATER

Because John Harvard, principal founder
of the famous American center of learning
which benrs his nanie, was educated at
(Cambridge, this university holds a specinl
mterest for people in the United States,

John Harvard entered Emmanue]l College
in 1627, In an old leather book there you
see his signature, anid a notation that he
paid a ten-shilling matriculation fee,

Now g tablet is set up in the Chapel at
Emmanue] to his memory; and this year
Cambridee in England observes with svin-

atheilc interest the movemen! m Came-
writlgpe,  Massachusetts, to celebrate the
100th énniversary of the foonding of Har-
vard College (page 334),

Each Cambridge college i3 a separate
entity. Each has its 0wn chapel, lecture
rooms anid assembly hall, but most of the
spetce is devoted to residential quarters,

This independence has been characteriz-
tic of Cambridge from its earliest days.
It dates from the foundations estublished
by religious orders, such as the Dominicans
and the Carmelites, most of which belong
to the first part of the Lith century. It
continued with the foundation of the ool
leges, the first of which was Peterhouse,

AN

established in 1284, The majority of the
others followed i the 14th, 15th, and 16th
centuries, though Selwyn wns founded as
recently ne 1882,

Cambridge long held out against the ad-
miszion of wormen students; and, though it
wins obliged at last to surrender and wel-
come the two girls’ colleges, Newnham and
Crirton, more than sixty years agoa, it still,
unlike Uxford, does not allow women to
tnke actual degrees.®

PUNDERCRADUETTES INSTEAD OF CORDS

The “undergradueties” atiend lectures,
bath uniumﬂy and college, with the under-
graduatés, and take the same “honors” ex-
aminations | they are not allowed to take
the easier “pass” examinations ), but if sue-
cessful their reward i3 metely a “title to a
degree” (pages 332, 335, and 337).

Every college has its own staff of tutors
] s own endowments which, together
with the fees from its student members,
provide for its upkesp, In many cases the

Sports in general hold a high place in
life at Cambridge.

mer cricket anid tennis take their turn.  But
the sport of sports at Cambridge is rowing
(page 336),

The races are rowed on 4 section of the
River Cam below the actual town, The
stream s 50 narmow even there thar it is
impwassible to row abreast, so here, as at
Dxford, a system of “bumping” races has
developed,

From the spectators’ point of view this |s
perhaps an advantage, for they can watch
the spectacle of a straining procession of
elght-nared boats chasing esch other at in-
tervals of 150 feet. Some “bumps” are
mere touches; others are really violent
blows., 1 well remember rowine in & hoat
which was hit so0 hard It sank outright in
the middle of the river, whereupon our dis-
comfited crew had to swim and wade ashore
os best they could.

SrHROWING AWAY A pace”

There 15 also the well-known Cambrides
towlng story, perhaps apocryphal, of the
excited coxswain  who  almost  Titerally
“threw away a race,”

The atmosphere was eléctric, Eight oars
were poised, ready to he dipped like a flash
al the boom of the gun; eight pairs of eyves
were concentratel on the coxswain who was
counting feverishly the seconds before the
start. In his lefv bhand he held the stop
watch: in his right the wooden Bobbin of
the spacing chain which keeps each host at
its cotrect distance from the others,

The great moment mrrived, the shot
echoed across the river, and with a dramatic

I would not recommend for weak dipes-
tions the hreukfasts found necessary in the
strenous training for both the Lent amd
May Week races. They are no mild meals
of grapefruit aml coffee, but, starting with
fish and bacon snd eges, they continue with
large portions of rare steak. The (oast
ani marmalade that followed was often dif-
ficult to foce.

The “May™ ruces ure the principal event,
coming as they do after the examinations at
the end of the scholastic yvear when all
Cambridege goes pay aml celebrates a social
season of its own, Both hanks of the river
offer then a bright picture. They are
crowded with friends and relatives of the
crews and the whole scene s andmated by
undergraduates in bright blacers eveling or
running along the tow-path to shout en-
couragement to the boats of their colleges
(page 536).

Automobiles are forbidden to  undec-

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SOJOURNING IN THE ITALY OF TODAY

By Mes. KENNETH ROBERTS

INE vears ago we went to Ttaly to
_L fid o guiet andd detached place in

which my hushand could write a
eerries of American novels without int
tinn, We found it by remodeling a hilltop
furmy near Orbetello that was wsed by o
relative as o summer home, bt stood
empty during the winter months.

We knew, from the chilblain cures ex-
posed for sale in the local drugstore, that
the hilliop wis not a tropical retreat, but it
held no terrors for people who had been
born in, grown up with, and weathered suc-
cesstully the rigotous winter climate of New
Enggland,

The house, a severely simple two-story
rectangular farmBouse, stands on a hilltop
four hundred and fifty [eet above the water,
fucing the Tyrrhenian Sea, the Island of
Fibia, and the far-off istand of Corslea. . To
the right, across the mouth of one of Ttaly's
finest harbors, the mainland strefches away
to Genia and the north (map, page 353).

AN OLD WALLID TOWN NDECDMES A
MODERN SEAPLANE BASE

Orbetello is an old walled town sur-
rounded by water on three sides. Today it
i= Italy's best-known naval avintion station,
In our time it has grown from a few in-
significant buildings and a few small ea-
planes to many large barracks, officers
houses built in the modernistic manmner,
and a farge Aotilln of the most modern and
fastest airships, [t was from COrbetello
that Balbo started on his flights to South
America and to Chicagn (page 333).

The greatest difficulty in building in Taly
comes: from the well-grounded abian idea
that the customer is always wmong., To
counteract this, orders must be given with
firmness o no argument permitisd.  The
slightest weakening on the part of the
orderer lets logse o fdood of counter-pro-
posals!

In rural Italy the carpenters feld m
nousebuilding is Hmited. He makes the
ool suppuirts, the door and window shut-
ters, and thie door aml window frames. Al
else i in the hands of musons, even to the
final plastering and tintimg of wall suriaces,
within and without, and the laying of tiled
Hoirs.

The liwing room plans called for one
double glass door, and beside it a stationary

French window of the same dimensions.
The carpenter came, took careful meisure-
merits for the door and window, and retived
to his cavelde shop in the willoge to con-
struet them. In the course of time he
emerged from his lair, loaded the resulls of
his' labor on donkeys, and escorted them
up the hill.

Whether or not the carpenter had lost
hiz measurements and worked Trom memory
was never known, but the door and window
wore 4 foof longet and wider than the
yawning cavities waiting to receive them.

To the carpenter, this errar was n baga-
telle. With a happy smile he instantly
offered a solution for the difficulty. Al he
needed, he said, was the loan of two masons,
Assisted by them, he would demaolish enough
of the two-foot-thick walls so that his mon-
strous mistukes might be inserted.  His
mgenuous smile changed to a look of in-
credulity and disgust when we made it clear
that his work miust be made 10 fil the house,
not the house altered to it his work,

With Hghininglike speed he evolved pn-
other ides. The glnss door amd window
should he placed against the open side of
the logeia to pfford shelter to passers-by
who midght unexpectedly be caught by a
shower,

Since we were inhospitable, stubborn, tm-
patient Americans, we found ourselves un-
able to accept his fertile schemes; but since
we were not blessed with the gift of tonguoes,
he was spared the distress of Knowing whii
we thought of his hlunders.

COUNTRYSIDE COMHED FOR FIREWOOD

When one begins housekeeping in Ttaly
with o vocabulary of fifty disconnected
words and a dictionary, daily problems re-
maln problems for some time. A major one
was how to get sufficient wood to feed two
terra-cotth stoves and a freplace. - All our
cooling wid done with charcoal. The prom-

From (arrars in the Apennipes commes world-fumed white Italian . mirhic
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fire, it smolders Hke 4 bale of woolen goods.
We soon learned to reject fig trees and de-
mand almond or olive trees,

The first veéar that we went to Italy in
sesirch of peace and quiet, we left the Paris-
Rome express a1 Grosseto, the county seat,
twenlyv-five miles owny. That was the
train’s nearest stop on s way o Rome,
As we wandered the streets looking for
what we could pick up, we were stirred ot

the sight of mallards, teal, woodeock, spar-
rivws, and other “wild” game hanging be-
fore the doorways of the markets. Good-
sized wild ducks were priced at forty cents
piece, sparrows al fve cents each.

Excited by these bargains, we bought
freely, and during the winter had more sent
us from time (o time, to the distress of the
cock, wha feared that o steady diet of game
would affect our hivers unfavorably.
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SOJOURNING IN THE ITALY OF TODAY

A picture of our first night ag housekeep-
ers will never leave my mind, For some
reasan of other 1 went into the kitchen a
midnight. There sal the cook, who had
arrived that day, plucking ducks by the
light of a single candle. I & cook comes
with the ioténtion of staying, nothing dis-
CoHirages her. '

Now we have eschewed all game, Alter
nine years we think we have learnéd about
evervihing that can be found in the village,
This has been a hard struggle, Tor Talian
cooks seem to have an aversion to making
sugwestions,  Information must be ferreted
from them. In the past, if any dish was
ordered three times, it was takion for granted
that the dish was a0 passion with us. In
reality it was ordered because we could
think of nothing else to order. The cook,
not sensing the situation, would have forced
it on us indefinitely unless forcibly re-
strained.

HANDANNA SERVES AS MAREET BASKET

Each morning after the cook has had her
birenk{ast, <he picks op her list of orders
for the day and her vard-squore bandanna
handkerchie! in which she carries home the
provisions, and descends to the vilinge to
do the marketing and get the mail,

All Italy is on a cash-and-carry, day-to-
day basis, This is troe of life in the cities
or iti the country. Each item purchnsed b
a servant is entered i an account hoo
which iz shown 1o the mistress when more
money i3 needed.

Last winter, for the Arst time, some
staples were lald m in bulk to last through
the sensan.  This was because prices were
repeatedly increasing on account of the war
in Ethiopia. Theretore, soon alter our air-
rival, the farmer went to the village with
the donkey and loaded him with $12 worth
of laundry spap, 325 worth of cofiee, a
512 segment of rocklike Parmesan cheese
to servie grated on plmost everything, us
well as rice, sall, and sugar,

This was the only way the war touched
us. . Coffee has nlways bheen expensive m
Italy, and the war caused it to double and
treble in price.  Tea is an affectation with
a Tew Ttalinns, hut coffee 5 universally en-
joved and desired, Ethiopia raises some
of the finest coffee in the world and lialy
plans on profiting from the coffes crops
while searching for hidden minerals and ol
wells.

(Ope problem that it took us nine years

539

to sulve was the wine guestion, All =mall
OWn Canbings, or barrooms, are supplied
with wine made by the furmers of the
locaiity, The cook take: un empty 1wo-
quart Bask, or fasce, to her favorite canting
and has it Olled, I it suits your taste, you
at first think how fortunate you are (o have
such good wine., [t 5 a sensation com-
parable to eating your own home-grown
vegetables.

A few nights or a few weeks later you
take a sip and something strange has
pened. It may have become sicheningly
sweel or distressingly sour. The servants
are summoned and requested (o state the
reason for this stnpular chemical change.
Their answer i invariably the same, 1t
I3 nothing, signora. The other wine I3
finished and this is what Beppina brought
bome this morning.”

We asked if there wasn't someone who
had really superior wine, We were told
there was vine scelte, “choice wine,” which
cost o little more. That was sent for post-
haste and we hoped our problems were
solved.  But what they brought us proved
to be a heavy, sweet, dessert wine.

After this dsappointment seven flosks
were brought out, washed, and a lahel
pasted on each, Beppina was instructed to
visit seven cantinas, fill a bottle at each,
and write thé name of the cantiny on the
label. Then there was o sampling, and a
supply of the most satisflactory sample was
ardered.

Usually a cantina refuses to sell more
than ten quarts of wine, om the ground that
if it sells too much it won't have enourh
left for its customers. Conzequently, our
wine-buying was attended with indifferent
success for eight yvears.

There is something romantically appeal-
ing., ns'a rule, in the tles recounted by those
whid live at small experse in out-of-the-way
places,  Such people invariably—to hear
them tell it—have servants who look like
English butlers and French maids, and con-
verse quaintly m proverbs similar o those
in Bartlett's “Familior Quotations.”

Picturesque native costumes are not worn
in our part of the country. The men wear
overalls patched with pallid relics of long-
gone gmurments.  The women wenr dresses
vaguely reminiscent of well-worn  cotton
umbrellus. Nevertheless, at firsi we felt our
two sturdilty built helpers would add an air
to the place if they were decked oul m a
hit of Old World qguaintness,
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In the spring of 1935 the prospective war
in Ethiopia was viewed unemotionally by
the mass of [talians.  Little was known
about the country, except that it was 4 place
where bananas grew, Hananss, Lo the mind
of a resident Italinn, ure perhaps the most
degirahle of all fruits. He regards them as
a truly regal dish, just as some people re-
gird caviar, He has almost the same feel-
ing toward them that colored peaple are
supposed to have townrd fried chicken.

At that time two young soldiers, on their
way i lraining camp, were engased in
conversation by an Ialian woman who
shared their compirtment in the train, She
wanited to know if they weren't thrilled nt
being called for the campaign in Africa®

They were not anly unthrilled, but had
wiven the matter little thought. They were
not married and felt they might as well =o
there as anywhers,

“But,”” she said, “you will have all the
bonanas you want! You will be -allowed
tes help yourselves, just as we permit pecple
to enjoy our grapes!”

The young soldiers remuained unmoved
Possibly they came from families that, like
maost [talian families, kept their grapes for
themselves,

AL the same time, however, Dtalian men
of property felt the step must be taken and
Ialy’s horeage increased, but the wives of
these same men were lpath 1o think of their
sons being called 1o the colors:

With the impiosing of sanctions the senti-
ment, particularly in cities, changed eom-
pletely.  The thought that many countries
should tell Ttaly what she might or might
not du, und coerce her into obeving thelr
dictates, arpused a feeling of passionate
nationalism and a grim determination to die
rather than tasubmit 1o foreign domination,

After witnessing some of the new enthusi-
asm in Naples and Roame, we felt it musi
be universul. O our arrival ot our out-
of-the-way hilltop we found the farmer’s
son ot home and expressed pleasure that he
had not been summoned to Africa,  “How
has it happened?” we asked.  He shrugeed,
“1t's 4 miracle,”” he admitte,

We found that while young men in coun-
try towns were quick to parsde and sing
in celebration of wvictories, they were not
averse o remaining at home, working in

Travel conditions improved <owly in
Italy before the Fascist regime.  Since the
Fascists canie into power, roads and rail-
ways have advanced by leaps sind bounds.

In 1928, when we first motored from
Naples to Orbetello, the main moad wis a
potholes, nnkle-deep in pallid
dust. An automobile progressing over that
road had the appearance of a comel—a
small object followed by a billowing tail
of gray powder. Every main roud in lialy
was the same.

I 1933 we made a swing by motor up
thee west coast road from Naples to Genoa,
across the north of the country, through
the valley of the Po and Padus (o Verice:
down the eadd coast road w Ferram, Ki-
mini, and the picture postcard Republic of
San Marino; then across the mountains to
Florence, on moads not sufficiently impor-
tant to be listed on the map we carried,
Every toad on which we traveled was a
hard-surfaced rowd, as smooth as 8 houle-
vard and practically free of dust. This
miracle of road bullding was accomplished
in less than five vears,

It is apparent to anyone who bas tray-
eled vver even o quarter of ltaly why the
mass of the popolation must toil from
sunup to sundown to wrest from the earth
A bare spbsistence, Thouwnds of miles
are taken up by imposing mountnin ranges
grandinse, magnificent to the eve, but many
of them treeless, barren, and good only for
waTHher  spaorts.

many Italians, and the present government
iicy  forbidding alimns o0 leave  the
country except for the best of resgsons, the
lot of the pensant would be pérfectly en
durable according to his lights.

The Italiam peasant, backbone of Italy,
sees  few mewspapers and no maparines,
barring an occasiomild seed catalogue, What
ltalian magazines there may be would only
make hic sleepn the sounder, They would be
almosi devoid of (e advertisements which
il Amerfean magaztnes and show that Tife
cantol be vl without an automobile. an
electric ice chest, an electric egg beater, an
eleatrie razor, and 8 thousand and one
other things.
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A radio not only is not o necessity to
these people, but a radio at a public foun-
tain, where [orty or fifty women gather to
do their family washing, would interfere
with retailing of gossip, of which there s
an imexhaustible supply. The movies and
the lovelife of movie actors and actresses
mean lttle to them.

Unless prevented by the weather, the
men work on their pieces of land. “Their
day wsually begins shortly aflter sunrise.
At nine they knock off for breakfnst, which
may comsist of a piece of bread with a
wedge of cheeze, ar a chunk of raw bacan,
or some freshly pulled garlic. Tf you are
passing by at this time, you will probably
receive 4 cheery good morning and the offer
(o share their repast.

He
hired the son of our neighbor, Romeo, for
8 lire a doy (about 63 cents). The hoy
wis & skinny child, 1! wears old.

We
saw him doing a similar stint on his father's

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Thirty-five miles farther along is the city
of Civitavecchin, where the rsad again
crosses the mailroad, These we waited an-
other fifteen minutes for the same resson.

The frst few: years after the March on
Rome in 1922, Mussolini was acclaimed
as the Nation's syvior, His was an iron
hand in & glove of steel, bt oll classes
felt he had saved them from things that
might have bevn worse., A few years later
there were rumblings of discontent, bud
these rumblings rumbled only in sympmi-
thetic surroundings.
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Then the numes “Mr. Smith"™ and “Our
Uncle” came into use if one wished to refer
to Il Duce. A year later pne ctuld not he
in o tetired corner with A certidn class
of lwllans without having an  endless
stream of anecdotes about Mr, Smith, Dur
Uncle, and Our Uncle's Satellites poured
into one’s ears, exactly like the outpouring
of Fard jokes that filled the United States
at one Ljme

Many men of standing; in the beginning,
never wore the Fascist insigoin.  Though
they were members of the Fascist oreaniza-
tion, they felt their reputation os adaieable
members of Halian society {or generations
wis self-evident and the wearing of o pin
was nol necessary o prove it With the
passing of time the stesly glove became
steelier and the pins were put on. Today
the lesser officials and many others of that
class would be mistaken in America for
popular high-school students.

REGIME STRENGTHENED BY AFERICAN WAR

since the Fascist regime camé into power,
something spectacular happening from time
to time hns kept the people escited an
enthused over the relurning preatness of
Italy-—kept them from brooding over in-
creased taxution. When Balbo and his ar-
mada of seaplanes made the successiul
flight to South America and back. the coun-
try wenl wild (pape 354),

Ralbo's flight to the Chicago “Century
of Progress,” the winning of the blue rib-
bon for the fastest croksing of the Atlantic
by the Kex, the draming of the Pontine
Marshis and transforming them into farms
and towns, Kept enthosinsm going at a
slower rate, while taxation continued in-
creasing.,

The war in Ethiopia, it is said, was for
Mussolini & case of sink or swim, The
Italinn victories would hive pssured him
# warm and loyal place in the Ttalian
hearts; but when those Ialinn victories
were achieved in the face of bitter opposi-
tion from the League of Nations—which
to Maly means England, the first power in
the world—Mussolini. in Itolian eyes, be-
catie almost a god.
