Belginm's map, with its four frontiers
and its forty miles of coast, forms an
almost perfectly symmetrical butterily de-
sign. (e wing edges the North Sea, the
other fAutters against the central-western
confines of Germanv—with the Grand
Duchy of Lmu_mhuurg executing a Ehgh'.
q_n.ltnp from the wing's middle 1o its tip.*

Place o ruler on Paris and Kiel.  Draw
a heavy black line across Belgom and it
forms the butterly’s body. Its tail s
turned on the Netherlands, from which in
1830 it separated; its eves are focused di-
rectly on Paris, fountainhead of Belgium's
predominant speech and many phases of
iz culture,

Smaller than the State of Maryvland, but
with a population of more than eight million,
Belgium stands out as Europe'’s most densely
peopled country.

It is divided into nine provinces: West
and East Flanders, Hainaut, Brabant,
Antwerp, Namur, Liéﬂu., Limbourg, and
Lusembourg—which must not be confused
with that other Luxembourg, the little in-
dependent Grand Duchy.7

The residents of this overgrown village
of the hidden River Sennc are called by
their  provingind  neighbors  “hoieken- fret-
ters.”  This & a Flemish word meamng
‘ehicken eaters,” and refers 1) a time when
Brussels was farmwd for the predominonce
of Enu]tr_r on its bill of fare,

I took my first morning steall through
Hrussels streets, | found myvsell reminded
of Baltimore in one respect.

A HOCEEFHLLEN CENTER [N REVERSH

The Flanders plain i bhroken at Brossels
into rolling hills,  Nalure was not content
that the future capital should lie spregwd
out on an uninspiring level.

At the desertedd Indian village northeast
of the Tanvi Lukes, Muckenzie's route
enters from the east, and the traveler by
land 1o Bella Coola follows the trafl of
that intrepad Hebridean.®

X, who a month before had followed
Muockenzie's trail to the Arctic under much
maore comiortable conditions than the origi-
nal journey, was thrilled to find himsell
again in the tracks of that really zreat ex-
rHiover.

Mackenzie's two famous journeys were
hoth remarkable feats. but the secomd, 1
think, was the greater,

The journey o the Arctic required im-
mense imtellectun]l courage, for it meant
facing 2000 miles of the unknown. But
he had an easy river W follow and no diffi-
culties 1o meet, except that of coercing his
Indians into the void

But the Pacific venture thres vears later
was another matter, Wisely he relied no
ot Indians but apon Mesanier Muckay,
his Seottish colleagie, and six French- Chi-
nadian vovageurs, the toughest breed ob-
tainable for such a venture.

He wintered on the Peace River after o
difficult journey up the canyon, where the
stream cuts fts way through the foothills of
the Rockies,

In May, 1723, he started for the Pacific,
being witely Inspired to follow, of the twin
solrces. of the Flﬁlt‘t",, the I'ursmp ruther
than the Finlay River. Had bhe chosen
wrongly and at trmpii:ﬂri the Finlay, he would
have been lost in that desperate tangle at
the sources of the Liard, Fraser, Skeena, and
stikine, '

Vovages from Montreal, on the River 5t
Laurence, Throwgh the Continent of North
Americe to the Frogen and Pacific Oceans
—is @ classic in the literature of explora-
tion. Napoleon had it translated into
French and & few copies: printed when he
devised the extraotdinary notion of rousing
the Indians of Ll'lr West and attocking the
British Empire in Conade from the Dank.

The physical difficulties of the upper
renches of the Pamsnip were great, for often
the current was very strong. oo strong for
paaddidles and too deep for poles, and owing
v the {lrj.-.'r."l}' furesterl banks It was Im-
possible to-use the line, For four miles, he
records fn one place, the canoe had o be
hauled from branch to branch of the tress.

He crossed the ultimate divide by a
chain of lttle lakes and came down into
the Fraser Volley on the 18th day ol June.
somehow he missed the entrance of the
Nechako, which would have given him an
casier route to the west, He realized that
the Fraser was not the river he wanted, but
he was fortunste enough to find Indigns
who told him of the Blackwater, which ook
him up to the central tableland.

He had enormouws difficulties with the
few guides he picked up, and, in order to
prevent thedr running away, wis compelled
t leep beside them—no pleasant task when
thesir hnw:rﬂ:hm robes were alive with ver-
min and their bodies drenched with rancid
fizsh all.

In the Blackwater Valley the party had
o hack-pack in heavy main, Sometimes
disinge thirty miles s doy carrving loads
weighing close to a hundred pounds

Finally he entered the valley of the
Dean. amd, tommg sath, saw theé moun-
tain which he called “Stupéndous,” bevomd
the Bells Coola trench (page 456),

At Friendly Villoge he knew that he was
near the coast, for he found the Indians
wearing zrticles of Spanish manufacture.

He had no way of koowitte that Captain
Vancouver's expedition was not far off; he
missed] it by only p week or two,

A work later he reached the rock which
was the terminus of his journey (p. 4720,
and inscribed om it the nmous legend-—

Alex Mackenzia
From Uanada
by land
22d July 1793
Mackenzie's performance was one of the

outstanding feats in the history of explora-
thon.
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The Spaniards in the early sixteenth
century had crossed the North Ameriean
Uontinent in the narrower south, bt Mae-
kenzie was the first European who tenveled
nver the bropdest part from the Atlantic 1o
the Facific.

In November, 1805, Lewis and Clark
renched the mouwth of the Columbia and
loisked at the Pacific, byt Mackenzie bl
made 1 more difficult journey in far shorter
time twelve venrs before them.

PO UPON ENCOUNTERING A
GHIZITY

At Belin Coola, strictly speaking, we had
left the reserve, but it will alwavs be the
southern entrance W Tweedsmulr Park.

It s very like & Norwegian valley, and
many of the settlers are Norweginns who
came from Norwiy by way of the United
Slales,

We drove up the Bella Coola River forty
miles to Stuie Lodge, where we had the
plegsure of meeting Mr., and Mrs, Don
Munday, who were the first to explore
Mowunt Waddington,

The whole valley is {ull of grizelies, and
much of the talk was about those unpleas.
ing aninals.  Apparently, when vou meet
b grizely the wise thing to do is to stand
still, or at the worst to climb a tres. (T4
is well to remember, however, that while
grizelies cannot climb except s cubs, other
bears can. )

1t must take some fortitude 1o stand still
and stare a grizely out of countenance. bul
if you can do it he usually turms round and
walks away.

AL Stuie Lodpe we met the Prime Min-
ister of Hritish Columbin and the Federal
Mindster of [hefence.

We watched the salmon that had come

up from the sea to spawn and dio, moving

the great peaks, Alnstair cansht a salmo
of twentyv-six pounds, with n head like n
fish in a pantomime, which [ believe is the
only one ever taken by a rod from that
river.

Presently we said good-bye to Stuie Lodge
and drove down the valley, where X hadl
to lay n wreath on n war memorial and
uttend a celebrntion by the Bella Coola
Indinns.

We crossedd the river in a dugout canoe,
which threatened to tip over ut any moment.
X was then made a chiefl under the tile
of “The Man from Above Who Has Come
te Help Us," and the Indians danced the
Thunderbird Dance, which they had danced
for Alexander Mackenzie almost 150 vears
before.

It Is the old story of Prometheus, hut,
though the masks were impressive, the spirit
hue gone out of it 1t is not easy in these
davs for Indians to be traditional.

Our expedition was now at an end, A
comfortable steamer 1ok us o Prince Ru-
prert, and five days in the train took us hack
to Oltawie,

UGUST in Vienmg wus hot.  Those
who could afford the vme and

meney hod gone to the mountains
or to the lakes of the Salekammergut and
Carinthin. Week-enders shouldered ruck-
sacks und hiked up toward the Semmering.
Families on picnic strolled out into the
Wiener Wald, that svlvan forest, reaching
within a 30-mintte tramear ride {rom the
city, where Struuss got the inspiration for
his “Tales From the Vienna Woods,™

<t1ifl others resorted to the baths in the
city und along the Danobe.  All Vienna
seemed to be frving or frolicking in the un,
while perspiring wisitors marched through
musenms of sought oot the room in the old
Hofburg where rests the empty crown thad
the [mperinl Hapsburgs once wore.

A MOUNTAINEER AT THE WHEEL

Save for g narrow band bordering her
castern  and northern  frontiers, treaty-
cropped Austrin s almoest entirely moun-
tdnons,  The spurs of the Eastern Alps
reach 1o the very outskirts of Vienna,

It happened that the chauffeur 1 engaged
wis an expert mountaineer, hut most of our
motmtain | climbing was done on wheels,
For Austria, despite the handicap of a slen-
dier purse gince the collapse of the Austro-
Hungarian Empire twenly years ago, has
built and maintained an excellent svstem of
ronds, lucing her hills and valleys,

Herr Henne knew all of the highways
and wirtually every ke, mountain, and
glacier in the country, He had climbed
most of the difficult peaks. When not
mountaineering he ran a tas, amnd, in odd
mirnents between both, carved beautrfully
fnshioned  wooden  figures of deer  and
chamaois with his pocket knife.

For a while we trailed history up the
lranube, past Klosterneuburg Abbey o
Krems and the Wachau, There, amid the
hald hills that wall in the river, stand the

471

ruins af old Diirnstein Castle where Richard
the Lionhearted was imprisonsd, in 1193,
after his retarn fromi the Crisades (p. 4906) .

At the sicge of Acre, two years before, he
had openly  scormed .LE-LTr.h::I::I of  Austrin
When he attempted to come back through
Vienna in disguise, he was detected and
promptly theown into prison,  Leopold im-
posed o tdy ransom—estimated at $5,000.-
OO0—ifor his release.

The sccupants of the castles of Spitz and
Appstein, a few miles upstrenm, were less
subitle in their activities: They did not wait
ty be insulted to collect their fortunes, In-
<tesd, they sed to stretch heavy chaing
across the river 1o stop merchant vessels
and ool them of thelr cargoes.

Tuking wavs indeed had those robber
haroms, who relied on the protection of these
fortress castles standing high on the cliffs
above the water and backed by inaccessible
hille,

From Melk, whose monastic tower remrs
like n beacon above the Dnnube, we turned
southward mto the forested mountiaing,

Beside muhy of the streams workmen
were tolling lows down the slopes amd tying
them into rafts, preparatory too foating
them down 1o the mills.

With a bit of luck one mav even
sleep 1 the same room at the Goldene
Adler that Ferdinand and Philippine ocou-
pied in 1574

Here, ton, one can see the same window
from which Andreas Hofer addressed his
fellow Tyrolese in 1809 at the time he and

For months they had been grazing on
the high hill pastures. Now that summer
Was merging into gutumn, with heavy snows
soont (o follow, they were being brought
hiack down to their winter guarters {Color
Plates X117 and XV ).

As tolens of gratitude that no harm had
hefallen the ‘herd during its long sojourn
in the mountains, the Yead Lows werd walily
decorated, for the policemanlike goard of
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these intelligent beasts is largely responsible
for the fact that none of the other animals
has strayved. Sometimes they even  use
horns, if need be, to emphasize their leader-
ship.

In the pastures the deep tones of their
foot-long bélls can alwavs be beard in the
midst of the lighter tinkling of the smaller
bells worn by the others.

Gaatherders also make a festive oceasion
out of their return o the villapes., Some
girland the goats, but others deck with
stremmers and Aowers the small carts that
are used in hauling the milk and cheese.
T the men and boyvs who have spent
months in the solitude of the high pastures,
the home-coming muost be g particularly
happy event

Of necessity, dairying and stock raising
are major industries in this Alpine land.
Lesx than six per cent of the area of Tyrol
5 arable; in Vorarlberg it is stil]l smaller,
Forests, however, cover considerable aress
on the lower sl of theé mountains, and
timbering is an added economic asset.

To mountain climbers and skiing enthusi-
ast=z this Is o happy vacation lond. Kitz-
tiihel, in northeast Twyrol, I8 a favored
simmer resort and one of Austrin’s chiel
centers. for winter sports.

EUROPE & LONGHST NRIDOE, TN HENMARE

The Tittle Kingdom of Denmoark (the
Sinte of Lowsiann would make three of
it in lamd area) bas recently completed
Europe's longest brdge.
