Lintoln Washburn, his wife, and T lefl
Seattle on the 5, 5, Afusda, July 4, 1936,
We were safelvy at Fairbanks with all of
our equipanent instafled in the ship and
ready to operate by the morning of ]uh 11.

Although visibility appeared better due-
ing March and April, the lowlunds are still
white with melting winter snow until about
the middie of June, and it s not until July
and August that the renl immensity of
Mount MeKmley, rising o sheer 158 ErD-D feet
abowe the broad preen plains of the interior,
can be appreciated.

The morning of July 12 dawned glon-
ously clear except for i few low clowd banks
o the somthwestward at on altitude of
between six and eight thousamd feet, We
keenly desired 1o get pictures showing the
peak of McKinley towering, as it <o often
does in summer, thousands of feet above
a s of low-lving clouds,

A er:phnnu call to the Savape River
Camp in Mounty McKinley National Park
ascertamed that it was fogey and raining
there, To make certain of the conditions
arcund the upper part of the mountan, we
made a short hop directly over Fairbanks
to & height of 10000 feet in our Fairchild
71 momaplane, We climbed lazily wp in
witde ciecles, finally breaking through the
lop of the overcast at about 5,000 feet.

As [aor as the eve could redach, a sea of
sifvery fog stretched off to the southwest-
ward. Ar 9000 feet the white sammit of
Mekinley slowly appeared, nosing its way
upward between two pufiy cumulus clouds
on the distant horigon, over 1530 miles
away. At 10000 feet the peak rose, clear
and distinct, into the deep-blue sky over
the shifting banks of clowds,

A PERFEUT TAKE-UFF

Radining down to the airport, lost be-
neath the broken clouds below, 1o warm up
the Electra ond preprare it for our first fight,
we circled speedily back to earth, lnding
shortly after ten in the morning, At 11200
the oxygen souipment and camera hod been
given a final check, the motors were
wiarmedl, snd Robbins made g perfect take-
Gt

The clouds were melting above us and
the sun was hot { 72 degrees) as we left the
ground at Fairbanks, Our jur flving suits.
mufiters, and mittens were beaped on wn
unocoupied seal in the front of the cabin
till the air cooled enough o put them on'

The cabin docr hid been thaken off and
left a1 Fairbanks. 1 was supplied with an
old easoline cuse W use us 4 chair directly
tn front of the opening, and a stoot rope
knotted around my wailst and made fust
farther up alang the foor of the cabin, let
e hean _ilunt far enough out the opening
to take pictures—and no farther,

TELEFHOXE 1IN FLAME & CABIN

The cabin of an Electra is so long that it
wits ejuite impossible to call (o the pilot even
at the top of ones lungs when the sound-
prool door had been taken off, so Glepson
had prepared for me a telephone mouth-
piece connecied to o sot of headphones on
Robhins, This allowed us to co-ordmnate
perfectly in getting the ship mto the cor-
rect position for each photograph.

After leaving Fairbanks, we climbed
slowly and steadily at o rate of about 300
feet b minute, on 4 vourse boiring exactly
toward Mount McKinley, which lay (it
ahead, completely hidden behind banks of
ek clouds.  Fiiteen minutes after Lhe
take-off, the scattered overcast ubove us
had rapiclly consolidated -into o compoct,
unbroken ceiling.  As we climbed into the
mist, the dim line of the Aliska Railroad
wis just visible beneath us.

All was gray jor ten minutes and then,
ws we chimbed, the sun began to burn
through the ever-thinning fop above @s. Al
11:40, just p hall hour after leaving Fuair-
banks we rose oul of the murky clouds into
nn indescribably beautiful slver fairyland.
In every direstion stretched an unbroken,
hillowing =ea of cdouds, s surface almaost
exactly 5,000 feer pbove the sen, Far w
the cast a rugged white island poked 1ts
head out of the mist, This was the lofty
summit of Mount Hoyves, almost a bundred
miles away.

T'o the west and north nothing broke the
silver curtain separating us irom the workd
below.  Ddeael abead, and still nearly 50
miles gway, towernsd MoKinley, lis massive
bulk rising full 12,000 feet out of the
gloomy rains from which we were climbing.

Eighty miles away this mountin looks
s IMpressive as dies Rainier from Paradise
Vallev, or Mont Blanc from the valley of
Chamonix.  But as we drew closer and
crcled McKinley, not its beauty bt its
colosssil sige impresss] w3, The tremendous
precipices which guorded it summit from
almost every angle were mute evidence of
why no one has yet succeeded in cdimbing It
by any side save the northeast.

Every side except that down which cas
cadis the Muldrow Glacier is guarded by
un almost vertical ¢liff of rock o ice.  The
walls 1o the soutly, st the head of the Ruth
(zlacier, are the most stunning of all, drop-
ping in u dizzying series of avalunche-swept
crugs and gulhes for 10,000 feet o the
almeost fat glacier surfaoe.

Most impressive from the standpoint ol
sheer greatness, however, was the famous
northwest wall,  From the summit of the
north pedk, whose altitbde is well over
19.000 feet, this swle of McKinley drops
in a terrific slope of glittering jce amd rock
—ane unbrolen, stupendouws clifi—to the
plains of the Kantishna, 17,000 feet below.

WORLD 'S HICORST FRECIFICE

So for @s T can asceriam, this 5 the
mightiest precipice rising out of level coun-
try an the face of the entire eurth, It &
almost half agunin ns high s the largest
clifi on Mount Everest [page 814,

As we approdached McKinley, we leveled
off ot 15,000 feet, adjusted our oxygen
reculators and nude our wsuid 13-minute
report of altitude and position to Fairbanks:
Then we shifted our course o tritle westward
to iy pamllel o the northern wall of the
range. Robbins first made a complete cir-
cuit about both MceKkinley and Foraker,
maintaining a constant altitude of 15,000
fect. mnd keeping about ten mles wway
from the big peaks so that we could get
their entire mussin our photographs, Then,
a5 we crossed the vallev of {he Muldrow
Gilacler, we began o climb once  more,
shivwly tlem!uh

(ileason pow kept unbroken contact with
Fairbianks by radio and Lincoln was fever-
ishly busy most of the time keeping our fwo
small  DeVry movie cameras constanthy
lachesd with fresh fitm,  He and 1 each had
4 separate oxyeen outht, because of the
henyy work h:mﬂlmi; the camern.  Robbins
and Gleason shared one evlindler, thking
altermte poffs at the gas ot frequent inter-
vitls.

As we rounded the western |Jrﬂ:||3n_!5 un
the second trip around (he rmummn we
climbed past 17,000 feet and rose moa wide
spiral around the peak, about two miles
away from the great dome. ()n the niorth
anel east sides the summit i cumpletely
blanketex] in elernnl snow and fee, with
scarcely a rock vistble nnywhere for nearly
a thousand feet below. Um the sooth and
wist, however, only the very tiptop of the
peak = coverad with a snow cap.  lmames
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dintely below this summit tremendous prec-
ipices of deeply gullied, svalunche-swept
rock dlrop almoat vertically more than 8,000
feet to the hewds of the Ruth and Toki-
chitpa  Gliciers

At 12:435 we had gained an altitade of
20200 feet, just a trace lowér than the
lop of the south peak. This was our thied
circuit of the I-rum.nlfl anl this time we flew
less thon a mile from the top of the wouth
peak and directly over the summit of the
north pesk. There was scarcely o breath of
wind as we closed in on the summit to
phatugraph it as near as it was safe to fy,

This abzence of wind was g plece of gomd
fortume.  Flving so close would have been
out of the guestion with the usuial north-
west gale that prevalls: at this aliitude
nearly all over northern North America,

UNE OF THE EANTH'S COLDEST SPOTS

Despite the fuct that we were circling
the peak of Mount McKinley at high noon
an ooe of the warmest days of the vear, the
lemperalure outside the cabin reristered 14
degrees below zero, a solemn reminder that
we were flving over one of the coldest spots
on earth.

At one o'clock, after taking several infra-
reel photographs of the summit, we com-
pleted our pictures for the day and headed
northeast once more, our nose poinled gently
downwinrd woward Fairbanks, our fameris
stowed safely forward in the cabin, The
rudin told us that the skies were rapldiy
clouding in at Fairbanks, but that the lower
cetling wias still sbout 5,000 feet.

Traveling & compass ourse above 1he
overcost, we ftew till dead reckoning placed
us well bevond the drea where we kbew
mountaing below us were poking  their
penks into the lower side of the clouds.

Chnce mooire we dropped  into the mist
The sin [aded wway snd our silver fairy-
land was pone.  Five minutes later the jog
helow ue thinned and melted awav., B
neath s lay the litde cluster of houses of
the town of Nenana, Kobbins' calculations
had been perfect, We had picked up terra
firrma exactly where he had predicted.

At 2:15 we droled the Fairbanks air-
porl, beaded into the wind for o lunding,

and the first Aight over MeKinley wias com-

pletel.

This first flight had wiven bs excellent
shaclowed cross lighting for pictures of the
eistern and western faces of Mokiniey, but
our pictures of the north side at that time
of doy were directly into the light and

lackesd detail in the shadows, while those
of the south side had no shadows ot all.
To get a complete group of pictures: with
ool lighting, it was necessary Lo make one
more fight, either early in the moming or
late in the afternoon,

July 13, 14, and 15 were hmw'].j.' overcust
nt Foirbanks, with o storm rmging ot
the Alaska Range., However, on the  eye-
ning of the 15th, radio reports from several
of the western Alaskan towns indicated
that fair weather wis returning,  Before
poing to bed we loaded cameras, clothes,
im, and oxyveen aboard the Elecira, and
filled ber gas tanks o the brim in hope of
goodd ek I the morning.

The 16th dawned magnificently  clear.
We took off again at 9:30, and in another
three-ind-d-half-hour  Hight with perfect
Hghting conditions we succeeded in getting
eauctly the pictures we wanted of the twa
uphotographed sides of the mountain.

Cir luck with the weather was phenom-
enal, for again, om the P7th, sunrise came
without o cloud in the sky and we com-
pleted omr last flight early b the morning—
a three-hour trin northeastward to make in-
trareidl photographs of the Alnska Range
from long distinces across the greut central
Aluskan lowlands. Forest-fire smoke, swiftly
rising. high into the sky the moment thut
the ravs of the sun had warmed the air near
the surface of the pround, shattered our
hopes of getting p picture of the mountain
from a distance of 300 miles or more from
over the vallev of the Porcupine River

We did, bowever, sueceed o obtmining
aite exposure On this Right which shows the
peak clearly from o distance of 295 miles,
rught over Fort Yukon, its summit dome
just peeking {rom behind n rising bank of
smoke.  Two other photographs 1aken over
the Chatanika River Valley on the same
ilight show McKinley and Foraker with the
centrul Alnskan lowlunds in the foreground
from distances of 220 and 180 miles.

All of the pictures taken on the last
dight were mmde with infrared light on o
specially treated infrared sensitive film and
e hlter.

Om July 18, the Mount McKinley Flight
FIFE'I.HIH}I! broke up, its work 5.u|_|_ﬂ..:.|'u|11,'
coenpleted in less than a quarter of the time
that we had expected it would take: The
summer of 19586 and 12 glorfouns weather
will linger long in the memories of Alaskons,

It = no longer an isolated and for-
aiitten spof, on the map, but an jmportant
link in a chain that eneircles the plobe.®

The Clipper service has wrought magic.
To be owre than 5,000 miles from the
Unitedd States madnland and receive from
Bome a Tetter written less than o week ago
iz something that, to quote dbe of our house-
hovs, “m tongue can appreciate.”’

Before the coming of the nir Ulippers,
Guam had no regular dicect mail commmu-
wicatiem with the United States and by the
(ime &4 letter orrived it was. oiten more
than a month ald.  Mail either came on
irregular amd infreguent naval trnaports
requiring a full three weeks for the voyage,
ur else went by Boer all the way to Manila,
whence It wios brought buck to Guam ob
ome ni three transports visiting the island
from the Asiatic side sach month.

Todav the transPacific clippers, on »
regutar schedule of @ plane & week in each
irection, cumy mail gl passengers from
Guini o Alameda, Califomia, ond vice
versa, in four days.

The approach by air Is very beautiful,
Bul it is no lovelier than sailing mto the
harhor as we did foor the fiest Hime one liite
alternoon nearly three vears apgo. BEager to
g wshore wnd 1o see the fslund and the
hotse in whith we were o live, we were
reqely for the first boat that put off from
the (ransport.  Guam §s surrounded by
coral reefs, and shipe must anchor 8 mile
or more from the landing dock. The nar-
row chunnel 15 banked on either side by
ironwienl trees,

We arrived at the home of the liride-
groom’s parents at the appointed hour of
airven, s were met 2t the door by o very
norvous heidegromn and several of his sis-
ters, cousing, and ounts, His [ather and
mother did nol appear until some time
lmter, for it seems they wers overseging
final preparations foc thé fenst that was
(o be served to about 130 puests. These
wiere already armiving, some from Aganad,
whore the hrn]ﬂ;,hmm lived, and others from
the outlying villages._

All the pirls were wearing evening
dresses, Guam reproductions of pictures in
the American fashion magazines.

a fiery sauce matde of vinegar in which
had been steeped small, extremely Hot red
[ers.

All through the mesl, which lasted about
three howirs, putive brandy, agudrdients, or
“mpzie” w= it s affectionately called by its
admirers, flowed freely., When dinner was
over amd o string orchestra s¢l aboutl s
evening s work, everybody was apparently
ready to keéep up the festivitier until
ITIOETIng,

When the duncing begon, my hushand
lesd off with the pretty dark-eved bride. As
<oom @5 theé dance was well under wiy, the
biride disappenred, and we learned that she
had gone back 1o her own home 1o awail
the bridegroom atd all his puests, who
were supposed to be at her house some
time before midnight, While she was at
the bridegroom’s fandongo, her parents had
serverl an efjually elaborate dinner tu those
rebitivi and [riends of the [amily who
were immedintely concerped with the con-
durt of the wediding.

Much of the remarkable progress in ssar-
ing has come about since 1929, when the
Nattonal Geocrarnre Masazing pub-
lished the first extensive article m Amenica
on fving without an engine®

At that time motorless flyving was ons
fined chielly to Germany, where an air-
minded nation had turned to gliders and
sullplanes when denied power-driven planes
unrﬁ-r the Versailles Treaty.
