Orchards and Gardens Replace Thomy Jungle m the
Southmost Tip of the Lone Star State

strangely enough, this new form fared
up almost simultanenusly in half o dozen
or more widely separated places in the
Valley. Most of these strains have heen
preserved by budding and one strain has
been patented, Young trees from the va-
rious struins of this newest of grapefruits
are being ueed (o replace trees that have
diew] anud in planting new orchards, In one
orchard are more than a thousand bearing
trees of the new red varlety, There should
be enough of the new fruit in o very few
years to ship in carload lots;

Finding answers to marketing problems
hos been among the Vallev's difficultios,
As large acreages of orchards came into
bearing, a few vears ago, fruit growers
tound  themselves in an awkward predica-
ment.

stadiumes in the North are drawing blankets
about them, Mexican Inborers in sunny
fields here ore beginning to harvest fall

By the time Christmas festivitics sre in
the air, the Vallev's veserable harvest s
getting Into its stride am] 200 carloads u
week are rolling inta the frosty North,

By the middle of January the movement
hos srown (o 700 cars a week; and in the
petiod fram Febroary through Apell the
average 1 close to 1,000, The ;‘un:aE of the
shipments, about 120X ecars 8 week, 5
reached in mid-April when such short-
season spocialties as new potatoes, onjons,
and besns are added o the winter-ling
staples, cabhapge, carrots, and beets. Ransas
City and St, Louls are important diversion
paints, From both centers the laden cars
scatter (o reach nll sections of the northern
portion of the United States

In its ability to produce the enrliest ont-
door vegetables, the area has only o few

impWirLant competitors in the United States:
notalily southiern Flovidn and the Tmperial
Valley of California.  With some vegetahles
one competitor makes the poal first; with
others, it is beaten.

The mdusiry depends on the most accu-
rate timing in getting seed into the ground,
harvesting and packing crops, and rushing
thetn off to market. One day near the end
of o sensom may mark the difference be-
tween a handsome prafit on a shipment and
n loss.

By the end of June the vegetable move-
ment k= oabout dver; and seldom does g
single carload move out after the first week
i July.

The huge acreages of out-of-the-way
vegelables astound wvisitors to the Valley.
I visited a 20C-acre field of dandelions,
and across an irrigation ditch was nearly
a hunidred acres of parsley, Near by were
escirole, chicory, and endive in 73 and
Bl-acre “plots.” Many fielde of the moce
wsial brocooli, cabbage, carrots, and poto-
thes are several hundred acres in extent
( Plates X and X111}, '

When T followed loaded trucks from the
fields, I came to a vast packing building
where men and moachinery were handng
mouninimns of vegeiables, preparing them
for their long journey northward.  Auto-
matic washing muchines sent the vecetables
bobhing. through tank after tank of water
Then they were dumped on convever’ belts
which moved them Between rows of work-
¢rs, for grading and packing { Plote X111
and pages 57, 38).

SHIFI'ING TIME TO MARKETS CUT TO

In his office in Brownsville, T talked with

fourth, and in New York on the sixth.”

This country, which has sprung from
rough brush to ddy ormchards, huge, neally
cultivated vesetable nelds, and busy cans
wing fctories in three decades, coulidl not
have muade its remarkable progress but for
millions of dotlars of capital poured in from
outside, Here pumin the sailing has not
alwnvs been oisy

At times it must have seemed o harassed
taxpavers and bondholders that the Val-
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lev's public and semipeblic financial struc-
ture was a5 tungled a jungle as the brush
that once covered all its fertile soil, Inexpe-
rienced private iroigation companies went
bankrupt and were replaced by municipal
irrigation districts.. Practically all of these
districts, in turn, fell into difficulties.

In recent vears Government loans have
mude possibile the refunding of their bonds
for longer periods and af lower interest
rates, ‘thus easing the linancial pressure.
But, inevitably, thowsprds of bondholders
bave suifered losses.

Al the same time the two counties which
cover most of the developed portion of the
Rin Grande Delta, or their road and schoal
districts, put out large bond isoes; and
when the depression of the early thirties
came, these, too, went into default. Nego-
tiations in progress for several years have
scaled down somie of these bonds, and have
reduced interest rates inother coses.

SCLIMATE FoRr farn”

Much of the counties’ bond money was
wit mio physical improvements: bridees,
Ltlﬂfjl‘t'lhl of miles of hard-surfaced] roads,
and  exceptionally  fine school  buildinegs.
Chief solace during the years of financlal
difficulties hns been the thousht that the
region has obtninsd inoa Jdecade physical
improvements that normally  would  not

A conzidernble proportion of the peaple
who have built up the population of the
Valley in the last 30 venrs have hought
orchurd plots, large and small, and have
retired from other business activitles to live
o their land or in towns near by, 1 1alled
with orchard owners who were formerly
judges, architects, barbiers, physicians, auc-
tioneers, lectuvers, bomd salesmen, formers,
concert gingers; army officers, merchants,
mechunics, and preachers. A former luni-
berman, who owns some of the finest citrus
trees in the Valley, told me smilingly of the
complete reversal in his way of life.

“1 spent 30 years cutting trees down,”

N AN pxpanse of steaming jungle, which
I stretches savagely devoid of habitation
by the {_'.u'lhhl:u!l Quitigquire sprowls
like a large spider in the northeast of Vene-
suela, The small clearing in the matied
tropical growth, 250 miles vast of modern
3 wphmtlmud Caracas, occupies less
ﬂ].'].ﬂ 4 syuare mile, Within this space i
a self-sustaining colony borm of the guest
for oil and strangely at odds with the sur-
rounding primitive country,

To the west, the Jow bloe fingers of the
eigantic Andes are visibile —here, only 4,000
feet: but as they climb fﬂ:ﬂﬂ-r westward
thev soon reach the imposing height of 16,
000 feet. To the south, a rolling savanni
stretches toward the town of Maturin, capi-
tal of the Stnte of Monagas, some 23 miles

CHMAKES SITARE THIL SHOWENL

Within the camp we have a commissary
contnining  imported canned goods  from
the Unite] States. Our own chlorinating
system safegunrds us apainst the typhoid
and dysentery flerms that formerly took
heavy toll among Venezuelans in this sec-
thor.,  As an additional precaution all fresh
{rwits, vegetables, and eges musi be washerd
before eating. A company power plant
provides eleciricity and running water for
the entire camp. The Intest movies arrive
by plane twice ench week,

It is & strange sort of civilization we
enjoy in the midst of this primeval jungle.
For, while we the steatning heat in
pur baths, we are not immune to o snake
shoring our shower. It never fuils o fne-
cinate me that my hsband’s shoes and our
smitll shower room should prove such a foil
for small snakes ( page 102). The first time
I came upom a mapanare coiled in the
cornier of the cdothes dloset, 1 was so faint
with fright that 1 could only scream jeebly
for the cook to come and kill it, which she
did with amazing nonchalance.

A PARADISE FOR BIND LOVERS

Bird life in eastern Venerueln presents
n paradise for ornithologisis.*  According
to & recent guest of ours, Gladys Gordon
Fry, the “bird lady" from the Américan
Museum of Natural History, New York, the
surrounding jungle coffers an unrivaled op-
portunity for naturalisis to spend years of
intensive and profitable study.

As yet, this sectiom of Venezuela hos been
little visited. There are hundreds of speci-
mers which so far have scarcely been
touchied upan,

Multitudes of parrots and  brilliantly
plumed macaws brighten the sky like scat-
tered jewels in moving phantasy. From
the pet paint of view, however, T prefer the
troupial, a gay gold-and-black oriale whose
lilting song is like a human whistle. So
wonderfully clear and musical it sounds
that just listening to it lends a 1ift to one's
sparit,

My troupial loves the bright things of
life; s0 we call him “Gem.” Anvthing that
shines, even to the raindrops in my hand,
Gem pecks at with a vehemence sarprising
in one of his size, As vet quite voung, he
i€ ahout the size of a catbird, and incredilily
Lome,

Irrespective of friend or stranger, Gem
will perch on any hand that is held out to
him. Woe to the fingers thuat tease him,
though, for he will start straight for the
owner's eves with 4 series of staccato clucks
that sound more like those of an angry hen
than his usual Tiguid call.

Hanging from the hranches on one side
are nine pendent nests of the great-crested
cacigues; about 40 feet apart, on the
branches of the other half of the tree, hang
the nests of the yellow-hacked caciques.

THE FOOLIEH HIEDS

The bird which amuses me most in our
Jungle is the hoatzin, often called the “fool-
ish bird,” and known ss the missing lnk be-
tween the bird and animal kingdom. The
young heatzin has prehistoric hands with
claws on the “fingers.” These birds hover
so awkwaridly in Hlving that one wonders
why they were equipped with wings,

Among nocturnal birds—and there nre
many—the guachuros and owls seem the
notsiest, The guacharo s distant cousin 1o
the whippoorwill which calls In summer
from northern woods,  Although the body
i like o nighthawk, its weird, disklike eyes
are decidedly owlish. From the depths of

THE HELLEIENS SILLY SYMPHONY

But the most whimsical of all, both in
song and movement, are the beéllbirds,
They it about in the branches of oor
sprejding ceiba trees in a manner that
would endenr them o Walt Disney for his
Silly Symphonies, They are about the
size of # large robin, bt s elusive 1 have
never been able o get close enough to see
whether they are brown or black. They call
“dong-rong, dong-rong” with the metallic
clarity of a xilver bell,

They always seem to flv in pairs. When
one callz, the other answers, o there iz a
duslity of song, which on a ¢lear day may
e heard over 8 mile away.,

A OUSHMASTER IN CAMP

No one warned me two vears ago that |
wotld ever run for 0 month-old newspaper
with the avidity of o child after candy.
Hut that was lang before | had learned to
depend upon the radio for miv one contact
with the outside world.

News in Quirigquire takes two forms—
that which we receive by radio, bringing us
fashes feom o world of action, and that
other {orm of “news” which has 1o do with
daily life in the jungle. The latter lends
constant color to what might otherwise
Prove a monctonous existence,

Scarcely an hour ago Bill rushed in with
the news that a 7-foot bushmnaster had just
heen killed an front of the labor office, We
lost no timwe in losding our camern andd
tishing down to catch a picture of it, still
warm and half-coiled,

Although mapansres, fer-de-lance; and
biigs are common enough in this part of
Venerpeln, during two viears we hgve seen
bul three bushmasters killed in our forest,

While we are on the subject, T must 1ell
a muost denmatic snake story.  The eveny
occurred during a trip down the Orinoco
DPielta upon which 1 accompanied my hus-
band. It i= o thrilling tale of a vicious
water baftle between a cavman and o witer
b, or amconds; so unusial was it, not
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vily to me, during my three veurs' stay in
the country, but w our Venesuelan weigh-
bors, that had we not taken photographs
for proof, 1 shouldn't hlame anyvooe for
rai=ing an eyebrow in skepticism,

Faking the Stanoooven lounch  from
Caripito wharf, we soon left the San Juan
and entered one of the many branches of
the Orinoco,

Altmg this stream there Is much to glad-
den the eve. Snow-white egrels wing their
way in codorful contrast with scarlet ihis
Ked howler monkeve swing themeelyee by
their mils from tree to tree. hroising the
soft summer air with savage screams.™
(rehids bloom in profusion from many dere-
lict trestops,

INDTANE WADIE TSN WIVER TO CATCH THEIR
DALLY SMEAL

Drstting  the gunmetal waters of  the
mighty river wre occasional clusters of
squat, potbellied Indians wading out from
shore to cutch their dafly menl of fish.
Dirifting past hillside pueblos of abandoned
charm, we finally reached our destination
on the Orinovo Delti, the houseboat of
an American oil company. It was plloted
by Stanley Simmons, a voung geophysical
prrspeCton.

With a crew of twenty natives he worked

up and down the side streams, senrching
the creepy, matted undergrowth for ofl
shroctures.

Simmons haid penetrated places where
no white man had ever entered. He hard
cut his way through the tangled jungle with
a machete. He had thirsted in the jungle
until hiz sole source of water wns to slash
n slender stalk of vioe.

For five years his only home had been
thi= dilapidated hovsehopt which hiz native
crew had named the Ark. When we pulied
up heside his boat, hie pleasure at sering
us wis significant of 4 man who has oo
long been deprived of speaking his own
languige,

From the deck of the Ark we watched o
kaleidoscopic scene flash from the banks
of the river.  Beauty tuns rampant along
the Orinoco.  Proud palms spike the sky
with gay green blades. From the luxuriznt
undergrowth of the jungle fame thousands
of tropical flowers. COhur eves followed o
group of macaws, lving ever in pairs, scat-
tering their hrilliant plumage like miniature
