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British West Indian Interlude

E yreen cone of St Christopher’s,
muore [amilinrly known as “St Kitts,”
stoned starkly upon the blie Coaribbean

as we approsched,  After five davs at ses
land 1 a lovely sight.

The Nerissq dropped anchor, and the shrill
st of the boat boys shattered the spell of the
sun (o welcome us o Hritain's mother colony
of the West Indies, founded in 1623,

Sweeping in a piant crescent droumd  bhe
northern and eastern boundary of the Carib-
bean be these ropmantic West Tndfes,  The
Lesser Antilles include many of the smaller
slands of this region, especially the Leeward
and Windward groups, owned mostly by Grend
Brilain.

Hritish holdings are now divided into three
administrative groups, each howled by a eolo-
ninl service governur,

The Leewards imalude, among others, An-
l]J._l:LIl. and its dependencies; the British Vie-
gins, mnd Montserral: SL Kitts: and its de-
penddencies.

The Windwirds include Grenndn, 51 Vin-
cent, St, Luci, ond Dominica. The last-
tamed, though geographicallv belonging to the
Leewards, became o separate colony of the
Windward group jor administrotive purposes
on - January 1, 1940,

The Leewsrd Islends were so named he-
canise they are less exposed than the pelgh-
boring  Windward  group 1o the provailing
northeast trade wind.

Whin | rrmnrl-'.ﬂ] upon this El‘l.'f.."rl:lutlil}', my
hostess  smile],  “Almdost  anything in the
isands may be had in a penny parcel, with
the exception of a marriage license. “That
tosts 06 cents and is olten a prohibitlve luxiry
th many swains,”

They say one can look nowhere in St, Kitts
without seeing the groen blades of sugar cune.
The sugar estates on the island are encireled
by u light railway with a0 rolling stock of #
dogen =mall trains. These trains eolleet all
the sugar crops and deposit them in one cen-
tral factory.

To see the sugar fuctory in apemtion, we
went when the moon wis new. The place
was  illuminated by flames from biz  fur-
noces,  We watched the Joading of cane in the
carmiers and =aw it whirling through  huge
revolving knives,

MNext, the chopped cune was shot througeh
a crusher and then through three rollers, where
the sucrose content was extracted by preSsure
of the rollers, the process being mded by
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spraving. the cane with hot water and with
e fuice extracted by the last sét of rollers.

Al each stage the cane passes: through care-
fual chemical nnadyvsis, ared every load is weighed
to determine gnin or loss jn peoduction over
the preceding week, for umong the izlands
there 3= keen rlvalry i sugnr milling.  The
week before, 510 Kitts hod hroken previous
local records in turming out 2,112 tons of sugar
i 142 hours, and there wos suppressed elation
among the workers during our visit, |

After the raw julce was Himed and heated, it
was put in vacoum pans and evaporated by
concentration.  We watched the finnl ervstal-
lization and saw ton after ton of champame-
oojored crystals pouring from the centrifugal
into huge containers.

Muchines Stort a Job: Feet Finish

In describing the process the following day,
someone remarked: “One thing striltes me
strangely about this sugar milling. Fvery-
thing ix handied by the most modern ma-
chinery until the very emd, ond then the
workers shove the sugar with thelr feet,”

This enterprising island, thobgh it= aren is
only 68 square miles, thrives not by sogar
alone. A cotton ginnery is being put up, and
less than a mile from Frigate Bay are hig salt
potirds, where the poorer people gather (heir
shure in pails from the white mounds, Much
of the salt is baggeed and shipped ot in sloops
o smaldl surrounding falands,

For the fruit lover here i paradise.  Early
Ioth-century Caribs called St Kitts Ligmdya,
(the Fertile Island ), Today that mame would
still be apt.  Guavas, Times, avocados, chile
plums, sapodillas, cashews, grapes, and sour-
sops grow lusuriantly.  There are glso small,
sweet, seedless grapefrult, Julie mangoes of
subtle Mavor satisfying to the most jaded
palate, and my favorite of all, the sranadilla.

Until T wizsited in St Kitts, | hwl not
heard of granadillas, The native superstition
that he whe plants a granadills teee will not
live 1o see it hloom does not deter oae front
ciating- the fruit. Tart as a lemon, with ihe
sweetness of o grape, to which it is similar
e Hover, the granodilla  (astes best when
combined in a compote with mountain s{raw-
boerries, Indy Angers, and papaw.

The white people of St. Kitts number only
A small fraction of the 18,000 population.
However, their lives are tuned to 5 peasce
fed by fragrance and the hright sun of eternal
SATTTMET,

On George V Dav we were Invited 1o an
1l nielock breakfnst at Upper Spooner: We
drove nlong cool roads archerd with the feuthery
shude of cumpuring trees and possed a coltage

half hidden under n wealth of molden chalice
lilles. O Jack-in-the-Hox Road o cone=Taden
donkey brayed a heehaw of welcome,  The
fragrance of myrrh and wild sage left a Hoger-
ing sweetness in the air,

When we reached the road thar divides St
Mary's Parish from St, Peter’s, to form the
boundary of the high hill called “Upper
Spooner,” we  glimpsed a monkey  swinging
back to his hide-out in the mangs trees.

Below Upper Spooner to the enst a row of
roval palms stretches single file across 2 soft
green savanna o the supphire sea.  North-
west of the red-roofed town of Basseterre, the
sharply defmed peak of Mount Misery rises
ty an pltitude aof 4314 feer,

On  the southwest side between Moumnt
Misery and the sea stands swddle-shaped
Brimstome Hill, 779 feet high, historically the
most interesting  point in St Kitts.  Carib
tradition calls it the summit of Mount Misery,
blown completely out and deposited upside
down on its present sitel At fts seaward hase
there i péarly always n strong sulphur smell
which has riven the hill f1s nome.

Brimstone Hill, Carib “Gibraltar™

A dismantled fortress of limestone over-
lying voleanic rock occupies the top. Here
Sir Tinothy Thornhill in 1690 first planted
the Enghsh guns (page 6),

The massive fortilications on Brimstone Hill
played o proud part in West Indian history,
from the memorable attack made upon St
Kitts jn 1782 by the Marguis de Bouillé down
to the time of the Crimean War when [t was
alvanchoned.

Tulny there ate burracks, meéssrooms, and
magazines upon the walls of which are crudely
carved names of valiant men who fought there
more than 200 veurs awo,

In the sunlit serenity of Upper Spooner we
brenkfasted beneath the rosemary trees and
then came home nlong S1. Peter's foad, where
e ;i.‘-lll,:'v}.'-t'HﬂW blossoms of eotton plants col-
ared the countryside.  Over S0 Peter's alid
stone church, like o Aaming sceolade, o Mam-
biyint tree spread its scarlet beauty mgiinst
the sky,

That night we dined st the Walk. one of the
lovediest iskand homes 1 have visited,  Built in
tropacal stvle with all rooms Gpening upon
i broad pallery, it overlooks its own palm-
fringed] swimming pool. We dined on turile
pie i the soft, sweel song of @ tight bird,

Turtle pie, West Indian sivie. Is (ood for
epicures.  And it is doubly enjoyable when
idvertised] the preceding might by o ctier call-
ing: benesth one’s window, “Fine and fat . . .

Thereafter St. Kitts became a bope of con-
tention among the Spanish, Carbs, French,
and Fnelish, Tt was ceded to Great Hritain
by the Treaty of Utrecht in 1713, fought over
by the French again im 1782, and finally re
storeid to England by the Treaty of Versailles
in 1783,

Few traces of influence other than Enelish
remain in this little bit of Britin, A crcalar
plaza called the Circus s the focal center of
cornmercial e, The stntelv pardens of - Pall
Mall Square face i stone Georginn house
built more than a centary oo,

At the oppogite end of theé gordens =tands
an old feames courthouse where the legistature
meets.  (ecupyving the upper story s George
King's Museum where one may see o phan-
tom picture of S Kitts:  Carib  implements
frovm ‘the 17th contury, ol sibers, wned rugty
fircarms recall an ern when battles were fougeht
valinntly.

Romanece % there, ton, in 0 French music
e, clated 1823, =snid to have been brooght
by o young officer in the Spanish army to his
FEnelish bride, A graceful urn of white stone
bears witness thal slaves were baptized in the
tritizh colomes.

Fifty miles east of St Kitts liss the oval-
stipéd] island of Anlgon.  Low, sweéepimy
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hills slope up panorama fashlon from the cury-
ing shoreline, The spacious harhor of 5t
Juhn's, capital of this island, is lined with
coral reefs and is too shillow o admit larper
ships.  We took a small Inunch from the Lody
Drake.

White terns flew onut to meet vz [sland
traders waved a friendly greeting from small
sailing slowpe.  (hy the white sanids of Fort
Jumes beach we saw a gay group of swimmirs
sharing the meager shade of Spanish needle
LFERs,

There is a sparkle about Antigua, seat of
wvirnment of the Leeward lelands, It s
evident in the freshly painted white frame
houses, the clean streets, and the happy people.
No gononer haid we landed than we were sur-
rovnded by pretty creole girls selling strings
of sep shells,

A penny, please,  one called. YTake mine,
mistress, it 5 yellow like the moon.”  And
another, ““Take me, my lwdy, o penny for a
pink pretiy.” She held up a string of seq
shells, pink as shrimp under the water.

We were entertained at o tea party at
Clarence House, present recidence of the Gov-
¢ernor.  The house wus originally bailt by
Englizh stonemasans for Prince William Henry
(afterward Duke of Clarence and King Wil-
linm TV) when he was on the Leeward Tslands
station in command of HAMLS, Pegasies in 1787,

We followed the narrow footpath that leacds
from Clarence House down to Nelsons dock-
vard in English Harbour, carefully avoiding
the poisonous leaves and berries of the man-
chineel trees, Here the great English admiral
Lord Nelwon passed much time in his earlier
career, when he commanded HMS. Boreus
on the Leeward [slands station—1784-1787.
Then the harbor was infested with a plague
of velow fever, which took its toll of 2< many
#s a dozen deaths o day,

Antiguas Blue English Huorbour

Todny, Antigun, with a population of 34 -
00, is free of fever and acclaimed among
islanders ae a health resort.  The main build-
Ing= in the dockyard are built on a flat stone
sprit with sheser sides running down into the
hlue waters of English Flarbour (page 21).

We were [aacinoted with the séa anemones
living attuched to the sides of the quays.
They ook like ordinary field daisies until,
at the slightest movement in the wolers aroond
them, they instantly draw in their petal-like
terwlrils and remain cautiously closed,

Adjoining a- saw-pit in the dockyard §s the
Admiral’s House,  Although it has been re-
stored in recent vears, it atill ks any wem-
blance of charm. The frueal furnishines are

aully in need of cleaning.  The old pineapple
poster bed, m which Nelson iz said w0 have
slept, looks lonely and somewhat irrelevant.

Acrass the haclyr wiee could <o the Arst niavy
vard, and to the south the mirrar-smooth
witters ol Freeman Bay-—n ship’s haven in
hurricane months.

As we drove home: from the dogkyard nlong
William IV Road, Surar Loal Maountain eteherd
its long green shaduw against a sffron-swept
evening skv.  The little weather-beaten shiycks
along the road seemed to be sprinkled with
gold dust.

Black Satyrs Caper to Calypsos

At the village of All Saints a dozen diminu-
tve satvrs pranced across the road,  With
hibiscizs in their shiny black hair and an ex-
ruisite rhythm in their wiry hlack bodies, they
capered about 1o a calypso of their own mak-
ing:  Culypso songs recall old ballads with o
recititl of modern news events in rhvme, such
as a popular ane entitled “Roosevelt Visils
Trinidad.™

We stopperd the car to toss pennies to the
singers, ancd one not more than five years ald
sprang o the running: board, chanting a song
-‘llili'.ltllt “the mistress—she s wise with her pen-
mies.”

Al Devil's Landing we passed a procession
of wrinkled old women who rode their donkeys
amd balanced a2 miny us six “monkeyvs" (water
jars) upon their heads,

The natives of Antigua know no aid of a
potiers wheel. With thelr thumb and fore-
finger, n small stick, and o piece of string—tn
lgvel off the bottean—they work wonders with
the crude clay which they dig from the edrth.
All along the William 1V Reoad we met men,
women, and children carrying squat Hiile jues
and tall, graceful vases which they were tak-
g Ly mirket,

The market in 81, John's is interesting ( Plate
INT. In one stall we saw hundreds of hright
vellow pumpling, reads 1o be shipped to the
States for Thanksgiving pies.

Although  Antigun  is subject 1o severe
droughts, fruits and vegetables thrive well,
because the soll is very retentive of wilter,
Sugar 15 the principal industry, bowever, in
this idand of 108 square miles, and there are
two modern sugar fuctories.

Workers in the cane fields receive 70 cents
an acre. When I asked how much this wauld
amount 1 o doy, | was told by ore of them:
“Totmurrow, plesse God, 1 does de whole acre,
as de rent up Saturday.”

Incidentally, the rent in guestion was 48
cents for one week. There vou have the West
Indian native's philasophy.

Here are  bananes, omnges, hreadicidt, cicao, papavas, coedonidbs, plantimsa. moagos, dvocados, Imes. Eiiom-
dlang, or soucsii—alite pet foe drinks and fees (estreme rglt)
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Unless n nicessity arises, the desire to make
much money temiiing remote.  Like the Afr-
can porter. they “four noo future, regret no
petet, and completely enjoy the present.”

Regarding the future, however, they make
no statement without the qualifying phrase of
“please God,"  For instance, when Aimeée, our
cook, bids me goodnight, she siys, S Goodnizht,
madam, until tomorrow, plepse Caud, ™

Oine evening after a swift slanting raln we
followed the clang of an Anglican church bwll
to the dimn cavern of the Cathedral m St
John's, 3 structure that s virtually two huild-
mgs i one.

As protection against  damage by earth-
qunke, the great stope exterior us i complets
immer builiding of pitch pine.

As we came oul o the mmpressive build-
ing into the sun-splashed sireet, the cners
were calling their wares: “Garbc! Get you
garlic! Cpe penoy!™

A sinall sableskinned woman in a4 volumi-
nous Aowered skirt stepperd across the pave-
ment, saying softly as she held out o cluster
of white spider orchids, “Only a thruppence
please, mistress! Al de way from Monk Hill
1 carriee 'em.”

I thought how Fiith Avenue forists would
rhepsodize over the vellow butterfiv, the pur-
ple bee, and the white spider archids that clus-
ter ot random in the tall trees om Monk Hill.

“There is a river for every day in the year.
Thmu,h this stalement ls an exageerniion,
rivers are indeed numerous. ond =ome of them
fortty mighty waterfulls in their journey {rom
the mountiing to the sea.

sandwiched between the Frinch islands of
Martimigque amd Guadeloupe, about 25 miles
from ecach, Dominica s almost twice as lorge
as 51, Kites and Antigun combined, hoving a
Lial areg of 305 square miles.  Tb wis recently
transferred 1o (he administeation of the Wind-
wards [poge ).

Altheneh this istind bhas been under the
British flag since 1783, former Freuch inva-
gions have left their influence, Today that
influence s evident i the French dialect
which is spoken by the majority of peasants.
i a totnl of 50,000 inhabitants, probably
le<s than two per cont are white

Ir the roweed forests are birds of rare plum-
ape: several species. the Dominlcans say,
are indigenous 1o this island,  The largest
Anueon purrot in the world, the grenl sisserou,
has betn reported wilhin the wild forests near
Mome DMablotin and in the southern moun-
tilns, The slightly smaller jacguot flso finds
its sple habital in the mountain tops of this
wonded islani

Four dpewies of humming birds are to be
found in the interior. one of thém a rare kind
called by Dominicans fon fon e,

But the bird which meost delighted us fs the
tremibleur.  This goldes-brown crenture cr-
ries a long tail stuck wup over its back. [is

wings, droopimy below the body, tremble con-

tmuously ns if on springs.  When oll is stlent
and no wind stivs, the lovely liguid song of
the trembleir mav be heard echoing through
the hills,

There is n/night-fiving bivd called the “ilia-
blotin.” This black-Capped petrel formerly
irequenied  the slopes of Morpe 1hablotin
(4,747 feet an height) and was killed by the
niatives Tor food, Tt was thought extinet for
many yenrs, until, after o storm in Moy, 1932,
4 specimen was picked up in the streets of
Rosean. Uthers, too, have bheen repua'm] re-
gently from Haiti,

We saw some of the hoge Hercules heetles
that grow 10 a length of six inches: anid we
found a small frog which does not go through
the tidpole stige, but lavs egs which are
hatched in the groond. The eggs are orestol
cledr and eontain 3 sufficient supply. of ool
to develop the budding frag from emhevo to
hopger

But it i= the lnrge frogs called orapand tha
in my greedy mind top oll the fauns in Do-
minici, These “mountain  chickens”™  are
cavght and penned ap antl they reach edibile
size. When cooked In fnicasses stvle, they
have a delicate flavor,

A Lime Sguecze on Gigantie Seale
Enrly one morning we drove along the Lavou
Valley voad to sin estate where, by means of a
water whee!, thousantds of limes were heing
crushed for the juice that brings o refreshing
breath of the Elands o many: for coantries.

Fashlons {or Woimen Coalers

One sturdy coaler wore o scarlot sach |
bustle fashion over her soot-strepked dress,
The ends were tied together to hold a tin cup
which rattled commandingly as she walked.
Fach time she passed the paymasters table
she dropped ber copper ticket with metallic
trivmph into the tin cup, snd her face glower
like a child’s at Christmnas: When we nsked
tis take her picture, she shook her cup in the
air, shoating, “For why me buys de camern,
when de bank, she full!™

Until the advent of gil-driven ships, Castries
wits one of the foremost conling stations in the
Caribbean,  Today this  little  landlocked
harbor still holds the record for quick coaling
in the West Indies.

In complete comtrast to the gnmy watir-
fromt nctivity 5 the domestic serenity of the
country bevond Castries.  Notnble for absence
of palm trees, the hills are fush with mountain
vinlets, epiphvtic orchids, and dopwood. There
are candlenut trees, the kerpels of which when
strung on bamboo burn HEe a candle; wonmn's
tonpue, the durnbile woodl of which i used for
boat building; and swizghe-stick trees, fragrant
of myrrh,

From our balcony ot 51 Antaine’s we looked
down on an euquisite exponse of pale-pink
blessoms  that resembled  butterfly  orchids,
Blooming. profuzely o the tops of 30-foot
trees, these [ragile Aowers are called by the
natives “Napoleon’s hot," to which they are
strikingly similar in shuape.

St Antoine’s perches 200 feet abowve the
sen.on the side of Mome Fortune fsometimes
called Lucky Hill)., From its wide white
veriandas one can see that scolptured <trip
of land, Vigie, elched apainst the violer =en
of late afterncon. It 5 strange that little St
Lucis, only 233 square miles in extent, shoyld
have been contended {or bv the French amd
Brtish for 300 vears.

Now the white sands of Vighe beach are
teloved by bathers who travel Trom [ar com-
tinents to enfoy the splendid surf, One of
the mussive barracks has been converted into

a oountry club, where drinks are served by a
tittle block boy who calls himseli “Clark
Galile.”  (n boat days he 3 at the water front
with an animated crowd of his companions,
all of whom have taken to themselves nomes
af American movie aclors,

Like o swarm of beetles they buer around,
crying, “Take me, 1T sm Robert Tavlor (or
Leshie Howord or Mickey Roonev),  Good
gunile, mistress,”

Filshing for lobster from the rocky shares
of 5t. Locia B osually carried on at nisht.
Hawkshill turtlés are found here also in pro-
fusion, and their shell is made into bockles,
buttons, and wristhands for watches.

A queer member of St Lucia’s fish family
is the zen e (called “sen chestnot” in
Spaind.,  More than anything else | can think
af, it resembles a gigantic prickly white chest-
nul, To cook (e =ea epg; one niust boeak
the top, scoop out the interior, season it with
wall, pepper, onbon, and a dash of ime, and
pack it back in the shell 10 bake.

Two other palite pels of ours are fri-frr,
tiny fish, the voung of o goby, which swirm
up to the mouth of the river afier rains, and,
when fried in fritters, taste like something out
of an epicure’s dream; and the minute ovsters
which attach themselves to the roois of man-
grove Lrees,  These are so small it takes two
dogen to make an ovster cocktadl, lat their
lavor is delicious,

A Hord-working Voleano

Gunrding the southwestern shore of Si
Lucin mre the twin sentinels of the Mitons,
rising abruptly from the sea about 2600 feet.
These mizantic obelisks form o damatic en-
trance 1o douiriere, the low-lving volcano of
the Bland, which erupted about 1766, Since
then, it has been active all the time, but anly
as a “solintara”—that is, instead of lova or
ashies, it now emits only hot vapors and gases.
Its pools are fed by subterranean stenm, with
a little sulphureted hydrogen and another gas
as yol unidlentihed (page 18],

There Is a rugzed beauty in sheer precipices,
fantastic tropic vegetation, and the wide sweep-
mg view from Soufriere Bay, <o different from
the pastoral herbage of the highlands which

shoge gently down Grand Cul de Sac rond into

the little wooden town of Castries, Aboul a
mile from Corand Cul de Sac iso sagar factory,
ate of several which play a proud part in
the industry of the istand.

There are three classes of funerals in St
Lueia, The first-class corpse, by benefit of
6 pounds sterling, rates a metallic mourning
of hells which are sounded at | 5-minute inter-
vals for eight hours preceding the funeral.

Four hundred candles gre lighted, and the
long procession of candle bearers marches
from the house to the hlpck-draped Cathedral.
The seoond and third classes cost 4 pounds 10
petce and 2 pounds, respectively—without
benefit of bells. Tt goes without sayving that
the white population on the sland prefers
the second class.

I like to remember the Cathedral best as
it looked the dav following the funeral when
the black drapes had been replaced with cloths
of gold o commemorate Corpuz Christl,

O Corpus Christi three shrines are erected
in Castries: one in honor of the Blessed Virgin,
one in homage to the Sacred Heart. and one
commemorating 5t. Joseph. Women and chil-
dren work for davs before the feast, twining
garlands of Dowers around the wood frames
which enclase the shrines (Plate VITL),

Barhados Ts a Crowded Island

Al the crossroads of Caribbean commerce,
visited by trading ships from n dozen coun-
tries, lies Barbades, settled by the Brtish in
1627, 11 is one of the most densely populated
areas for its stee pnywhere,  On jts 106 square
miles livie more than 193,000 peaple, making
i population density per square mile of 1,163,

With the excoption of the British House of
Commuons, and the House of Assembly at Ber-
mid, the Elective House of Aszembly ot
Barbardos-—constituted in 1639—is the oldest
legislative body in the British Empire,

The miniature Marseille of the West Tndies
is Hridgetown, a ssaport town embracing the
Caresnage an inner harbor, Harbor police
with Lord Nelson hats hint o pictorial prelode
to the sights thut await in the creale traffic sur-
rounding Nelson's statue In Tralalgar Syuare

Little carts drawn by donkeys joz along
with loads of fresh fruits and vegetalles.

Down on the Bathsheba shore, with the
wind-bilown beauty of a wild Cormish coost-
line, the flving fish fleet, 30 or more sloops,
sails out at dawn tthgJ: the dangerous reefs
which precede the harbor to Bathsheba.

Thﬂ go o the vast shoals lving 10 to 20
miles off the island, Here, while the boats let
down their sails and drift on the grounds.
the fish are attracted by a bait of decayed
fish and crabe pounded together and suspenderd
in a small bag from the bow of the ship.

The il from this bait attracts the flving
fich. Hundreds of them swarm up within an
inch or twa of the surface. Then the woiting
fsherman lets out his net, with a single flying
fish caught in the mesh to attract the attention
of the school (page 20).

But with the ciatching of their pretty prey
the work of the fshermen is nol over,  Ahead
hes the most dangerous amd diffcult part of
the day. To reach shore, they must pass
lhr-:nu:h two narrow chanpels and dangerous
coral reefs where the boat often capsizes,

In the event of this catastrophe, the nets
with the fish must first be fastendd to the
bottom of the boat.

Halfway
up, vegetation censes and the slopes are
scattered with wvolconic gsh, Upon reaching
the rim of the crater, we looked down upon the
still, limpid waters of Crater Lake, 1,000
teet below, and marvelod that so serene a sur-
face could erupt into n seething muss of de-
struction.

Since the eruption in 1902, the desp, per-
penidicular walls of the crater have heen bereft
of the lush vegetation which formerly covered
them.,

Grenada Is the Spice Tsland

The Barbadians tell a story of the eruption
of Soufriere in May, 1812, when the ashes
from the violent yvolcano were carried o hun-
dred miles, falling profusely.on the astonichid
Barhadians, who called the gy visitation
“May dust.”

Grennda, 68 miles south of 51 Yincent,
covers an ared of 133 square miles. The seat
of government of the Windward Islands, it
I= often called “Spice Tsland.”

Nutmegs, mace. cloves, vanilla beans, and
cocodt prow luxuriantly in the well-watered
hills. Cloves grow in tall trees which blossaim
with fragrant flowers. When the cloves are
pink, bove amd girls scramble up the trees
and shake the branches until the ground is
covered with creamy petals and the air is
spiced] with a fresh, piercing fragrance,

When the pink unespanded buds have Been
thoroughly dried out, they are packed in bags
for shipping, Clove pickers are pald only 2
shilling a day: et a happier group of people
I have seldom encouniere,

One morning when we were walking alons
Grand Anse road, a yvoung creale woman barred
our path by dropping swidenly o her knees,
Holding her hamds outstretthed 1o us, she
shut her eyes and chanted in a ripe sing-song,
“1 shut she eves md de Lord Jesus hear | | .
I shut she eves." ., .

One eye cautipusly opened at this point:
Then, seeing no penny was fortheoming, she
opened both eyes wide with astimishment, say-
ing in a softer tone, “Is it you, mistress, wanis

Martinique, Caritbbean Question Mark

ROAL the porthole of the high-tlving
baby Clipper, Martinique ooked very

much like the other islands that fence in

the Caribbean—Ilike Trinddad, which 1 had Jefi

at 10 o'clock that October morndng, and like

=t. Lucin, past which 1 had flown a hali hour
or &0 helore,

First there was the glimpse of mountains,

u

moss-colored  peals nsing from a bloe-green:

sea: and then, ag the plane drew nedrer, the
view' of narrow vallevs and fields of sugnr cane,
fringed here and there with clusters of coco-
nut palms,

THat much was familiar in the West Indies.

But n few minutes Liter, the Clipper nosed
town over the harbor of Fort-de-France and |
wis reminded of the chunged and melancholy
stnfus of Martinique asa New World colony of
vienguished and blocknded France.

Below us, anchored farrly close jopether,
were twio gray warships, a tricolor drooping
from their jack staffs.

One wos o ot and inly vessel, which, |
knew, would be the muoch-talked-about aic-
crift carrler Béurm,  “The other wis g trie man-
o-wur, the sleek cruiser Epale Bertm, one of
thie fustest warships afloat,

A few sailors, their while caps surmounted
by pompons, moved about the decks, but on
the whale there was remarkably little activity
on the two ships, [ gol the impression that
thear anchors hadd taken a firm hold, that ther
mosters didn't expect o g0 anvwhere for a
imge tme: amd this impression was strength-
e when T took up my sojourn on the fsland,

Planes Without o Couniry

I heard the story of how the Bégrn happened
W be at Fortede-France. She was in mid-
ocean, traveling from Halifax to o French
priet with 100 Ametican-made warplanes, when
France capitulated.  Suddenly she got orders
to put about and head for the West Indian
colony, thus keeping the planes out of the
hands of France's ¢ongueror,

Admiral Georges Robert, beprded French
High Commissioner of all France s possessions
iy the Caribbean—=Guadeloupe, French Guiana,
and Martinigue—received me at his headoguar-
ters in an old willn overlookineg the harbor.

"There is no fiving field o Mortinique,”
Admiral Robert told me. “We have no plans

to build a flyving field.  The proper sign for
these planes would be “Rest in Peace'.”

Would Admiral Hobert permit me (o see the
much-discu=ed planes?  Yes, and with pleas-
ute. He summoned Capinin Jean Lainez. “To-
gether we traveled over o new military road
on which large, muscular island women were
busily engaged ns builders. wielding picks and
shovels with the greatest ease.

Commandant Robert Battet and his sailors
of the fmile Berfine have created o model form
around the old French fort ot Polnte dis
Negres, from which French soldiers journeved
o Mexico to help install Maximilian ac Em-
peror during the Civil War in the United States.

There T saw French saflie=—mwn  who
wilked with the rolling pait of the sen and whe
were vererans of the spectaculsr fight in which
the Emde Beriim participated at Nuarvik—
working serencly in the Helds, Radlshes, Lo-
matoes, corn, carrois, cabbages, peas; turnips.

ISFIORS 10 subtropical Hinleah Park,

near Miami, F'Iunﬁ:r_, dare now privilegerd

Ly observe o phepomenon which until
Tl.‘i'l‘.'nll}' was gonsidered improssihle: flamingos
huilding their lurge mutl nests, propagiting,
and rearing thedr young in captivity,

Sixty of these striking, flame-colored binds
were hatched fn 1939 and attained full arowth
at 18 montha. As an experiment, some of
them were nol pinjoned; vek so far they have
shown: no disposition to fly away. The in-
creise last vear munibered 35,

Hemote Past Re-ercated

Not only gre the flamingos reproducing for
the first time in captivity;
gnting in Florida for the first time on record,

Fossil remains indicate that in the remote
past the species neasted and produced voung
i southern Florida, but until now, so lar as
oruithologists can determine, none of the flocks
seen gnoe white men came 1o the New World
have made this 4 hreeding ground, The fla-
mimgzes which come (0 the south const of
Floridn at riere intervils are foreign visitors,
probably from the bneeding colonies in U
Bahamas amtd on small =lands north of Cuba®

Several years ago Joseph E, Widener, de-
veliper of Hialeah Iark, concelved the ides
that the one additional touch peeded to mnke
the park a tropicial Eden was the flush of biril-
liant ¢olor which a flumingo colony would
alone supply, With this artistic thought in
mimd, he imported frem Cuba 30 handysome
adult birds.

These flamingos, not properly pinioned | took

prestred in a pink cloud over the horizon, they
ook with them not unl:. Mr. Widener's con-
sideribley myvestment in moturnl history, hul
wlso i measure of the hope that their kind
could be hropght to Tive and multiply in the
pratk.

Refusimg 1o give up at the first fnilure, Mz,
Widener bad a second lot of famingos sent
over from Tubn, and vearly, through 1934,
he imported fresh groups from Centeal and
South Americn.

Little was kpown obiwt Aamings  mintri-
monial affairs in the New World, ©, J. May-
natd, in 1884 and Sir Henry Blake, In 1857,
had been the forst students of bird life to ob-
serve them carefully on thelr nesting grounds
amel report their hubiis, Their discoverios dis-
proved erroneous theories which had persisted
for more thian 200 years.

Up to that time 3t hivd actually been sup-

pased that thamingos did not bend’ their Jong

lews when nesting, but stood straddled. over
their pests and propped against them for the
34 davs or so of m:ul:naunu, This myvth orizi-
nated with William Driampier in 1683,

Wrote. the English navigator: *, Anil
when they either lay their Eges or bintch P,
they stand all the whils, not on the Hillock,
but close by it with their Latgs on the Ground
and in the Water, nesting themselves against
the Hillock, and covering the hollow Nest
upirs it with their Rumps: For their Legs are
very Jong: and Tuilding thus, as they da, LR
the Ground. they could neither deaw their
Legs copw L‘IhT['!'ltl'u.’ into iheir Nests, nor sit
down upon them otherwise than ]:u. resting
their whole Bodies there, to the Prejudice of
their Epgs or their Young, were it not for this
admirable Contrivance . . " (Plate V1),

In 1902 T, Fraok M. Chapman frst went
to the Habama Islands in oan  onsoocessful
search for famingog on thelr nesting grounds,
Two vears later he made n secoml expedition
to Andros [slamd, largest bt least known of
the Bahama gropp, and there, afler weary
miles of wading through the vast tidal swomps;
he finally found p Mlamingo oskery,

Selting up o blind and exerclsing  preat
patience, Dr. Chapmar  photographed  the
birds in virtwally all stpges from eges (o adults.
He pictured the voung emerzing from the eggs,
the parents feeding them by regurgitation, the
ltle ones climbing for the first time out of
their nests by aid of beaks and feet, He mor-
veled thar the adults seemed always to recog-
nizee their pwn uffspring among the many at
feeding time, for the chicks appeared identical.

Blake had reported that the females sat om
the nests while the males stood in groups near
by, Through dayvs of study from 3 palmetio
bilind, which was set over an abandoned nest
almost within arm's reach of brooding families,

Seven-Year Mystery Solved

As these domestic activities failed to take
place among the Hinlegh Park flamingos, their
failure to propagate became known as the
“wppen-yvear mvstery.,”

The department in charge tried severa
experiments, The terrain surrounding the in-
field luke consists lnrgely of sand and there-
fure is unsuited for building the huge nests,
For that reason, each vear al mating time
grnerous guantities of loose soil were supplied,
together with running water, the irt being
deposited 200 to 300 feet from the lake. Stifl
nothing happened.

Finally, in the spring of 14939, Joseph Mor-
row, chief of the grounds department, decided
to place the dirt on an island in the soith end
of the lake, and by that decision be ended the
seven years of baffled hope. The island is nar-
row, and dirt deposited there woas near the
water on either side. As later events showed,
the instinctive reguirements of the hirds called
for nesting near the water's edge.

Happy at last, the flamingos promptly fell
to work, with such wvigor and enthusiasm s
to give ample evidence of wanting to moke
amends fur those barren vears. Soon the
sland bore a great colony of nests, constructed
in the most approved moanner; for, in addition

o plenty of soft muel, sticks and dry grass
were supplied to be used as reinforcmg mate-
rinl by the brilliantly colored engineers.

This success wrole a1 new chapter in our
ornithological historyv. Tt defmitely marked
the Tirst time within the knowledee of man
that the famingo had hatched and reared s
voung on the North American maninland. The
sixty vigorous birds which were produced that
vear, amnd the 55 last vear, [orm a remark-
able record in view of the fnct that the con-
tribution of each female is almost invarihbly
bt one ege 4 vedr and the period of joint in-
cubmtion is about 34 days:

With such un encouraging start in this lati-
tude, and with the lower Everglades 1o become
o great subtropical national park in which bird
life will be protected, itmay not be difficull to
envisage the possibilities of the Cape Sable
region as % home of thowsands of these glimor-
ois creatures.  Their fight at eventide would
wesent o scend of such splendor as to chal-

e the glow of a tropical sunset,

Dhuring the earller dovs of the Hinleah Park
colony, the fAamingo complex brought one
problem alter another. One that called for

miuch thought and care was the matter of food,
for the dictary habits of damingos are fmong
the strimgest of all koown fowls,

Related to the heron Tamily, flamingos are
wading birds hving in the shallow water of
the marshlands, preferably the tidal marshes.
Becnse of the pecoliar dip to the outer part
of the hill, they cannot attick food by moving
the head and bill in a vertical plane, but must
resart to 1 scooping motion while the head is
upesicle down under water,

In their wild stute they sinnd in the shal-
lows, treading the marsh bottom with their
broad, webbed Feet until the mud s tharoughly
mingled with the water. They then scoop up
the mixture and let the water escape through
their fine “teeth,” or bill ridges, retaining
minute mollusks ns their sole hill of fare,

How to Feed u Flamingo

Certaindy this process presentz n difficolt
problem for hand feeding even to nm:rm:p
mate. A coreful study of food chemistry be-
came necessary, for a diet rich in certuin vita-
mins wns needed Lo muintain physical vigor
and retain the glorious color of the plumage.

The meny that has given best resulte at
Hinleah Park is composed of cooked shrimp
meal, cooked fine rice, special mash, and cod-
liver oil. Reduced to semiliquid condition
Flm:ed in stee] troughs, the food is given the

irds once each day.

Strange as il may seem, faminges appear to
be quite immune from the ravages of preditory
birils antl animals. In 1932 fire in the Fyver-
ghudes caused temporary migration of eagles,
hawks, owls, raccoons, and possums, and their
imvasion of Hinleah Park eavsed consitlernble
loss of voung ducks and swans, So fir as
known, however, this invasion, which con-
tued for several months, did nit cause the
loss of a single Mamings.

The severe cold spell of the winter of 1939.
40, which this time unhappily reached deep
imto south Florida, brought periods of sus-
tuined cold that kifled thousands of small birds
and Ash. Much concern was aroused regard-
Ing the ability of ile Hinleah Park ﬂnminj_'.ﬂ':‘.
o withstind such low temperatures,  Though
they mo doubt suffered much discomfort, they
passed through it without a single casualty,

Thus is offered further proof of the oppor-
tunity (o create vast colontes of these porgeous
creatures in the lower reaches of the Ever-
glades, once thal arés becomes a pritected
sanctuary for wild Tife. Already, by careful
study at Hialeah Park. aids o Nature
have been discovered that restore to southern
Florida this spectacular species which has not
nesterdd there within the memory of man,
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Winchester, England’s Early Capiral

ESIDE an old, old road that winds from

southampton Water up to London there

< sprawls the ancient city of Winchester,
England’s first capital,

For all Britons who love their history, a3
well as for their American cousins, this peouli-
arly English town of Winchester holds a fos-
cination as deep as it 15 abiding.

Winchester was a pagan town, known of
course by some  other name, long béfore
Romans saw il.  But its place on the map of
sogthern England, almost within sight of what
1= now Southampion’s harbor, made it an easy
stopping ploce for invoders from Europe ( map,
page T0), S0 it came to pass that Roman
missionaries, ventyring across the Channel,
landed here to preach Chrstiznnity more than
A50 years before Amirica was discovered,

Slowly, as tribes and {ribal tongues fused
and men learned to write, ancient Winchester
saw the English Linguage being born; in lulls
betwean wars law. began 1o take form add
10 be respected: a hall arose to shelter Liw-
makers; teligion spread, a cathedrol  was
boill—and s In Winchester was born  the
Hritish nation itself.

Sigms, relics, and reminders of the citv's
glorious past are nhundant, despite the spread
of things modern, from movies to beauty shops.

Here Originated the Bushel Measure
and Yardsnick

In what was once a gustdroom, built over
medieval West Cinte inthe city wall, you can
see the dates, inititls, and crude drawings cut
in stone walls long apo by men bored by
monotonous confinement.,

Used as a museam now, this strange ofid
chamber exhibits coats of mail, clumsy
weapons of Crusader days, man traps, creak-
ing gihbets, shackles, Cromwell's spurs, 1 jack
boot of Charles 11, and other odd relics, in-
cluding bronze -5tmu:1nrds of weights and meas-
ures (page 721).

“This is the oriwinnl old Winchester hushel,”
an knglish friend explained, showing s beauti-
ful bronzed vessel, 1 think s still vour
aandard in the United States. This broneze
har is the standard vord; tradition says King
Heorv I stretched out his own arm to give this
MERSurement.

“That buge box was the city Treastre Chest,
It may date from about 1390, Poles were
riie thrnugh these iron rings at each end so
men could carry it.  Here's the city's 700-year-
ald moot homn, forerunner of the town criers
bell. It weighs 12 pounds, The bronze horn

wiis made for Bishop Peter des Roches alout
1230 and was wused first ot the castle by the
warden,  Later on, i passed 1o the City Corpo-
rition and was in use for calling meetings of
the Coumncil,™

Infrequently now, as when a new king is
proclaimed, this hom s sounded—if & man
cint. be found with lungs strong enough to
“wind " it |

The 14th-century West Gate ftself is the
last of five that once led into’ the walled citv.
High up om it are slits through which archers
shot their arrows; there are bullet marks, too,
left by Cromwell's men in their assanlt of
16435 (page 71}. _

One of many other striking allegorical cary-
ings is in the Australian corner graphic sculp-
ture svmbolides the for reaches of English
intleence: here o field sown with shells signifies
the many islands of the Pacific; here are
palm trees, & Southern Cross, fern leaves jor
New Zealand; battleships at sea, with crane
and uochors, and symbols for the great naval
pases at Singapore and Fong Kong.

Most compelling of all s the magnificent
prose poem, in Biblelike langunge, seét in stone
letters of Lombardic script, which runs about
the (Cloister walls sime 10 feet above ground.
Onlv a dull mind indeed can rend these words

Thinking thus, vou criss College Street for
a last walk., Sheep graze with quick, eager
nibhles, and shades of ancient trees dance
aver tombs of forgotien men. Inside the vast
Cathedral people are singing & long-familiar
vmi—"the wlemn viice ol old England it-
self.,” How deeply in old, old towns fike Win-
chester or 56, Albans, Trom whenee all earthiy

We nestded a depopulated piece of Lind,
fertile and rich m fruit and other forms of
foodd.  But natore was niggardly where man
had wvoided settling: and where nature was
generous, men were plentiful,

This was s0 even in the South Ses.  Island
ufter iskand was eliminated. This one had a
car moped all around; that one was a center
for tourist business: here was one without
water: there, ope without froit,

Muony were only copra plantations,  More
were densely populated with natives,  There

Although unalflicted with phiisonous repliled
thiese ixinnds are Alled with the danger oF dis=
ease from insects aml even from the jungle
muel. Une must, in honesty, mention this,

The tuniest cuts or scratches, particalarly on
ot feet of ankles, had to be guarded against,
Omice there they did not heal, bul grew and
sprear.  Oiten our troubles started s boils
that left growing wounids, We tried old natve
remeilies of lenves and flowers, ondd steriliza-
tian with bholing  water, but mothing save
lasting help

A% months passed and no schooner cnlled at
Fatu-Hiva, our situntion became serious. For
weeks we could scarcely conwl from our cabin
m quest of food. Then we made a desperate
decision.  On the beach near the mithve vil-
lnge lay o decrepat lifebont, discsrded long
since by some schooner,  Urzed by my insist-

ence, the natives patched this up, fitted it with
sails, aned _ﬁ:m-mﬂr it with provigions

Finally, one day Lav and 1. with o crew of
eleven rowers: sel out from our i€land.  Brisk
winds soon carried o2 from sight of land, and
with ho compiss or other Instroment we set
our course, oll lonne steering by means of an
oir toward the nelghboring land of Hiva-Ua,
bidden heyomd the horizon.

The trip was a nightmare. The fair wind
turned o badd wenther, sl mouniaing  of
waler rose aroumnd us a3 we sat or lay in oudr
uncertain craft, our swollen feet wrapped in
banann leaves,

Liv and two of the native hoys lay helpless
af the bunches of bamanas and coconuls that
were our only provisions, but the rest of the
crew showed themselves masters of seaman-
ship.  They maneuvered through the crushing
breakers towering over us, bailed continuously,
niul kept the little boat moving steadily across
a raging ocean a distance three tmes U
width of the Epglish Channel,

Fhus we arrived at Hiva-On o few hours
phead of the trading schooner from Tahitd,
Is conkmoom damaged by 1he heavy seas.

Hiva-Ua, main islpnd in the south Mar-
quesnn group, has o  Catholic mission, a
French policeman, an Epglish shopkeeper, a
Norweghin copra planter, a lew Chinese, and
several hundred natives. One of the natives,
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whi had studied in Papeete hospital, acted ns
duetor for the dsloml.  He quickly opened our
wolinds and dressed them, and o mointh Inter,
when they were completely healed, we were
ready 1o return to FatyHiva by schooner.
Wir founi] cur bamboo cabin kad been eaten
by insects and overrun by ants, poisonous
mlnhpqlltr-l aivil giant "i|lllf.-lﬂ'l.h'., while our lirtle
clearing was once ngain in the grusp of the
jungle., Therefore, with the aid of a few niative
friemuds, we moved to the Yalley of Owin, on
the eastern side of the ighand, where an ancient
native Tived with his urTupler] daughter. Uhnce
chief of four tribes, he had sarvived his people
and his twelve wives, Tioti explained 1o os

It was a streodous trip over the interior

highlaml, through dense bambioo forests and
thickets of fern trees; but a wirm welcome
awanited. us, From his cabin  belwern
palts, the old chiet Ter Totun came ruing
1o greet us.  Breathless for o moment, hi
finally hegun to gusp out in his nutive tongue:

“Come and eat. Eat pig. -No more pig, eal
chicken,”

Next moming olie Trends departed, leaving
= with Tei Tetun and the little girl, Tahia
Mome (pages 123, 125, 120, 134, 133).

Down near the beach, whore the relreshing
vraele winds swept away the mosguitoes and
the evils of the jungle, we built our new home
un high poles with one wall open amd no furni-
ture save a heap of leaves for our bed,

Life in a “Bird's Mest™

We felt we were living in o bhinds st
When a storm swept in [rom the open ocean,
or when wild boars, roaming the valley,
stopped to seratch the poles of our home, it
swaved Jike the palm tops outside,

(il “T'ei Tetua came running in protest when
I owerd tooseek potous crack-proof stones 1o
form Idv's cookstove.

You guest in my valley. You eat my food,”
hit ssud.  Anid he grasped our single pot and
wWent away.

In the months that followed we dhid not
cook # meal, FEverv dav Tel Tetva came
climbing the ladder to aour doorway with big
wooden howls filled with strange Lot palatalile
fond.  Hiz specinlty waz n dish consisting of
small edible:shell crabs hoiled i coconut milk,
and boar that had been baked in leaves be-
tween hot stomes and dipped in o piguant
sauce, all served with heaps of boiled taro root,

Towether with old Tei, who was strong and
wirv, I spent most of my time seeking fruit

1251, When he sang the old native story of
Creation, we mirveled that it was our own
redigion with other numes jor Adam omd Eve
andl Jehovah,

‘We oftenn shuddered ns Tel told stories of
cannibalism and of cruelties during  rihal
wars, but we felt vur'own civilizition wis none
ton advanced in spite of superior knowledie,

Still to be seen at an old tribal meetimg |1-l.|u.'
wis gn oven where once enentles of war were
roasted wnd enten v the medicing mon in
honor of Tiki, one of the characteristic Mar-
quesan gods,  Cannibalism seldom  oceourned
among the commeon people, though Tei, with
ereat respect, mentioned that his father, 1tn,
prefecried the old but sweet mun meat —which
they called “long pig™-to anything else.

We lovidd to hear him tell sturies of his
people, of their skill in trepanning, tattooing,
i wood and stone crviiue, aod 0 making Lo
(hark) eloth. He ilso told us how thes treated
ilisemise,

Several months aiter we frst met Tel amid
his little adopted davshter, we bade them o
redretiul farewell,  Alone we nmnoged  the
exciting climb over the monntains aned down
to the other const 1o make our final home on
the lslared in a cave in the wild clilis at Tahaon
bBeach (page 134},
