Their Barns Are Red: Their Dress Diroh

Of the sects 1w seitle the Pennmsylvanin
Dtch coumtry, Mennonites, Amish, and Donk-
artds stand out prominently today for their
determination 1o cling to a simple way of life.
Becanse of thelr plain ¢lothes and, rigid -
herence (0 customs ol two centuries ago, they
are known collectively as the “Plain People.”
By their magmnificent farms and cdrab drees
yvou will know them, They keep their harnss,
homes, and other buildings brillinntly painted,
often in red, yet wenr hlnck or gray chthes,

The Mennonite sect akes its name from
Menno Simons, a Dutch priest; thoueh the
views of these people originuted In Switeer-
lonil. The principal tenets of the Church
mclhude monresistance, nonswearing of oaths,
nonpatticipption In clwdl  govermment, pon-

belbef In infant baptism, and seclusion Irom
the worid, The Church still holds foot-wash
g rittitls and baptizes by pouring or sprin-
kling.

About 1693 a Swiss Mennonite, Jacab
Amien, felt thut the Church was slipping awas
from the rigid doctrines latd down by Meono
Simons,  With sympathizers Amen formed o

group known as the “Amish.” Thev virtually

bent biackwards to returh to the orieinal ar
ticles of iaith.

Buttons gave way Lo less “worldly™ hooks
and eves.  Hair grew long about the moen's
shoulders.  Their upper lips were clean-shaven,
for 4 mustache was then the mark of a sol-
dier.  Married men only were nllowed 1o
grow chin whiskers.

The Amish costumes of bath men waod
wiroen remain much the same today as those
of two and 2 hali centuries agm.

Exven pmong these hand-working, hard-|lv-
ing: hard-praying folk differences led 1o divi-
sfons of the Amish =0t Broadly, there are
two principal branches: Howose Amish (Old
(Order), pand Chorch Amish (New Order).
The former hold religlous 2ervives o homes

House Amish use only horse-drawn vehicles
(paage 74, They scorn such modern con-
veniences o eleciricity and telephone. Church
Amish drive automobiles; oy have ther
hoames wired for Bght ard telephone, and wens
less drab clothes than the Cld Order,

The Donkarids, or Dunkers, literally: dippaed
into religion and their names through bap-
tismal procedure, They practice tring jm-
mersion: that is, baptism by submerging three
limes in a stréenm of river—aonce (of the
Father, onee for the Son, and once for the
Holv Ghist. Thev refuse to bear arms or en-
pape i gquarrels; take an oath, or conform Lo
manv worldly ways.

MNow, if you meet Flain People on o country
roadl or oty street, how can you tell Amish
from Mennoniles or frotn Dunkards?

Easiest to distinguiszh are the Amish. Amish-
men s hits have the fartest crowns and broad-
est brims: theirs are the bushiest and lopgest
beards,  Amish women's bulky bonnetz cloak
therr heads almost Jike hoode; skirts. full and
wide, fall 1o the ankles. Amish children are
zartorial replicas of their parents (poages 57,
no, and H1),

Between Mepnonites and Dunkords: vou will
hwe more troilile.  After months in the Duteh
country, many persons are stll unable to tell
a Mennenite woman from g Dunkard.  Buoth
have small. black bonnéts on the backs of

Churches of the Plain People are  sewverdly
lacking in ornament.  Simple, too, are the

Members of these churches will not gr.l Ir:n
court nor will they defend themselves against
wrong. Were a thiet to Jdrive off o Men-
nonite's best cow, the {armer would do nothing
excepl protest.  He might, however, appeal
to e of his “worldly”™ neighbors. whiv would
crack the morauder over the head with a club
antl restore the sinlen property.

Were an unscrupulous creditor to hale an
Amishman into court, | can hear the jodge
declure ns he surveys the defendunt’s long
hair, lovish beard, and buttomless cont: " Buot
the defendant is an Amishman. You had better
seitle out of court.”

Not only the plain sects of the Pennsylvania
Duteh country cling to centuries-old customs.
At Manheim the Lutheran church still hinors
a tradition born in 1772, The deed to the plot
of groumd upon which the church stanids stipu-
lates that the rent shall be “one red rose an-
nually in the month of June forever, if the
same =hall be lnwinlly demanded by the heirs,
PRECUIOrE or assigns,”

wagons pnd other farm implements  stored.
The sraniries are in the bam.

Around the two main buildings, house and
barn, the springhouse. smokehouse, chicken-
house, cornerily, and pagpens are sowll and of
less importance.

The farmer has finished his chores. Om
the threshold of the barn he stands and gpazes
thoughtfully ut the yellow light streaming
from the window across the way.

apd comcakes are lurnimg a luscious brown,
And of ¢ourse there will he baked vams, lima
beans, and stewed dried corn, and slaw dressed
with sweetened vinegar and spiced with sweet

In & minvte he will be there for supper
“dinner” a= the name for the everinyg meal has
not vet Invaded our region,

But before he goes, he will cast une re-
asstiving glunce at the barn,  Throogh Tis
mind will flath o picture of the cattle, com-
{oetable in their stone-walledd quarters. Among
them s a vearling steer, apparently the dor-
ling of the fock, so careiully is he tended.
He must be fat by the Monday after Thanks-
giving, [or then he will be sloughtered with
six or seven fal hogs:

All will find their way into hams, flitches,
spusspes, bologna, ot chipped beef, not to men-
tion lard, “panhaas,” and “lewerwarscht,”

And the {armer thinks of the cellar under
thie hiorn bank. Tt m redolent with' home-
grown  apples—Smokehouse,  Rambos, Wine-
saps. Ben Davis, pippins, Tulpehockens ( Fal-
luwrters), Here, too, are mangels, beeis, cab-
bages, turnips, not to forget a “schiennér” of
catwrkraul, the barrel of vinegar, another of
hard cider, and many jugs of home-made wine.

On shelves stamd pumerous fars of home-
canned fruits and vegelnhles; crocke of jellies,
pickles; and preserves.

We still use “receipts™ for cookery. We
tlothe our babies in “hippens.” For us the
newer and awkward words, “recipe’ and "“dia-
per' are affectations, We eal our eges with
diteck, ns do cur (riends in England. We redd
o the tables. redd wp the rooms, and oaden
the lights,

Niv fnrmets, however, more guickly adopt
newer wavs of caring for eigs and ik, or
now hresds of cattle and pigs, when proved.
We avail ourselves of new methods of plant-
ing corn, threshing wheat, or curing tobacen,
We have erectidd 8 monument to the man whio
developed the York Imperial apple (page 71).
But we are old-fashioned in our family loyal-
ties, (umily prides, in our attitode townrd our
parents, toward the church, and the Sabbath.

A Land of Tobacen and Cartle

Tobacen amd cattle are the agricultural es-
serice Of Lancaster County, Some 95 per cenl
of the tobacco produced in Pennsyvivanin grows
here, fertilized principally by manure from
cattle. The crop amounts to about 40,000,000
pounids annually; On the outskirts of Lan-
caster Uity hupe tobacon warehouses tower

Contrast in Britain's Oldest Colony

A place ol strange contradictions 15 New-
foundland, chosen by geography for o major
role in both the Age of Discovery and the Age
inf Wines.

Dhscovered by John Cabot in 1497, New-
fonundland 5 the oldest colony in the British
Commoaonwealth of Natlons, Yt throuseh the
centuries the tides of Immigration and indos-
try have passed it by, and s resources of
minernls, timber, and water power have been
incompletely developed.

Far bigger than Ireland or Cuba, New{ound-
lynd has ondy abowt 295,000 mhnhitu.niﬁ—
fewer thun seven to the squore mile. Yet its
climate, except in the extreme north, 1= moid-
erale. Lack of arable land s the Old Colimy's
greatest handicap.

Although it i near Canuda and s often
shown in the same tolor on mups, Newlound-
lamd s entirely separate from the Dominion.
It held independent status in the British Com-
monwealth of Nuations until 1933, when its
legislature agreed to o commission form of
vovernment under a British governor pending
recovery from financal difficulties.

In MNewlobndlind the oldest and newed
industries carried on by white men in the New

World may be seen side by side—end Hishing
and transatlantic Ayving.

The hrst began soon after the coming of
Cabot, for the waters around the island
swarmed with corl and other fish,

Well do 1 remember the IrgLEnmnu: of the
secomd.  Unoa cold May day in 1919 1 stood
with my family looking down on long, narrow
Trl':].'lﬂstn Harboor, at the southenstern tip of
Newfoundland, where the first airplanes 1 had
ever seen were moaring over the water and into
the: air. Three flving boats of the United
Suites Navy were attempting to flv across the
Atlantic to Plymoyth, England, via the Azores.

Up went the planes und enstward over the
s, Their motors drowned the cheers of the
townspeople and the sirens of the United
States destrovers that hoad served ns their hase.
Only the NC-f reached Plymouth.  But that
wid the beginning of transatlantic air trans-
port, in whose future Newfoundland was to
play so important o part.

In normal times the Atlantic Clippers, carre-
g passengers and mail, take off from Bot-
wood, Newloundland, on their summer route
to’ Brotaine  Contrmst of old and new is often
prowided by the sight of a latest-tvpe pline
starting for Europe, while down on the sep n
stout fintle schooner heads for the fishing banks.

Only King Cod 1s Called a Fish

To this duy, after hundreds of vears of in-
tensive fishing, the ovean around Newfound-
land vields a rich harvest.  And cod is still
king in the Old Colony. Here “fish"” means
codd ; evervihing else s sabmon, halibut, had-
dock, as the cise may be. Throoghout this
article “cod and “hsh™ mean the same thine.

The catching, curing, handling, and <elling
of cod still employ more of the population
than any other activity, despite the develop-
ment ol manulucturing, mining, and lumber-
ing in recent venrs,

Nome of the houses bonsts shutters, for sun-
shine i alwayvs welcome. but nearly all carry
ladelers on their ronfs, because there is no fire
department in the isolated villnges,  Cranges
anil EETEH are seen only on special occasions,
if at all, and a balenced diet bas ver ta be
nohieved.

Red Cliffs, Blue Sea, Challenge Artisis

No artist gould be in a village five minutes
without wanting to set up his casel or unstrap
his. comern and get to work, He might see
a lighthouse shining whitelv against rogeed
red cliffs, with a little tan-sailed schooner
copsting along and the deep blue sea bevond.
What a fascimating color = the Newloundland
sei! LW he might happen on a group of hig-
hooted, canvas—jacketed fishermen “barking™
nets—hoiling them with spruce bork in a large
black caldron to preserve them.

He might see grannv, a colored handker-
chief over her head; fetching in a hack-load
of fivewnod, or a little lass “spillin' a4 turmn
o erunnpcks—an armiul of kKindling to help
mother bake bread.

(Hder children, rosyv-cheeked, tousle-headed,
with ketties and pails, are off to pick the lus-
cious  blueberries amd  partrideeberries  that
cover the hills in the fpll, Fields of wild
fAowers brighten the landecape-—oses, scald-
oaa, bog myrtle, rhodora.  Ingquisitive hilly-
doals wander about, wearing iriangolsr voles
painted ced o ddentify them as so-amd-s0's
[rapseriy,

Thede beatures gre common to the fshing
villages of the coast, but there is really no
tvpical outport.  Circumnavigate the ishined,
and the human scene ax well as the landscape
continually changes. Each bay is dilferent
from the one preceding,

Here o Hay Bulls on the southeast coast
medrly all the villagers have Irish names.
About |B14 thoussnds of Irish emigrants
Hocked to Newfoundland and all settled in
this southeastern area. They prabably were
wy exhnusted after the arduots ocean crossing
that they seized upon the first availuble acres
of free lund.

Every family in this villuge has enoueh land
o grow stifficient patatoes, carmots, cabbage,
antl beets for-its own wae aned perhaps enough
hiy for the caftle’s winter feed. The fields
are rocky and uneven, Compared with most
of the termain, northern Vermool is o fertile

i

parden, yvet local veeetables have as sweet a
savor as the best that erow,

Some villagez are not so well off for fawd
as is ours.  The next hamlet down the coust,
for stance, has no land suitable for gardens
The people’s livelihood has to come entirels
from the sea. They sell or bartér their catch
of dried ead for food and other necessaries.
A small catch of fish coincident with low price
iz disastrous for families thus sitiated,

Diaring sumirmer the short, wiry ponies that
have worked so hard all winter pulling home
loadds of Arewood nre loosed and wander in
companies over the barrens. The cows, oo,
are allowed 1o mnge,  Bameyv, the little boy
whe brouwsht our milk, walked four or five
miles every evening to catch his cow

Il there s any lelsurve in the outparts, it
i3 during winter when the dovs are short and
owtdoor work s restricted. 1§ the summer
has been profitable, people live well; il not.
they scrape along until the next sumemer and
hope for the best. The winter food supply is
supplemented with gume—rabbits and grouse

—while good catches of speckled trout are
taken from the frogen lnkes,

“Fish and Breww"” a Favorite Dish

A characteristic Newinundland dish is called
“fish and brewis.” The Hsh, either fresh or
silt-curerd, is boiled : “hrewls” = made from
calies of hardtack =waked overnight and
brought to o hoil. Served with butter sauce
or pork fat, it iz Me Sunday breakfast, Or
as un old fisherman once said to me: “Us fel-
lars, we loves it: o we it's what espaghett]
is 1o the Evetiliane"

In winter the men are kKept busy overhaal-
ing amt] mending their nets, building new boats,
cutting andl storing firewond for present use
and for the following summer. Doy after dav,
lnad upon load swings down the narrow trails
through the mow. The low catamarans—
sleds with two high ranners fastened by cross-
biurs and uprights—are piled high with sproce
and fir logs.  The bells of the ponies ring
merrily.  In northern Newfoundland Eskimo

dogs are vsed in place of horses because there
are ro roads as there are in the Avalon Penin-

sula,

Wond is burned both for cooking ant] heat-
ine.

One night T saw him gazing at one
of those cold-cream advertisements that por-
tray  the charms of some flower of saciety,
Rubhbing a poarled hand over his belstling
beard, he remarked slowly and seriously,

spring shing depends a sood deal on the
weather. Hauling trawls in rough sea iz a
muscle-racking, back-breaking job. The sur-
face witer is nearly always at zero centigrade:
huanids are numbed with cold: the trawl, heavy
with h=h, 5 an absolote dead weight. Then
there is the lopg row back to the schooper
with loaded dory.

Wandering Dories Dure: Sudden Gales

Flerce gales suddenly sweep the Banks, and
ice and fog mennce the wandering dories.  But
come what may, fish have to be caught, the
vessel loaded, the hills paid. As o rule, the
skippers are careful aboul risking the lives of
their men unnecessarily, although often the
order “Dories away!"” booms out when to a
lavidsman the idea of putting boats out in such
o storm would =em madness,

The dory, well handled, is an able eraft.
| know of severnl occasions when fishermen
were separated from their vessels In fog and
lost. Rowing to land 150 or 200 miles away,
they arrived exhausted by eold and hunger,
but subssquently récovered.

One May a loaded banker running hefore
a gale struck an iceberg aned sank. The crew
of 25 escaped in dovles and rowed 1830 miles
to St. John's. One man had been it by &
falling block when the ship struck. He died,
but the rest were as fit < ever, Most of the
lives lust on the Banks.are of men swept over-
bogrd in 2 storm when reseue is impossible.
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A local falksong describes the dutiful banks-

Schooners (Give Way to Power Trawlers

Banking may well be considered arduous,
but it gives the men what they seem Instine-
tively 1o desire—infinite variety, 11 by their
fishing they cin make a living, they would
rather face wind and cold and the uncertainties
of #ea life than take any job on shore.

But the day of sail is possing. The time
is not far off when bankers will Be as mire as
clipper. shipe.  Steam- or off-driven trawlers
are rapidly takime the place of salling vessels
on the North Atlantic fishing ground.

The bigzest trawlers in the Newfoundland
area in peacetime are Frénch and Spanish ships
manned by Breton and Basque sailors whiose
forefathers followed Cabot. These 2.000-ton
ships reach the Grond Banks in carly April,
fish till June, and return home to refit and
discharge their catch of salt cod.  Thev wander
all vver the Banks and venture north to Green-
land, Their very names—such as Troman-
tama (North Wind )—betoken their tracde,

The trawl or net that steam trawlers fish
with is like a buge jce-cream cone about 1350
feet Iong, with a mouth 100 feet wide, The
procedure: in fishing is somewhat like this-

After sounding to find the depth of water
s that the skipper may judge the Teneth of
chle required, the trawl is “shot awny" frem
the windward side. The ship then steams
full speed ohead, snd the steel towing cable
i paid out as the trawl] sinks:

The mouth of the net is kipt open by twno
Cotter boards™—large rectonpular doors of
heavy dron-boynd wood weighing ever 1.500
pounds.  These doors are fastened near the
side af the trawl’s mouth and dre %6l @i such
wn anghe that when they are drawn throueh
the water or over the bottom, they tend to
diverge, pulling the trawl into shape and
stretching the mouth agape.

Terse Suilor Talk, Salted with Homor

northern Newfoundlanders, the fishermen whn
sifl their hundreds of little craft 1o Labrador.
Their dinlect is crude and untutored, yet terse,
picturesque, homely, and vigorous.

St. John's, with its public buildings, parks,
aml melest residential district, i= rather dif-
ferent from the rest of Newfoundinnd, but
then Newfoundland i full of contrakts,  And
even St John's, but ten minutes walk from
Govermment  House—ithe local Buckingham
Palace, where lives His Excellency 1he Gow-
ernitt-—ane finds the hishing stages, the boats,
and the fsherfolk, and their weipther-beaten
hir=es perched on the hillside at the entrance
of 1The harbor.
