the thrill of o forbidding but fantastic spec-
tacle,

Utuh's Gems Have a Rough Serting

This 20,000-square-mile gquarter of Utah
comprised, in fact, a priceless portion of our
scenic heritage, and one that i< Jittle Known.
In it are to be found, among other gems, Lhe
forgntten  Shangri-la of Chesler Park, the
sllent stone citice of Devil’s Lane and l'."w:lunf
Canyon, the surrealist sculpture of the Valley
of the Goblins, the great 300-foot pillars of
Alonument Canvon.

Their setting is the Foor Comers Country,
that gaunt, erpsion-gutted sector where bound-
aries of four States meet: [Ttah. Colorado,
Arizona, and New Mexico*

One of the largest roadless areps in the
Inited States, the region has always defied
exploration by any but the hardiest and most
persistent (map, page 711).

Now new roads. spurred by discoveries: of
ofl, natural pas, amd wraniom, are throsting
Inquisitive- hngers into the back coumtry.
Already & 27C-mile route hisects it -from
Tarrey, Utah, on the wesdt o UCortez, Colorado,
on the east.

and the Nation with a responsilility, The
apportunity will be 10 tap o Créasure-trove
of spectacular, unspoiled beauty. The respon-
sibility will be to ensure that this assel i3 pre-
served intact for the enjovment of generations
vet to come.

Fxploration, however, and not conversion,
was our mission. For vears | had wanted to
miake a pack trip into the spectunculnr and
rarely visited Neddles country o the north-
west,  Ross Musseélman, T knew, was the man
to et me there, We pushed on to his 42\l
Ranch, 16 miles sputheast of Moab, Utah.®

In Search of the MNecdles

Though bom and brought up in Pennsyl-
vanm, Rosz kpows the Needles like o dog-
eared book. Tn 1933 he and hi=s brother took
a two-months' saddle trip inte thls section
alter a pack of wolves. 5o impressed wis
Ross that he bought a ranch and moverd his
whaole family out to Utah.

The sttion wagon plunged over a five-foal
drop fnto the créek bed, smashing the springs
down onto the axles and =ending a wave '‘af
aand over the ciar roof.

Jamming the hydramatic transmission into
low, I gunned the enginge,  Like a {richtened
jack rahbit, the car shot forward, bowling
over birush and six-foot junipers and leaping
dunes and embankments with all four wheels
off the ground.

Chaotic Lundseape "Reverses” Compass

My one fear in that bub-deep sand was
qtopping. But 1 needn’t have worried, The
arsi mile zipped by so fast that it was all
I could do 1o follow the varpe and twistine
trail. In less (ime thon anvone had belleved
possible, we had burreled in to Squaw Spring,
the site we had chosn [or a camp,

We awoke the pext morming to make a
sienificant discovery—the sun was coming up
just where we thought it had gone down the

night ‘before,  We¢ weren't exactly original
Ross told us that 3 New York lawyer he had
guided to the Needles ane summer swore that
“the sun rose In the eust only once the whole
time I was down there!”

We were, in short, in country as confuzing
as a4 Coney Island fon honse.  For thousands
of squaare miles the land wis gouged into a
mpuze of canvons and mezas, sphit by innomer-
aole Tingerlike reefs. In the clear. dry aoir,
some 5,000 feet above =ea level, cliffz miles
away appénred 1o be within srrow shot. Com-
pletely mixed up, one could be sure of neither
['J:i."lr:l.”-l.l" nor l!i:l"'[li-li'!'l_

To add to the unreal, lunar qualite of the
landscape, we saw no sien of human habita-
tion wnd scarcely any wildlife. An occasional
range rider from Indian Creek passed this way,
lookine for stravs, Ross asserted that covotes,
ringtail cats, lvnx, bighorn sheep, and deer
had been seen, but the anly “native residents™
wit saw woere snakes, Heards, and a few insects,

Necdies country, the suthos and hls eompanions pemdrated areas {ar from human habitation,

Yet, if the terrain seemed relatively barren
of animate life, it was rich in geologic history,
As the stubbornly meandering sireams have
cut downward and sidewize against hundreds
of lavers of rock, they have encountered sec-
tions which resisted their erosive action, These
became the jzalated buttes gand miesas now
dotting the Southwest's horizon, Where whole
ridges stood fast apainst the water’s assault,
knifellke reefs were left.

Great Neodles, Nature-made

'rerm such reefs developed the weird sky-
ling of the Needles country. Water freezing
in the fismres of these ridges broke off zreat
chunks of rock, ¢iarved the romoining sand-
stone into rough fingers: then, nided by drip-
ping rains and wind-blown sand, into sharp
pinnacles and sharper “needies "

To ser these sights close up, we branched
out from Squaw Spring by jeep, horseback,
and on foot. Two of our most rewarding
spectacles were Cyelone Canvon and Devil's

Lane—sheer-walled corridors 14 miles long
and half a mile wlide

Usondly: in such convons, the baottoms pre
a jumbile of rocks anid debris rolled down by
the streams which first cut their wav through,
Yet at Cyclone and Devil's Lane we Tound
Aal grassy aveonues unnrred by rubble (pages
f1G-17). "The canyons, without any visible
inlét for wauter, simply dropped off steeply at
either end, hke skyvscrapered strects at the
brink of a gull.

Even more beautiful was Chesler Park., We
approached it by jeep over a A00-Toot escarp-
metit, thence down Devil’s Lane, nod finally
throngh 2 well-masked] passageway in the
|'|.'tt]~.'1 ring of stone towoers,

Chesler, namied for a rancher who drove
ciftle into it in 1883, i hHitle more than
three miles sguare but as lovely n spot as the
West affords (page 715). Itz warmly colored
wialls rise 600 feet, shutting it off from everv-
thing but the clear, blue sky, On its floor lies
a blanket of thick grass. patched with acres
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of vellow wild mustord:
fresh water.

We pltched camp in o giant cave hollowed
trom & stone island in the park’s center, This
reel was o Jovely pluce,  Perhaps hall 4 mile
long. it built bp to a cluster of pimnacles about
400 feet high,

The cave we used was one of several carved
from the [sland’s base. Cowpunchers for half
a century or more have psed them for camp
sites and_ by building fences seross the mouths
of the lirper ones, for corrals us well.

Kelaxing in our particular niche, we studied
the delicate colonng of the park walle—the
salmon, gray, pink, beige, and tan shades
which gave the little valley such a serene anid
hurmonious feeling. Here was nogood place
to forget all the problems of the outside worlil,

Yer even paradise can pall, and we hid
other sights to see, Packing back to Moab,
we dropped in ot Howard Shields” Red Rock
Lodge and contemplated our next step,

Peering over Grand View Point

Several years before | had stood at the end
of Grand View Point, between the Green and
Colorado  Rivers, and looked straight down
into a- strapge side canyvon of the Colorado,
It waz not a large or even a beautiful canyom,
but it had some gigantic pinnacles rising from
s fMoor that looked well worth investigating,

In Moab little was known of this 'p]ﬂl:ﬂ be-
vong| its local naow, Monument Canyon.
Situated in wild country, it was thought to
have been probed by no more than n doeen
individuals at most,

Climbing inte a little plane owned by my
fricnd Puge Stocks. T set outl one morning (o
reconnoiter,  Puge bounced the craft off the
cow  pasture behind his house and spiraled
upwirid above the scarps surrounding Maeoab.

In a few minules we cnierad the 25 miles
downstream o Grand View Point. Pupe, at
my requesi, circled the cliff. then zoomed down
into Monument Canyon itself (page 723),

It was un impressive but discouraging sight.
The cliff itsell was ns straight and sheer as the
Empire State Building, and twice as high
(page 725). Nor did it look possible tl.:r climb
from the Colorado’s deep-cut bed up to the
bench, or platean, on which Momnument Can-
von sat—-a canyon above g canyvon. We flew
hack to Moab,

A trip out tp the point by car left us as
perplexed as hefore. Then Rov Holyvoak,
Moab rancher, tolid us he had 1aken horses
over Monument’s fim once béfore and knew
he could do 1t again.

Quickly we organized a pack trip.. Russ
Alahan and Esrl Worthington of the National
Park Service got time off to join us, Puge
Stocks and Glen McFall agreed to shepherd us

Incated our camp,

By noon of one May morming we were reardy,

Where the borses and mules had buddled,
the trail was less than three feet wide, Eurl's
mare wis sitting on her haunches, her back
to the chiff, pawing desperately at the ledge
for some kind of foothold, We thought she
was o goner, that she would slip off to her
deiath on the rmcks far below.

In perbaps hall o minute, which seemed like
hkali an hour, she managed to caich one front
hoof in 4 tiny crack and to regain, momen-
tarily, her balance. But now all the pack
miules decided to turn around. In no time,
three of them had their rumps to the rock wall,
their forequarters hanging over the abyss,
while the fourth animal tried to jam jtself
beliund the others,

Earl took a chance. He picked up a rmck
and beaved it at the fourth mule. 1t worked.
The animal backed away and stood still.

As Rov led his own horse and mule down
to the bottom and slowly climbed back him-
solf, we all froze where we were, and the ani-
mals, luckily, followed suit,. Soon Roy and
Earl, inching up the trail, managed to reach
the hunched beasts, disentangle them, and
lead them, one by one, to safety,

Somehow the mule held its [ooting
somehow Roy got up the trail in time 1o grasp
its reins and yank it back to life.

(Once on t]:m lower rim, we found the route
to the canyon's edge an easy ride. From its
ip we stared out acrose rocky and barren
country, awed as much by the sheer size and
knifelike abruptness of these cliffs and canyons
as by their coloring (page 720},

When we had drunk our fill of this stupen-
dous sight, Roy led the way back to a sandy
grove of junipers. Here we =t up camp and
raised the flags of the Nationnl Geographic
Society and the Explorers Club of New York
{page 722). Slesping boges were rolled out
on the sand, a fire started, and a rich mulli-
gan stew set bubbling in the Dutch oven,

Visitors Drop In, the Easy Way

At sunrise we arose for a day with
the cameras, anly 1o be greeted with rain and
a heavy overcast. “No pictures (oday,” |
sighed,

Satddling up, we set oul to explore the bise
of the clifi anyway when suddenly, down over
the end of Grand View Point, appeared two
girplanes—Puge Stocks and Glen McoFall,

Cralloping down to a small, sandy slope
dbout two miles from camp, we waved fran-
tically, and ‘wings dipped In recognition.

“1 think he's going o land!™ yelled Russ
in amazement, painting at Stocks” plane.

Hewas, Swooping low over the rim, soors-
ful of rocks, cacti, scrob, and potholes, Poge
plunked his craft down on. the Jittle slope,
His landing gear vibrated [ike a banjo, but
didn't snap.  Soon Mac brought his Tayior-
craft right down beside Puge’s.

Roy Holyoak, who had ridden pack trains
all over this terrain, seemed unable to helieve
his eves. “An wirplane on the rim of Monu.
ment Conyvon!  And not ope, but two, The
folks back in Moab just pren’t going to believe
this."

Puge shrugeed off such tmlk. “Here's vour
milk, the mail, and the morning paper,” he
caid briskly., "Now let's clean up this airsirip
a bit,”
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Wo snt and stared at him, That hair-raising
trip by pack horse down the cliff face, the
tedious trekking, the carelul planning—had
all that work been unnecessary?  Wryly, Roy
Holvoak summed it up: “Well, T guess those
two-wheeled huszards I:mw finally replaced the
horse for this country,”

Down intn Monmument Canyon

We had still 1o essay the depths of Monu-
ment Canyon' on' feol. From the rim it
didn't look too difficult, Closer inspection,
however, showed that the rim had o bad
wrrhﬂ_m_: with a 50-foot drop to the closest
tafus slope. With a long rope we might have
slidd over, but it would have been quite a job
to get bhack up.

Rew, as vsual, came to the rescue, Poking
around, he revealeéd o hidden break in the rock
which let us squeeze under the overhang and
then, by a series of switchbacks, descend to
the slopes of rubble sfanting down to the can-
yon floar,

In 15 minutes we were on the bottom and
gtudving the funtastic 500-foor  monoliths
(page 721). From a distance Lheir {loted
sidea resembled the windowed walls of sky-
scrapers.  On their topmost ifoors some of
them wore, like little observation platforms,
o protective cap of white sandstone.  Standing
on it—if one could scale that height—one
would be nearly as high as tourists at the top
¢f the Washington Monument and blessed with
as striking a view,

The feeling 1 had had when skimming over
the canyon by plane was reinforced by ac-
quaintance with its pillars from below. They
were not o much beautiful as overwhelming.
I was reminded of a hrilliant passage From
Wallace Stegners book, Mormon Cosuntry, in
which e describes such greal sirata ns “two
or three petrified minutes of eternity.”

To fuce them, he asserted, is “worse, in some
wavs, than facing eternity itseli, becaiise eler-
nity is-a shadow without substance. Here is
the residue of a few thiments, geologically
speaking. Here nre thousands of feet of rock
patiently deposited over millons of years,
bucklied up into the mir with the slow finality
of an express engine backing into an orange
crate, and as patiently being worn away over
other milliops. ™

Canvon a Box-within-a-box

We found the canyvon flogr virtually barren
of vegetation except for a few ¢ Jumps of bunch
grass studded along the talus slopes,  But,
though rough and troilless, it was open and
not hard to explore,

The canvon iteelf wne a Rind of hox-within-

Nol quite =0 simjple was the matter of no-
menclnture, Ownchomo, Kaching, and Sipapu
were once koown, respectively, as  Edwin,
Caroline, and Augosta, after early explorers
or their relatives,

To the United States Board of Geographic
Names, these titles ntly seemed a little
lat. When the bridges became a monument,
the Buard cast around for approprinte Indian
fEEmes,

Lnfurtuu:ﬂfi?,. the Paiutes of the vicinity
weren't in the habit of naming bridees: they
referred ‘o them all, indiscriminately and
rather inelegantly, as Ma-Vah-Talk- Tump, ar
“Under the Horse's Belly."”

Undeterred, the Board turned to the Hapi,
who were then thought to be descendants
of the prehistoric Indians whi had inhabited
sauthern Utah. Edwin became Owachomo
(meaning “Rock Mound,” applicable o the
beehivelike formation at one end): Caroline
became RKachina, as reliated above:; and Au-
gusta became Sipapu. for the Hopis” “Entrance
io the Underworld,” from which their ances-
tors wiere presumed to have emerged,

The Rustlers of Robbers Roast

From Natural Bridges a new road enabled
us 1o coptimoe westwarnd another 40 miles
through White Canvon to the Colorado River,
Long a hangout of outlawe and rustlers and
the scene of many an Indian skirmish and
range war. the area figured prominently in
several of Zane Grev's western novels.,

Cine of the most successiul and most unusual
of the de does was Butch Cassidy, who
holed up with his gpang in a gulch known
locally as Robbers Roost,

Horn George LeRoy Parker, son of o pilous
contvert o Mormonism, voung “Cassidy™
found respectability intolerable.  Gathering a
gang of free spirits, he procedded in Robin
Hood fashion to moake hife miserable for the
law, the higger cattie companies, the rnilrogads,
and the banks, from Canada 10 Mexico and
from Nebraska to California.

When he stole horses {or a getaoway, or lifted
a few chickens for a grubstake, Cassidy usually

rﬂid hiz bills: he gave to the poor: he scrupu-

He never shot o man onti] hia final battle.

People still boly up who claim that Cresidy
never .1-:!chll'|.J died in that (racas in Bolivia,
that he has heen seen in Mexico, or Tdaho, or
some other spot.

In. & few minutes the onesman harge,
powered by an anclent model-A Ford envine,
groped nerpss the river on its steadying cables,
We drove aboard (page 735).

“Five dollars for the t'ilr." it Art, “and
30 cents for each passenger.”

“Mighty cheap,”™ 1 thought, reflecting on
the detour it suved.

[:hllﬁn Maokes His Dream Come True

The Crossing’s history wns not uninteresi-
ing, we forind. Old Cass Hite, the hermit of
the Cn}::lmdn had settled here in the 1870%
started n small ranch, panned Tor gold, and
even established a short-lived post office. He
i5 well remembered for having Inunched ru-
mors in 1893 which started a gold rmush down-
river to Navajo Mountain, When no gold
muterialized, angry prospectors drove Hite
intn hiding for two years.

Years afterward, Mr. and Mra. Chaffin
moved in, cleared land, planted archards, and
set themselvis up as a two-person tawn, Art
dreamedd of the day when a road would be
built down to the river fromm Hanksville on
the west and from Natural Bridges on the
sl

His day came on September 17, 1946,
After years of patient waiting and many dis-
appointments, Art's rowd, compléted mostly
through his own labors, stood ready, Some
330 persons jounced down in 100 automo-
biles for the opening ceremornies, which

Now
spveral thousand dollors have been appropri-
aled 1o improve Chaffin's trail, and oil and
uranium prospectors moving in along it have
boosted Hite's transient population to nearly
a hundred,

The road up to Hunksville at the time we
traversed it was hardly o boolevard. ©Of s
58 miles, abour hall & spent crossing and
recrossing the bed of North Wash, One dis-
gusted driver reckoned he had crossed it 76
times in 30 miles,

Hanksville iiself proved to e a sad gpot,
Once knee-deep in rich pradrie grass, the
region around it is now unimaginably barren
and desolate.  The answer can be compressed
into one bleak word-—erosion.

The Mormons who setiled thls section in
1580 were both courageous and determined,
but their very efforts 1o grow and expand as
a communily were their undoing, Water for
irrigation was msufficient and unrelinble, and
the attempt to wring more from the earth by
grazing: and dry farming stripped aoway the
top=ail.

In such a situation, perhaps the least use-
ful doctrine for the settlers to have brogght
with them was polygamy.  Yet it was pre.
cisely to practice this prohibited svstem that
many of the Mormons ciome to isolated Honks-
ville and its environs.

One group holed up ot Lees Ferry o the
Colorado, When Artzona’s Governor {eorge
Hunt visited the area, he was told about the
podygamy and urged 10 stamp it out.  Said
Hunt, after a sour look at the town, “ 11 T 'houd
to Hve in thi=s place I'd want more than one
wile mvself.”

Another group settled near the Capitol
Reef buttes, In a certain gulch there, Mor-
rmons amndd their wives hid from the © Federpls,™
aned thus fi acquired 1= piquant name, Cohab
Canvon—short for “cohabitation,” the offi-
cinl charge placed against polveEamous Saints,

Such refupes served  their purpose  well
enough. The Governmeni couldn't be both-
ered to hound lawbrenkers so0 far off the
beaten track. Hanksville and ite fellow oases
developed undisturbed.

When polygamy died there, it fell to a
subtler enemy, the econnmic impossibility of
supporting maore than one wile on wind-blown
acres like these.

Valley of the Gobling

Mormons of the Four Corners Country have
come to take for granted the remarkable scen-
ery that surrounds them. For example, one
seldom sees o fnrmvhouse =2t with an eve to the
view, though there are some amazing sites
for a picture window.
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The Mormon ranchers around Hanksville
long have known about the fantustic Valley
of the Goblins, better known as “Gobhn
Gulch,” dnly 10 miles to the north: but they
have never made anv fuss about it

This mmazing little wvalley. about eight
square miles in area, looks like a convention
of fresks  Crowded into ity palleéries and
amphitheaters are hundreds of crazily carved
sandstone Hgures, in inspiraiion ssmewhere
between the bizarre creations of o Dali and the
prehistoric statues of Easter Island (pages
T06 amd 726,

Staring at this extraordingry galnxy, T could
only laugh and think 1o myself, = What a place
lr!rhu high-school initiation on some moonlil
night! ™

Public interest in the gulch dates back
onlv to 1949, wheén Art Chaffin and P, W,
Tompkins of San Francisco visited it anod
took what are thought to be the first pic
tures ever snapped of its weird formations.
Now it is-in danger of being loved not wisely
but too well by tourists more interested in
leaving their mark than in preserving a very
frogile whim of noture,

Where Pioneers Mer Their March

Enthusiastic, but undeninbly parched, we
left the Gulch and drove west over State Route
24 through badlands ne dusty and thirsty as
oursilves.

The deserted settlements we passed bore
mute evidence of the strupgle which Mormon
pioneers made 1o cultivate this forbidding
country, only to be forved away by flomd and
crosion from a land that just did ool want
to be farmed.

Bevond the cottomwodds of Caineville we
crunched up the slopes of Blue Valley
praved that the raims would leave us alone,
This stretch of Mancos formation i= ane of
the worst places in the United Siates for a
vehicle in a gtorm.  In pioneer days, wigons
crossing 1t in wel weather had to stop every
100 feet to have the mud hacked from the
wheels.

Passing up the narmow entry to Capitol Reef
National Monument, with canyvon walls tow-
ering 1,000 feet above us, we encountersd
signs warning us o “Get out {ast in oase of
cloudburst ™ A good bit of advice, we thought,
But how?

Our luck held good, however, No rains
assaulted us, and in 30 minutes we emerged
from the porge in front of the comfortable
house of the superintendent, Charlie Kelly.
From his windows we could look up at the
red cliffs and white dome< of the reef Hself.

said Kellv, “There’s one Inst £ VOu've
got to visit before you head home, And that's
Cathedral Vallev.”

Where Turk and Russian Meet

An American Newspaperman Reports on Conditions Along the “Barbed-

Wire Curtain,”

Turkev's Remaote Soviet Frontier

£ HY DO you want 10 see Turkey's
Soviey frontler?” Dr. Halim Alvot,
Dvirector of the Turkish Press and
Tourist Bureau, asked me as we sipped coffes
in his office in Ankarn.

“Because,” | answered, “it's going to he
our {ropntier too, When Turkey comes into
the North Atlantic Treaty Orpanization, an
attack on your country will be an attack on
mine, "

I said I would like to see what kind of
people live on this frontier in the very shadow
of Soviet power, | wanted to lewmn what they
thought of their Soviet nelghbors, and why
their sons had volunteered to fight the Com-
munists in Rorea, thousands of miles away,

Dr. Alyot was friendly but noncommitinl,
reminding me that the whole 350-mile frontier
with Russia is a military aren.

He thought he could let me go as far as
Kars, provincial capital close to the border.
He wasn't sure 1 could get military permission
to po all the way 1o the boundary, 35 miles
bevond (pages 745-7, 732, 762).

But Dr. Alvot was better than his ward.
Within o week | was standing in the tower
of a Turkish army post on the frontier itsell.

Behind me the mountains and platesus of
Turkey stretched westward for some 800 miles
to storied Istanbul and the Straits.  Ahead,
only 300 yards from the observation tower,
wits the Soviet Union. (See the new map of
Southwest Asia, a supplement to this izsue,)

From where I stood, the ofl fields of Baky,
a major source of Soviel power, were only
about 325 miles pway--little more than an

hour's flving time for propeller planes, much
less for modern jets.

A Look Behind the Ivon Curtain

A tall Turkish soldier in o Bntsh-tvpe
helmet was Jooking through a gpyvelase from
the tower (page 758).

“What do you see over there?” | asked him,
He handed me the gliss,

1 took a long. hard squint through an aper-
ture in the wall, Straight ahead was 0 grassy
plateau aboul Bve miles wide, Tt was as i

The Turks had told me that the Russians
had 26 divisions in the Cancasus aren, a force
greater than the entire strength of the Turkish
army. | hod expected to we impressive fron-
tier fortifications, but the only visible evidence
of this jealously puarded border was a barbed-
wire fence that stretched across: the huge
bowling allev. “The Barbed-wire Curtain,”

Through the spyglass T siw observation
pasts on the Soviet side, but no soldiers, no
villages, no peaple,

I shivered to think of this treeless po man's
land in the winter, when winds whistle divan

Alter davs of tl".H."E'hHﬂ through the bare,
almost tractorlese grazing land of eastern Tur-
kev, 1 thought the tractor looked as odd as
aocamel in Conpecticut.

She beamed, “Ah, ves,” she said, “everyvone
alwavs comes home.”

The putrowne was right. The appeal of
Paris is so universal that in a sense the city

I have come “home” (o Paris many times
and in many wayvs. Approaching it by air at
the velvet hinir of twilight, 1T have seen the
capital glowing like a bed of hot couls. Wrig-
gling through its suburbs by sutomobile, 1
have stolen upon it almost unnwares,

But this time | came to the City of Light
by train, from the port of Cherbourg acros
the pastures of Normandy, [ liketd this ap-
progch then, as always, because in the train's
awn movement | sensed 8 pathering im-
patience which matched mv own, a crescendo
of expectotion for the delights of the capital.

Outside my window the farmiiands gave way
to, towns: the towns clotied abruptly into
suburhs: the train roshed headlong into the
smoky shed of the Gare St Lazare and drew
o o stop.  Paris.  And home.

On the station platform mustachioed por-
ters in hloe smocks and berets swarmed over
the Tugenge. Ooe stocky fellow. o smoldering,
hand-rolled cigarette drooping from his lip,
snatched my bags nnd trotted off, favoring me
with only one word of explanation: *Taxi!™

Buttle of the Boulevards

Soon 1 was in one. A rickety antigue, it
looked as if it had been left over from those
commanceersd by General Gallieni o tush
troops 1o the Battle of the Mame., With bulb
herrn sqquawking imputtiently, it sailed into the
freney of Parisian traffic.

Our first near-accident was not long in come-
ing, The other driver, of course, had blon-
dereil: ot once the air was filled with waving
arms, cries of “Espéce d'idiot!" and various

Paris, when at length 1 could settle hack in

my seal to contemplate it, looked as familiar
and ns welcome as an old friend. The great
plane trees with their mottled trunks and
elephant-enr leaves, the lichen-encrusted chest-
nuts anel acacias, all seemed to share with the
city its patina of dignifed old age, gray but
indestructibie.

Along the narrow streets crouched the tioy
shops 1 had known s well, their windows
whitewashed with price quotations for wine,
bread, meat, and other edibles.  Kiosks, bar-
nacled with lavers of daily and weekly papers,
and pillars festooned with posters for the
thepler and opers, told me Parisians had not
lost their appetite for politics, polemics, and
the arts.

The French themselves, some in patched
denim, some ns chic as next week’s showings,
=eemid as always to have stepped from a
canvas by Renoir.

I left my bags at the hotel and took to the
sirecls Again, on foot, drven by the desire
comman o tourists and old hands alike—to
swallow Paris at o gulp, to see evervihing at
once, whether for the first time or the fiftieth.

Where Burny the Flame of France

Walking up the great Avenue of the Champs
Elysées to the Arc de Triomphe (page 773,
| Tound 1T was not alone in my pilerimage,
Toward it also marched n column of grav-
haired Frenchmen: Mooy Hmped: all wore
campilgn ribbons. At the head of the formi-
tion strode p standard-bearer with the fag of
the regiment,

Under the Arch, from which rippléd a huge
Tricolor of France, (theése velerins of World
War | bared their heads, eves fised on the
Rag and on the bronze plague which com-
memorates the lberation of Paris in Augiost,
1944 *

Their commander then stepped  Torward,
bent down at the Tomb of the Unknown Sol-
dier, and turmed up the flame which burns
there, low but constant, in honot of those who
iell for France in World War L.

When the veterans had departed, 1 went up
by elevator (o the top of the Arch. Here, high
above the Place de:l'Etoile, 1 could study once
more the twelve avenues which madiate from

luminous, majestic. The strange, gaunt
frame of the Eiffel Tower surmounted all.

Here was
signed last vear the momentous Schuman Plan
for the p-u-ulmg of Western Europe’s steel and
cnal resources.

Near the Téna Bridee, on the crest of a hill
dominating the Seine, 1 saw the white Malais
de Chaillot, where the United Nations held its
Sixth Generdl Assembly (page 775). Not far
awny, | knew, were the permanent offices of
vwisco, the United Nations Eduocational,
scientific, snvd Coltural Organization,

Walking !hnmnh Paris is walking throegh
history, past and in the making. But the
centuries git lightly on the old city.

As 1 strode along the river, the foz rolled
up and street Jumps filtered their h[.,ht gently
through the gossamer, spilling o silky radiance
an the smonoth, black Surfnce of the Seine.
Passers-by emerged Irom the dusk and as
guickly  disappesred ngain, leaving  behind
them only the diminishing beat of metal-
rimimed heels on the pavemwent. Bulldings,
tightly shuttered, took on an air of mystery,

Seving these sighis, heanng these sounds,
inhaling the damp mustiness of Paris, T felt
again what so many have felt before me: a
senize thnt this capital of a foreien land was,
parndoxicolly but truly, my “home town,”

Maodame Distrusts the Night Air

It iz hard, in any event, to feel a stranger
very lomg in Pariz. For one thing, hotel-
hlﬂ:pfﬁ amd  especinlly  their wives, 1ake a
proprietary interest in their guests, When 1
retired to my bed with a severe cold, Madame
la peitronne Imundq-rl up to my room with a
stegaming pol of soup.

Then came the chicken, By some strange
technigque, the cook had contrived to rip the
wings nd breast from the bird. leaving for
my guest and myself a scant bit of inedible
carcass wnd skin, We répaired (o the nesrest
bistro.

To Cooking School in Self-defense

That was a sufficient solution for the eve-
ning. Buot, for the long pull, T decided on o
muore basic approach. T enrolled in the Cordeon
Bleu, Paris’s celebrated cooking school,

My first might's lesson was the preparation
of n sawce Béchomel—in plain American, a
cream souce, with no lumps. It came ot well.
Elated by my achievements, 1 ladled wvari-
ations of it over pll manner of dishes,

Before long T advanced to posled soutd
Coploried, which 8 chicken cooked in butter
to n golden tone, spiced with shallots, sglt,
freshly ground pepper, and other seasonings.

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Iy vou think, monsieur, it will tiste like

The ultimate test, on which my hopes of a
diploma rested, called for the preparation-—
within an hour—aof an omelette Parmentier (a
potato omelette ), cangred ¢ Uordanpe (duck with
orange ). and a doeen little tarts stuffed wilh
apple purée and spiked with copnac—iarte-
{eftes mignonnas,

I pazsed. And afterwards, with the help of
two [riends and an excellent bottle of Saint-
Emilion, | ate myv masterpieces, 1 could truth-
fully say that it was the best examination
I had ever tasted.

A MNew Lise for a8 Pavement

Paris was cold that winter, and into the
apartment crept the marrow-c hI]HH:ﬂ LI Wi -
ture of the tomb. Lwing abed to read the
morning papers, | found my hands getting too
stiff to hold the pages,

Fuel wis expensive, hut at least it was not

The Lady of the Horses

Another remarkable Frenchwoman intro-
duced herself in o rather strange way. (n the
first night in our new house we heard a
whinny, We ale smelled a sirong whift of
ammonia. Since 1t seemed highly onlikely
that horses would be quartered in this district
of Paris, we chalked up our suspicions (o
overactive imaginations,

But we had bheen more right than we knew,
Next morming we heard a clatter of hoofs in
the courtyard below our back windows; doors
swung wide, and a team of bays pranced oul
into the street, pullipg a carriage. At the
reins sal a French lady with a very firm pair
of hands.

Goggle-eved, our maid Denise cried out;
“Look! La dame gux chevosx™

From that moment, nothing could keep
Denize at her cooking and cleaning when the
lndy of the horses appeared.

For a few francs we oceasionally rented a
rowhaat or a canoe and skimmed over the
sunhit water, Al other times we shared the
children’s delight in the mininture railway
which runz from the Porte Maillot entrance
to the little combined zoo and arboretum, the
Jardin d’Acclimatation.

Scemmg Paris from s Sidewalk Café

We were in no hurry. After all. a= the
Parisians would say, “Where do you wani to
rush to? You are in Parig alveady.”

It i= n spirit which pervades the city—a
spirit which seems to assert, in defiance of
the hobgobling of efficiency, that the clock
was miade for man, not man for the clock.
Parisian taxicabs may dart about the streets
like nErvous pondes.  But not Parisian
pedestrinng, They don’t stride: thoy saunter.

And they do not find it easy to pass a-side-
walk cafe. At all hours of the day they are
to be found sitting under the gaily colored
paracols, sipping coffee or some other drink,
amiably chatting and watching the rest of
Paris pass in review.

I had a friend whose office was on the
Champs Elvsées. He was a businessman, i
chap with many irons in the fire.  But when
# client came 1o call, he would steer him gently
downstairs to the nearest café.

“Why sit in & stuffy office?” he would say,
“Denls work out better when ane can relax in
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a friendly, unhurried atmosphere. Natorally.”
Besides, there is always something 1o see
from u café, whether it be simply the parade
of pretty girls, a political demonstration by
inflnmed students, or another attempt by the
citizen to put the police in their places. (In-
cidentally, the picturesque cops the visitor
sees on the atreel corners, their stiif bloe capes
somelimes lined with lead for swinging a6t
rolers, are not gendermes, as thev're often
miscalled. They ate agenis de police, The
gendarmerdt keeps order in rural areas:)

These imprompty experiments at needling
the arm of the law can take manv forms,
There was the occasion a while hack when
voung man, dresed in the boots and . jacket
of a surveyvor, approached the Champs Elvaées
with a long chain. Handing one end to a
passer-by, he crossed with the other 1o the
far sitle of the broad and busy avenue, To
a second stroller he said:

With that he vanished into the crowd, re-
paired to o enfé, and watched with much relish

We otirselyves were no strangers to the week-
day Dife of the cafés and s passing show,
But we tended to reserve Saturdays and Sun-
day afternions for the Loovre, that sprawling
treasure house of the aris, itsell o history
in stone (page 794,

Fhilip  Ausgustus, we  hkoew, built  the
Louvre's first section ns o foriress, ground
1204, Charles V converted it into his resi-
dence.  Catheripe de Medicls, that terror of
her dmy, planned the bollding of the long
gollery paralleling the Seine; she wanted 1o
connect the Lowvre with her apartments in
the Tuileries.

The Louvre: 45 Acres of Masterpieces

Louls X1V evenioally allowed the bailding
to fadl into disrepair, but Lonis XY refurbished
it.  Henry TV, Napoleon T, amd Napoleon 1T1
ordered important additions which made the
Louvre not only one of the largest—it covers
somie 45 peres—bot one of the most begutifol
padnces imothe warld,

What hangs apon its walls and stands in its
greal tooms i3, of course, worth far more Lo
civilizition than the edifice itself. Nearly any
school child knows that it hotses the superb

mped Victory of Samothrace, the Venus de
Milo (page 771), and Leonardo dn Vincg's
Monpa Liss.  But they are only three of its
gems. Lo sample even qursorily its vast col-
lection of French, Flemish, lialian, Greek,
FEgvptian, and other masterpicces & a for-
midahle undertaking.

The Louvre, mdeed, 15 0 enormoes and so
mazelitke that it 45 no trick at all to lose
voursell in s corridars. Someone has cal-
culated that it would take three hours of
{ast, nonstop walking merely o glance once
i passing atl its collection of fine arts throuih
the ages. And wvet the same building also
houses the Ministrv of Finance and the Nu-
ticmnl Lottery!

Not the least attraction of the Louvre i
Lhe ple. who frequent it.  Parents en-
thealled by a pamting learnedly explain its
virtues. to B-vear-olds who nod politely and
hiesir nothiog at all. Lovers, their fngers inter:
woven, sit on bepches in a happy daze of con-
templation, A bearded sl student hurries jn,
stnres gl a Tintoretto, and doshes off (o his
studio to catch on canvas that elusive color,

A source of wonder to numerous art lovers
usedd to be that French salosms remained
cold for so long toward France's own mas-
ters of impressionism—UCézanne, Manet, [he-
gas, Monet, and the others. The grent collec-
tions of these artists’ works were found out-
side France, especially in Ameticn, In loter

vears, hovwever, the attitude of the Lovyre and
ather French museums changed appreciably
in this respect,

Maidwinter NWight in Montmartre
My wife and T used 1o tackle the Louvre

with caution, restrictine oorselves to o few

enlleries, or only one, at a time. Ewven so,
we would often emerge Hmp and esthetically
o httle numb.  Teownuld be pleasant then 1o
take a subway ora bus to Montmartre and 7ts
hill crowned by the basilicn of the Sacre Cooer,

It is o steep climb, through narrow and
winding streets, but inowinter a lovely one.
snow, Talling softly over the chimney pots of
Paris, masks the harsh lines of cornice and
gnble, smooths the stern symmetry of cliesical
faghcdes.

Central Markots at Midnight

Many a man who has toured the cabarets of
Momntmartre has wound up at midnight, as 1
have, at Les Hulles, the Central Markets of
I'aris (page 786), There are two sobering
things to be found here. One is the realization
that farmers have been sending their produce
to this spot for at least 800 wvears, centuries
hefvre Columbus left his cradle: the other is
OTIoI SOUP.

My favorite place to oltain the soup is the
Pére Tranguille, n restaurant whose concoc-
tion is poted for its restorative power.  In ils
rich heef stock fAoat paper-thin rings of deli-
calely cooked ohions and chimks of French
hread, sprinkled generously with geated cheese,
As a second course, one can pick up {frm
neighboring stalls cornucopins ol French fried
potatoes just out of their sizzling bath—
gnlden nnd crisp.
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Revived, the reveler can watch the trucks
and wagans rumbile in from the city's out-
skirfs with their neail loads of carrots, cauli-
ﬂiﬂﬁnn leeks, onions, potatoes, and other rural
FICIES,

The farmers arrange their vegetables on the
pavemnent as if for a still life—the white beards
of leeks Tald alternately with the green ends,
the frizzled tops of carrots tocked opposite
the orange-colored roots, the snowy centers
of cauliflower nestled in groem legves,

To tour the whole market takes goite
walk, But there is this to be said about Paris:
it's o city in which walking comes nuturally.
Na lowering skvscrapers oppress the pedes-
trign; no canyon wills of blank and noncoms-
mittal office buildings shul oul the sky and
belitile the man on foot.

The architectural scale, in short, is to man's
measuTe.  Bulldings of note and worth are sel
off by & squure or an avenue; they can be
seen, Cramped streeis there are; but o fol-
low one is 1o anticipate with confidence the
moment when a twist and a turn will suddenly
reved] a4 guilidhall, a ehurch, an old and ornate
hatel, a noble statue,

Even the massive bulk of Notre Dame de
Paris, thanks hoth to ite gracioue setting an
the Tle de la Cité and to the impeccable pro-
portions of its =real towers, seems impressive
but not overwhelming., [t is enormously old:
the artisans who set to work on it in 1163 laid
their stone over a pagan altar dedicated to
the Roman Jupiter, Yet os sunset (urns jts
grayv wills to rose, the ancient cathedral with
its rich central window a 5 not cold with
age but warm with life (pages 7068, 802).

Eiffel Tower, Svmbol with a View

A city so deft in the placement of its chief
edifices cnn absorh huge incongruities of stvle.
It would be hard to conceive of a greater
architectural Jeap than that {rom the (lving
buttresses of Notre Thame to the girders of the
Eiffel Tower and thence to the clasdical Diome
des Invalides, where Napoleon lies buried,
But they are all equally symbolsof Paris:

The Eifiel Tower, set off by the wide spaces
of the Champ de Mars, is both a view in itsell
and nn incomparable vantage point for other
views., From its peak, ona clear day, one can
embrace all Paris and its surrounding  courn-
tryside within a 55-mile radius,

Two amd 5 half million rivets hold together
this skeleton of steel. In a strong wind one
can almost feel the strain on the strange,
emaciated structure (pages 775, B04),

The tower dominates but does not dim the
gleaming roof of Les Invalides. Beneath it, in
the curious Blue light which flters down from
the dome, rests the Emperor's sarcophagus, of
antique red granite from Finland, Other gen-

erals and marshals of France, from Turenne
to Foch, sleep nesr by in chapels or ceypt. It
is n stately resting place and, in its somber
élegance, peculiarly French,

Cine does not need to make the “grand tour,™
however, to discover the sights of Paris; a
walk in almost any direction will reveal them.
Thus, a stroll southeastward from Les Halles
confrants one with the dramatic upthrust of
the Tour St. Jacrues, a beautiful remnant
of the l6th-century church of S, Jacques la
Boucherie; and, across the square behind it,
the broad bulk of the Hotel de Ville, the City
Hall of Pariz (page 797).

The Hatel wans rebuilt after beine Buorned
diown in the turbolent days of the Commune.
A fambovant and appwaling example of French
Renaissance architecture, it has a profusion
of gargovles poeking over its moofs and a host
of illustrious sculptured Frenthmen ready,
from their niches, to burst into political speech
at the drop nf a top hat,

Close to the City Hall are the sewers. A
few steps from the Hitel o manhole leads 1o
a flight aof iron stairs down which [ once
climbed to the echolng snd surprisingly non-
odorous tunpels. T expected ot any moment
10 see Jean Valjean racing omt of the pages
of Les Mivérables and splashing off around the
comner, with Inspector Javert bebind him,

Ramhbling Along the Left Bank

If Victor Hugo is the literary puardian of
the sewers. then the spirit of Ernest Heming-
way presitles over the Left Bank. He lived in
this quarter of the city, south of the Seine,
and he write of it simply and well. One of
his characters Iin The Snows of Kilimanjaro
remembercd o most colorful part, ihe Place de
Iy Contrescame, this way:

“There never wis another part of Paris that
he Joved like that, the sprawling trees, the old
white plastered houses painted brown bélow,
the long green of the mutobus in that roond
srpuare, the purple flower dyve upon the paving,
the suwdden drop down the hill of the rue
Cardinal Lemoine (o the River, and the other
way the narrow crowded world of the rue
Movfetard . . . [und| the  high ‘arrow
houses and the chenp tall hotel where Paul
Verlaine had died.” *

Equally appealing Is the zection near the
Luxembourg Gardens, that lively park where
children ald and yvoung sall their boats beside
the misty fountnins, lovers stroll through the
towers, amd donkeyvs draw cartloads of younge-
sters under the ancient trees (page 778).

Then there's the Rue Servandoni, just aff
the Luxembourg. A charming street, it
meanders gently to the church of St Solpice.

For Americans, 1 Home-town MHerald

Amervans, f must e confessed, have
added little to this cuisine.  Buot in journalism
we can rightly claim credit for 2 Parisian in-
stitution: the European Edition of the New
Fork Herold Tribune,

Though published in Edglish, it is no mere
offshoot of Manhattan, It's n metropolitan
daily with a home-town favor—and Paris is
that home town,

James Gordon Bennett, Jr., founded the
Paris Herald in 1887, Even Parls found Ben-
nelt somewhat unssual, Deciding that the
printer’s imk used by the Mferalid was inferior,
Bennett shopped around for 3 cobetitute. He
found no black ink that satisfied him, b he
bought red.  For the next few weeks, until the
supply ran out, Herald readers needed no rose-
colored glasses,

Bennett had other whims, [n one issue he
ran n letter to the editor; sipned “An Old
IMhiladelphin Lsdy.” which asked how to con-
vert temperature readings from centigrade {o
Fahrenheit. Reuaders took that in their stride;
bt they were a little astonished wosee
appear again the pext day, and the nest,

Thev haddn't ssen anvihing vet, Bennetl min
it daily for 15 vears andd five months—a total
of 6,718 Limes,

Why? Some claim [t wasz for pablicity;
some Thiot 11 was part of o Bennett crusade

for adoption of the centigrade thermomiter:
some that Bennett, too stubborn to admit
having let it slip into the paper o second time,
tricd to poss it off a5 0 deliberately scheduled
daily feature.

We Dwelt in Kashoar Tents

An Adventurous American Couple Shares Daily Life in Camp
and Saddle with Nomad Shepherds of Iran

ncross desert wastes and barren moantain
ranges of the Near East, the
“Rasheai” spells red-blooded adventure,

Ranging [rom Persian Gulf pastures to
wind-swept highlands in' the Zagros Motn-
tains, the Kashgai tribesmen ate saddle-hred,
tent-dwelling descendants of the conguering
hordes of Genghis Khan. In ther ancestral
lande of vcouthern Tran, these prowd and Bercely
independent people preserve . nomadic way
of life rare in our modern world,

The suave, slender man sitting: acrozs the
table irom my wife and me in o Tehran res-
taurant seemed far removed from such an
existence. His well-tailored clothes and Ox-
ford accent bespoke, rather, a London draw-
ing riom or pentlemen's club. Yer Malek
Mansur Kushgai—proudly bearing the name
of the tribe—is one of its hereditary . chieis
and ic famed throughowt Tran for his horse-
muunship nnd prowess as 5 hunter (page 832).

“When vou return to Tran,” he said, “'make
us p visit. Live with the tribe, travel with us
on our migration. share our everyvday existence.
Then von ean tell others about the lite of
nofmneds.”

A vear luter pew assignments took Jean and
me (o the Near East.  We wrote to Malek
Manzur, asking if his invitation still held good.
Back came a cable: “We are in summer pus-
ture=.  Hurry to Tehran, My cousin will
escort vou to trilal lands.” *

To Tran's capital we flew, only 1o receive
bad news., The Anglo-lranian ofl dispute wos
reaching a «risis, and the Government had

issued o decree strictly forbidding foreigners

to enter tribal areas.*
His Mujesty the Shah Intercedes

Appeals to the Press Ministry and Army
were fruitless,  In desperation we took our
case to Mohommed Riza Shah Pahlevi, our
gracions host during part of our previous visit,

The Shah was sympathetic. Two davs later
the Chief of Staff of the lranian Army handed
us @ pass that permitted us to teavel freely
in Kashgai land. “With the compliments of
His Tmpecial Majestv,” he said with a smile.

With Habib Kashgai, Malek Mansur's
cottsin, we flew 1o Istahan. He was accom-
panied by two servants, One carried shot-
guns, rifles, and a case of Coca-Cola, while

the other gingerly held a package that was
oncased in a4 box of cruzhed ice.

Half a dozen tribesmen in & jeep and a com-
mand car met os.  Our luggage and Habib's
supplies were loaded into the car. We clinibed
into the jeep and et put on the 58-mile drive
i the town of Shahriza {see Southwest Asia
map, a supplement to this issue).

At every large village sentries stopped us,
but our pass proved an -sesame.  Une
glance at it and the soldiers saluted and sent
WS O O WY,

We left the main highway at Shahciza and
jounced overland on narrow trails thar grew
mare rugered by the mimate. Often we crossed
swift mountnin streams:; each called for u
halt to wet our dusty throats: Every Lime we
stopped, Habib's servant cooled  his mys-
terious package in the rushing water.

Shoare Trbesmen's Rice and Lamb

At troil's el we camped for the night.
Kashgai families had pitched black goat-hair
tents near by, and we shared’ their diooer of
dufiy rice and lamb broiled over open coals
Early next morning, mountéd on horses and
burres, we el ot for Malek Mansor's comg.

“Now weTe in Kaschgai territory,” Habib
informed us,  “All the people you meet from
now an will be our tribesmen.’™

The jeep vide had taken us through amd
country, bare and desolate under the SEI-:I-II:]'J—
g sun.  Now the land changed as we rode
towared the towering Zagros Mountaine, Snow
still cappend their highest peaks, some of which
reach up toover 14,000 (eet,

Our horaes picked their way thiough flower-
strewn valley mendows and an ocensional el
of grain ripening beside the trail, Herdsmen
in brightly colored robes tended Aocks of fat-
tniled sheep. White camels grazed every-
where, Horsemen, erect on finely bred ani-
mals, raised guns in silute as we passed.

Diusk found us in Malek's camp, pitched in
a high mountain valley., A snow-fed stream,
hm'-:l with trees. ran through the cluster of
canvas amnd goat-hair tents. The canvas
shelters were bnght blue, vellow, and red, m
conlrast to the usual black Kashegai tents,

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Dismounting before the big headguarters
tent. we were groeied by Nasser Khan, Maolek's
alder brother and bhead chief. Tall and brodacd-
shouldered, with agquiline nose and piercing
eves. he wore Western clothes with shirt open
al the neck (pace 8235), Beside him
Vialek dressed in bush tacket and khaki slacks.
Greelings over, they bed us inside the tent.
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motlon (& wilel sheep )
ibex, and lamb, the
meat mixed with peas
anel spiced heavily with
cumin., Then there was
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!l.!ll!al|u-: anil nioked
in oil, yvoghart, whole
roasl pariridge wrapped in thin bread, and
Persinn melons, cooled in

When Kashgar khans go hunting, they hunt
in comfort. Instead of packing a lunch, they
pick the whole ey | puige =15 [I.!i' t e
time breakinst was over, every tent had been
struck and packed on mules and camels, A
line of servants mnd heavily luden pack
animals was weaving across the green valley

Malek™s bearer brooght out half 5 dozen
superh handmade English and Belgan guns,
wirth a king's ransom. We had our choice

“Woe like gooad WERNITS " W asser K tokd
s, A Kashgai and his gun are seldom sepa-
ratedl. We have a trnibal sayving: “heep vour
e by vour side snd leave your money wilh

vour wife.! A man who does that seidom gets
into trouble.”

Mounted on Arabian stallions, we galloped
ifter the dissppearing bagzage train, A score
of Kashgai men mads up the hunting party.
and each of the khims, a3 well as Jean and I,
wire Tollowed by a punbearer on 1 mule,

Kashyais are magnificent horsemien, with a
deep affection for their mounts. They stroked
their sleek necks and pitted them as they
mounted: hands were gentle on the reins.  In
the Near East. where there is little regand
for animal e, that s a mre thing.

By midmorning we hod climbed to nearly
10,000 feet. The ground was rough and
broken, covered with rocks, a stubble of prass,
and scruh cedar.  Soon we heard the uwnnns-
takable vall of the red-legzed partridge,  We
reined in, and 1 prepared o dismount. Malek
Mansur stopped me.

Horsemen Shoot at Full Gallop

“We will hunt this flock in Kashgai fashion,”
he said. “You and Jean stoy back a bit sl
wilch,

The line of mounted men moved at & trot
up the valley floor, Suddenly there was i
explosive whir of wings, and a bevy of par-
fridees burst into the air and sped away like
beathered bullots,

The stallions swepl forward at a dead run,
The Kashgais rose in their stirrups, reins loose
on the horses’ necks (page E13), Guns came
up nnd spoke! suddenly it was raining par-
tridees, 1 watched Malek Mansue.  Man
and hiwse seemed to be one, Three times he
{ired his Belginn automutic shotgun, and three
times o feathered ball exploded m the r

Aller the hirst onsloneht the riders reined
thitr mounts 10 g halt, Bearers gathered the
game. Forty-four partridges were hing [rom
saddle strines,

We dismounted to hunt the remaining hirds
on focl, Soon the Khan called a halt.

“Tr s enough for now.” he said. By next
vear this flock will be back toits onginal stz
We don't want 1o wipe oul our own game_”

Al noom we rounded a hill-and came upon
oir camp, re-criated in a new setting,  In our
gwn tent Jean and 1 found evervihing exucti
as it had been the day before, Lunch was
1+-.'|1E_'. in the big dinimge tent, and after another
handuet-size meal everyone took o briel siestn
At 3 o¢clock the camp came to hife, Bt nio o
went for the horses,

“The afternoon sun is not pood for hunfing,™
zajid MNasser Khan, “We will remn here for
an hour or two and enjoy the shade,”

When o Kasheai has nothing else to do, he
practices  marksmanship.  Servants placed
turgets on o hillside near the camp, and kKhans
and minor chiefs took terns shooting

Their skill was unbelievable. Nasser Khan,
during one of his turns, brovght down five

crows flving past, firing offhand from a stand-
i paasition,

On o later hunt, |'saw Malek at full gallop
drop five ontelope with five riffe shots,

Used midget flash bulbis, we found, were
much in demand as targeis.  Set up 50 paces
from the shooter. they were difficult to hit with
turget rifles.  As the afternoon priactice ended,
the Khan had a servant place twio bulbs about
73 feet in front of our tent.

“We have been most impolite,” he 2aid,
"“We hive nt alfered Mrs. Shor A chance 1o
shoot.  Does she know how to ose a rifle?”

T ry,” veplied Jean. Carefully she aimed
the tarpet gun. Tt barked twice. Both flash
bulbs disappeared.

The Kashgais looked amaped, then broke
inta shouts of delight.

Humiter and Horse Arve us Chne

Keen as 1 was about the hunting, T Tound
the remarkable oneness of the Knsheni and his
horse even more fascinating. The finely hred
Arnbians weemed almoet human,  When a
horseman stanis in the stirrups and shoots ot
full gallop, his very life depends upon his
mount's intellipence. A sudden swerve or
stop can be fatal, ‘These horses, perfectly
trained, never changed course ar  =toppaesd
abruptlyv, Thev looked shend for abstacles.
When changing direction, they oid it slowly.

Later, we were o spend a week in the tents
of fiat Khan, one of the principal subkhamns
of the tribe and its leading horse trniner,

This head of several thousand families e
known ns the “Fuather of the Horse,” A
broneed, stocky man of medinm height with
deeply lingd face, he is famous even among
the Kashgais for his horsemanship (page 808 1.
He traing the mounts ridden by Nasser Khan
and Malek Muonsor, and his strain of Arabinns
15 the finest in the tribe,

More than 300 years ago the Kashgais first
brought steeds from the deserts of Araby, and
they have kept the blood lines clean. Their
stuidboak is one of the oldest in the world,

Calling on Ziat Khian, we were surprised (o
finel & clean-limbed mare standing contentedly
in one corner of his tenl on a deep-plled
Persian carpet, her foal nursing a1 her side.

“My prize stullion sired this coll,'" Ziat
Khan told us, patting the neck of the legey
voungster,  “He will make o wonderful mount,
one of the best T have ever bred. He will live
i my tent. go where I go. A good mount
iz part of a Kashgai's family circle,”

Chir first hunt with the chiefs lasted three
davs: each day camp moved with the hunters,

When wr returned to our original camp site,
Malek =said that arrangements had been made
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for us to spend a few weeks with a Kasham
family in a camp a few miles distant.

“You will want to see how ordinary members
of our tribe five.” he zaid. “I think you will
be surprised at the life they lead, In many
wayvs our peaple are well afi. They have com-
fortahle clothes, enough 1o eat, and o satis-
fying existence, We are a free people, proud
and independont.  We have a 1ot in common
with Americans,  The degree of mechanization
is not important: vital things g deeper, and
in those we are very much alike.”

Tn the Vandunrd of Genghis Khan

That night, sented under the big tent, Malek
Mansur and Nasser Khan told us the history
of their tribe, Never written, it is a story
handed down from father to son for centuries,
told and retold around thousands of campiires:
No one knows it better than these brothers,
for they are direct descendants of the family
which founded the tribe, and which has ruled
it for more than 400 vears

The Kashgais, according to  their own
legends, came originally from Chinese Turki-
stan, sweeping pcross Afrhanistan and north-
ern Persin (Iran) in the vanguard of the
leginns of Genghis Khan,

‘onsiderable wwidence supports this belief.
They still speak the Turki language, with a
tizlect strikingly similar 1o that of Kashgar,
in Turkisten, A numbér of their idioms come
from that region. For instance, their use of
the word “Tadjik™ to describe a perwm they
don't liké maoyv indicate o long period of
proximity to, and disagreement with, the
Tadjik people near Kashgar,

“In the time of Genghis Khan," said Malek,
“we were not yvel a separate iribe, After our
ancestors settled in Azerhaijan, on Persia’s
northwest frontier, we came together 53 a unit.
Then, around 1600, we made our way south,
setiling where we are mow, The tribe has
grown until there are about 100,000 of us, oc-
cupving nearly half of the Province of Fars,
or Parsa. which gave old Persin = name.”™

Tribe a Band of Brothers

“The important thing to remember,” Nasser
Rhan added, “is that we are all members of
one¢ big family, All Kashgais are brothers.
For four centuries we have lived, hunted, and
fought on that basis. It is our strength,”

While lepally subject to the Iranian Gow-
ernment, the khans are the actual ralers within
tribal bounds, Serving under Nasser Khan
are EFalantars, or subkhans, each with several

Blizzard Vietim Helped by All

Kashgai charity is direct and practical, We
witnessed an example shortly after our arrival
in Shir Ali's home,

A neighbor, Kalish by name, had moved his
flock of more than 100 chesp high nto the
mountaing, A freak blizzard canght the fock
n few nights before our arrival, and every
sheep wns frozen to death,  Kalish, his wife,
nnd] four children were Teft destitute,

Gorgali, the kadkhoda of the group, called
i council of the heads of the 100-odd families
under his control. The meeting was held at
dusk around g campfire In front of Gorgali’s
tenl,  We were invited to nttend.

Shir Ali walked to the meeting leading a
fut owe by a goat-huir rope.  To our astonish-
ment, every man had brooght o ram or ewe.
A few carried a lamb under each arm.

Gorgnli called the meeting to order and
made a speech remarkahle for its brevity,

“T see yvou all know why we have met,” he
said. ““Our brother Kalish has suffered mis-
fortune, We shall make it up to him. Put
vour gifts in the sheepfold.  Tomorrow Kalish
shall lead them to his own pastures.”

Kalish made a brief spevch of gratitude,
andd the humor that is a vital part of the
nomad’'s life Aashed at the conclusion.

“I have been counting the sheep von have
brought,” he =said. "1 now hdve 15 more
than T lost. That was a lucky blizzard! ™

The Kashgais roared with laushter, left
their giits, and returned to their tents.

“It is our way of life,” Shir Ali explained.
UWe all share good and bad fortune. No
Kashgai household is ever destitute. 11 Kalish
hiedl perished in the blizzard, we would hive
replaced the Aock and taken turns tending it
until his own sons were old enough to tae
responsibility for the family.”

Life with Shir Ali was less elabornte thin
that with Malek Mansur, but equally exciting,
The Lion of Al was< a tvpical tribesman,
neither richer nor poorer than most of his fel-
lows. He owned 160 sheep, more than enough
to yvield milk, cheese, and a daily portlon of
meat for hiz fomily. Six horses and eight
camels provided transportation for himself,
his wife, mother, two sens, daughter, amnd all
their possessions.

A screen of woven rushes divided the fam-
ilv's goat-hair tent, about 14 by 23 feet. One
hali served as a bedroom: the other, living
and dining room {(page 821).
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Here, in sunimer grazing land, Shir Ali owns
40 acres of mountain meadow, o winter
pasture, near the Persian Gull, he owns an-
other 60 acres nnd rents two more of irrigated
fwrm land from Nasser Khan, There he
grows wheat and rice, which are stored in
carpetbags anid carried by lumbering cumels
to the summer quarters,

Shir Ali's daily life differs little from his
ancestors’ 2,000 yvears ago. He rises at down,
dresses in homespun shirt and trousers, home-
made shoes, and <hips on a cont woven from
the wool of his own flock.  After a breakinst
of coarse hread, poat cheese, and tea, he and
his sons lnke the flocks to pasture. Leaving
the boys in charge of the sheep, he spends the
cay with his friends, hunting partridge,

He owns shotgun and rifle, but the hirds
are hagged by hand. “Shotgun shells,” our
host told us, Yeost more than partridge.”

HFlunting Without Guns

Mounted on a gray Arabian, 1 rode with him
and his friends on n weaponless hunt. It be-
gan in the same wuy as the hunt with the
khans—a line of horsemen moving {orward
across an open plain,  Birds were {lushed, and
the horses broke into a run, They followed
the birds until they came to ground, then
flushed them once more.

After three flights, each shorter than the
last, the partridees’ short wings could no
longer Tift their heavy bodies. The Kashgais
dismounted and ran after the hirds. The hunt
netted four birds per man,

Om horseback T had little difficulty keep-
ing up with the hunters. On foot it was
another story. The Kashgais are swilt run-
ners, with remarkable endurance. Before the
first bird waz captured, | was pasping for
hreath and watched n amazement as the
tribesmen man uphill and down, seizing the
fluttering game.

Im the heat of the day we rested on carpets
spreadd under trees, ute a lunch of bread and
cheese, and plaved the ancient Mersian game
af ks, The pame, similar to Western poker,
is plaverd with a brightly colored deck of
wooden cards. There dre five depominations,
the ahs, shah (or king), gqueen, warrior,
and dancing girl,. The Kashgais love 1o
gamble, and stakes often run high,  More Tuck
than skill s involved, bot bluffing is impaor-
tant: Shir Ali won three partridges from his
less fortunate iriends,

“Hunting is more than a sport with us"
Shir Ali pointed out when we were back in
camp, A good hunter has a good larder. In
the winter we have gazelle and antelope, in
the summer moaflon, ibex, and partridge.
They are good to eat, and they save money.”

Ali's sheep were penned by dusk.  While
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We Dwelt in
the women prepared the evening meal, he
gave his soms their daily lessons, Our host

was one of the few Eashgais who could read
and write, and be wis proud of his accomplish-
mentl. Each night, by the light of nsheep-iat
lamp, he spent o hali-hour teaching the hovs
the difficult Arabic strokes. During the day,
while tending the sheep, they practiced.

Supper was the big meal of the day. Shir
Ali's muther and wife cooked and served, but
neither ate with the men. Rice was the main-
stay of the diet, prepared in so many ways
that it never became tiresome, Roast or
brotled lamb was wsually incloded, with fre-
tuent  supplements  of  partridge, ibex, or
mouflon, The flesh of the mouflon we foud
particularly flavorful. Darker than mutton,
it tastes very much like heef.

After supper Shir Al plaited goat-hair
ropes; repaired the family shoes, and tanned
sneep and ibex skins.  His sons were con-
stantly at his side, studyving hiz every move.
He was thorough in his instruction, und gentle,
too, & trait we found common in, the Kashegal
treatment of their children.

Jean, sharing the women's life, soon found
that a Kashgal wife i€ never idle. In the
morning, goats aod ewes had o0 be milked,
butter and cheese made by primitive methods,

“Every morning pots and are carried
down to the stream and scrubbed with sand,
then boiled for several minutes," Jean told
me.  “Milk s covered while it cools, and
even the dirt floor of the cook tent = swept
several times A day with hunches of twigs™

The only vessel not washed daily was the
battered stone pot holding the culture from
which voghurt was made. Every Kashgai
bride takes a bowl of voghurt to her new
hushamd’s tent, and the strains are presecyved
lor generations. A little is saved [rom edch
batch to turn the next bowl of milk.

Kushgai cheese Is of the simplest variety.
The women leave goat’s milk 1o sour In an
open bowl, pack the curd in o homespun cloth,
and twist the bag to force out all moisture,
They tie a string around the bundle to hold it
tegether, and leave it in a ronning stream
while water wishes through the curd, Dried
again, it is compressed into small cakes and
eaten with bread.

Wenlth Counted in Sheep, Carpets

Kashgni families count their wealith in car-
pets ds well as sheep,

“The women are always busy with carpots,”
Jean observed. “1f they aren't sweeping; wash-
ing, or mending a rneg, they're making one."

Looms are set up outside the tents: and
when household chores are finished the busy
housewife takes her turm at rue making and
the weaving of woolen cloth. A spindle and

hall of wool are constant companions of a
Kashyai woman. Even as she walks or rides
ber honds are busy spinning (page 814},
Rug making is like an old-fashioned quilt-
ing bee. Half & dozen women work together,
laughing, talking, and exchanging neighbor-
hood gossip (pages 836 and %2171, While
they waork, their friends gather mountain
herbs und berries and brew the natural colors
for dyeing the wool, A woman waorks on one
loom for 4 while and then moves to the carpet
of n ifriend, fnally returnitng (o her own.
There doesn’t seem to be any particular divi-
siom of labor, but work on every loom pro-
gresses steadily, and everyone seems satisfied.

Flealth Good Despite Lock of Doctors

By Western stnndiards the tribesmen's dief
15 seriously deficient in green vemetables and
fresh fruit. Perhaps the heavy consumption
of milk products makes up for the deficiency,
Whatever the ciause, there is little sickness
among the Kashgais. Their active ouldoor
existence produces sturdy bodies and strong
resistance to disease. It is fortunate, for
there is not o siogle doctor in the tribal Tands,

“Our greatest meeds,” Nasser Khan told
us, “are emergency. medical ¢are and better
eclucation for our children, My eldest son is
in the United States studving medicine. When
he tales his place as head of the tribe, he will
be able to take betier care of his people.”

The khans are well educated. Members of
the wenalthier familics study in Irandan and
Turkish universities and even, like Malek and
Nasser hhan's son, farther afield.

Diuring the reign of Riza Shah, father of
lran’s present ruler, Malek was exiled from
his homeland for eight vears. He spent the
time to good advantaze, He was graduated
from the agricultural college of the University
of Rewding in England; then he took a degree

in law ot Chxford University.  Further studv

in Germany and Switzerland rounded out his
schoollng, Now he is u=zing his agricultural
knowledge o improve the living conditions
of the tribe (page 532}

“We have imparted thorooghlived mms for
our flocks,” he said, “and have developed 4
sheep which produces more wool and meat
than our native flocks, vel is hardy enough 1o
stand our nomadic existence. To produce o
hetter balanced diel, we have also tried o
import new virieties of grains and vegetables”

Irrigation of the arid snil of the tribe's
warm, winter pastures, south of Shirnz, has
brought miracles of fertility,

“In Switzerland,”" Mulek Mansur told us,
“1 found o midget watermelon. [t welghed
onily a couple of pounds. Tt woulid be nice,
I thought, to have some (o carry in the pocket
of my jecket on hunting trips. [ planted
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climate that drives him to migrate, but eco-
nomic necessity,  His land i too poor to
support life on a year-round basis,

The davz of preparation were hectic.
Everyone worked from dawn until long after
dark. Flocks were carefully checked and the
weakest <heep butchered for meat. Horses
were shod, camels examined for sore backs.

Women mended grain sacks, dizmantled
looms and carefully packed them in sturdy
bundles. Gravbeards went {rom tent to tent,
making sure every family was ready. On the
la=t night a sreat feast was held, with sheep
roasted over open coals. The Kashgais danced
and sang around the campfires until midnight,

A hare-skin drum and a surmay furnished
thr: mush".. a weird, pulsing tune tho seemed

on forever, The surnay player was
ﬁnﬂ’ﬁ:ulﬁr]} provud of his ability and brought
long trumpet-2haped instrument close to
vur ears & owe could better appreciate his
tulents. Habib trapslated the songs for us.
Maost of them dealt with Kashgai feats of
arms, victories in battle agninst heavy odids.
l"ht men did all the dancing. The steps
were simple, with much whirling. Late in
the evening several performers armed them-
<¢lves with stout sticks and staged mock duels,
swinging their weapons in time with the music,

Camp Disappears as if by Mugie

The surnay playver had a dramatic rele in
the breaking of camp next morning.  After
breakinst, in the first ravs of dawn, the camp
Inoked exactly ps we had first seen it. Hun-
dreds of tents dotted the valley; sheep hud-
idled topether in their pens.  Beside Gorgali's
big tent stood the musician, atop a low hill
commanding the valley. Slowly he raised the
bir. bazookalike instrument and blew a long,
piercing hlast {page 806). At the signal,
Gorgali's servants pulled the stakes and his
tenl collapsed,  Tmmediately every Tamily in
the tribe struck its own shelter, and the camp
dizappeared as if by magic,

Rugs were tied into bundles; conking equip-
ment wenl into big sacks.  Camels grunted
angry protests apainst the big bags of grain
lashed 1o their backs, Donkevs braved bit-
terly as they received their loads,

Tents big and small were folded into peat
bundles for the pack horses, An hour later a
mile-long procession wound down the hill, men
on horseback leading the pack animals, women
perched high on top of qw.t}mg camels, their
voluminous 2kirts covering the htl'[gmg Em.ks
(page 807), Children tode on
vining men and boys drove the Ao L:- ::IF '-JIL'*I']I-
bestde the trall (opposite page).

After an hour we halted to adiust loads,
tighten ropes, anl make emergency repairs,

“The bArst dov iz alwavs slow,” Gorgali told

Kashgat Tents
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us. “Later, we will average 10 or 12 miles
a fday. We travel three days, then rest one
or more, to let the flocks recuperate.”

We covered eight miles that day.  An hour
or so before dusk we stopped beside a siream,
Flocks were cormlled: camels kneeled to be
relieved of their loads. Men and women
worked topether on the tents, and in 6n hour
a new camp hugd sprung up.  Carpets were
spread on the ground, fires lit, and the good
amell of roasting meat filled the air.

Home Is Where Tents Are Pitched

“The best thing about being a nomad,™ said
Gorgali after a pood meal, “is that you're
alwavs at home,” He patted the heavy carpet
on which he lay. "We have a saving; “Where
my carpet is, there is my home.” " He smiled.
“In the next two months well fravel 280
miles and be home every night!"” (pages 818
andd B21).

As we moved slowly southward, wother
groups joined in the migration. Within n
week a majority of the tribe was on the
move: one sparkling moming we sal our
horses atop a hill and saw the valley below
us filled with men and animals. There was
no confusion, no crowding as this great tide
of men ond beasts swept on o warmer
pastures (pages 316 and 817,

The march was well organized, but not
easy, Animals died or were injured and had
o be Jeft by the wavside. Men and beasis
became footsare and Hmped beside the trail
There wis a3 night when, in 3 narrow pass in
the 5 Mountains, we went 1o sleep be-
neath a sky ipark'lmg with stars and awakened
after midnight in a howling hlizzard., Men
antd women worked side by side in the bitter
cold, calming their frichtened flocks, fighting
1 Iu':p thetn in makeshift [Hen1E

It was dangerous to remain in the pass,
for, if the blizzard eontinued, the snow 1‘r'|r|;..hl
drift and block the wav., We hroke camp in
the darkness, packing the stifi wet tents with
freezing fingers, and plodded miserably over
the rocky trail in the early down,

Crossing a rocky, slitlike wvallev a' horse
and rider tumbled 60 feer down an abrupt
cliti. lis rider arose. The horse struggled,
a broken leg sticking ol at a crazv angle.
We turmed our hesids as we rode by, while the
discemsolate rider sat on the animal's head 1o
calm his struggles while he whetted the knife
which would still them forever,

Dav after day the migration went on, as [t
had through history. It was time for us to
go. We were nearing Shiraz, where we could
board a plane for Tehrun.  Reluctantly we
told Nasser Khan that we must lrw:'.

“You must stay one more dav,” he said,

Rice with
riisins, pistachio nuls, and chicken oibles
filled the secomd. Rice with cherries, lumb,
and muts was plled in the third dish; saffron
crusted the rice that flled the fourth. The
nith platter was heaped with rice mixed with
lamly and breasts of partridges.

Roast lamb, partridge, ihex, and mouflon
were piled high on other plates,  Cakes macde
of crished dates and  spices were served ns
dessert. After dinoer | made a biriel speech
in the limited Turki | had picked up, think-
ing the Kasheais for their hespitality. It

wis a sad olcastim, for we had come to feel
at hoome with the tribe.

Mulek went to a eorner of the tent and re-
turned with o beautiful Knsheal cirped, woven
in muted shades of rose and blue and old
pold, . He spread it at our feet,

“This is a Carpet of the Khans,” he told us,
“The design 1= a family pattern, and it s
never pridduced for sale, My wife worked on
this carpet.  In the history of our tribe we
have given away only two others like it. This
is for you and Jean, but it is not a poing-
awny presentl,.  Indtead it is g gift of welcome,
You have become one of us. This is to wel-
coime vou into the tribe.”

Nasser Khan stood beside ws:  From his
head he ook the heavy felt Kashgai cap.
Selemnly he put it on myv head,

“Now vou are a Kagheai " he said, “When
nexl vodl come o our tends L will not be a
visit, but a homecoming. Our tents are vour
homes,  And where you spread vour Kashgai
carpel, there will be vour Kashgni home

Is a Serious Step

No, the United States is not training female
paratrocpers.  Airman Pat Trwin, a0 Wave, is
ane of about ten women trained by the United
States Navv each vesr, along with more than
300 men, in the Parachute Rigger Schonl at
the U, 5 Naval Air Station, Lakehurst, New
Jersev,

One Mistake Could Be the Last

Parachute riggers are the highly trained
speciglists who fold, pack, air, inspect, repair,
and otherwlse take care of the Navv's more
than 30,000 parachutes now on “active duty,”
Amy one of these parpchutes may e called
Into use at any hour. When it is, it will mean
the difference hetween life aml death. Riggers
can't make mistakes,

I' had wvisited Lakehurst enrlier to watch
Pat Irwin as she studied the science of para-
chutes: how they are made, how they work,
how to use them. Now, as grodustion ap-
proached, T was here to watch ber jump wear-
Ing a chute she hersell had packed. This is
the Nuavys way of ensuring that s Para-
chute Rigger Avrmien  undetstand the im-
partance of their work,

No one would urge Pat lrwin to jump, or
push her from the plane if she lost her nerve,
Reeping her nerve would depend on her con-
filence in the chute she was now folding, At
her side worked amother Wave, Sheils Rourke,
her  classmate and friend, who would also
fomp tomorrow,  Together they folded the
nylon capopy and ts 28 suspension lines into
a bundle 24 by 12 by § inches; Then they
fitted it into a container and  fastened the
whole unit with three stiff metal pins. From
these pins an all-important wire led to the rip-
cord hamdle,

The last thing to go into the pack was the
pilot chute, equipped with a elf-contained
spring  (page 839), Tomorrow, when Pat
pulled the rip cord, the pilot chute would pop
out mto the air, open immediately, and begin
its work of pulling out the main canopy,

The whole fulding job touk Pat and Sheila
bt 45 minutes,  Some of their instructors,
with years of experience, can do it in 5.

Fat, a native of Tulsa, Oklahoma, came to
Lakehurse after completing an aviation course
at  Jacksonville, Florida, Sheila, originally
from Cosmopolis, Washington, had also been
trained at Jacksonville. Like all the other
ri;.u.:‘ﬁrr-,, beth had volunteersd for parachute
WOre.

Every Avrman Must Wear a Chute

The Parachute Rigger School at Lakehurst
was sét tp in 1924, after the Navy had issued
a repulation requiving all its airmen to wear
parachufes at all times while flving, The first
vlass, 11 students, studied only the packing
ani| care of parochutes. By the time Pat and
sheiln arrived last year, however, the course
had been expanded to include consideralily
more than that.

In their 15 weeks of training the girls
studied such things as the uses of oxygen in
bigh-nltitude fving: life rafts and survival
erquipment (which are often dropped by para-
chute); sewing amd repairing of parachutes,
Asa preliminnry to the final jump, they also
took i 20-hour course in wmbling (page 8381,

They lenrned that in basic principle the
parachute had changed little since it was de-
signed by the painter aml scientist Leonirdn
da Vinci about four and a half centuries agw,
la Vinct's parachute remained only a curi-
asity for nearly 300 vears., [is first sucoeds-
ful emergency wse was by a Polish balloonist
in 1808, but not until World War | was its
real value recopnized.

Early parachutists jumped with their para-
chutes bundled in their arms, or, in some cases,
[u]t:[r.r-d in conlainers fastened to the plane o
wlloon. In 1919 the present type of free
fall, pack-contained chute was develnped, and
technical improvements have continued stemd-
iy since then.

Until recent veurs parnchutes were made of
silk and were susceptible to rol, mildew, and
destructive stain.  Today every thread, stitch,
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and scrap of material, except hardware, =
made of ovlon, which resists almost every-
thing except heat,

Even greater changes in parnchute opera-
tion are taking place as porésult of the develop-
mend of high-speed, high-altitnde j¢t planes.®

Flving &t moderate speeds and at altitudes
where there i= enough oxygen to breathe, a
normal person can safely jump from a plane,
pull his rip cord, amd Aot down,

But what about a jet pilot flyving, sav, 500
miles an hour?  His ejection seat will explode
him from the plane, but the parschute can’t
be opened ot once, T i were, it might tear
apart; even if it dido’t, the sudden shock of
opening could serfously infure the pilot.  And
il a pilot opens his chute much higher than
about 25,000 feet altitude, he muy freeee to
death or die of lack of oxveen belore he can
reach the carth.

Navy and Air Force reséarch teams have
already salved wome of these problems, Statd-
ard equipment in high-aliiade fAving, for
instance, are parachutes in which the rip cord
is actuated by nodevice that gpens the canopy
automaotically at 13000 feet.

Under mormal  conditions, the studonis
learmed, the t encmy of parachutes amd
of the men who use them is moisture. A
damp parachute won't open quickly.
