Islunds of Peace in a Sea of War

To bring NaTioxar GeEocrarine readers an
up-to-tdate picture of this Asian trauble spot,
dafil photogrmpher | Bavior Roberizs and |
flew half around the world and spent two
months triveling by plane, jeep, boat, and
horseback abouat this fabulous land.

Secing embattled Indochina, we found, i
like watching a baseball game through a knot-
hole—vision = limited. The French amd their
native ullies holed chiefly the main eities amd
IOIWILS,

Since 1948 the French bave abandoned
colomialism  and  helped create new  pations
from this territory in Southenst Asin.  Today
“Indochina” is only a convenient geographical
expression.  In 13 place stand the voung Asso-
cinted States of Viet Nom (formerly Tonkin,
Annam, and Cochin-China), Cambodia, and
Lars, recognized by 33 nations of the free
warld,  Working toward complete independ-
enie, they assume increasing powers.

The Societv’s new Map of the Far East,

published as o supplement to this issue, shows
in dletail the territory covered in this article
and clearly delinentes in color the borders of
the three new States.

In Viet Nam, where most of the fighting
has taken place, the similarity in the names
of opposing forces is sometimes confusing.
Viet Nam, revival of a historic name, means
“People of the South.™

Viet Minh, the name of the umnmmst
forces, means “Association of the People.”
At the end of World War T1, before it came
under Communist control, Viet Minh was
working for o free and better Indochina,

Az | write, the only large-scale fighting rages
in the dee-rich Tonkin delta i the porth
Some provinces with stromg local foroes, es-
pecially in the far south, sre islands of peace.
Some are twilight zones, quiet by day, harassed
by night. Others are frankly labeled “Viet
Minh Territory.”

Except in the larrer cities, which haye
ditibled o tripled their popolation in recent
vears, there is no absolute security anvwhere.

The war is a weird half-war of sahotage, hit-

um'l—run erierrilla tactics, ambush, and sudden
death in lonely places.

Travel in Indoching & largely by air: most
rond snd river traffic moves in convoy, Seldom
ditl wa travel even a few miles omside cities
withinnl an armed escort.

Old men dozed over fish lines, Bare chil-
dren romped decks or splashed in the water;
toddlers, tethered for safety, watched  envi-
ouslv,  Young women laundered clothes or
bathed. Chickens strutted or sat on nests;
flowers grew  in  divt-filled packing  cases,
Hawkers in small skifis passed, calling in
melodivus tones or sounding gongs.

Chinése immigrants founded Cho Lon in the
|81l century; since 1932 it has been fused
with Saigon into one city, withoul, however,
losing its identity, Hig morket for the vast
rice erups of South Viet Nam and Cambodia,
it plan trafhes i hides arid skins, dried fish,
pepper. btea, sugar, and vegetable oils. Tt
makes cigarettes, soap, mdustrial aleohol, and
matches, and polishes rice in 20-0c0d mills,

Planning to see as much of Indochinn as pos-
sible, we chatted with M, Edouard Axelrad
of the French Information Service.

“1t's a big area vou're covering,” he pointed
oul. “lndoching is mare than a third larger
thap France and three times the size of Great
Hratain., At American opce told me that,
plced o vour enst coast, it would streich
Erum Maine 1o {-em‘gmq

“Rugeed mountains and thick jungle cover
90 percent of Indochiba,” he went on. " Three.
quarters of its 28,000,000 people are squeezed
inte plaing hordering the seq.

“Viet Nam, vou know, is like two baskets of
rice hung on a shoulder pole. The baskets
are the fertile puaddv-covered delias of the

Redd amd Mekong Rivers. The pole is the An-
namite chain of molmiams connecting them.

“The Red River Delta, where most of the
fighting goes on, averages 1400 people per
squire mile: ity one of the world’s most
thickly populated places. The Mekong Delia
is #lso heavily populated and intensely cul-
tivated. Largely becnuse of these hoskets,
Indoching isa big rice exporter, and Viet Nam
has nearly <ix times ps many people as Cam-
boddia and Luos combingd.”

Our first trip oul of Saigon wns o three-
day tour by avtomobile throush the flat, for-
tile Cochin-China rice basket. Leaving at
dawn, we waited at the city limits with a long
line of trucks and huses for the nighttime
harricade to be lifted. Peddlers did o lond-
affice husiness selling rousted ears of com, cane
juice, Chinese soup, patent medicines, and
MOTNINE NEWS[Hpers.

Past miles of paddies and hundreds of guard
towers we drove to the provincial capital of
Ben Tre. Evervwhere black-garbed {armers
cut, threshed, and stored a bountiful harvest
Big grav water bufialoes wallowed in shallow
ponels, and men poled fat skifis Alled with
golden grain on roadside canals,  Ocoasionally
lurge banana and coconut palm plantations
broke the seemingly endless rice-field pattern.

Progress Comes o Bén Tre

The governor of Bén Tre is dynamic young
Col. Jean Léon LeRoy, who heads i provinciil
army called Mobile Units for the Defense of
Christianity.  His province, completely cleared
of Viet Minh, % 65 percent Christian,

Under LeRov, nmazmg strides hive Leen
maile in Bén Tre. In recent vears schools hive
guadrupled, students tripled.  Hospitals and
clinics have jumped from threg to 94,  Miles
ol ropds 4||_1|| ncres onder cultivation show big
ineredses. Absentee landowners’ share of crops
has been limited to 20 percent.  Populrtion
has more than tripled gince 1930,

The colonel was awav, but his Darector of
Mubdic Health aod a voung Bedutenont, veteran
of many battles with the Viet Minh, toolt us
in hund. Touring the town, we saw 3 larpe
shipment of American Aid medicines that had
just arriverd.

Luncheon was served in o pavilion in the
middle of a quiet lake, to music played hiv a
string orchestra.  Then in dusty cavalcude we
all, inclucling the orchestra, drove to Binh D,
u fishing village near the sea on a wide breeze-
swept mouth of the Mekong,

There we met town offinls. mingled with
shoppers in the market {exntic sen creatures
u specialty ), and vigited o rustic factory mnk-
ing muoc mam, the strong lsh-essenoe sauce
that appears an everyv Viel-Namese table,

Passing o big coge near the mairket, we

Dvinner  turned  out o be a three-hoor
1 l-course banguel in the town comimon house,
a templelike building complete with Buddhist
altur and incenseé, Next mornmg we ate o seqs-
food breakfast in a overside hunssilow while
the ever-present orchestra ploved Viet-Naomese
sorngs and the fishing fleet put out to sea,

Returning to Bén Tre, we left our friends
and drove to Can Tho, seat of power af the Hoa
Han (pronounced “Wah-how™), This group,
numbering almost o million, has jts own re-
ligion, army, flag. and armoment factories,
Like Colone] LeRoy's followers, the Hoa Hao
keeps the provinee cleared of Viet Minh,

American Ald hns constructed more than
400 palm-thatched dwellings around Can Tho
for war refugess, We drove to one small setile-
ment built on the site of a once-thriving town
completely destroved in 1947,

Apparenily the refugees were prospering.
Mounds of vellow rice awniting shipment
flanked the villuge's sinple street and Hlled the
fronl moms of most cotllaves.,

Returning to daigon, we journeyed on o lager
day to fabulpus Tay Ninh, Holy City of Can-
datsm, the Universal Religion. Sun-boked
amd dusty, it lies exposed on a flat plain near
the foot of brooding Black Goddess Mounlain,

At the stroke of 12, white-robed men and
women fled in and seated thempselves on the
polished foor of the nave between rows of
dragon pillars, Musicians jn the balcony
plaved Chiental 'music, and a choir of schonl-
girls sang; Before the ormate aliar high priests
in scaslet, gold, and terquoise robes struck
gongs, byrned incende, and lighted papers con-
tnining prayers.

Watched by countless “Eves of God,” the
Caodui symbol, the dignitaries sat throughout
the long service without p flicker of expression,
occasionally bowing and chanting in unjson.

Later we had an aondlence with white-robad
Pham Cone Tac, spiritual leader of Candaism,
Cwver cupe of perfurmed tea e told us of its
temporal aims.

“We are trving,” he said, “to build a civiliza-
tion in the jungle, o make a refuge in thee
tradbled times,  1t's very difficult.  Like vour
own Laord, we live and work among the poot.”™

Guns Guard Rich Source of Rubber

To see a typical Indochina rubber estate
operating in wartime, we flew o pliteau
country north of Saigon., Parklike groves of
dark-green trees appeared beneath our wings
lung before we landerd on the company airfield
tn Ouan Lo (page 3000,

“All this wns jungle n generntion nga,” -
rector Jean Simon told us,  “After World War
I we brought in the first rubber treis from
Ceyvlon and Sumatra; pow Quan Lo has a mil-
lion and 4 half, Two other near-by estates
double the figure.”

“Much trouble with Viet Minh?” T asked.

“Fairly quiet lately,” he nnswered, "They
now consider robber estates nationnl prop-
eriv, @0 they don't dettrov the trees any
mare,  But they lerromze the workers: we
have fewer than half as many as before the
war. Even so, we put out 70 percent a8 much
rubber—15,000 tons Jast vear,"

Here barbed wire pnid split-bamboo fences
surrimintded yillages und tmportant builidings
Al dark countless gates were Jocked,  road
barmers put up, senities posted, and search-
lishts switched on.  Heavily armed squacds
with radic-equipped jeeps patrolled  dround
the clock.

Invited to dinner by fellow officials, guests
came with autemalic weapons and stacked
them in the hall, Most of them brought the
children, too, and put them to sleep upetairs,
Leaving, mumy o father carried sn infant on
one arm and a carbine on the other,

A River That Reverses Teself

Before leaving Phoom Penh, we 100k a two-
day cruise up the Tonlé Sap River in Madilon,
a cabin cruiser. Madelon was old and slow,
bui on her mast she wore p gay corsage,
With ue wemt an escort of elzht soldiers,
armied 10 their gold teeth.

No ordinary river 1s The Tonle Sap. During
the dry season, November to Muay, it flows
ints the Mekong, but the rest of the yer,
when heavy rains swell the lorger river to
fHood, the Tonle Sap reverses sl and Hows
into the Great Lake it normally drains?

Then the lake expands to four times its
usunl size, and fish by the millions spawn
and grow large in the submerged forest Iaml.
During the main fishing season, October (o
January, lake and river are alive with fish.
They yvield 10 times as large n catch per
watery square mile as the fishing grounds
of the North Atlantic and the North Sea
(page-201),

Hour after hour Madelon chugged upstream
throngh backwoods Cambodia, occasionnlly
threading her way through bamboo floats of
fish traps.

Mile after mile the jungle held sway,
Strange bircds, disturbed by Modelon’s engine,
touk off in soundless I'ilght Here and thery
ruile hute aecentuated the loneliness. 1o =such
places men in shallow dugout akiffs fished
with linvs, nets, or basket traps. Twice we
passed Aeets of junks with threadbare sails,
gliding silently downstream,

After dark we arrived at Kompong Chhngng
andl tied up to g battered Chinese miver
gepmer.  Watched by o pallery of piratical
faves, wie crawled through her and climibied
an embankment,

Just as we were wondering where to find
lodging, a jeep drove up and came o &
sereeching halt.  Out climbed a well-armied
Frenchman, the sherif on patrol.  Amaeed
that wie had made the trip safely, he offered
as lodging and took us th & restiurant.

Thronged with French doldiecs and towns-
men, the smoke-filled © Bungalow” was an
Indoching version of 4 scene from an American

western. Noncoms and civilians i oppy cam-
paign hits wore pistols and belts of grenades
nnd carried carbines. Conversition centered
on the latest “ircident™: discussions waxed
hot on the merits of various firearms.

Kompong Chhnnng by dayvhght tumed ol
to be a dusty frontier own of [5,000. Be-
sides fishing, it makes fine clay conking {m’ﬁ
which are shipped all over Indoching,  They
give the town its name, which means ~“Where
the Pot= Embark.”

With the sheriff and 5 one-man army niames
Georges we wenl farther upstream.  Soon
we reached a bank-to-bank wall of bambioo,
a weir for eatching fish, Atop the hig central
gate was g stall pagodse, with paper stoeamers
and Incense sticks, 1o uln-:mc' waler spirits

Men drive fish on the river as cowmen
drive cattle. They dmg welghted nels up-
stream toward the weir while boys In dugouts
bang sticks together and slap the water with
padidles. Slowly the fish are :'uru.'tl to the wall,
thrivugh the gate, and into floating corrals.

Flving next er from Phnom Penh to Siem
RE:IFI Eltt' of the falulous roins of Angkor,
we saw muny such weirs, shaped like broad
arrowheinds or crescent moons,

In Siem Reap we strolled the banks of a
palm-shaded river where water wheels, irri-
gating garlens, creaked lazils and Tamilies
bathed in pools. School children, carryving
Cambodian flags; awaited the finish of a bi-
eyvTle race,

Capital af a "r’unhlwli_ Enipire

With visitors from four continents dressed
it sorts shirts nned shorts, we toired the
vast ruins of Angkor, hiking miles of jungle
paths, exploring labvrinthine passages, dand
viewing fantastic murals  Angkore, buried in
jungle Tor nearly 500 vears and uncovered by
French scholars, was the resplendent capital
of the mighty Khmer Empire, which coverel
pch of Southeast Asia from the 9th 1o the
15th centuriee (page 295).°

By moonlight fnd the eorie, flickering light
ol rash HH.'J:hEi, wit watched the ancient dances
of Cambodin, in perhaps their onginal setting,
before the colossal temple of Anglor Wat.

Returning briefly to Saigon, where Viet-
Namese were mlrl-rmum., their couniry’s thied
biethdav, we few to air-conditioned Dalat

Nomad Sails- Along Maine's Rocky, T

I'ree-clad Coast, Home of Yankee

Lobstermen, Salty Fishermen, and Blue-water Sailors

AT eminent lomdlubber, Dr. Satmuel
Johnson, once growled that “No man

will be a sailor who (can) get himself
into a jail; for being in a ship Is being in a
jail, with the chance of being drowned. . . .
A man in a jail has more room, hetter food,
and commonly better mmp-:l.'mr

To me, howeyer, a cruise Down East from
Boston on my 40-foot ketch Nomad, with five
genial companions for p crew, seemed more
like getting omf of jail than into it. Freed
from the constrictions of life ashore, we could
look forward to o relaxed and reasonably care-
free voyage through some of the pleasantest
wilers ever charted—the 3478 miles of
Maine's deeply indented tide 'Emu from Kit-
tery b Qunddy (map, page 332).

Nor had we anvthing (o worry about on
the score of food. Nomaed's crew included
Col. William H, Speidel, on leave from the
Army, and Robert G. Allen, cotton merchant,
both veterans of many nmviu-m. cruises i
Nomud and skilled hands with o skillot. They
|mrl-_‘.[.u.~d a rivalry in the galley which ensured

a seagaing cuisite second to none,

As for shipmates, It would have been hard
for Dir. Tobmson himseli o bave found livelier
and more engaging company than Luis Mar-
den, of the Nationol Geographic siaff, who
came glong 1o record the cruise with his cam-
v, and Chiarles Renn and Frank Rellogs,
GI students ot Massachuseiis Institute of
Technology, who proved that s codgrse in en-

We set sail. then, from Boston with a lei-
syrely wind and the best of spirits {(page 335).

Canal Makes Island of Cape Ann

In Gloucester we tied up alongside Capd.

The canal, joining the wiaters of Massachu-
setts and Ipswich Bave, makes most of Cape
Ann gn islend (page 3361, As we threaded
its well-marked chanvel into the river, we

passed beneath a new highway bridge under
construction. Gaunt steel arms renched oul
friom opposite banks, Running on the anxil-
lnry engine, we passed under o gap high
above Nomad's mainmast.

Leaving the canal, we crossed Ipawich Bay,
where sportsmen hook giant tuna; a 927-
pound blvefin caught here in 1940 held the
world's record for 10 vears. Though we saw
many boats with lines out, none, apparently,
had found fish,

Visibility was =0 fine we at first mistook
Mount Agamentices, inland m Maine, for one
of the 1sles of Shoals, Hut soon we picked up
the thl on White Jsland, and went in o
anchor in Gosport Harbor, There the sen
gulls were 5o an-l.- they perched at mealtime

on Nomad's mirzen I:Hmm and in the dinghy,
pﬂlimﬂy wiiting for scraps.

We weren't at all sure whether we had
anchored in Maine or in New Hampshire
waler, for the State line, confirmed in 1740,
passes right through the harbor.

The wirkl
ought to be prood to know him,"” *

We were deluved in meeting Elroy. Tl
aon and another vouth, home from school,
had gone tuna fshing in an outhoard-motored
skifl, Darkness, accompinied by sheets of
wind-driven rain, was coming on, so Flroy
went out in hiz own boat w look for them,
He found that another lobster boat had picked
up the pair, their skiff, and their catch, a 200-
pound tuna—mnot unusoally large, a5 tuna go,
but more than enough when fastened to an
opern skifi.

Elroy told us he would chop up the skiff
to prevent his son from toking such chances,
but we knew he wouldn't do it. He was too
proud.

While he vamed, Mrs. Johnson cooked
Inbsters for ue in the restaurant she oper-
wtes on the whari, The lobsters embarrassed
us a Httle, for we hud purchased them at ses
from n fsherman we met hauling his traps
while sailing over o Bailey (page 342). We
didd not fancy cooking them aboard Nemad,
tightly battened down againgt the rain, and
now we wished we had waited for some of
FElrov's catch. But oeither she nor Elroy
saw anvthing amiss-—still another example of
Down Fast hospitality,

Sen Gull Finds Friend Despite Fog

Elrov told many stories, but the one we
liked best concerned his pet sea gull, The
eull visits kim dailv when he s oul hauling
his traps,  Elroy recognizes him by a rufiled
feather topknot. A few davs carlier, in the
densest fog, the pull abghted on his boat.

“1 hadnt any bait -scraps left for ‘him,"”
Elrov said, “but 1 figured that, if the old fel-
low could find me in that pea soup, 1 couldn’t

Birthplace of a Famous Sloop

When we left Boothbay to continue our sail
Down East, Nomad'y crew approached Friend-
ship in the spirit of pilgrims visiting Mecca,
We found, however, no monument 1o the genins
who made the name of the ddy little hshing
village at the head of Muscongus Hay known
throughout the vachting world, No boat of
Wilbur Morse's design lay in the harbor.  The
craft surviving him are widely scattered.

Motze wag about 21 and without technical
training when he built his first Friendship sloop
ta go lobstering in, Despite steady improve
ment, he was nit content with her nor with
several he Inupched in pnoual succession,
When finally he built one that satisfied him,
hiz sloops were in such demand by fishermoen
that he stopped fishing to build about 00
of the sturdiest craft of their size and type
ever launched.

(itving numerous islands a respectful berth,
we sailed 10 Tenants Harbor, a place typical of
cotntless small but excellent havens along
Maine's const. Old granite quarry derricis
stand as stark reminders of the guiet villnge's
former industry. Fishing now is its chiel oc-
cupatien, and Fugo Lehtenin, the “Flying
Finn,” plays an important part in that.

Air Force veteran Lehtenin was making @
comfortable living spotting =choole of nsh
from hiz Piper Cub and furnishing the infor-
mation to fishermen for @ share in their catch,
In atddition, he now operates two seining crews,

We dalled for Comden in o bright dawn and
witched an impressive sight as the rising sun
gilded the peaks of a distant mountain mnge,
We were hundly five miles out, however, witen

a sofid bank of fog rolled in and cut off our
view af the distant mountains.

When fnally we picked up o seh-
worn, unmarked navigation booy, we couddn't
bedieve it wis the one we sought, sven though
our reckoned tme binid run out.

The good old lead line, oldest and in some
ways the most dependable aid o navigation,
ynve us the answer we winted: by the depih
wee knew that the buoy could only be the tne
outside Camden.  In we went, straight up
the harbor by conpuss.

A hail from the wharl startled us before we
could e the structure.  Newad's top hamper
already was visible ashore, and soon  our
greeter was taking our dock lines

When the dungeon fog liftéd n the morn-
ing, we moved up into the inner harbor and
anchored close to where the Mezunticoak
River tumbles nodsilyv into the cove alter turn-
ing the wheels of busy woolen mills,

Cumden Hills Echo to Hﬂ‘ﬁ:ﬂh‘ Musie

Above us. the green hills of Comden fur-
nished an almost theatrical backidrop for the
town, They inspired some of the earliest
versea of o Camden schoolgirl, Edpa St Vin-
cent Millay, and it wos not hard for us to
e why,

Champlain chirted the region around Cam-
den and near-by Rickland a< " Bedabedee,”
and Capt. John Smith Jescribed the town site
az “adjoining to the high mountaing of Penob.

Every suminer
harpists from many countries come to play
andd stigly with Carles Salzedo,  world-re-
nowned harpist (page 355},

(e of the most popular am] prosperous
summer places on the coast, Cameen is nlso
the venter of a new and curious industrey, the
“wrowing” of crystals used in hearing airls.
The crvstal-growing room in Tibbetts Indus-
tries, Tnc., cushivned against shock, is literally
a rogm suspended within a room.

Here seed crvstnls of Rochelle salt and other
substances mature in o “mother ligoor,” the
molecules arranging tiemselves in debnite pat-
tern andd semmetry.  Growing almost s o
plant grows, the faceted, razor-edged crystals
resich six inches in length and [our inches in
breadth, and weigh two to three poutids,
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Such crvétals have the property of plexo-
lectricityv: that is; thev transform pressure
into electric impulses.  Tiny alices, the thick-
negs of four human hiirs, go into the ministure
hearing-nid microphones.  Tibhetts supphies o
major portion of the world market,

While we lav at anchor, o visitor sowed out
to us.  He introduced himself as Carl Lane, of
Rockport, and from him we learned much of
the rugged, satisiving way of life in Maine,
Lane explningd he hod tired of New Yorks
frengled pace and come to Maine o write,

Bol moagazine fction and books, including
severn] volumes on nautical subjects, had not
satizfied a desire (o work with hi= hawls; so
Lane opened a boat-huilding yard. Now he
anil his son build four standardized types of
vachts, one suil and the other thrée power,
Even though he does not advertise, he is
hardly able 1o keep up with the orders.

Lane's experience, we found, waz not unieue,
We beard of the vperator of a small wood.
working shop who didd well enough supplying
milking stouls to the quasi-antinue trade.  But
singe he renamed them “television stools,”
trders have poured in faster than he can Gl
them,

An enterprising ex-Navy man ships Majne's
chuice sea-food praducts direct to the homes of
many satisfied customers. Re-lced every 4
hours en poute, they pre guarantesd to armve
“alive and kKicking.™

Cuniden is the home port, too, of a delight ful
vacation  enferprise — Windjammer Cruises.

Yankee Ingenuity Put Flole in Doughnut

Rockport, apart {rom its other attractions,
can cloim to be the birthplace of o unigue
benefactor of mankind: Capt. Hanson Crock-
ett Gregory, the man who invented the hole
m the doughnut,

A broneze plague on Gregory's old bome re-
corids the deed, Accordimg to one version of
the story, as a boy of 16 more than a century
ago, Gregory wiptched his mother cook “fried
cakes,”" =ome of which bad soggy, indigestible
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centers.  Gregory sugpested she cut o hole in
them. Mrs. Gregory tried it—and the world
knows the result,

Captain Gregory was decorated by Queen
Isabella for saving the lives of some ship-
wrecked Spanish sailors.  There is no record
of how many lives he has saved hy punching
holeés:in fried cakes.

At Rockpert, 100, is the Round Table Labo-
ratory of Experimental Electrobiology, where
an understanding of the human nervous svstem
and of extrmsensory perception s sought,

Carl Lane rejoined us ot Rockport and rend-
ily accepted an invitation to sail with us next
morning for the galaxy of islands out in Penoh-
scot Bay, of which Vinalbaven is the center.
We were glad to have him aboarcd, for visibility
was poor, and he was as familinr with the nir-
row island poassages as a professionsl pilot.

Sounding the foghom in tattered patches
of vapor, we groped our way lo besutiful
“Treazure Island.™ not to be found on the
charts under that name. The cordial hos-
pitality shown us by the owners of this un-
spoiled  retrest included a prodigions  mend
featuring dozens of fresh lobsters, boiled in
a huge iron caldron over logs blasing in a
cavernous hreplace (poge 365),

We ate at a plate-glace table whiogse sup-
purting base wis a hupe ship’s wheel, the
spokes neatly separating the guests,

Later we roamed the island and admired the
snug guesthouse converted from a capsized
island steamer (opposite page).

Hurrieane Island Has Granite Ghosts

Our hostz and some of their voung friends
guided ws to near-hy Hurricane Taland, Once
the site of & bustling communiiy, when grinite
quarrying was a thriving industey, the isknd
i5 now inhabited only by wild and &n
occasional stray moose that swims over from
neighboring islands,

Hurricane's buildings had such substantin
stome foundations that it was easy to teace the
streets of the vanished town, Within one
granite enclosure that had been the bank's
supporting walls stood a rusty safe. When
we heard hyvmn singing and went to ook, we
toand the “choir,” our host's daughters and
their eompanions, perchid en the foundation
af the villuge church,

Evervwhere were reminders of the fsland’s
past, when residents engoged in the Herculean
task of harvesting granite. From many neigh-
boring islands; also, granite was quarried for
public buildings and churches throughout the
Nation, Granite pillars from one near-by
land stand in the Sancluary of the Cathe-
dral of 51, John the Divine in Néw York City,

(in Hurricane, woodland vines wreathid] old
haisting machinery, and weeds invaded grates

waler,

of rusting steam boilers, Unfinished granite
columns, cornives, copings, and headstones lay
scattered in the encronching brush and woaods.

Raspberry bushes, their froit plump and
sweel, grew wild over much of the =land, Unp-
attended apple trees, abundant with yet unripe
fruit, had escaped insects and other lilights
common to the mainland,

Clipper Faster than Some Modern Ships

Returning to the mamland, we called al
Rockland, widely known for its lobsters (page
360) and Hme, and also for the clipper ship
Red Tacket, which in 1854 made n historic
crossing from New York to Liverpoot,

Although dogped by almost constant rain,
hail, and snow, the Red Jocketr (named for a
famous TIndion chief) logzed better than 17
knots an her best day, enough to run away
from many modern sieam and motor ships.
There is little likelihood that her dock-to-dock
lime of 135 davs, | hour, and 25 munutes ever
will be broken under sail,

More efficient methods have displaced the
picturesque era of Rockland's lime industry,
when oxen houled the raw limestone, and the
most nondescript feet of sailing cralt ever as-
sembled brought wood o fesd the kilns alone
the harbor shore.

Some of the old hulls were as leuky ae has-
kets; only their buovant wood cirgoes ket
them afloat, Sometimes the windjammers ar-
rivedd with the mun at the wheel knee-deep in
Hecause he could not sec over o mog-
strous deck load, a man perched on the tim-
ber piles would shout coorse directions.

Far more perilows was the task of carrying
away the imished product.  For that purpose,
vessels tight as a bottle: were requived. I
water reached o cargo of guicklime, o violent
reaction would produce high temperatures and,
nlmost cerininly, a fire which could not be
fought with water.

Usually the vessel was doomed., The only
hope was to smother the fire by senling every
crack and seam. Charred timbers still found
along the coast show such efforts were not too
often successiul, Even if a limer survived a
fire, she usually wis extensively damaged by
swelling of the guick-tempered cargo, which
buckled decks and started fastenings. Steel
barges now are used, with {ar less risk.

In bright moonlight we sailed to Monhegan
Islund, roughly ten miles off the mainlend.
Although the wind was moderale, the sen was
not, anid we were glad, as the ship's clook
Lirigkly  sounced vight bells at midnight 1o
drop the hook where Captl.

Aiter more than 30 miles over the open sea,
we reached ope of the places Admiral Morison
recommenderd—the litile town of Machias. on
the Machias River, This woe one of the last
of the Maine streams u=ed for Jane-lumber™
drives, a far more spectaculur operation than
floating short lengths of pulpwoasd, With its
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rough and roaring water, the Machias still
demonstrates why the Indians called it “Bad
Litthe Falls.”

Navy records relate that son after the
Battle of Lexington, in April, 1775, Machias
raised a liberty pole, symhol of freedom. The
communtler of the British sloop of war Muor-
paretty ordered it cul down, under threat
of destroying the town.: But, says the Navy:

Revolution's First Nuvial Battle

“A lumber sloop left Machias and lasily
drifted towand the sed asif about 1o pass pepr
the warship. The sloop, apparently hadly
handled, fouled the warship, and instantly
wores of Yankees boarded the foreign eraft
nrmed with pitchforks, axes, nnd muskets. A
battle followed, in which the Americans were
victarious after losing six men and killing ten
of the enemy, including Lieutenant Moore [the
commantler |,

“This wis the first naval engagement of the
Revolution. The lumber sloop was in com-
mantl of Jereminh OBrien, and four |possibly
five] of his brothers were in the crew. Joseph
{O'Brien, the yvoungest brother, was only 16
vears old, and his request to form one of the
party was refused. He smuggied himseli
aboard the craft and during the fight proved
to be very much a man. Licutenant Moore's
sword was given o Joseph (VBrien, the baby
of the crew.”

Since then, Tour Naovy vessels hove sucoes-
sively borne the name of this early American
naval hern,  We sailed, we believe, right over
the spot where the battle was fought.

We anchored Nemad off a big sardine fac-
tory at Machiasport—the town of Machiss s
seviern] miles (arther up the shollowing siream
__aned began to get acquainted with one of
Vaine's most important industries, More than
forty sych factories give seasonal employment
at good wages to thousands of Mane women.
Men also are employed, but fewer of them,
for 11 takes the nimble fingers of women 10
arrange the small fish in their tin contuiners.

Employvment in a sardine factory is much
like membeiship in & volunteer fire depart-
ment. When a cargo of fish arrives, it must
be packed without delny, and emplovess are
symmaoned at any hour of the day or pight.

The same urzency drives the skippers of
wardine curriers, the vissels emploved to bring
fish from iraps to factories. No ice but only
galt is wyed, and the fish will not keep niore
than six or seven hours.  Ohce loaded, a <ar-
dine carrier must push through, regardless of
the weather.

A typical cartier, the Chester L. Pike, wos
tiedd up at the factory wharf—fortunately (or
us, While we were inspecting the 6ld Burmham
Tuavern where the dying Licutenant Moore was

Collecting the scales is a surprisingly simple

vss, The fish are tronsferred to seale

s, where, ns they flop about in water, the
scales are dislodged and sink through gratings
1 the bottom of the small ecraft. Then the
fish are hoisted from the scale boats into the
carriers, the gratings removed, and the scales
dipped oul.,

Secret Chemical processes remove the white
coloring matter, guaning, from the tiny scales,
and refine it into crvsials,  Suspenced in lac-
quers, the silver pear] essence is used to coal
glasy beads i the making of artificial pearls.

Beyond Domain of the Summer Visitor

From Muachias we were bound for the (-
nadian horder and West Quoddy Head, east-
ernmost point of the United States. 1t soon be-
came apparent thit we had sailed beyond the
domtain of the summer visitor, the summer
hotel, and the glittering powerboats,  We saw
only une pleasure craft aloog the way.

A tall lighthouse, which we had difficulty
picking up despite its Christmis-candy  red
and white stripes, mirked West Quodidy’s
headlond (page 366). Patches of fog limited
visilility all the way; there was little danger
of running aground. however, for, ns the chirl
showed, the mainland shore fell off as steeply
as the side of a house,

The fog lifted conveniently soon piter we
felt our wav with the lead line inside West
Ouoddy Head, We timed our arrival o the
rising tifie, 0 necessary precaution since the
tides through Lubec Narfrows un at four to
eight knots, depending on the senson.  Con-
trary currents; too, cun be baffling, The £, §.
Coast Pilol countels against attempting to =il
against the tide.

Our run up o Enstport, along the watery
international boundary which Tollows the mid-
il of the channel, was pleasant and comiort-
able. We passed the little town of Lubee close

Far from smooth, the river lesps and roqars
through a jungle world' peopled’ by appealing
but primitive forest Indians to whom even
such a simple and familinr mechanism as the
wheel is a novelty,

Working in Bogota for an oil firm and plan-
ning once again a1 wilderness vacation, 1
studied maps of the isolated reaches in south-
enstern Colombia. The Vaupés [(Unupés)
was my choice for exploration becase it fiows
into HBrazil through vast jungles 1 had oever
penetrated,

Ui each of eight previous jaunis into moun-
taing and jungles of Central and South Amer-
fea, I had managed to see and experience some-
thing new and different, T had discoversd an
Inca fortress, Anpother time [ lived among
Jivaro headhunters in Ecuader. Once, de-
serted by my Indian companions, T had to sit
for a week, alone in the jungle, awaiting
resce.

“Alone,” but in Good Company

Except for a crew of I[ndmns, 1 go alone;
primitive peoples are 4 hobby of mine,  This
time 1 would select my Indion puide in Mitid,
capital of the extensive UCommissary of the
Vaupés (map, page 372),

One who s wise in jungle wavs realizes long
before reaching white water that an Indian is
particular about the trade godds he sccepts as
reimbursement for his help.  The time is past
when the traveler could provide simply par-
ing: knives, comhbs, pocket mirrors, perfume;
and =alt. What these Indinns really crave
i =mall white, blue, or gold beads,

These were not to it had when T was pre-
paring for my journey. Luckily T was aware
that hshhooks were starce along the Vaupes,
and 1 took as many as possible.

A rubber collector posted me on the quality
of cotton skirt material to buy for Indian
womet. A three-vard length is considered
sufficient payment to g woman hearer for one
dav’s hard toil on the trail.

T also purchased yards of dish toweling with

blue stripes. Somewhere along the Vaopes

today, an Indizn woman is unwittingly walk-
ing around in-a dish towel,
As an afterthought, ! houghl five tov air-
lanes with wheels and propellers that turned,
[l‘}mf have never failed to mimgzue Indians in
every jungle 1 have visited where the theory
of the wheel 15 unknown.
Becayse of a scarcity of flashlight batteries,
I selected am altermative which  contained
frightening magic for Indians—a miner's car-
bide head lamp with a spare supply of fuel.

Laght Reading for Jungle Nights

Twentv-live-pound sacks of rice, red heans,
amd saltl went with me as air cargo. Ay two
duffel bags and borrowed field box containesd
only mﬁﬁmmls—a Boy Scout mess kit, pots

Birdeall Ricochets Like Bullet

We walked in shade in the green aguariom
light of the jungle. T heard a bird with a
shnll mote like the report of o gun, Its sharp
nccent seemied 1o micochet like a ltumdum
bullet aeainst tree bark.

In the afternvon we reached n bad wind-
fall where tall ceiba trees had blown down.

Flies Take Joyv Ot of Bathing

We conked guick lunches on the beaches,
usually toking time out [or a cool dip first,
There were no cartbes, man-eafing fsh, in
these waters, but small fies called prjeses
atiacked parts of any swimmer showing above
witer, Their bites drew blood.

Before our first dip, Fructuoso, translat-
ing for the Cubeos, said, *Sehorita, tht"l.: wan!
vou o promise not to look at them.” The
Agreement was mutual, and each party re-
tited 1o its own private beach,

We became a tightly knit group, each per-
forming his special duties, The responsibility
of Teeding four hungry Indiang fell full upon
me. My 45-pound bundle of farinha dwindled
rapicly. Four times a day each Indian ate a
gourdiul, dipping it imto the river for just
enough water to saften the cereal, then sieving
it through the teeth for sticks and leaves. Al
night 1t was boiled into a glotinous mass.

1 found myself preaching an old slogan o
Fructuoso, “truth In advertising.” When |
opened tinned food, he would ook skeptically
at the label and say, “Who knows, sefiorita,
if that is what it contains?” 1 would reassure
him forcefully,

One day 1 =elected a can {featuring three
delicate pink pork tongues.  “How do you
kwowe they are lemgnas de puerco?™ ho asked.
I grew fearful mysell, but the opened can

The members of the crew made themselves
al home tomcst of the settlements, But in the
upper reaches of the headwaters, where the
river was n narrow stream of black swamp
water, we entered a nmudoca with no signoof
life.

Painted Faces Mean a Famine

Fructuosn called out to anvoné who might
be hiding in the bushes. Presently, terrified
women emetzed slowly from a manicoe patch,
They presented n weird appearance.

Beuly rmmtmu can b a4 measite Lo ward
off evil spirits; T wanted very much to lesrn
what was the purpose here,

At once, we found there waz no food. The
rest of the inhabitants had set off for the
surubd River—"alar . , ., )" Fructuoso ex-
Hained with an outstretched arm. holding
the tone of the Spanish word like 3 soprano
prolonging o high note, perfectly conveving
the tmudless reaches of jungle,

We immediately went hunting amnd fishing,
but the jungle vielded only wild doves and
the river some iguanas, These T stewed with
red beans, but they cooked too slowly to delay
the decision: Sanuel asserted he would pot
portage to  the Sarubi  without  sofficient
farinha.

S-foot Bliwgun for a Paring Knife

Although the maloca lacked food, it con-
tnined finds for me in blowguns and feather
costumes. This was my frst chance to dip
into a sacred box of feathers,

Bluck thorns of the spiny palm pinned to-
gether palm-leal packnges ol macaw, green
parrot, and tnomoy feathers. Carefully
sortedd by color, they wefe wiiting to be
made into new adornmenis,

The ald painted Indian in charge obviusly
was tempted by my trade goods wnd by the
absence of the younger males. A paring knife
produced an B-foot-long  blowgun, amd he
tossed 1o n guiver of duris tipped with fresh
CLUEATE TSN,

Far mirrors, comhbs, and bright-red ribbon,
I secured n finely woven headdress of para-
keet feathers with 4 train of =oft, while
breast feathers of the river heron: also bwo
whitle egret skins crudely tanned into a breast
<hield for a witch doctor,

I fixed a red bow in the greasy hair of one
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of the women. While T did so0, the woman
with the omange magk touched my hair. 1
wetenided not to notice while several more
Lruu.'hm] lenthery palms over my hessd, 1In
Cubeo they tolid me that my hair was like silk.

What struck me most about these people
was their utterly lost ook, They might have
been abandoned to die—the sickly, the mid-
dle=aged, and the old—since the surrounding
jungle wits hunted bare and the river vielded
no fish. There was no doubit in iy mind that
in their plight they had applied paint as a
meane of invoking friendly spirits.

My hammock, st this encampment, was
slung between two trees at the edge of the
cave-dark forest, To keep off the dew, which
fell like rain, T had thrown ponchos over
the mosguitc-netiing canopy,

Snug as the proverbial bug, T lit my carbide
lamp and pulled out a mystery novel.  The
intermittent noises of my Indians moving and
talking around their camplire died away, and
the jungle underworld came alive. The walls
of netting waved like silken spider webs n
the hresze,

1 could not
be sure the sounds were of human origin until
I heard the thin notes of flutes. A drum com-
menced a double beat, and the whole rhythm
rase to hysterical pitch, As the waves of sound
faded, 1 felt my heart pumping with excite-
ment; then the primitive melody wouold en-
vilop me again.

Ower the breakinst fire 1 nsked Fructuoso
if he had heard the drums.

Here began the jungle trail 1 had planned
to follow to the Surubi (map, pege 372), but
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my Indians adamantly refused to go on. The
trail. was grown over, the jungle dark and
forbidding, amd oo Indians lived there, they
said: [ had to vield.

S0 next morning we set out Lo relrace our
gteps downriver and, after we had traveled
some distance, it was my turn to laugh, We
arrived at 2 maloca where music still was
plaving. A jungle dance was: being beid,

Flowing Bowl at a Jungle Jambaree

When ithe brilliant orange fruit of the
pupunhi, or peach 114!1!'“», ripens, i festival is
declared (peige 3811, Three davs before the
dance, the fruit is masticated by nld women,
who pit it expertly into u dugout canoe
hauled out in the middle of the maloca. The
mash is covered with palm leaves to ferment,

The captain proffered me a gourdiul, |
ﬂmn!-r. somme s surprisingly, it tasted like noth-
ing warse than a puweriul fruit cider, Samuel
finished it off in one draught.

Women sat on one side of the maloca, and
the men, shiny with swest and fresh paint,
sat on logs. 1 weni through the ordeal of
passing cipnrettes and shaking wet hands.
These people were not frightened ;  intoxica-
tian [revel them from  seli-consciousmess.

The archestria wis swelled by four bovs with
reed flutes, three others who stood up plaving
heavy oboes or flageolets made of hard palm,
and two with resilient wrists who beat hollow
drums, setting the pace for the dancers,

":’rmrq; warriors in sets of four shufiled back
nmd forth in the sand, linked arm i arm,
The beat alwavs descended on the left foot;
arcund the Teft ankles the braves had tied
hemp anklets of nutshells or jaguar fangs.
The women just tamed along, hanging on
to the dancers' left arms, being pald no heed,

The captain sat by my side. Fis capacity
was mugnificent. For every gourd passed
arcunid he drank a full one first.

Sanuel sat at the captain's feet and politely
keld up his end of a cotversation as drugging
as the music. After each statement, Sanuel
agreed with a loud “ub-huh™ and repeated
the captain’s words, parrotlike.

Eves became bloodshor, the dances more
sugpestive, and the bottom of the canoe punch
bowl was being scraped when 1 left for my
hammock, which that night was hung a goodl
thistance from the clearing.

Vaupes River Shows [ts Teeth

On our wiy next day we approached the
moath of the Querari where il enters the
Vaupés at the Brazilian border. Here the
river took on a differest face. We threaded
narrow rocky chapnels, pushing amd pulling

On the trall to the Aian there were no
women (o be Lbribed with skict lengtha, Only
Fructuose could speak to the Haniva Indians
we mel,  Indepwenidence was wnitlen in their
leatures.  They were craftsmen taking beauti-
fully woven baskets for trade with the Vaupés
River Indians,

This jungle wis loxuriont with birds, mon-
kevs, and wild game. We stopped under a
tree full of red howling rru::ni-:ﬂrs nnd debinted
shooting sowme. Since they would panic, we
decided on bigger game, When a yvoung tapir
crashed through the brush, Sanuel and 1 took
offl in pursmit. 1t was like knocking over a
ponderous Humpty Dumpty.

Tapirs, which may weigh up to 500 pounds,
must be shot through the head, 1 only
wounded they are impossible to follow, for
they run bfmlih through the growth, We
feasted oo tapir that night on the banks of
the Adnrg,

Fried Ants ax Hors d'Ueiivres

The palm-thatch chelter rustled with snakes
hunting rats.  Then into the lght of our fire
marched ants prime {or roasting. being three-
quarters of an inch long.

The Cubeos swept the ants into their palms
and would have toasted them in the ashes of
our campfire. But 1 pulled out my frying
pan and greased it with tapir fat.  As the men
toszed in handfuls of sz, | stirred and salted
them. We apportioned L!wm a< hors d'oeuvres;
they tasted like delicious roasted

Fructueso left in a4 one-man boat to find
a lamge dugout. 1 gave Sanuel my gun, and
he happily faded into the forest, This, |
decided, was an auspicious moment 10 give the
Loy airplanes to the boys, Manuel and Manda
were captivated by wheels that moved and by
the slow turning of the propellers,

Through all the rapids that followed, Manddi
kept hiz toy pline in the canoe beside him.

When Sanuel returned with a2 curassow, he
spoke sharply to me i Cubea. He wanted an
dbrplane [oo!

That afternoon Sanuel turned surgean,
With a needle he extracted from the boys'
los the sges of swollen eggs left from bites
midé by the foot Hea, or jigger Hea. The
femule buries hersell under the toenails; layving
eggs which become extremely painful when
they mature., The principal dun[.l:er 15 infec-
tion after extraction,

The Alan proved o be a wild red-hrown
river which ran icy cold (poges 3735, 378-370).
Tapirs came down n twos to drink and gorge
on lily roots. At night we heard jaguars roar,

Fructuoso had been able to obtain only two
simall shell-like dugoutz. I 1 merely breathed
harel, the shallow cruft seemed to rock, Ter-

rifed, 1 hung on with both hands: At this
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the Unbeos shrieked with laughter, They kept
asking me guestions 1o lorce me o Lirm my
head, but 1 kept eves amd pose dicvected
straighl ahend 43 we shot downsiream,

The Bonivas sre meat eaters. At their
villages we were offered roasted deer shanks
amd wild duck. Ammunition was highly valued
it trade. For the promise of some, the
owner of # lwrge dugout not only lent i
o us, but gaides] us through the worst rapids.

Before long we came to the brink of rapids
s0 viodent that even the Cubeos decided 1o
portage. They went nhead along the trail.

That was when | met “Tarzan.” No other
nickname could be =o appropriate, He came
gut of the growth and stood with his hands
on his hips facing me. Not a muscle moved.
Hiz Dutch bob stopped at his evebsows: his
lips were parted to show chiseled teeth.

Shiwly he came toward me and did not stop
until hi= straight nose wie an [nch from mine,

After my first fright, T realized that Tarzan
was only curinus; probably be had never
before seen g white woman or blue eves. 1
stepped aside and walked slowly  away, al-
though 1 wanted to run. Behind me | heard
the soft padding of bare feet. Had 1 stopped
suddenly, Tarzan would have bruised his chin
against the back of my head.

We came abruptly 16 a clearing, and [ was
surprised to see p group of malocas instead
of the usual Large one. Tt wits a natural stop-
ping place for the night. But we found o
much of interest that we staved a week,

Tarzan joined his wife, who was surroundied
by five small children, His eves never left
my face. | wanted 1o return his stire, since
his unrestrained fierceness fascinated me,

Some Indians of Pygmy Stature

The Banivas clustered around us.  Some
were of pypmy stature, with stunted though
muscular bodies:  The women wore bark-cloth
ciirts shredded out of tree bark. The men
were  weavers, costume makers, and  wood
CArVers.

The captain of the settlement capped his
hospitality by presenting me with a twirling
ztick, which he whirled in his left hand and
struck with the flat of hix right palm. The
revolving stick vibrated with a high singing
noise; 18 =vund, and the aothority it con-
veved, carried throughout the near-by jungle.

The capiain expiained that his little boyv
was destined 1o be a witch doctor,  He broughi
the lad forth covered with maroosn dve, As
protection from evil spirits with which he
would later be familiar, the boy wore rattle
leglets of hollow nuts, and armadille claws
and jnguar teeth around wrists amnd ankles
(N special power was his twine nécklace with
a single white highly polished quartz pendant.
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The witch doctor currently in office wis re-
ceiving visitors in n separate  maloea. |
entered hesitantly. He lay in a solitary. ham-
meck in a large emply room, | thought he
wias asleop until T noticed his eves, mere slits,
They followed my every movement,

Doing Business with a Wirch Doctor

A bark shield covered with mystic symbols
hung on the wall. There were dark-red rattle
gourids adornéd with parakeet feathers, and
pecklnces of jagunr fungs and armadillo claws,

Testing the medicine man’s susceptibility
to & trade, 1 pointed with o shiny bread knife
at o tooth necklace, His eves glinted and he
aruse from his harmmock. His hody was small
anid chriveled, his head proportionately enor-
mous, From his breecheloth hung closters of
cloth sicks that 1 knew contained powiders,
herlbs, animal hoir, and other charms.

The witch doctor selected two finely carved
rerd pourds tipped with macaw feathers, and
we took them out into the bright sunlight,
He digd not speak. but traced the gourd carv-
ings with a finger tip. When 1 ok pectures
of him, he stared uncomprebendingly {page
377). He nccepted the bread knife with
alacrity, however, That night a tooth neck-
lace and a red gourd appeared mysteriousiy on
my hammeck.

The next iy 1 [ollowed a well-worn trail
away from the clearing. 1 wanted to get
away from the Banivas, who were constantly
watching mie,

1 came upon a small hut and put my head
in the doarway, A voung _:;-.'mdnhmhing Tnddizan
was lving in n hammock in a room bare of
rmh_m]: utensils or any evidence of being lived
in. He took in the appearance of his I.IH.I!T'}"
stringe visitor, but did not move,

Standing there, | suddenly realized that this
might possibly be the couvade, or male child-
bed. I retired hurriedly.

This discovery, authenticated by Fructuoso,
was an important one. Under questiomng,
Sanue]l conceded that 2 newborn child wes
threatened by many evil spirits upaon its entry
into the world.  Both mother gnd father had
to conduct themselves with care,

Father Fusts after Childbirth

Although the mother returned to her work
immediately after childbirth, the father retired
ta un isolated hammeock to lie still for several
davs and Tast, After that, he might eat a little
casabe, but would not be able 1o partake of
birds or fish for 2 month. Both parenis; in
fact, would be on a strict diet for as long as
siy months,

Far from being an act of laziness, this pro-
cedure (ndionted the [ather's sense of re-
sponstbility townrd the infant. The relation-
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ship is considered <o intinmate that the child
i= pffected by anyvihing that happens to the
father before its new =wl has become ac-
customed to the earth workd, If the {ather
gorged on tapir, for instance. the child might
die of indigestion!

That night, while we prepared our meal,
a windstorm raged through the growth, Above
the noise of lashing trees, Fructuoso informeil
me calmlyv that come veiars ago the Banivas
had been cannibalistic,

At my request, he turned o the captain
and in Banivn asked which part of the bu-
man body he considered the most tasiy,
Without hesitution, the captaimn replicd, “The
palm of the hand.™

As an ultimate gesture nf hospitality, the
captain invited us to attend a festival o week
later. Fructuso translated hesitantly,

“Senoritn, he savs that the father of his
wife ie buried where we are now sitting, In
a ‘week hiz spirit will be reborn.  They will
cook his remains 1o prepare the liguid of which
his family will partake.”

I later authenticated what the capiain tod
us. This gruesome-sounding ceremony has
been reported from other tribesx in the north-
western part of Brozil. The basis for it 13
fnith in reincarnation and the belief that the
virtues of the forefathers can be transmitted
to the living descendants,

That night 1 chose o sleep with my ham-
mock hung out 0 the rain and wind, Agnin
amvl again 1 awoke shivering in the depths of
junzles commonly thought hot and dank,

Jungle Indians Dazed by City Sights

The riny season, to our dismay, set in with
viclent storms, Each doy now the boiling
waters of the Vaupes would nse; making up-
river travel a onnstant battle. We could not
afford to delay our return to Mith. My desire
to reach the Isana (Tgana) River would have
ty wiit for another trip.

My valiant trovel mates elected (o stay with
me the long way back to Mita. TFor them it
wits it chance to visit 4 great metropolis, There
they saw thetr first cows!

Fructuogo showed oor tried amd  trusted
crew the sights.

Secking the Secret of the Giants

A Flying Archeologist Attacks the Mystery of Strange Figures, Visible

Our immediate objective was this: to find,
and photograph, in the parched, trackless
desert near Blvthe, California, crode figures
of men and animals reported by pirplane pilots
(page 389), Later 1 hoped to solve the mys-
tery of these immense and looely figures—
th arrive at n scientiic conclugion i< to who
made them, when, and why.

Taking off from March Air Force Base, just
east of Los Angeles, we flew through San
Gorgonio  Pass, skimmed north of  Palm
Springs. skirted the date groves of Indio, and
rumbled over penks that had claimed more
than one unlucky airliner,

Dusty and ancmymous, the deserl spread
aul before us. On its barren face we could
discern a few trails, faint roads, and the
whorls and curlicues scribbled by the steel
treads of General Patton’s North African tank
corps, which took its pre-inviision training
here. To the south extended o thin blue streak
that was the Salton Sea, 241 feet below sed
level.

Crossing the town of Blythe, we picked up
the Colorado River ang the green irrigated
fields fanming back from it As we followed
the river's course northward, the cultivoted
land gave way again to mesas, brown and tan,
and to gray, dry creck beds.

We headed back to the airbase.  Bouncing
through the air carrents of Cajon Pass, we held
tight to our seats, then relaxed os the plane
dropped down over the green citrug groves of
san Bernardino to Muarch Field.

Now that we hud scouted our obijectives, 1
wis eager 1o see Lthem at close e and begin
the careful study to which T haid been assigned
jointly by the Natiooal Geographic Society
anel the Smithsonian Instilution,

As General of the Army George €, Muarshall

Airmen shared our interest in the problem,
Through Brig. Gen. Sory Smith, of the United
States Air Force, &rrﬂngcmrnl-: were myude [or
us to have the help of Flight B, 4th Air Rescue
Squadron, Iall[nrthfn 5 March Air Forie
Base. It was in Flight B's Catalina, in fact,
thist we had fown our first day’s reconnais-
sanie alone the Coloradm,

Help fraom a Helicopter

After an effigv-haunted night's sleep at the
airbase, we returned by Cotaling to Hl'l.fthe
Here we were soon J:r:umt'd by the A Rescue
helicopter which was to help us get a closer
lonk at the effigiés (page 398), Flving it was
Copt. John K. Pencock. an old friend of The
Society, He had piloted Dr. Matthew W.
Stirling and Dick Stewari on the National
Creographic-smithsonian archeological expedi-
tion t6 Panama in 1949.%

That might I wenl mle a tactical huddle
with Peacock, thankful that his experience
with the Panama expedition had familiarized
him with the curious requestis an archeologist
18 likely 1o make.

The plan we ugreed upon was for me to drive
up in Flight B truck and for Dick amd
Peacock in the helicopter to track down a
rumared effigy site 1o the @uth, Thev would
then join us at the giant's salprum north of
Blvthe—if we could find it,

I was not overly oplimistic, [t was one
thing 10 spot these fgures from the air, where
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their yellowed design stood  out  distingtly

arainst the dark gravel; H would be another

to identify them from a strictly horizontal
rspective,

Cur luck beld, however. TDushineg =ome 15
miles north of Blythe, we tormed off U. 5.
Highwiy 93 pndd cami upon the effigies almost
immediately.

Kilroy Was Here, Too

It was quickly apparent that others had
anticipated us. Whether or npot they knew
what they were intruding upon, motorists had
crisecrosseidl the ginnt's fgure amd its circle
with tire tracks and a beaten path (page 397 ).

The lour-legeed animal aboup 100 feet
southedst of the circle, however, proved to be
virtually unscathed. It had a long tail, we
found, and near one foreleg was a design
resembling o coiled serpent.  These. like the
human Bgure, had been sculptured by sorap-
Ing aside fureows of dark-hrown gravel, reveal-
ing. the underlving tan and gray soil of the
mesa and thereby producing the hgures in
cofitrasting color,

The efigies themselves showed no signs of
having requirdd special tools. Their creators
could easilv have constructed them by plash-
ing gravel to ope side with their feet anmd
then shaping the windrows with their hoamds,
The engraved circle which encompassed the
body, on the other hand, seemed to have been
made by moceasined feet pounding the brown
varnished-looking gravel into the ground.

11 the scraped-oul, rideged effigies were hard
for o pedestrian to see, the beaten-down seg-
ments were almost invisible until one was on
topr of them.  Even then, it was not easy to
make out the tothl design,

Une ol the first and most obvious guestions
that occurred to us was: Could the makers of
these sculptures have hoped to view them
from some near-by eminepce? To settle the
point, | asked Captain Peacock, when he
arrived, to fly his helicopter to the top of the
nedrest ridges on the south,

He did so and reported back that, even
though he Enew where the ¢ffigics were located,
he could see no trice of them. 1 went up
mysell and confirmmed hic observations. At
hitliop height the boures melted into the nni-
form patinated gravels of the mesa

The measurements we took of the effigies
revealed that we had not been far off in the
guesses we had made from the Catalina, The
human figure which we dubbed “Site No, |
Blythe™ stretches 94 feet from head to toe:
his arm spread we found (o be 67 Teet 8 inches

feet 9 inches long, and its ouiflung arms
measure 158 fe#t 1inch (pages 389, 398).

Several features distinguish this latter hipure.
It has exaggerated elbows and knees, rather
well-defined  fingers. and  toes, an abdomen
slightly distended on the right side, an elon-
gated neck, and quartzite stones (o represent
eyed, nose, mouth, amd breasts,

Perhaps the fizure's most striking adorn-
ment consists of six strands of hair on one side
of it= head and seven on the other, These
extend 39 feet 6 inches to the right, and 43
feet 11 inches to the left.

The other types of figure proved to be on
the same huge scale. The quadruped at Site
No. 3 turned out to be 53 feet long and 43 fex
10 inches fnll (pages 389, 38985, OUne of the
larger formations of circles and other insignin
s 206 feel long.

A New Set of Glants Found

Having duly noted these anidd other dafn
about the Blythe figures; we turned even maorg
eagerly to @ new find. Peacock and Stewart,
on a reconnaissance flight over the Black
Mesa sector, east of Blythe, had confirmed
the existénce of effigies hitherto unknown,

Backiracking to Blvthe, we inquired about
passible roads leading to the area. Assured
that there wid a dry-geason roud which would
bricie us fairly close to our objective, we set
out along U, 5 Highway 70, with the heli-
copter flving “cover” for s, Just across the
Colisrude River, in Arizonn, we drove south
along the Cibola Rood,

From the hovering copter, Peacock and
Stewart directed ws by radio.  Finally we
came  to & high bluff overlooking the Colo-
rado and the flat irrigated fielde on the other
bank, with the town of Ripley off to the west.

“Figures are right abead of you,” said
Stewart over the intercom,

“Mayhbe s0,” | radioed back, “but we won't
know it till we stub oor toes on 'em, ™

Presently 1 caught sight of o isint ridge.
then another furrow, and another. We had
wrrived (pages 392, 393, 403),  But fromy the
pround we-still could not tell just wihnt we
were lonking at.

There were three distinct groups:; we could
decipher that much. 1t was apparent that
some of the figures had been made by scraping
and others by treading down’ the gravel. To
et an accurate iden of all the markings. how-
ever, | had to get up in the .air,

vl b Dhaih,
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Seeking the Séeret of the Giants

Peacock obligingly  landed the helicopter,
and T climbed up in front of him. We ¢ircled
slowly over the mesa.

To my surperise | found that even from this
beighi some of the figores remained obscure.
The “desert varnish™ wits nit so ¢urk g at
Blvthe, and the conirast with the underlying
gravel was less sharp. A different geological
formation, moreover, had led to more rapid
prosion; one humon fipore, in foct, hod lost
portions of his lower limbs,

Nevertheless, at Site Mo, | Ripley, as we
christened the first group, we could onke out
a figure with arms akimbo which proved to be
3 feet long, Another giant, a little o the
north of i, measured 118 feet from the left
shoulder to the edge of the cliff. where erosion
hid lopped off its feet (page 403),

Site No. 2 held anaother human effigy of the
intpgelio, or scriaped, type similar to those at
Blvthe. About 36 feet north of itz hedd Iav
& beaten circle some 48 feet in dinmeter, As
for Site No. 3, it consisted of circles, partly
eroded, al the brim of snothér high mesa
near by,

- Horselike Figures Formr a Clue

Moare than eéver., now, T wanted to fackle
these questions: How old were these einmies,
who made them, and why?

To get the answers, however, wouold tnke
iigzing of another sort, not in the gravel of
mesgs bt in the sometimes equally dusty
deposits of archeological and  ethpological
literature, Accordingly, after a foal day’s
swrvey of the Blythe sites, Dick and 1 returned
by plane to Washington.

There T turned my altention 4 oné of the
first and most obvious clurs—the big quodro-

s at Sites No. 1 and No, 3 Blythe,

They looked like horses, certainly. Hut
what kind of horse? The late Pleistocene horse
which once roamed the American plains, only
to disappear sbout 10,000 vears ago, ar the
European horse which the Spanish brought
into the Southwest 15407

To some earlier archeologists, of course,
the question might have seemed an empty one.
What proof had we, they would have asked,
that man had srrived in America soon enough
to see o Pleistpoene horse?

Well, we ure still not certain that he ever
did. But we do know that paleontologists,
digging up some human bones around Mel-
bourne, Florida, in the 1920%s, uncovered in
the same geological stratum 250 teeth belong-
ing to Pleistocene borses.  And we do know
that these horses =0 closely resembled the
European horse that only a puleontologist
could 1ell them apart.

Thus, if the Melbourne evidence {2 uccepted,
Palec-Tndian man of abouat 10,000 vesirs ago
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could have used the Pleistocene horse as a
el

However, a different kind of evidence makes
me think the effigics were made o good deal
later. That is the fact that the shallow depres-
sions which comprise the great Blyvthe “horses”
and men—unlike the surrounding, undisturhed
surface of the mess—are coated with no
patina, or “desert varnish,"”

Patina of Great Age Is Absent

That patinn, sccording to J. D, Lavdermilk,
probably comes from the action of certain
lichens forming on the pravel. These lichens
serve ns a catalvst for deposits of iron-amd-
mangnese oxides which, during the intense
heat of the desert’s dey season, become baked
into a brown and black conting (page 402).

How long does it take for that vamnizh to
develop?  Unhappily, we cannot vet be sure.
But 1 think we can be pretty certain that 1l
forms In les< than 10,000 vears, 3o it is not
very likely that Indians of the hite Pleisto-
cene periodd, artistically inclined or not, made
these particular figures, Furthermore, if they
had, we certainly would have found far
greater damooe from efosion.

That brings us right up 1o 15340 for in the
intervening centuries there were no  horses
arourdd to serve as models for the Indian
sCllprors,

™ot the Work of Nomads

Here we can explore still a different line
of thought. The very size and scope of these
cffigies Indicate that they must have been
carved by members of a large and sedentory
society,  Their makers were not nomads, in
short, as so many of the prehistoric (or pre-
Spanish) Indian peoples of this region were.

The mysterious sculptors had o he nu-
meroes simply to sfe what they were depict-
ing: our own observations demonstrated that.
Even when five or six of us stationed ourselves
At various points along a figure’s extremities,
we could barely make out its design. Thus it
hardly seems possible that a couple of nomadic
families could have made such a figure, or
that a people would go to the immense pains
of creating these huge effigiex only o Jeave
them and wander on,

When we examine the history of the South-
west, we find that the most stable and most
important Indians living in this lower Colorado
River area in the post-1340 period were the
Yuman-speaking tribes,

It was not exactly a peaceful ern.  Hernando
de Alarcdm, one of the first Spanish explorers,
wrote of the Yumams and their contemporaries:

“.+ . when thev had np cayse to make war,
thew assembled together and some of them
said Jet us go to make war in such a place
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and then ull of them set forward with their
weapons,

The Yumans, however, seem to have sur-
vived this brawling and to have maintained
for generations their grip on the Blythe- Ripley
aeclor. Thev were the logical candidates to
tag as the creators of the effigies.

But there remained one stumbling block.
In all the historic aml linguistic literature
dealing with the Yuman tribes, their legends
and their mythology, I could find no specific
reference to the construction of these pigantic
figures,

That was b puztler.  However, [ollowing up
a. lead suggested by . Arthur Woodward
of the Los Angeles County Museum, 1 came
upn an intriguing plece of evidence. 1t was
an account set down by an ethnologist, Dr,
Frank Russell, in 1901-02, and it dealt with
a myth held by the Pima Indians of the (dia
River Indian Reservation, near Sacaton, Ari-
ZOnd,

This wak the legend: To the daughter of
Si'al Tow'-utak Sivan was born a strunge-took-
ing child, with long claws instead of fngers
and toes, and teeth that were long and sham.
People named her Ha-ak, which meant some-
thing dreadful, or ferocions,

Indisn Monster Aile Children

In only three or four years the child grew
to maturity. She ate any kind of meat,
conked or raw, When she began 1o eaf chil-
dren as well, the people became rightened
and tried to kill her., She escaped, however
and fled toon cave.

Then the people called upon the all-power-
ful “Elder Brother” for help., He went up
to the cave and destroved the monster.

To commemorate this deed, the Pima built
ashrine. Here is how Dir. Russel]l described itz

“Hii-ik Va-ak, |or] Hia-ik Lying, is a cride
outline of a human fgore sitwgted about 5
miles north of Sacaton [about 30 miles south-
enst of Phoenix, Arizona|, It was made
by scraping aside the small stones with which
the mesn is there thickly strewn to form fur-
rows about 50 cm. |20 inches] wide.

“The body furrow is 35 m. [ 105 feet| long
and has g small heap of stopes at the head,
another al s distance of 11 m. [33 feet] from
the first, and another al the junchion of body
and legs. The latter are 11 m. long and 1 m.
|3 feet] apart, The arms gurve outward from
the head and terminate in small pyvramids,”™

When T read this account, T felt cortain a
real clue had turned up. Here was a leller-
perfect description of a ginnt buman effigy
like the one we had seen and photographed
at Site No, 2 Blvthe, Surely this was the
mivtholisgical fink for which I had been search-
ing!

Il we hod solved one problem, however,
we had posed another, How had the Fima
comme v this legend and this shrine-building
tradition? The Pima belong, linguistically,
A group quite distinet from the Yuman:
cultuenlly, thev are more closely related o
the Pueblo tribes: And the archeological evi-
dence indicatés that their ancestors did oo
live along the lower Uolorado Kiver.

Yet, 1 reasomed, there must have been a
“bridge” hetween the tribes. At last | found
i,

Marwcopus Form the Bridge

In 1773 a Yuman-=peaking tribe called the
Maricopa were living wlong the Gila River,
which empties into the Colorsdo near the
town of Yuma, Arizona. Shortly a fead broke
out between the Maricopn and the Yuma over
the selectivn of chiefs.

So hitter did the eventual tribal warfare
become that the Maricopa finally  pulled o
and joined forces with their easterm weigh-
bors, the P'ima. When, in 1857, the Yuma
andl their allies mided the Maricopa in south-
ern Arizon, they were driven off by combined
Maricopa-Pima forces,

We can only guess, of course. Yet it seems
eminently reasonable to suppose that the orig-
inal legend of Ha-dk stems from the Yuma,
in whose sector we find so many of the in-
taghio <hrines; that this legend was shared
by their linguistic brethren, the Maricopa;
that the Maricops pussed it along to their
collengues-in-arns, the Pima; and that the
Pima, in turn, preserved the myth long afier
the "'runm hael forgotien all abhout L

This speculntion gains somewhial n force
when we consider the position uﬂ:upiud by
the Maricopa midway between the Yuman
and Piman mythologies. The Maricopa share
about half of the incidents which comprise
the Pima's creation tales. The other half
are more comparabile to those of the Yuma,

In short, the Maricopa are our “bridge.”

It ts not easy, and it is often rash, for an
archeologist to date things with any precision.
Nevertheless, as [ looked up from the books
and reports 1 had assembled at my desk in
the Smithsoninn and let my mind's eve rove
for n moment across those strange effigics
staring up. at the southwestern sky, [ felt
impelled at least to register my modest guess.

Here we go, then, | think the giant effigies
wee found nt Blythe and at Rlpiﬂ wure miade
by Yuman-speaking Indians; that they served
in =ome fashion s chrines to the memory of
Hi-ik and her destrover, Elder Brother; and
that they were fashiomed sometime between
1 540 and the middle of the 19th century,

The emperor is high-jump champion of

Another species, the rockhopper, shares
the dignified mien of the emperor and Ring
much of the time; but is sheer comedy when
in & hurry, Then he earns his nickname by
moving in u series of jerky bounds. like a
kangaroo, or an old man with his ankles tied

Ome curious habit common o many kinds
af penguins = that of swallowing pebbles.
Od-time sealers and whalers believed  that
penguins used pebhles for ballast, They re-
ported that jackass penguins ejected pebbles
from theit stomachs on emerging from water,
and ingested a pew load just before plung-
ing in again,

Copt. Jumes Cook, on his renowned world
cruise, captured a king penguin whose stom-
ach contnined a veritable genlogical museum
—32 pebbles ranging in size from a pea to a
hazelnut.

Chne of the authors of this article, ormitholo-
gist Malcolm Davis of the National Zoologi-
val Park at Washington, D, C,, dissected many
pengiiing on o recent expedition and fowd
stones sitmilar o those lining the bottom of
the Bav of Whales.

Thiz strange pebble-sating habit belped, in
a very practical way, in the discovery of Ant-
arctic land, In January, 1840, the U. §,
Exploving  FExpedition, commanded by Lt
Charles Wilkes, USN, captored an emperor
penguin at =ea.  Its stomach containgd a nume-
ber of stones, which the scientists interpreted
as evidence that land lay near by, This
shortly was cubstamtinted when the party
sighted Antarctic shores.*

Penguins feed on crustaces known as keill,

and on cuttlefish, and other sea food. The
emperor i5a figh enter and will consume frout
in captivity. Davis has seen the sea colored
redd for acres with the crustacea on which
penguine feed. These crustacea follow the
Peruy (Homboldt) Current, and several pen-
jeuin specivs show common sense in doing like-
wise. The courses of the penguins’ remark-
ahle migrations are governed hy their food
supplies. v
Penguing appear incapabile of recognizing
their tvpical food outside its native e L
Most newly captured penguins would starve
unleéss force-fed. The empernt recently on
exhibition: at the Washington zoo would not
pick up a trout from the ground or a rock,
but had to have the fish placed in ber mouth:

Careful studies of life in penguin ¢olonies
have led some ormithologists (o conchrde that
the birds enjov a relatively high level of
sorinl organization. Eiving among them for
many ‘monthe, one obzerver found that the
daily lives of these birds resemble the day-te-
day histories of the pwo-legged mummals they
seem Lo mock in appearanpce. Weddings,
fights. divorces, frolics on the seashore—the
gamut of humuan activities which moke possip
and hepdlines in any small-iown newspaper—
these he found duplicated among the penguins.

Courteous Birds Call on Neweomer

Even the reception given the scientist hy
the “local folks” resembled that accorded new
residents in many small communities, Having
pitched his tent, he was visited night and day
by hundreds of curious birds.

Rear Admiral Richard E. Byrd reports see-
ing ome of these tiny rowdies.attacking a team
af nine dogs.  The explover plucked the little
hird from the faws of death with only seconds
to spare, but the Adélie showed no gratitude.
When the admiral had set him free at a safe
distunce, the penguin strutted off grandly,
as much as to say, “T certdinly showed those
stupid dogs a thing or two!”

Leopard Seal o Deadly Dunger

But the Addlie respects amil fears the leapard
seal, n voracious hunter which lurks under
the ice shelves in wait for gareless penguing,
Some of these grest predators attain a length
af 14 feet. 1In a suwdden burst of speed,
the leopard senl seizes its prey in the depths,
where the hapless ane has dived for Tood.

Hefore sating itz catch, the seal sometimes
brings the captured bird to the surface and
ters {0 out of its <kin by violent, terrieclike
shaking. As skin and feathers fHoat off hefore
the wind. the tragic little carcass is gulped
down in one mouthiol,

(e explorer, dissecting a leopard seal,
found the remains of four king penguins—
a 140-pound meal!  Another specimen con-
tnined the bodies of 18 birds. To aveid this
horrible ent, Adélies will shive ong another
off un fce shell, hoping the unfortunate one
will serve as a trial balloon, I unothing
happens, the whole gang follows him.

Lean for Life [rom Killer Whales

Feared by all penguins, too, is the voracious
killer whale, which cruises in the sea near the
edge of the lce Barrier, ever on the alert to
gulp down victims which might jumyp or fall
into the wiler,

Groups of these whales idzo will chase flocks
of penguing beneath the surface in an effort
to seize and devopr them, When pursued by
the killers, the penguing often achivve slely
by leaping out of the water onto the jce.

The mnle killer whale reaches n length of
30 feet and has about a dogen pairs of teeth
three inches long in each jow. 1= body is
slender with a pointed head. It preys on all

sed life and has even been known 1o attack
men on the edige of the ice. The killer some-
times will thrust its horrible head, with grin-
ning rows of teeth, up out of the water to get
a better look at the prey which it s tryving
Lo seize ™

The South Polar skua gull, which has one
of the moegt southerly ranges of any bird in
the world, is the penguin’s other great enemy.
This flesh-eating scavenger plays the ogre in
penguin colonies, specializing in kidnapping
habies and devouring eggs (page 425).

Townrid man the Adélie is contempioius.
Omne of these cocky little comediung was seen
on an jceberg avagely scolding a 17.000-ton
ship making its way gingerly through the ice.

Alan Villiers also recounts a whaler's: tale
of observing two Adélies perched on a dead
whale, squabbling violently hecause one had
stepped on the other's feet!

“The two stood closely together, while the
amgeret] one pouted forth his wrath in an
excited wvoice, holding his fippers: straight
down by his sides as if ready to bring them
into action. The abused penguin stood for
o time with hiz nose high In the air, a most
bored look in his eves, a flipper raised across
his body. Then he foined in the abuse, amd
both carried on together [or about @ guarter
of an hour, when, apparently becoming tired,
they stalked hauphtily to different ends of
the whale on which they stood, and promptly
went to sleep,”

Brooding Parent Sometimes Snowed In

During spring and summer months, when
these penguing are pesting, blizrards often
cover their rookeries completely. Being a
good parent, the Adélie stavs with its eges
and permits itsell to be buried In the snow.
Many perish, while others live for weeks with
only their heads protruding (page 428).

But the parent who gets snowhound is in
luck, for egg sitting is much desired among
Adélies, The unfortunate mute who missed
the bliz#gard is literallv left out ih the cold,
with nothing to do but walk around on top
of the snow crust, stooping occasionally to
berate the babiv sitter which is up to his or
her neck in his or her work.,

Rafling Penguin Puzezles Remain

Bird experts long have regarded the penguin
a5 one of Nature's most remarkable inventions,
and certainly a2 one of her most mysterious.

Did the penguin ever fly? Are ils present-
dav flippers merely vestigial wingz, remnants
of members once used for aerial locomotion?

Some ornithologists think that the penguin

In these Iands on the other side of
the globwe, American histowy i= being written
a3 surely ns it was at PMlyinouth Rock or
Bunker Hill.*

In the large Kores inset, on the right skle
of the map, there are names with a poticenbily
Amernican ring. Y Punch Bowl,"” “Heartbreak
Ridge,” und “Iron Triangle” are names given
hy American soldiers to places where they
fought and died.

LT Korea's southern shore lies Kofe Tsland
(Koje L), 150 square miles of green hills
ant pleasant bavs. Until the Korean war,
I oje wos occupled chiefly by pepsant furmers,
who ruised rice and lived peacefolly in mod-
walled mushroomi-shaped huts

Koje wa= chosen a= the site of a Tnited
Nations camp for war prisoners: in the spring
of 1952 #t swddenly sprang to world promi.
nence when the prisopers revolted and kid-
napped an American general.

In. June, 1952, miore than 500 Amerfcan
Air Force, Navy, and Marine planes bombed
North  Korean  hydroelectric  plants along
the Yalu amd Songchon Rivers and ot the
Changjin Reservolr.  This mid, mounted from
South Korean bases and from four T, S,

The Ked soldier on the other side of the
attle line may be n Chinese “volupteer.”

City of the Great Khan

hublai rebudlt the city on a magnificent
sicnle and modestly named it Khanbaligh-
“"City of the Great Khan." 5o awed was
Marco Polo by the Khan's vast gold and silver
palace that he wrote: “*No man on earth could
design anyvthing superior o it.”

Another group of conguerors, the Manchus,
settledd in Peiping  (then called Peking—
“Northern Capital™) in 1644, For the next
250 venrs this comporative handful of "for-
eigners | ruled over millions of Chinese, The
Manchus, i tum, were overthrown Ly -
nesé MNationalisi= in 1911-12,

Today Peiping's streets resoond to march-
ing feet of Red teoops and parading Com-
niumist Youth groups.  Tts purple-walled “For-
bideden City,” which housed China's mightiest
emperors, Eonow a park and museum {estoone]
with Communist propaganda posters, The
new foretgn inviaders shuttle by plane between
Peiping and Moscow sl Russian.

A star at Taipel, on the island of Formossa,
indivates the present bejdguarters of the Chi-
nese. Republic, More thin 8,000,000 people
ure now crowided on this small island. Two
miallion of thesse are recent immigrants, chiefly
political refugees nnd Nationalist  Chinese
soldiers.

A dotted red line in the Pacific Ocean east
of Formosa encloses the Ryukyu Islands;
placed under United States administration by
the Japanese peace treaty of 1951,

The =hift of China from a frée to a Com-
munist nation has lowered the Tron Cortain
an all ‘the mainband aren on the Far East map
north of Indin, Burma, Thailand, and Indo-
chinn.  As always, information from behined
the curlain ¢ scarce and unrelable.  None-
theless, certain récent activities in Ching and
in the USSR can be shown on the map.  Muost
notable is railromd bullding,

Sthrting at Canton, near the center of
China's southern coast, a solid black line
marks the great Chinese trunk line leading
north to Peiping and beyond. For years this
was probably the world's most disrupted eail-
rael,  Chinese Communists, Chinese Nation-
alists, and Japinese troops all took turns
tearing if up, each toving (o prevent the ather
two from using it.  Now, with the Japanese
gone ond the Nationalists in exile, the EKed
Chinese have rebuilt it

Ancther solid line Gn the map, 320 miles
west of Canton, has been called o dagger
perritedd at the heart of Indoching.  This mil-
road, completed hastily in 1951, after the sturt
aof the Rorean war, connects the Chinese trunk
line with Yungning (Nanning), and the
Indochina border close 1o the “powder keg”
area where Communist guerritlas ate Dattling
French and Indochinese troaps.

Still farther west, running generally north
and south Trom Chungking, alternuling dashed
and solid lings show stages in another Comns
munist project, the western Chinese trunk
line,

Much of the nformation that does leak oul
of Communist Asia filters through the British
colony of Hong Kong, a partly open spigot
on the bottom of China.  Maost of Hong kong
proper stands on an island only 32 miles
square, though there is an Yoverflow™ aren
of leased Tand on the Kowloon Peninsula.

Intn Hong Kong in recent years have fower
hundredes af thousands of refugess from U
north, To support this wvasi  population,

largely umemploved, the colony mist depenid

almost entirely on trade between China and

the outside warld, But this trade, in 1931,
tell off sharply. Not dnly did the Communist
Chinese government cul down on purchases,
but the UN strangled sales by placing an
embargn on shipment of strategic wiar goods
to Ching. As a result, some of the big busi-
ness honses recently have been closing their
offices.

Although the mainland aress shown in the
northern holl of the new Far East map—
Chinn, Tibet, Mongoliz, Manchurin—have
fallen under Communist sway, the i=lind and
peninsular countries to the south have tnken
important  strides toward political freedom,
Burma, Indoching, Indonesia, and the Philip-
pines have all graduated from colominl or
dependent status since Worlid War L

The voung Indomesian Republic is a watery
nation scattered across the boltom of the mop
oo more than 3,000 islands.  Here, ain much
of the Far Eazt, hunger and overpopulntion
are problems for the new government.  Tndo-
nesin includes nearly 80,000,000 people.  Ac-
cording to President Ahmed  Sukamo, the
country s annual nee production-—its principal
fouse] soumie—rums about & million tons a vear
short of a subsistence dwet.

Yet Indopesin’s outlook is basically opti-
mistic; it is rich in sugar, spices, copiea, tin,
otl, voal, amd robber.  Despite gréat progress
in the production of synthetic rubber, natarml
ribber is fndisperssble in the modern world.
In the lower left-hand corner of the map lies
the area where most of the world's natural
rublber is grown and collected a cop at o time.

The Ancient East Sull Glitters

Pregert unrest and man's unceasing struggie
for food cannot wholly obscure the Far East's
ancient glories.  Magnificent relics dot the
area {rom Borobudur and Angkor o Peiping
and Nikko's temples. shaded by tall crypto-
mierta trees.  Rangoon, Bangkok, and Thiom
Penh throst their mided spives toward heaven,
Avross hall the map, the Great Wall of China
takes the hills with giant strides,

Tavism, Confucianism, Buddhism, Ishem,
Hinduizm, Shinteoism, and Christinnity  have
elevated their tablets, carved calm Buddhns,
raleesd thelr minarets, gopuras, toril, and
steeples in teeming city and on Jonely hill
The Far East, land of trader and money-
changer, 5 also o land of prayver.

This strange, confusing area on the far side
af the earth is a sction of our world, a battle.
field of our sons, a factor in our destiny.  The
Marco Polo wonders have become a part of
our heritnge.  The Far East is as close as our
radin, our letters from  the war (ront, our
deepest hopes for a free and peaceinl world.
