HERE the rocky Pyrenees slope
down Lo the blue Bay of Bizscay liex

g land inhabited from time immemo-

rial by a mysterious people, the Basgues.

Thetr origin i= stil unknown, and their
langunge apparently has no clear  alfinlty
with ‘any otheér European tongoe. Ethnolo.
gists heljeve them to be the nldest homogene-
ous facinl group in Furope, perhaps dating
from Stone Age timee

The Basques spuak of themselves s Fskual-
dhinak xnd of their country ns Eskual-Herria,
A proud and conservative people. they have
maintained with extraordinary firmness their
phyzical tyvpe and their way of life

Basgues in Both France and Spain

Thi land of the Basgues steadidles the fron-
tier  between soonthwest  Franee ond northe
central Spait, o region of rugeed mountains,
rolling hills, and green vallevs dotisd with
stragpling villages of white houses roofed with
red tile.  Almuost every village has its court
for plaving pelofe, the fost and furious
Basgue game (pages 171, 177).

Estimates vary on the number of Basques
in BEurope: it is probably under a million.
Twocthirds live in the foar Spanish provinces
of Guipuwzcor, Aluva, Navarra, nand Vizcova,
while most of the French Basques inhabit
the former provinces of  Labourd, Basse
Navarre, and Soule, now in the Depariment
of Bazze Pyrénées (map, page 152),

Two davs oot from English Dover, my
friend Arthur Stubls and T were dr:vmg
across the immense sandy Landes of France
toward Bayonne, northern gateway to the
Basgue country,  Wastes of heath, wild mint,
amdd fern rolled off to the horigon, inte sl
with stands of pines hung with cups for col-
lecting pum to be made Into turpentine,

We talked of the riddle of the Basques” Te-
ginnings. The theory that they may be sur-
vivors from the Stome Age & supported by
certain words in the Basque tongue, Fskuara,
which relate 1o cutting tools of stane. Even
stronger evidence has been found in  the
shape of the skull and in the blood groups.
suggesting the Basques' descent from a very
varly European stk.

Moreover, Besques have blood grotps sim-
ilar to thase of peoples in other fringe areas
of western Europe, such ps parts of Ireland,
northern Wales and Scotland, and Tceland.
Thiz fact in itsell has been interpreted by
same guthorities to mean that the Basgues are
remuants of a once widespread population,

The Basgues themselves hove an ancient
lezend, handed down from father to son, (hat
they are descended from Tubal, fifth son of
Japheth, who was the san ol Noah,

“Tubul came to Europe before the Tower
of Babel was built,” the story goes: “so he
alone  transmitted 1o us, his descendants,
the pure language of Eden, the toogoe in
which Adam woned Eve.”
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“T'd Hke to lesrn Eskunrs,”” observed Arthor
cheerfiilly. Buot his enthustasm {aded when
I told him that few foreigners have become
luent in the language and none has mastered
all of its eight separate dialects.

“To think m Basque,” as Rodney Gallop
warned, requires an entirely Jifferent attitude
of mind.” *

This simple sentence, for instance; “1 give
the beret to the man,” would hop-skip some-
thing like this [ Eskuara: “Beret-the man-
the-to  in-the-act-of-giving  [-have-it-to-him."

Here we were held up behind n trock that
had run out of ens, while the driver and @n
iraie policeman gaove o demonsiration of the
Basgue tongue in action.

since the dignity of the Basgue often does
net allow Rim to admit of being anvthing bt
right, 1 knew 1 had time during the areu-
ment to recall for Arthur’s benefit the famous
Basque story of the old bridge,

The Plevil, it seems, decided to visit, Fskual-
Herria to learn the langunge and tempt the
devout Cntholic Basques.

After seven vears of effort, he was forced
(o iflee by way of the Bridge of the Holy
Ghost, In his panic he fell against one of
its corners.  The hlow knocked out of his
head the ooly two words be hnd manoged (o
lenrn—bar and ez (ves and no)!

Finally fuel was found for the truck, and we
drove on across the bridge.

Midway, we looked down on a bit of history
reflected in the smooth waters below,

It wos Swinte Mare, the twin-spired 13th-
century Gothic cathedral, begun when Britain
riled this part of the Basque country.

I'resent-day  Bavooue, in fact, looks rather
muore like o prim English town than the larg-
est city and cultural center of the French
Bnsgue couniry,

Nevertheless, it has a flavor all its own.
We found one old street, Rue du Part Neud,
walled in by tnll arcaded houses and shops,
=0 dark and narrow that even at 10 om. it
was abloze with electric light.

Shop windows displaved Basque berets,
light canvas shoes known as espadriffes, ne
leather goods, and bottles of Taorma, o Basgue
liqueur,

Dlelicious-locking tidbits on view In a pastry

shop lured us inside for breakiast of coffee and
croissants.

At o pear-by table sat two voung Bas-
quaises, hondsome doark-haieed  girls, with
heads of almost classic appearance.  They were
sipping hot chocolate, a reminder that the
carnn bean was introduced into France early
in the 17th century by Jews driven first {rom
Spain, then from Portugal. The chocolate
served here is lightly flavored with cinmamon
wnid topped with whipped cream.

Armed with 4 friend's introduction, we
looked up the Spanish Basque brothers,
Carlos: and Eduarde Gonzalez, who moake
equipment for plaving pelota, also known
s jai alai (page 1777,

Playvers of ope form of this hard-hitting
game wear strapped to thedr irme n crescent-
shaped wicker basket, the chisfera,  Using it
as a combination scoop and sting, they smash
the ball, with incredible speed and violence,
against the high stone or concrete wall of a
log comrt,

The Gonzilez brothers have a reputation
jor producing some of the world's most acru-
rately made chisteras. We were surprised,
when they tnvited us into their workshop, o
find it equipped only with a prosgic sewing
machine and o few simple ols,

Big Scoops for Big Athletes

The materials wsed are strips of strong
chestnut wood, bundles of canes, and pleces of
callskin., The wood forms the frame, the
canes are woven into the covering, and the
calfskin provides a glove into which the play-
er's hand s An ordinary kettle gives off
steam (o soften and bend the wonden strips,

Eduardo picked up a completed chistern
and poured water into the groove made to
receive the ball's impact.

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village. It lie< in n roli-
g country of fnt green
fields, onk and pine
groves, amd round
bracken-covered hills
dotted with shesp.

Trim Httle vineyvards
wnd  orchards of apple
ppd cherry Temt delicate
tnes 1o a vichly painted
landscape.

Mounting to billowing
clouds, the Pyrenees
fringed this expanse of
beautiful country. Peak
after peak, washed with
pale blue and darker
amethyst, was outlined
peainst & luminous sky,
each vivid and distinct.

No snow crowned the
mountaing, for the hizh
Pyrenees nre farther in-
land. But La Rbune's
2.053-foot summit of-
fered some compensi-
tion, for it wore a mantle
‘of sleet.  This “Mouns
tain of the Witches,”" a=
the Basques call it, was
sprawled ncross the fron-
lier to the south (pmze
184).

We were piarked at a
historic spot.,  Here, in
1413, the Duke of Wellington halted with his
stiafl during his campalgn to help the Spaniards
drive Napolvon's forces out of Spain. Perhaps
becoise of this sccomplishment, Wellington
has long been & popular figure among the
Spanish Basques.  They repard his aristo-
cratic nose as first cousin 1o their own dis-
tinctive facial feature.

Busgues Unee Were Whalers

Over 1o the west, where the Pyrenees wore
lost in the blue waters of the Bay of Biscay,
we could see a fleet of brightly puainted hshing
boats harvesting & catch,

Cnce the Basgues hunted the right whale,
Enbalaeng placialie, in this bay, but two cen-
turies ago it disappeared from the ar'ea. Now
tunn and sardines keep many Basque families
from poverty.

A stream of passing cars with leense
plates of various nations gave evidence of
the recent tourist influx into Lalwourd, least
mountainoiz of the Basque provinges

Seores of chalets antl hotele have sprumg
up along the deeply indepted const.  Built in
Basque stvie, with chocolate-colored baims
and sloping roofs, they have not marred the
charm of Labourd’s countryside.

The new butldings, like the plder ones, are
often shaded by fast-growing plane trees whose
trunks have been sawed off some 12 feet from
the oround.  Their lower branches, teained
horizontally, make them resemble gigantic
parasals.  Unfortupately, the trees of Eskual-
Herria are naturally small.  And the Basgues
make them smaller still by lopping off boughs
to feed great open fireplaces.

Violets, daisies, and mosses of primroses
were in Tull bloom when we arrived at the
clifi-top gardens of Guéthary, Wherever we
tirned, the urags was o vivid emerald green.
Everything looked bright in this country of
hountiful showers where drought is unknown.

The refreshing sea breeses that bring mops-
ture to Eskunl-Herria are not the least of
thix region’s delights. The sudden “sun

The Basques have nosaving that their wind
irom the south 5 “as temperamental as a
woman s (incy." It comes ap in suclden bilusts
and blows In swirls along the ground. When at
last it tuwrns indecisively to the southwest, the
Basgues say, “The south wind has o wing in
the water.

Near Guethary we stopped to eql at a neql
wavside inn,  Its whitewashed interior was
Hambovant with shining copper pots and pans,

bunches of red peppers, antique brass candle-
strchs, plates picturing scenes of Basque fam.
ily lite, and a row of Buasque-type swastikas,

Swastikas Decorate Wayside Inn

| have seen this ancient symbol all over
Fskudl-Herria, even on some  grivestones.
The swastika, familinr éspecially 1o orientalists
as o religious emblem of the pre-Christian
era, has long been prominent in Hasgue art,
particularly in the “commalike”™ corvilinear
form.

The only other customer in the inn's dining
room was g prosperous-looking middle-aged
man of real Basgue type, with statuesque
shoulders and broad forehead tapering 1o a
pointed chin, He was dressed in the usual
black suit and black beret,

The beret is the national headgesr. cut
large in France and smaller in Spain,  The
true Basque wears his Deret even at meals,
removing it only in church, in bed, and some-
times when playing pelota (poge 151).

The pretty waitress who came (o take our
order wore a short apron of crimson and gold
over her white blouse and black <kirt, which
was decorated with figures of pelota plavers,

We chose a dish of piperrady, n Basque
specialty as colorful as the waitress's costume.
It 15 a tasty super omelet of numerous ingre-
dients—egps, tomatoes, green pimentos. on-
tonts, nd a hint of garlic, gamished with spicy
sausiges i slices of home-cured ham,

As Arthur and [ talked, T noted that our
Basque neighbor smiled understandingly at
certhin remarks, Finally, catching my eve, he
asked politely if we were Americane or English.

He seemed disappointed to learn we were
English. We found out why when be told
us he hoel learned the language in Wyoming.

Soon he was-gitting at our table and telling
us the story of his life, The voungest of a
fumily of 12, he bad eight brothers and one
sister, who were Bard put to earn a living on
the old homesteard,

“B0," he suid, “Pierre and Jean went to
the Argentine, Lavrent and Antoine to Urg-
guay, and 1 f[ollowed Ganich 1o Wyoming.”

Muany Basgues Emigrate

This Basque family was by no means un-
ususl,  Before the 1936-39 Civil War in
Spain, emigration from  Eskual-Herria  for
centuries just about balunced the birth rute.

“There are probably 250,000 Basques in
South America,” our companion told us.
“And there must be another 50,000 or so scat-
tered through Califernia, Nevada, and Wyo-
ming. The United Stutes has lately possed
special lows admitting sheopherders, most of
whom are Basgues."

Basques are noted for their skill as- shep-
herds (page 156) and are often experienced as
senmen and ns workers in jron amd other
metuls. Their own city of Bilbao, largest
and most prosperous of all Basgque centers,
has built up a flourishing trade in iron ore
amd has busy foundries and shipyards.

“We wandering Basques get homesick,"
our companion went on a bit sadly, as he
sipped] his coffee and pufied on an American
cigar T had hought in Bavonne;

“My 20 vears was a long time to be away,
though T did well enough, 1 thank God and
the United States for that,

“First, Ganich and T were shephends on
sheep ranch. For 10 years we soved mrr
money and never even bought a smoke or a
drink. Then we rented some lind und bought
sheep. Ten years later, =till unmuarried, we
sold out and came home.”

I asked whether the brothers were still free
men, He grinned.

“My brother found a beautiful Basquaise
within two months of getting back, But here
I am, a vear later, still looking around!™

Dwn MNest “Lovely to Every Bird"

Basgue soclal and family life is unique.
Everything revolves around the ancestral
House—n unit thiut msy include the dwelling
and other huildings. tilled land, meadows,
heath, and mountain pastures,

Individual members of o Basque famil
are relerred to not by their family name but
by their relationship to their House, s mis-
ter, mistress; son, or diughter of this: House
or that.

For example, Sorzabal is the legal name of
the Dongaitz brothers, expert pelota players,
But they nre known o their compratrints b
the name of the Dongaitz House in T_Trru.-:.m:
where they were horn,

“Is own nest is lovely o every bird," is
an ald Basque proverh, The Basgque House

i5 alwavs open to any of its children, The

only provision is that thev muost share the
family's labors oz well as its resoorces.

An old rule of the Basques provided that
propecty could nat legally be divided among
members of a family or sold W outsiders.
(i the death of the head of a2 House, the most
that the new head could do was to name g
SICOEsS0T,

Speanish Basgues still retain the old right,
but in Frante, ufter the French Revolution,
liws were enacted providing for equal division
of family property among surviving children,

The modern French Basques, however. tenid
to by-pass these laws, usually through the self-
denial of younger brothers and sisters. They
agree cither to a fictitious division or set off
to seek their fortunes elsewhere.

As we rolled into 5t Jean e Luz an

When I frst heard this frichtiul sound,
late at night, 1 sprang out of bed and ran
to the window.

Cutside, [ saw only two Basques plodding

home in the moonlight, Then, as | turmed
away, T heard the cry again,  Beginning as n
cerisive laugh, it changed to a horse's shrill
neigh, then to a woll’s howl, and ended like
the expiring notes of a jackass's brav,

Leaving SU Jean de Luz, we crossed a hridee
over the Nivelle to Ciboure, which occupies
ot side of a little fishing harbor crowded
with the green, blue, and red boats of the
tuna and sardine fleets,

Here again we met men with halr worn
long, well greased, and often in ringlets, such
ns we had alrendy seen in many parts of the
Basque country, These dark-skinned people,
called Cascarotz, may have Gvpsy blood.
Some students believe them to be descendants
of the Moors who conguered Spain.

Pelota Shots Crock Like Rifle Fire

In Trrugne, home of pelota champions, we
saw an exciting demonstration of this old
sport it the municipal frontdn, or court, which
mieasured about 300 feet long. 60 feet wide,
amd 30 feet high,

Something like a fast game of teonis, but
physically far more demanding, pelota is a
passin with the Basgues

The pefote itsell, the small, heavy ball that
gives the game its name, is covered with goat's
hide. A trifle smaller than a tennis ball, it
weighs  about  seven ounces. It wus  first
hounced on the pavement by the erver, whi
then swept it up in his scoop and hurled it
mgainst the vertical wall, Taken by an oppo-
nent, it was returned like lightning, to be
caught again by another and treated in the
SAME MLnmer,

The first rally lnsted more than o minute,
until one side failed to redeliver. Secved
again, the ball this time struck below n black
line drawn horizontally across the wall, some
36 inches above the ground, This counted a
paint to the server's opponents,

serves and returns of the ball eracked
against the cement wall like rifie shots:

The players wore white shirts, white linen
trosers, and  hempesoled  espodrilles, light
shoes that may wenr out during one game,
Red and blue markings on shoulders or belts
distinguish the teams,

Pelota players sre temperamental,  After
a bad stroke, one or two would lean with

171

bowed head against the wall as if stricken to
the henrt.

Some of the many mottoes and inscriptions
that we =aw wtitten over the doors of old
Basque houses offered other sidelights on the
character of these people, 1 especially re-
member three,

“The past has deceived me, The present
torments me. The future frichtens me,” was
ane on & Cambo house dated 1707,

Another read ke a placard in & modern
office: “Nothing I= more burdensome o Linsy
people than the visit of those who are not ™

The third was on the belfry of an old church
at Sare: “All the hours shower blows on man.
The last sends him o the tomb,”

Un the road out of SL Pée sur Nivelle {poge
175), we saw typical Basgue farmhouses,
with the stable in n prominent place at the
center of the building,

Wi passed old four-wheelers and tinv shays,
drawn by a mule or 8 donkey., Horses were
few, and not once did we see o tractor. It s
hardly worth while to use tractors here, since
the farms usually cover only 5 1o 25 acres
and rarely exceed 50. In any case, the ma-
chines would capsize along the steep walley
sliipes,

Basgques, some wearing crimson  sashes,
were  busy scything the first crop of grass
Arthur was curious about the absence of cows
in the pastures. 1 explained that French
Bastjues [requently keep their eattle stahled
excepl when taking them for a drink at the
stream, The pastures are so small that grass
i5 cut by hand, with tremendous labor, rather
than risk any overgrazing,

Warkers Turn Soil in Unisan

More than onve we saw whole families
turning the woil with heavy two-pronged forks.
Drawn up like soliliers on parade, the workers
moved togéther in a straight line.  They would
lift their forks to shoulder height, then sud-
denly plunge them, all together, into the
groutidl. |

At the inlund river town of St. Jean Pied
de Port ‘we found children playving a game
somewlat Tike old-fashioned hopscotch, On
the local pelota court a number of squares
were marked in chalk with 3 hird, a cow.
a chistera, and a swastika.

As -a child hopped from one square to
nnother, he tried to avoid the symbol. The
game was won apparently by the plaver with
the fewest penalties,
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East of St Jean we pushed oo toward
Soule. the smallest and ope of the least traveled
of Basque provinces.

After climbing a 2,000-foot range, we
dropped suddenly into a deep valley dotted
with farms, chestnut groves, amd big flocks
of sheep, By pood luck we reached Barcus
(population about 1,.200) just as one of the
minst spectacular of Basque dances, the Goblet
Dance, was about to be performed in the
town square Tor the annual fiests.

First o circle was cleared in the hearl of
the crowd. Then the thavor stepped forth,
to the music of a small flute and drom,
Resplendent in frock coat, stiff shirt, and
witde beret, he wans carrving a heavy goblel
half filledl with wine, which he pliced on
the ground in the center of the space.

Prancing like ballet artists, the dancers ap-
peared and separated into two groups, called
the Reds and the Blacks.

The performance represented n strugele be-
tween Good and Evil, The Reds, fnntastically
but richly dressed in a hodgepodge of cos-
tumes, were the Christinns, The Blacks,
sloppy and rapged. symbolized satanic mps.

The dress of some of the performers—the
Cat, the Mon-Woman, and the Swineherd—
was no less fantastic than their names. The
swineherd, for instance. in  blackovelvet
breeches, no more looked the part than did
the Cat, who was wearing 8 white beret and
carrving o sort of jumpimg-jack apparatus
(page 161 ).

The Red dancers whirled and pirovetted;
the Blacks attempted to interfere.

“Horseman” Leaps upon Goblet

The show's star was the Horseman. who
wore strapped about his waist a miniature
hobbyhorse made of a framework draped with
sariet cloth and white lace Aounce (p. 163),

The pohlet of wine still stood lonelv and
untouched in the center of the square. Ad-
vancing in turn, the principal Reds leaped
awer the goblet, kicking their feet together
in mid-nir, and vel thev did oot knock it over,

The climax came when the Horseman,
thoogh unabie to see his own feet below his
equipment, jumped onto the goblet (page
162}, He stood on it with one foor, making
the sign of the cross with the other. for two
of thres secomds. There was dead silence.

Suddenly he made a-wild leap that took
him clear without upsetting the glass. A roar
of appluuse greeted the feat. Hid the dancer

spilled a drop of the wine, a Basgue spectator

tater told me, be would have been jecred inom
the arena,

We next crosséd briefly into Spain to visit
Roncesvalles, scene of the Basque victory
over the rear guard of the Emperor Charle-
magne's army in 778 The Frankish force
wis caught and overwhelmed by boulders
dropped {rom the cliffis above.

Two memorals commemornte the event, a
ruingd 1ath-cemtury Chapel of Charlemagme
on the Roncesvalles poss, and the little
Chapel of the Holy Spirit in the village itself.

The wvillage chapel was formerly the lust
resting place of pilgrims who died on the
way 1o or from the tomb of St. James de
Composteln in Spain, It i3 also reputed to
be the burial spot of Charlemagne’s slaugh-

wererd paladins, for whom Masses are =till
saiil.

Passports Closely Checked

Bock near the sea, whera the DPyrenees
plunge o the Bay of Biscay, we again
crossed the dividing line between the French
and Spanish portions of the Basque country.
Al the frontier bridge at Hendaye our pass-
ports were closely checked, hrst by the
French, then by the Spaninrds (page 173).
Two Spanish police forces (recently merged )
were represented, carsbineros and the Civil
Guard.  There were also soldiers, customs
officials, and miscellaeous functionaries, in-
cludine B povernment tourist gieent,

| had been here in 1956 during the Spanish
Civil War, when Irnin, the busy {runtier town
near by, was burning fiercely under a pall of
black smoke after having been drenched with
gasoline and set afire.

Today, stately blocks of apartments, shops,
and government offices have risen from the
ashes. Occasiomally, though, one stil] may
st crumbling fire-hlackened walls, melancholy
reminders of o strugele that cost Spain more
than a million lives.

As we entered Iridn, a blue-uniformed traffic
policeman signaled us tp stop while a troop
of cavalry clattered past, Some of the soldiers
were mounted on big rawboned mules.  All
wore khaki and caps with dangling red toas-
sels.

'efia de Ava's summit loomed on our right
as we rolled through Béhobie on the way to
Pamplona, capital of Navarra, The slopes of
the mountain, 2,677 feet high, are scarred by
old Roman iron mines.
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Soon we were winding upward into the
heart of the lovely Bidnssoa Valley. Along
the way we were halted three times by armed
frontier muands, who looked inside the car
for contraband, then politely waved us on,

Ench guard way accompanied by a Spanizh
customs officer, for smuggling is engaged in
by many Basques on both sides of the frontier.
They o not regard evading customs ns a
crime, unless it is accompanied by violence.

In the davs when they enjoved local auton-
nmy, smuggling was unnecessary.  Now they
take delight in “fooling the foreigners.”

Pamplona spreads out on o rocky peninsula
overloaking the River Arga and n highly culti-
vated plain,  Beyond is a0 backdrop of wild
mountains and deep vallevs, inone of which
St, Francis Xavier was born,

This section has rich agricultural resources
that provide a solid basis for prosperity and
development, Its excollent agricultural col-
lege now  spongors up-to-date methods  for
crop and stock raising.

Fighting Bulls Loosed in Streels

Omce a vear, on July 7, during the Feast of
San Fermin, fighting bulls, which are to ap-
pedr in the bull ring later, are set free in the
streets of Pamplona to run after would-he
murtadors:

In a wild stampede of man and beast, even
women may be konocked down and trampled
(page 180), Boards protect sme shop fronts,
but many merchants merely trust that the mass
of struggling humanity will make its own wall
between charging bull and store windows,

We drove to Irurzun on an excellent high-
way, then mounted steadily by a rough, zig-
eap road toward Huicl. Thence we descended
in corkscrew fnshion to Leiza, centered m a
beaatiful wooded region (page 185).

It was Sunday morning when we pulled up
before the pelots court in the Plaza del Tercio
de Siun Miguel. The little town of 1,600
people seemed almost deserted. A few late
worshipers were climbing the slope leading
to a blue-gray church, and one small boy was
practicing with a ball in 4 corner ol the pelota
court.

As we drove on into Zaldivia, we were met
by a parish priest, who showed us a string

Delighted children ran their hands over
the amooth polish of oor parked car. One
small boy wunted 1o ber me that he could

I thanked her for this surprising information
anil promised we would not leave without
seeing the thorn, We entered Salinas de Léngz
by a picturesgue arch marked with a medieval
couat of arms (page 158),

In Ouest of the Sscred Thorn

On the curb of an old fountain in ite tiny
plaza two little girls sat talking in low tones.
One of them, with eves of egeshell blue, under-
stos] my Spanish and directed us to the near-
by home of the town priest, Don Pedm.

The priest was oot, and the old lady in
Black who answered our knock wis more
interested in where we were from than where
we wire going. When T told her that T was
English but that I had been in the United
States, her face lighted up.

“Thin you may have met my son in Ne-
vaida.” When she told me his niame, T shook
my head, and the gleam died in her face.

“You will find Don Pedro,” she sand, “at
the Chapel of Nuestra Sefiora del Castillo,
up that little lane.”

The chapel stood on a lonely hill o hundred
vards above a salt mine of Roman times.

A hunchback, working neur by, showed
us into the church, and presently a little ald
priest, at least 80 years of age, appeared, He
addressed us in Spanizh, apologizing fof not

knowing English,
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“1 spenk anly Basque, Spanish, Italian, and
Greek,” he remarked, eving us keenly, “But
yiou huve come a long way, gentlemen, What
brings yvou here?"

“The sacred thorn,” T replied.  “Your
honsekeeper sald you might show it to us”

We followed Dan Pedro's shufiling steps
wlong the nisgle and up to the high altar, a
magnoificent work of art dated 1710,

Far up in = niche was n Madonna, the
Sefiora del Castille, a small corved figure
of the 14h century,

“The altar is young compared with its sur-
roundings,” Don Pedro whispered., “Thie
church was boilt centuries ago, an the site
of another that was much older.”

Near 4 side altar he pavsed before an oil
painting which portrayed the hermit of Sa-
linns de Léniz kneeling in a4 wilderness of
rocks and trees and looking up into the
shining face of an angel. A Basque priest
has attributed the painting to El Greco, Don
Pedro told us.

Relic Kept in Gilded Safc

The old man went into the adjoining ves-
try and returned in a white surplice and 3
crimson stole. Then be opened a gilded safe
in the side altar and indicated 1that we should
kneel.

As we did =0, T saw he was holding a small
gold reliquary. In it was @ gliss tube. and
within that a white object, resembling a
fishbone, about an inch and p half long. He
held the reliquary to our lips to kiss,

| was curions to get a nearer view of the
sacred relic,.  Don Pedro motioned us to
follow him, Stopping in a pool of sunkizht,
he held up the reliquary. “Ask me what
vou will” he said quietly,

“Why is the thorn white instead of brown?™

“Through age, my son.”

“INd it eome fromi the original Crown of
Thoms?"

“It is one of the very few. [t has been tra-
ditionally accepted as such, for its authentic-
ity i= vouched for by documentary evidence
dating from Roman times,”

We were reluctant o leave, but miles of
rough country lay between us and Guernica,
the hallowed town of Spanish Hasques, which
we wanted to reach bhefore sundown.

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Washington Lives Again at Valley Forge

Memories of His Ragged Heroes Linger in the Pennsylvania Park
Where Bloodstained Snow Marked the Path to Freedom

“ " J TE used practically the same svstem
ol grogmd defense in the Korean
hills as Ceorge Woashington had at

Villey Forge,” said Lt. Joseph Hanley, a

wounded U, 5 Army. veteran |

He was looking at the shallow trenches and
low earthworks that stragele over the roll-
ing terrain of sottheastern Pennsylvania wherp
General Washington and his ill-equipped sol-
diers spent the dreadful winter of 177778,

With Lieutenmant Hanley and his friemd,
Lt. Richard Hawlev, | toured the site of
the Revolutionary encampment. My com-
panions were ‘walking patierits at the near-
by Valley Forge Army Hospital, and they
welcomed an outing,

But something much deepor than the ex-
curslon druws visitors to Valley Forge, Here,
in one sense at least, is the cradle of the
United States. Only by courage and sacri-
fice wmid hordships, pain, disease, and death
in the bloodstained snow at Vallev Forge was
Americn's independence won,  From here went
men led by the Father of his Country to
build a nation,*

Nowhere else have [ felt so positively the
presence of General Washington—-not even at
Mount Vernon, For me, be lives again s
Valley Forge: on the wind-swopi slopes, behind
the brenstworks. in the silence of the night.

A Week to March 19 Miles

After a series of defeats by the British,
the American army of 11 ,000-0dd despairing
troops skaggered to Valley Forge from the
vicinity of Philadelphta. The 19-mile march
took a week. Then, on a bitter Depember
evening, the bone-weary vet dauntless brigades
began a f-meonth struggle for survival “with-
out 4 House or Hutt to cover them till they
could be buoile”

ley winds  lashed the exhausted army,
Around scattered campfires huddled  groups
of men, ragged, bandaged, hall-starved, shel
terléss, Sentries tramped blood from their own
raw feet onto the froeen ground or stood in
their hats to ease chilled toes.

“H things were so tough at Valley Forge,

how come: they staved here so long#™ nsked
Hawley. “What held the soldiers together?"

“George Washington,” was the hest answer
I comld give.

The main reason for occupving this deso-
late post rather than the hospitable atmos-
phere of Reading, Lancaster, or Wilmington
was to keep a cloge watch on the British in
Ihiladelphia.  General Washingtim hoped to
prevent enemy mids into the nefghboring
Chester Valley “hreadbasket.” and he wanted
to challenge any large-scale movement out of

Philadelphia.

Aerial Views Reveal True Sites

Long before this place of suffering became
a State park in 1893, furmers’ plows had
leveled earthworks thrown up by Washington's
army. Today Pennsylvania's Valley Forge
Park Commission is restoring the 2.033-g0re
reserve toits originnl condition as o military
camp. But the passage of 176 vears has left
little tn guide reconstruction, and Inck of doci-
mentary evidence increases the problem.

The sole Revolutionary record of possible
redlonbits s an unfinished map sketched by
a French engineer, Louis L. du Portail, whom
General Washington had  commissioned 1o
lay out the encampment. Du Portail's chart,
together with historical facts subsequently
uncovered, encouraged o svstemuatic search
fur the correct site of a redouht previously
thought to be Forl John Moore,

First, a U, 5. Army detachment vainly
combed the most likelv area with mine de-
iectors. Then u UL 5. Ajr Force reconnnis-
sance squadron made low-altitude photographs
of the sector, The air pictures helped greatly
to sulve the riddle of the fort’s true locathon

How? To build earthworks, Washington's
soldiers necessarily disturbed the subanil. Even
today, wvegeintion shows the effect of thm
early interferende; grass and shrubbery grow
more-—aor less—prefusely, depending upon the

With Her Beaches Soft and Pink, Britain’s Oldest Crown Colony

Many
a wisitor, T know full well, has
stepped off the New York plane, looked onoe
at Bermuda's turguoise waters, pink coral
henches, and lilv-bardered cottages, and given
his heart, in perpetuity, to the lsles of En-
chantment. But [ came, [ saw, and nearly
two weeks elapsed before | was conguered.
In this interval Bermuda admittedly played
coy. She pouted behind rain clouds: she blew
hot bt mostly cold; she even thréew o tan-
trum one afternoon and unleashed four small
tornadoes, which flipped autos into the bay
anl sent ronf tiles whirling about [ike feathors,
Master Will Shakespears, writing about the
“atill-vex’'d Bermoothes,” chareed Prospero
and hi= sprite Ariel with having “bedimm’d
the noontide sun, call’d forth the mutinous
winds, and "twixt the green sea and the azor'd
vault set roaring war,” 1 cannot, of course,
be sure it was they whom Bermuda employed
to hex my first fortnight.  All 1 know is that
every resident insisted this weathor, even for
Muarch, was “most unusaal,™
In the end, however, Bermuda relented.
The Tast squall scudded acrass Hamilton Har-
bour oneé April morning, the sun broke clear
of its dirt-gray woolpack, and the istands
lny before me, glistening, freshly laondered,
scenter] with cedar.  As friendly now as she
had been shrewish, Hermuda bade me enjoy
her various delights,

A World in 21 Square Milex

Over the weeks that [ollowed, T sailed her
bays and inlets; dived along her coral reefs.
explored her zea-carved cliffs, lay lorpid as a
lizard on her talc-soft beaches, scrapped and
painfully rebuilt my backhand on her pastel-
tinted tenniz courts, left portions of my pride
on her rupged, windy links, and pedaled o
bike down almost every Howered lane of her
nipeé parishes,

[ think T came to know her. Only 21 square
milez in area, Bermuda has "infinite nches
a little room.”  No oné of her parishes {each

named for some English gentleman linked to
her history) quite resembles another; Paget'’s
prim beauty looks askance at Sandy’s rural
wivs, amd St Georee, former seat of Ber-
miudi’s Government, thinks of them both as
Johmmies-come-lately. Yet, for all her diver-
sity, Hermuda is small enough to be grasped
and comprehended as n whole,

Though she lies 630 miles from the United
States, more than 3.000 from Europe, and
i, in fact, one of the most isolated spots
on earth, Bermudn has never lacked ad-
mirers (map, page 208). Mark Twain said
that Americans on their way to heaven stop
at Bermuda and think they have already
arrived.

Bermudians themselves mav question the
ultimate destination of some of their visitors,
but they can hardly doubt their affection.
In greater numbers every vear, Americans
fock to this “pint-sized paradise”—91,000
in 1953 nlone. Three out of five now come
by plane; other throngs arrive by Furness
Bermuda liners.

War Ended the Horse-drawn Era

If you had inguired at random of a dozen
such prewir tourists why they had come,
chance would have [avored this answer: “To
get away from the automobile age!™  For
Bermuda meant to them a haven untainted
by gas fumes, unruffled by the honk of horos.
It meant a quict, dusty road, a slightly creak-
Ing surrev, an unambitions horse clip-clopping
through the night, the silver tinkle of a car-
ringe hell—in a word, peace (page 230).*

Unhappily, Bermuda means that no more.
World War II severely curtailed the islands’
imports of hay and oats, and the Americans
whi et up and manned the Kindley Air
Force Base required trucks and heavv-duty
equipment.¥ Pressure mounted to have the
ronds black-topped and taxie permitted to

The fly in the ointment, ur the bee in Ber-
muda’s bonnet, is the motor-assisted bicvele.
Cheap, economical, and handy, the putt-putl
has multiplied with increasing rapidity, Now
its high-pitched whine rises above the rowls
from one end of the islands to the other, as
if the entire place had been taken over by
outraged hornets.  The Transport Control
Board is experimenting with sound-level me-
ters, and may soon use them in annual noise
tests of all motor vehicles. Nevertheless, Ber-
muda, dozing for gencrations in the sun, has
siiffered o nolsy awakening.

Drowsy, unworldly little Hamilton. . . . You
are right to think jt more nearly resembles
Times Square or Piceadilly Circus, When vou
further consider that Bermuda as a whole,
with its 39,000 residents (1o say nothing of
its visitors), is more densely populated than
any country in the Western 'Hemisphere, you
may understanidably conclude that privacy is
a thing of the past,

¥ ou would be wrong.  [f vou want seclusion,
vou can fimd it more easily in thee magical
iglands than in many bigger and emptier do-
meine,  Along the strand at Elbow Beach,
for instance, collegiang may sprawl like colo-
niex of basking seals. But of voo walk a little
fnrther westward 1o Horseshoe or Cross or
Sinky or Boat Bays, vou will find at maost
seasons only an occasional couple swimming
languidly toward the barrier reefs, a few chil-
dren skittering like sandpipers before  the
milky surf, a pair of longtails wheeling and
swooping in a clondléss, tranguil sky.

Nor is the South Shore the only sector in
which it is possible to elude the crowd. In
Somerset atd Southamplon vou can bike for
miles along the right-of-way where Bermuda's
short-lived railway once ran, past an occu-
sional grove of oranges whose fruit glows,
in Marvell's phrase, “like golden lamps in
a green night.” |

In Warwick vou can wander by gray lime.
stope collages sleeping in flowerchoked helds
Cotswold in character but set down incon-
gruously in a riot of oleander, hibiscus, and
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Bermuda, o Mid-Atlantic Paradise, OFers Year-round Flowers and Sun
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bougainvillen, From the ferry landine near
the Tnverurie on some velvet night vou can
tross o Pembroke on the ferry, with the
tinkle of dance music drifting over from the
hotel's terrace, and, 10 your right along the
harbor shores, the sight of little houses climb-
ing hillward, their roofs frosied with moon-
light.

How to Pick a8 Bermudian

Even within Hamilton fiseli, beneath the
carnival confuseon, on older, more serene pat-
tern of living continues.  If vou will look a
bit more closely at the tide of visitors flowing
wlong Front Street, vou can, after a little pric-
tice, pick out the Bermudians with reasonable
assurance. They will be distinguished by thetr
unhurried gait. their obliviousness to store-
window displays. their casual tweeds,

Yet it was but a few vears before one of
the first settlers was writing: “If any had
said seven veares agoe, thit Barmiuda Tlands
are not only accessible and habitable, but also
fruitfoll, plentifull, and a safe, secure, tem-
perale, rich, sweet, and healthfull habitation
for Man, and especially for English bodies;
oh how lowdly would he have beene Inught at,
and hist out of most mens companies . | .
But behold the misprizsion and misconceits
of the world!  For true and large experience
hath now told us, it is one af the sweetest
Paradises that be upon the enrth.”

Cabows Almost Begded to Be Faten

Yet the settlers soon found that “the fairies
of the rocks were but flocks of birds, and all
the devils that haunted the woods were but
heards of swine.” The cahow hirds, in Tact,
which the mariners met in huge nombers,
seemed m 1 Tth-century version of the fabulous
comic-strip creature, the shmoe-—succulent,
abundant, and blithely suividal. They woull
Invade the settlers’ cabins gnd wander about
“with o strange lomentable noyse as though
they did bemoan us to take, kill, roast and
eate them."

S0 cooperative were the colonists that in
it very few veéars the fabulous cahow, o mem-
Ber of the petrel family, was believed to have
been rendered extinct, Not until 1906 did
an omithologist rediscover a solitary, wary
bird (page 227).

Bermuda's history, in the three and a half
centuries which have followed establishment
of the first colony, might be summarized fr-
reverently as a continuous quest for cahow-
substitutes, At no time did the settlers muni-
fest any overwhelming desire 1o grub their
living from the soil. Their hopes turned suc-
cessively fram ambergrie collecting to pear
diving, shipbuilding, whaling, piracy, priva-
teering, wrecking, and blockade running, with
perinds of quite respectable overseas trade.

The Bermudians: early discovered they
could build light, fast boats from native cedar.
In these thev soon pressed south into the
West Indies with their slaves to pick up salt
during the winter. In the spring. they sailed to
the North American mainland for Hour, corn,
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and other necessities.  “Their whole depend-
ence,” us they reminded the British Parlismen
I 1758, was on “Salt, Cedar and wailors,”™

From salt, the colony’s skippers quickly
branched off into many other lucrative items
of trade, By the time the American Revolu-
tion occurred and Britain forbade commerce
with the rebels, Bermuida had become so de-
pendent upon its North American business
that its loyalty to the Crown was sorcly
strained,

In fact, when the Continentsl Congress
hinted it would gladly send food to the hun-
gry islanders in return for wome gunpowder,
& plot was hatched. On the night of August
14, 1773, a band of prominent citizens guietly
raided the magmzine in 51, George's; right un-
der the nose of Tory Governor George James
Bruere, and trundled 100 barrels of - good
British powder over the grass and down the
hill to a flotilla of whaleboats in Tobucco Bay.

From here the explosives were ferriod out to
i padr of swift American sloops Iving off North
Rock; and before the morning sun had slinted
neross the Governor’s pillow in his mansion
near by, the booty was on its way to the co-
lonial troops in America,

Not long thereafter, a grateful Congress
dispatched the first of many relief ships to
Bermuwda, laden with flour and meat, corn,
peas, beans, and rive.

Privateerind Built Fortunes

This amicable deal did not, however, in-
hibit ome Bermudians and American loyal-
ists from later preving upon continental and
other shipping in the guise of “privatesrs”
Upon such loot were founded some of the
islands’ early fortunes, and it is to this gay,
lush perisd that many of the great houses
date,

stav-at-home Bermuilians meanwhile con-
tented  themselyves with the windfalls be-
fueathed them by Bermuda's innomerable
reefs, on whicth storm-tossed ships piled up
with gratifving frequency. Once o vesse] had
gone aground, it became subject, of course,
to the mercies of salvage, a geninl and accepted
furm of communal looting.

In 1846 erection of the Gibh's Hill Light-
house put a crimp in this pastime, and the
courts began to take a somewhat grumpler
view of salvage operations (page 210). In
1936, for ¢xample, the Spanish §. 8. Cristobal
Celon crashed on a reefl about three miles
eust of North Rock, and n few Bermudians,
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reverting to the customs of their ancestors,
rowed outl to resue some of the cargo. Une
mnn, nabbed later in possession of g handsome
chip's wireless set, made this stouthearted de-
{ense before the magistrate: ** "Course 1 didn’t
stel il What would [ want with a Spanish
radio? 1 don't understand a word of Span-
sh!"” And vel, somehow, he was convicted.

Prosperity from Blockade Running

Though this kind of spoilsport wttitude grew
increasingly prevalent in the post-lighthogee
viears, the American Civil War did give Ber-
muds enterprise an invigoratling interlude ot
adventure: By 1363, John Tory Hourne, a
Hermudian, had set up an informal office in
his S1. George home (o handle Y commieercial
transactions”” with the Confederacy: Le.,
lockade runming.

From the South flowed cotion nmdd egold;
from England munitions and supplies, The
two streams met at Bourne's big dining table
on Rose Hill, where mounds of coin and
pound notes changed hands before a circle
of attentive merchants and sep rovers.  Her-
muida boomed, Any able-bodied hand could
get a job, Pilots and captains earned between
23,000 and 25,000 for a single round trip to
Wilmington, North Carolina. Warehouses
amtd wharves bulged with goods: shops anid
saloons did a roaring trade,

Then came the surrender gl Appomattox
Court House and nn end to the war,

With an coonomic hane-over, Bermuids went
back to sleep. It awoke a decade later, un-
easily aware of an increasing number ol stean-
gers arounid the place. Gradually, realization
spread that these newcooniers were “Lourists,”
that they loved Bermuda with a strange, con-
suming passion, and that they wers willing
to sperdd hard cash upon board, lodging, aod
entertainment, An indostry—Bermuda’s lat-

Not all the visitors which the first waves
of steamer travel washed oupon the islands’
shores proved a financial or a cultural asset.
In the scramble for customers around 1911,
it Jeast one New York line offered round trips
to Bermuda [or as little as 310, Of its pas-

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sengers,  disgruntied merchants often  re-
marked: “They came with a collar and & dol-
lor and didn't change either,”™

It would be a captious businessman, in-
deed, who complained about the spending
habits of present-day tourists, They accoont
for 90 to 95 percent of Bermuda's income,
suppori its many hotels and guesthouses,
and give a livelihood. directly or indirectly,
to most of its colored and white inhabitunts.
In 1953, 100,000 wisitors descended wpon
the islands, 35000 by ships (two days from
New York), the rest by nwir (three hours
by plane).

The avernge wvisitor's stay is nine davs,
Such vacationists set u frenzied pace from St
Catherine's Fort in 5t Georzge's Parigh to the
ald British dockyvard in Sandy's, determined
not )y miss o simgle “‘scenic attraction.” They
fish without hooks for tame groupers at
Devil's Hole (page 220); trek through the
perfume factory at Bailev's Bay, where the
seent of lilies and cedar is subtly captured and
bottled for export (pages 231, 235); peer at
the dueding stalactites of Crvstal or Leaming-
ton Caves; pick out a lobster ar Tom Moore's
Tavern to be broiled for lunch (page 211);
trv the links at Belmant Manor or the Mid-
Ocean Club; ride in a glass-bottomed boat out
to the Sea Gardens: or take an “air tour” over
the outlying reefs. Last (but it is just as
likely to be first), they visit the Hermuda
Crovernowent  Aquarivm and  Museam.

in silver bubbles, seemed to Jow right throggh
the fish. *“Saves him the trouble of breath-
ing,”" said Mr. Mowbrny, In the nest tank a
lean shark socker, or remora, glided about,
probing endlessly for =ome lifg fish 1o get a
grip on.  “Born hitchhiker,” was Louis’s
CORTImeTit,

The zebra fish at our right., dressed in
myriad bluck-and-white fins like some flouncy
Victorian beldume, seemed to mince past the
waving anemones, At the nurse shark nest
door, 1 shuddered dutifully, but my guide
merely grinned.  “She basn’t any tepth to
speak of. Could give you o gnod hard pinch,
if vou insisted, but she'd rather be left alone ™

We meancleted pist the gqueen (riggerfish,
hewhkshill and green turtles, red hinde sleeping
vertically in the barely tremulous water, sil-
very chub and hlue Spanmish hoghish, slab-
sided little fish with a faked set of “eves”
nedar their twils, blueheads, squirrelfish, ses
hurges grazing in a posture of tiny crosta-
ceans, and findlly a tonk of &-foot moray
eels.

Curled about their rocklike reefs, these
grass-green eels with their strange eves of
milkyv-blue marble looked too slumeish to be
dangerous, though they are,

“Their sight is pretty poor,” said Mr.
Mowbiray, “You can drop food in other parts
of the tank, and they'll never know it.  But
if it falls anywhere near them, they seem
to sense e vibrations and—bango!—they
strike like a rattler.  Coople of speckled
moravs went after the same piece of fish last
month, while | was watching, and one of them
missed and bit the other, Crushed his brain.”

Invisible Fish Thatr Weren't There

The tank with the octopuses had its ysual
audience of repelled wvet foscinated ladies
watching the 8-armed cephilopods pour them-
swelves peross the sandy bottom and over the
lass window,

As we turned away, Mr. Mowbray re-
mutrked:

“If they're waiting to see one of those
chaps sguirt his ink, they shouldn’t hold
their breath. When we first pop a new octo-
pus in the tank, he turns it black as vour
hat every time something annovs him.  Once
hie feels ot home, thooseh, he just won't bother,™

We stoodd on the Aguarium steps fora few
moments, pazing at the boats dancing on the
inlet's aguamaringe current.  From our right
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cate the lhughter of people huddled ground
the penguins' outdotr pool,

“You missed our most spectacular exhibit,”
saill Louie Gnally. “Rigoed it up lust vear.
The watchman forzot to check: the waler in-
take on one tank, and by morning all the fish
had diecl.

Regpie Cooper, Bermuda's current temmis

Bronson took it down first. Standing on
his dock beside Harrington Sound, we watched
him slip beneath the surface and skim off
toward a little fsland, the only sign of his
journey a trail of softly breaking bubbles.

The afternoon sun glowed serenely over
the bay and the few bouses huddled around
it. I thought, for some reason, of o 50-vear-
old tetter 1 had read from a tourist who once
resided briefly on the Sound; it was, he
wrole, “quiet and tranguil enough to kil a
man i a4 week.”

(human ballast to keep the open-tecked boat
from. foundering). But if the ‘wind drops,
the skipper may order one siter another to
pop over the stern, to be picked up by the
club’s motorboat or to swim ashore.

The ideal dinghy man §s a combination
trapeze artist, broncobaster, surf rider, welght
lifter, and master bailer. His job 15, never-
theless, much sought after, and at the Roval
Hamilton Amateur Dinghy Club there is usu-
ally quite a waiting list of members who seek
no higher privilege than wielding a scoop in
the bilges. Any afternoon after May 24 (the
day Bermudians traditionally believe the water
wiets worm enough for their first swim of the
vear), the harbor can be wen sfudded with
dinghies plunging about under heavy canvis
among the International One Designs, the
Luders 16's, and the Internationnl 14,

Most Bermudian recreation, however, is
less strenwous.  In summer months cricket
is playved with the utmost gravity on a score

of different pitches. Fo visiting Americans
the game is likely to seom, as essavist Gilbert
Highet described it, “like baseball played by
men who are either verv polite or very dll,
and sometimes both.,"*  But w Bermuidians it
Is clearly a ritual, deeply significant.

“Oh, Well Played, Sirl"

Archdeacon John Stow, indeed, informed
me that Highet's remarks were “sheer blas-
phemy.” Said he: “To us, baseball i= cricket
played by men who are either very angry or
viplently exhibitionist; n spectacle vegarded by
the performers as high tragedy, and by the
crowd as low comedy.”

Tennis; too, is plaved in Bermuda with
somnolent dignity. In the coul spring months,
international matche: are run off brizkly in
the Tennic Stadivm and at the Coral Beach
and Tepnis Club: but ss summer's humidity
descends, the Sunday-afternoon tennis ted
takes over. Here, in the long golden twilight,
Bermudians shuttle from the family grass
court 1o the scome-lnden tea table.  Backhinds
may sag a little, and volleys sufier from a
surfeit of poundeake, but the game goes de-
coroisly on into the gloaming.

Not #o long ago, week ends were often
olemnized with games of Living Whist or
Living Chess, in which young ladies and
gentlemen, disguised as cards or pawns, would
be mancuversd over the lawns of country
hotses by their earnest elders.

Ome custom, so ancient uo one I met in
Bermuda could tell me when or why it started,
still prevails: kiteflving on Good Friday. Un
that day young and old repair to any clear
field or headland and launch theic multi-
gided, multicolored kites with 10- and 20-
fool tails, until the whole sky over Bermuda
looks like a laborntory shide dotted with
wriggling profost,

It i5 not very miuch dlearer why Bermudians
fell into their habit of preparing cassava pie
for Christmas dinner, or bananns and cod-
fish for Sundoy breakfast, Presumably the
early settlers made a culinary wirtue of ne-
cessity and did their best with what they
hal on hand. To later generations these
dishes have come to be not so much articles
of diet as articles of faith. As a rootless: out-
sidder, 1 can only réport cautiously that they
are not as bad as thev look.

The mild octan currents which bless Her-
midn with o <tendv, temperate, yvear-roomd
climate brought ber also, of course, miny of
the spores amd seedlings which soon mantled
her dunes with their incredible profasion of
flora. lLooking down on her ficlds and gar-
dens now, T didn’t kEnew whether to he more
impressed by that primevil luxuriance or by
her recent losses.  For the cedor blight which
struck the islands in 1945 destroyed nearly
i millionn trees, and their stirk tfunks still
lened wreat areas of Bermudn o gray  and
ghostly look (page 215),

The Government is cutting and storing thou-
sands of beard feet every month and refor-
eqting the lands with casuaring, mahogany,
poinciana, black ebonv, olive, laorel, and
healthy zepdlings from those cedars which
managerl o resisl Caorslospis sisei, the scole
insect that wreaked such hovec, In 20 years,
the Agricultural Station experts had assured
me, Bermuda's bumned-over appearance will
have been erased amdd 1ts [oliage restored in
even lusher and more varied form.

Outpost for UL 8. Navy Bombers

I was aroussd from such cheerful thoughts
by Babineau, pointing oot to me a LI, §,
Navy patrol bomber landing below us. Across
the blue surface of Great Soupd the huge sea-
plane drew with its wake a broad white chalk
mitrk.  Just short of the abandoned British
dockyard on Ireland lsland it tormed and
plowed back, downwind, to the American
haze ofi Southnmpron.

Dipping a bit lower, our own plane skimmed
the barrier reels lving off West Whale Bay
and Figh Paint, 1 tonld see against the shore
peaple waist-deep in the surf, casting for hone-
fish, pompano, or snapper.  So limpid wos the
radiant water that if we had gone any closer
I'm sure | could have told each hsherman
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whether or not he had anv hait left on his
hook (page 233).

As we cenred the roof of the Castle Har-
bour hotel and approached Kindley Air Foree
Base, on St. David's Island, Babineny veered
seawnrd 10 avoid the military zone. To our
left stretched the puirched runwavs which the
Americans had reclaimed from the horbor, |
could admire the eperizy and ingenuity which
had planted this outpost of Western air de-

fense here in the mid-Atlantic: 1 could not

help regretting, too, the consequent uprooting
of the 51, David's islnnders.

Shark's (il “Barometers”

For generations these folk had managed to
keep very much to themselves. They spoke
—hnd many of them =till speak—a kind of
Elizabethan English, pungent and diréct, The
names they give each other have some punch
in them: Mullethead Pitcher, Warbaby Fox,
Hardmouth Fogzo, Fishermen from the first,
they claim they can stick their fingers in the
water and forecast the weather relinbly:
those who don't want 10 wet their hands
consult homemade “barometers” of shark’s
ofl—=euled tubes in whose changing hues they
seem able to rend tomotrow's storms or sun-
shine. with considerable nccuricy,

The “uncrownerd king of 5t Davids® was
the late Tommy Fox who, when spmeone ques-
tioned the story of Jonah, made a paint of
publicly crawling into the belly of the next
whale brought to Bermuda's shores,  Fittingly
enough, it was on land bought from King
Tommy and subdivided that the Government
resettled several hundred St Davids people
who refused to leave their island.

At my request Babinean circled the town
of 51, George twice. Davs before, T had

wandered through its narrow, twisting white-

walled streets with Archdeacon John Stow,
trving to match his long stride as he took
me up Petticont Lane, Feather Bed Alley, and
Duke of Kent Street to his low-euved rectory
on 'the hill.  In the town's center [ could make
out now his church—St, Peter’s, which occu-
pies one of the oldest Anglican church siles in
the Western Hemisphere,

It was here that Stow had introduced me to
Alured Popple. who ruled Bermuda from
1738 to 1744, Omn St, Peters wall a marble
plague to “The Good Governor™ asserte that
“The Gay and Polite were Charmd with the

“That’s the Eagle's Nest Hotel,” he =aild,
“Some college kide were staving there last
venr, Found a cow somewhere and took it up
to their room. Fourth floor, Never knew
quite how: they managed it."

| lnoked back at the Nest with new inter-
eat, wondering which room it might have beeng
but already we were slipping past the Gothic
bulk of Bermuda Cathedral and gliding over
the Ferry Terminal, A moment later Bahi-
neat did a Geure-eight turn and bounced our
pantoons fightly down onto the harbor's white-

caps.

From the air T bad been able to ses Ber-
muda’s lovely face, but not her problems,
To many visitors, of courze, the notion that
Bermuda has anv problems whatever must

Here s & land with full employment, oo
income or inheritunce xes, and a balanced
budget, Tts franchise is Hmited to property
holders: it has po political partles (candi-
dates {or Parliamient from each parish stand
iz individuals only); and relations between
its poor and rich, its colored and white, have
long been amdcable.

Yet Bermuda's anxieties are real enough
atdd pive concern to its more thoughtful in-
habitants. among them His Excellency Lieut.
General Sir Alexander Hood, Knight of the
Grand Crose Order of the British Empive,
KEnight Commuander of the honturable Order
of the Bath, Governor and Commander-in-
Chief of the Bermudas or Somers Fslands.

I had seen “H.E.," as he 15 genially known
by most Bermudians, on various ceremonial
occastons—aopening falrs, leading the troops
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i giving three cheers (“Hip, hip, hoomy!™)
for Her Majesty an the Queen’s Birthday, and
receiving from the Freemasons of Lodge St
George their annual rent of one peppercorn
for the nse of the old State House (page 212),

For all such appearances the Governor is
porgeously armaved, stepping from his car-
rigge or motor launch in white (rill, =carlet
sash, plumed helmet, and sword. A big,
sipuare-cul man, he was particulardy impres-
sive as he addressed the Colonial Parliament
in his Council Chamber last April,

Flanked by high British and Americin of-
ficers, the Bishup of Bermuda (in vestments
of purple, erimson, and hlack), and the Chiel
Justice, Governor Hood declared:

“If you have to consider defense {rom out-
side aggression vou will also have to con-
sider the ageression from inside which threat-
tns, by fur from peaceful penetration, to de-
stroy your greatest ossets of beauty and peace,
I have termed it a destructive spiral begin-
ning with a mpidly increasing population re-
quiring aceommodation.”

Few who Leard His Excellency were un-
familiar with the facts: behind his warning.
The census in recent vears shows that Her-
mudi hus been adding to its population by
about 1,000 persons a vear. By 1990 it may
hive doubled. The Governor's “destructive
spiral” might have this sequence: more pres-
sure on housing and water supplies, overbuild-
ing uromd recreation areas, destruction of
scenie values, and a decling in the touris
trade. For Bermuda, already having a high
density of population amd unable to feed
itself, that could spell disaster.

Yet most Bermuodians 1 met were far from
discouraged.  Two measured which the Gov-
ernor ureed vpon Parlioment to oot into the
spirnl were: zoning ordinances to protect the
ihands’ beaches and pleasant vistas, and pur-
chase of the British Government’s surplus
lundholdings in Warwick Parish, on which
new housing developments might be built,

Roafs Catch Drinking Water

Az for the water problem, it too seems
serious to the islanders, but by no means in-
soluble,  Bermuda depends for its drinking
and washing water on the min caught an =
rocfs and on the slightly brackish water {roam
shallw horizontal wells in the hills:

A little comes also from two vertical wells
doe along the North Shore on the advice of
Henry Gross, a Yankee “water witch,” or
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dowser, who operntéd by remole control, so
w speak. Without leaving his native State
of Maine, he merely passed hizs dowsing rod
over a map of Bermuda., Later he few down
to pinpoint his sites.

In & dry spell, Bermudinns must be stingy
with their water. They like to tell of a rich
American ladyv who took a palatial house
in the islands for a couple of monthse sind
wient gaily. along, sprinkling bher Inwrns and
flower beds and paths, until someone fHrally
toddd her about the drought. “Good heavens,”
she sid, “and here Pve been throwing water
around like monpey!™

Farewell to Tomomy Adkins

A problem Bermuda can do less about is
her position in n world of shifting focl of
power. 1 thought of this as 1 stood outsde
the Secretariat with Archdeaoon Siow on a
spring day smme twi weeks after the Gov-
ernor harl delivered his message o Parhia-
e,

Bermudians from every part of 1he islands
had gathered there to wilness a ceremony
which bore for mast of them a painfully acute
significance: the departure of the garrivn
troope of the Hritish Army . withdrawn for
repsong of military economy ufter 250 years
of continuens duty in this colony under the
Crown: The American air and naval bases
and local forces would remain, byt responsi-

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Hong Kong Hangs On
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Britain's Fabulous Crown Colony on the South China Coast Faces an
Uncertain Future with Boundless Energy and Quiet Confidence

Slow Freight to China

A hoarse whistle made me jump, Taming,
I saw g wheexing locomotive slowly pushing
twir fredght cars my way. Near the bridge it
jammed on its brakes, and the uncoupled cars
coasted into China.

“Trafic's light these days,” sid my police
guide. “Mostly food coming in and occasional
Ireight going out, ke this shipment of medi-
cing and dyes. Travelers dre scarce, 1002 a
few Chinese and now and then a diplomat,
or o miasionary expelled by the Communists.

“Not many vears ago,” he recalled as we
chatted, “‘people crossed this border bound
from Hong Kong to London, all the way by
rail. The 10,000-mile journey, across Siberia,
took 17 days. Now they can ride pbout 22
mises. This is the end of the line for almost
EVeryone.”

After the =torm 1 crossed to Hong Kong
Island and climbed by cable car to Victoria
Prak, backbome of the rugged i<dand that
gives the colony its name. Before me spread
one-of earth’s most magnificent panoramas,
Far below, teeming Victoria crowds the
island’s long, narrow shore. Climbing gt
way up the Peak, the metropolis resembles
a huge chifi-dwellers’ city: buildings, closely
packed, seem to stand like acrobats on the
shoulders of those below (pages 244 and 246).

Bevond, the blue harbor with its many chips
divitdes the island from the mainland town of
Rowloon, which covers an outthrust peninsula,
In the distance barren hills loom like a gigantic
backdrop, screening the heart of the colony
from Ching.*

TFI‘HEJDH signals were flving in Hong

I counted 20-odd seagoing freighters in the
spacious anchornge.  Frelght junks clustersd
around each, loading and unleading cargo
(page 2521). Sampans, junks, launches, tugs.
scjuat ferries, yachts, und noval craft dotted
the sheltered waters, Sleek ocean liners lay
berthed at Kowloon docks,

The Englishman with me, long a resident of
the colony, shook hiz head. To my surprise
he said, “The anchorage looks a bit empty.
In normal times it would have twice that
many freighters,”

Trade with China founded Hong Kong,
boomed it imto o major port, and was long
its lifeblood. The half-empty anchorage, the
drawn Bamboo Curtain on the frontier, are
life-und-death problems for the colony as it
struggles to survive in the explosive and
divided Far Easi

British merchants in Canton, discouraged
by Chinese trade restrictions in the 18307,
began looking for a base of their own, Thev
chise rocky, almost uninhabited Hong Kong
Island, a notorious pirates’ lair across the wide
Pearl River (Chu Kiang) estuary from Por-
tugal's Overseas P'rovince of Macau (map,
page 243).

Middleman Between Eust and West

China formally veded the island in 1842,
after the Opium War, and later gave up Kow-
loon. The New Territories, a piece of main-
land behind Kowloon plus 75 scattered islands,
wis leased to Britain in 1898 for 09 yvears
The whole colony ix only slightly larger in
land area than New York City: Hong Kong
Islandl itself is about the size of Manhatian,

From barren islind to one of the world's
biggest ports in lese than a centory—that's
the amazing story of Hong Kong,  [ts magnifi-
cent harbor and strategic China coast location
made the colony a bustling middleman be-
tween East and West, 1t hecame the wide-

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open gateway for trade between South China
and the world.

Warld War IT leit Hong Kong hattered and
looted. Kowloon's docks were rubble; wrecks
dotted the harbor, and public utilities were
largely nonexistent, Seventy percent of the
Eurcpean houses and a third of the city tene-
ments were gulted, During Japanese oceupa-
tion the prewar population of 1600000 had
shrunk to 300,000, To haggard British civil-
ians released from Stanley prison in 19435,
Victoria seemed o ghost city, Some doubted
that the colony could ever make a comehack.

Hong Kong rolled up its sleeves, and beiore
long reconstruction was in full swing. The
harbor was cleared, docks and houses were
rebuilt, and public services restored.  Trade
picked up; Chinese by the thousands drifted
in from the mainland. Within a [ew years
the colony was hooming.

Chinese Refugees Jam Colony

But it hwdn't wen anvthing yet. Soon a
humisin wave of refugees, pushed by the rising
tide of communism in China, hit Hong Kong.
By mid-1930 an estimated 20,000 & week were
pouring across the border. Before the tide
receded, populition jumped to 2,560,000,

The flood brought headaches—Eantastic
overcrowding, health problems, unemploy-
ment, and others—but it had another side.
To Hong Kong fled scores of wealthy Chinese
businesimen and industrialistz {rom Shanghai,
escaping while they could, Into Hong kong
banks they poured millions of dollars.

(Quickly they put the money 10 work, chiefly
in building and light industry, Block after
block of “Little Shanghais"—areas of tene-
ments over shops—sprang up on the fsland
antl in Kowloon., Tall office buildings grew
in downtown Victoria, Streamlined factories,
especinlly textile mills, moshroomed. The new
industry, reaching into world markets for raw
muterials and buyers, pushed trade to an all-
time high.

Then came war In Koren, Red Chna,
drawing its curtain tighter, intervened. Brit-
ain began to prohibit strategic goods to the
Chinese, The United States cot off all com-
merce with Red Chinn and put Hong Kong and
Macau under strict trade control.  The United
Nations called on members to deny war mate-
rilzs to China, The crown colony's lusty
boom Dbegan to fade fast,

of P. C, M. Sedgwick, Director of Commerce
and Tndustry, A huge wall chart showed trade
volume since 1945: its black line climbed
steadily until March, 1951, then plummeted.

“That's when we really felt the cffect ol
wiur controls,” explained Sedgwick. “Now
commerce i5 holding at something less than
hali the highest level.

“Fortunately, the slump is less than we
feared. For ope thing, our new industries
employ thousands,  Also, Hong kong mer-
chants for years have been opening up new
markels, especinlly in Southeast Asia—eoun-
tries like Malaya and Indonesia. Ewven in
1950 only 30 percent of our trade was with
China; now it's only 20,

“Not keeping all our ezgs in one hashke! has
paid off, Our China trade dropped two-thireds
in "51, and is still falling; Don’t know what
we'd have done without our new markets.

“We've been locky,” he mused. “Somehaw
Hong Kong hangs on, in spite of wars, em-
bargoes, and Bambod Curtains, [t alwuavs

Chart or no chart, whenever 1 strolled Vie-

Nearly nine-tenths of Hong Kong's present
population of 2,250,000 live packed into 624
sejuare miles af Victoria and Rowloon.  Purts
of the island city average 2.000 per acre, 14
times as many as Manhattan,

In the narrow tenements that cram these
areas a dozen or more Chinese iamilies squeeze
into flats designed for one or two. Paper
wills partition rogms into tiny family cobicles
that are scarcely larger than the beds they
screen.  Some are shared, occupied day and
night by different families. Occasionally, 1
was told, even the space under heds is sublet!

During the day these multitudes live on
balconies and sidewnlks, and in Victoria they
fill the steeper streets and wash-draped allevs
where wheeled vehicles cannot go.  There they
work, play, market, gossip, bathe and feed in-
fants, ¢at, and sometimes sleep,

To get the feel ol Hong Kong, T walked
miles through these swarming Chineése streets.
On some, narrowed to mere aisles by curbside
booths, 1 shouldered through crowds of house-
wives bargaining for food. They carmied
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live prawns, wriggling fish, bits of meat, and
bunches of greens dangling from rattan strings,

Stores line every street, however small, for
the urban Chinese is a shopkeeper at heart.
A few shops are filled with Western goods,
but the rest are old-time establishments where
craftsmen follow time-honored trades and
dealers sell staples like rice and dried fish.

Chinese merchants, | discovered, like high-
sounding nitmes for their businesses, Here
are u few 1 jotted down on my rambles:
'eace Barber Shop, Sincere Department Store,
Grandeur Electrical Company, Winsome Plas-
tics Works, the Nice Photo Studio,

In places like Cat Street, where seconid-
hand things are sold, T was reminded of a
Near East bazaar. There clothes for sale
hang from wires stretched ocross the street.
Sores are crammed with everything from the
rarest curios to tin bathtubs. On the pave-
ment merchanis spread old deorknobs, nails,
screws, plumbing fixtures, and antique sewing
machines. Near by, carpenters, metalworkers.
cobblers, and splitters of precious firewood
hammer and chop,

Evervwhere sounds of work mingle with
the cries of hawkers, wooden clogs smack the
paving., and from apstairs rooms comes the
load rattle of mah-jongg pieces being shufiled.
Radios hlare the shrill, nasal tones of Chinese
opera.  Occazionally the bell of a blind man
tinkles above the din,

In time I learned to know before 1 reached
a certain street cormer what would be happées-
ing there—two venerable sages plaving chess,
for example; a father and son making wire
mtiraps; a youth telling [ortunes with a
turtle’s shell and three old coins,

Glamorous Miss Hong Kong

But on early get-ucguainted trips 1 ex-
plored with a0 young Chinese photographer,
Mr. 3 L. Lee. A former Health Department
inspector, Lee knows hundreds of shopkeepers
and can open many doors o strangers,

In native hospitals you can see herbal doc-
tors prescribing these remedies, while across
the hall white-clad interns  administer  the

lntest Western wonder drogs,  Patients are

friee 1o chonse whichever treatment they prefer,
The Inw requires only that dengerously in-
fectius diseases, like smallpox, must be
trented with the white man’s medicine.

Over the vears the British have brought to
Hong Kong many henefits: schools, hospitals,
pood roads, Jaw and order, socii]l advances,
and “a governmient that will listen,” as one
Chinese described it to me.

Amazing Health Record

Less poticed is the amazing public health
record doctors have made against tremendous
odds. When T was there, only one cise of a
major quarantinoble disease had been  re-
cordedd in more than twoe yvears. Cholera
struck last in 1947, and the dread plagae, often
witlesprend in China, has been banished.

All this has been achieved in spite of ig-
norance, superstition, scanty funds, and the
unbelievable overcrowding that came with the
hordes leeing communism in  China

Muost of its life Hong Kong has wrestled
with this problem of refugees. For decades
every upbenval in Chinn sent them pouring
in: during calmer venrs the tides ebbed. Now
for the first time populaftion is =et, for few
woulil return home if they could.

Today the colony shelters at least half a
million refugees. Some 300,000 sgquatters,
peaple who have built shacks on public land,
live in drab shantytowns that are plastered
like woasps' nests on hillsides near Victoria
aml Kowloon, Slowly the government is re-
settling them in planned communities—a giant
task.

With Mr. K. M. A. Barnett, chairman of
the Urban Council, T wisited a round of
sejuntter towns and new villages,

“First,” he sald, “vou must know that most
of the aguatters nren't refugecs, nor are they
destitute. Muany are local Chinese who =old
their living guarters to the pewcomers and
used the money to start a small business,
(Mthers worll in our new factories or have odd
julss.™

Typical was n scepe near Kowloon,  Box-
ltke shacks of crate lumber and Qartensd gaso-
Jine tins coverad hoth slopes of o barren valley,
Sheltering 50,000, the settlement had its own
packing-case shops, restauramts, refreshment
stands, even beauty parlors. Women every-

where tended voungsters, tidied up, or bar-
oained with hawkers who trudged up and
down the steep paths with food, kerosene, or
ather wares.

A few weeks bhefore, fire had raged across
the valley floor, making 9,000 homeless, Al
mast hefore the embers cooled, snorting hull-
dozers began clearing the debris. Now as |
wittched, workers swirmed over row after row
of partly finished brick-and-stucco hoses,

“No free housing in Hong hong ™ Barneit
told me. “Government makes loans, lets con-
tracts, provides land, water, and sanitotion.
These houses will cost buvers about 1,300
lowal dollars.”

Bevond husy Kai Tak airport we visited a
seitlement where enterprising  ex-squaliors
builid their own homes. A rough road climbed
between bure hills; bordering it was a strange
azsortment of dwellings, No two alike, they
tanged from bamboo-and-mat huts to sturdy
coltages built from stone hewn on the site.
Carefully tended gardess lined a rushing
stream, Cement steps led to cliff-dwelling
abodes cut into the rocky hillsides,

“All refugees, these settlers,” my guide said.
“Thev've got ambition, their own two hands,
and not much more.  Everything vou see,
thev've built—road, steps, houses, even a
reservoir at the head of the valley. _

“Tn the whole colony we've resettled 42,300
g0 far, Long. hard job with plenty of head-
aches. Not the lvast = fmding space In this
motmiain-filled land.”

Land Hard-won [rom the Sea

Space is a Hong Kong probilem as old as the
¢olony, Usable land s hard-won by blasting
tocky hills and flling bavs. Over the yvears
British engineers and Dutch reclamation ex-
perts have changed the harbor's face, adding
miles of new land.  On it stand the homes of
nearly two-fifths of the colony’s people and
mast of its important baildings and maritime
installations;

Az | write, six major reclamation projects
are in progress; adding precious acres.  In
thet planning stage is o huge schieme to extend
the mountain-rmged airport inlo the harbor
to accommaodate Stratocruisers and Brituin's
new jet airliners,

Shanghai inclustrizlists feeing to Hong Kong
and wanting to build new plants there ran
head on into the space problem. “We spent
millions on our site before we could even start
building,” Mr., Elmer Tsu, manager of the
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colony’s largest spinning mill; told me. **Most
of it & made and.”

The mill itself, pne of a dozen new textile
plants built with Shanghasi money and scat-
tered along the mainkand shore, s a model of
madern ndustrial desipn.  Air-conditioned and
streamlined, it s planned to the smallest de-
tail for maximam efficiency.

Inside 1 watched machines wash, dry, card,
and spin mountains of coltom into miled of
thread, Whirring spindles by the thousands
hummed a ceaseless high-pliched monotone.

“Winety-nine percent of our machinery is
American,” Tsu said, “5So was our colion
before the embargo. Now it comes from Pak-
jtnn, Turkev, Brasil, east Africa, and Mexico,
We hid o make a fast change to stay in busi-
FESE.

“We operate nonstop, with three shifis,
Ewvery 24 hours we use 13 tons of cotton and
spin enough thread to circle the Equator more
than 11 times.”

Witching this production miarvel, T thought
of women I'dseen in Iran, the Balkans, Indo-
china, and other countries spinning m wiys
unchanged since man first wore cloth.

“We ship most of our thread in skeins in-
stead of on cones,” Tsu was suving. “In
Pakiston and Indonesia, our best customers,
hand looms are still the yogue,"”

Plustic Rice Bowls, Chopsticks

In Victoria one alternoon 1 saw a hawker
selling rice bowls made of crimson plastic.
Near by stood a competitor with chinaware,
The: former, lonking smugly at his rival, kept
dropping one of his bowls,  Clattering, it
bounced unbroken on the pavement. Soon the
ching vendor took his basket and slunk awny.

Later | watched a complicated machine
mold these new-style dinner bowls in an p-to-
the-minute factory also huilt with refogee
money. Other steel minions spat out colorful
plastic chopsticks, salt and pepper shakers,
poker chips, combs, ond toothbrush handles
(page 236). Both machines and raw material
were Amerfcan-matle,  Behind the factory,
workers were blasting a hillside to make room
[or expansion,

New textile mills and modern plastic works
dramatize the industrinl revolution that has
tuken place recently in Hong Rong. Negli-
sihle anty six or @even years sgo, local industry
todav accounts for one-fourth of all exports,
Fifteen hundred factories and workshops, old
and new, produce a bewildering variety of

items. “Made in Hong Kong” labels carry
the colony's nome over hall the world.

Whatever the rest of the world may think
about the future, Hong Kong appears to be-
Heve it will bring peace and plenty, Visitors
are impressed Ly the colony’s quiet confidence
nnd ite boundless enerigy.

Witnesses to both are the ceaseless build-
ing that goes on everywhere, the new intdustry,
and the reoriented trade. Millions of gov-
ernment dollars pour into Jong-term projects
like the reclimation works and new dam. And
many others; like the enlarged airport, are on
the drawing hoards,

Private Investors Confident

Private investors, too, have hecn spending
vast sums boilding flas, office buildings, and
shiips,

Hong Kong people say the first warning of
rel international trouble would be when local
Chinese investors stopped building.  So far
there has been no sluckenmg.

Businessmen talk confidéntly of the return
of peace to all the troubled Orient, and of the
resumption of normal teade with Chinn, Brit-
ish Hong Kong, they remind vou, playsa vital
role as the great middleman of the Far East.
A= such, they say, it's here to stay.

A far cry frotn the bustle of factory and
nort = peaceful, sparsely  settlesd  Loantno,
largest of Hong Kong's many islonds.

Time has all but forgotten the island. No
wheeled vehicle of any sort disturbhs the quiet,
for there are no roads. Tt people figh, farm
wedpe-shaped valleys, and moke slt from sed
witer, as they have for generations. Buddhist
mumasteries and nunneries perch high on stark
mountains or nestle in Shangri-La valleys,

I visited Lantao with Mr, €. P. G. Mor-
rizon, its Distrivt Officer. A steady rain was
falling as we landed at Taio, the chief village,
Clouds veiled the mountaintops, aud storme-
bound junks filled the harbor;

We crossed Taio's main street, n tidal creek,
in a =kiii poled by a toothless old man and
met smiling village elders beside 4 small pa-
godi, Morrison introdoced one as a reformed
pirnte and two others as the “ears™ of the

fishing fleet.

“Theyv locate sthools of fish by putting long
bambon poles in the water and listening,”
he explained.

Buving oiled-paper parasols, we set out
acress the island, The worn cobiblestone path
we followed, built as a military read about
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Hong Kong Hangs On

the time of Marco Polo, snaked through liush
pardics. then took to the hills,

Mist shrouded us ns we climbed, and cloud-
emptying showers turmed the path into a
swiftly flowing brook. Through rifts in the
misty veil we glimpsed Drooding mountains,
deep vallevs, and wild moors, but mo human
twelling, The wind, bending willowy bam-
hoos, sighed, and from for off came the tolling
of a temple bell.

H:gh an a hidden plateaun we found Precious
Lotus Monastery,  Yellow-rohed monks with
shuven heards welcomed us and prepared a
steaming vegetarinn Junch of rfee, greens,
mushrooms, and bean curd, They hrewed
fragrant tea of leaves from their own bushes,
a variety called “{ar green,” for which the
island was famous many years ago.

While we ate, a deep-throated gong spoke,
and the sounds of chanting and the tapping
of sticks on woodon drums reached us. In
another room povices sat cross-leggid, lost
i trancelike contemplution before a large
Pcdefhe.

As the crow flies, teeming Victoria was only
a few miles away. But in the briel hours
since midmoming we had troveled to another
world—a faraway, timeless world of Ortental
mysticistn and last horizons.

I broke my Hong Kong visit with a trip to
Portuguese Macau, the West's onlv other win-
dow on the long Chind coast.  Despite tales
of piracy and the threat of Communist gun-
hoats, trim ferries run night and day across
the island-dotted Pearl River estuary to Ma-
cail, 40 miles away,*

Waters nround Hong Kong, including the
wide estuary, teem with fish, Some 5,300
junks make op the colony's lishing armada,
They haul in more than 30,000 tons a yveaur,
i vital part of the colony’s food supply.
some cruft ‘sail 150 miles to sen, but most
seime andd truwl neur shore.

Perils of the Fishing Fleet

For penerations these bopts have hraved
typhoons and pirates along the Ching coast,
Now they run the added risk of being picked
up by Red Chinese, Every vear some fail 1o
retirn.

The Aeet was in, the tide out, when [ went
to Aberdeen, Hong Kong's fishing capital on
the opposite side of the lond from Victoria,
Masts Glled its snug harbor, and propped-up
junks covered the muddy bottom of an empty
inlet, Their crews were calking seums, singe-
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ing hulls with flaming rice straw, amnd applyving
coats of tung oil (page 234). Carpenters
made repairs; men twisted fiber into rope,
and youngsters splashed in salt-water pand-
dles. Families who had had good luck at sea
were burning incense to the god of fishermen.

Aberdeen boasts a huge modern fish mar-
ket built by the government. There catches
are auctioned fresh o dealers or quick-dried
in a giant dehumidifier, the first in Southeast
Asin, The Reverend ], P. McCarthy, in
charge of the project, showed me around,

“Ar first the fishermen wouldn’t use the
drier,” he spid, “Preferred to drey the fish on
hills and tooftops in the time-honored way.
Sowe challenged them to a race—the machine
against the sun. The drier did the job in 36
hours, with no spoilage: the sun took six days,
and a fourth of the catch was spoiled. Now
we dry 3,000 pounds a day."

Aoating restaurants.  Shouting, arth-waving
sampan taxi women mobbed us on the waler
front (pages 248 and 272). Risking life and
limb, we chose one and were rowed to o triple-
deck eating place called Grent Fisherman's
Profit. The menu was alive, swimming in
water-level pens. We picked out several many-
hued parrot fish, which seon appested golden
brown on the table,

1t was
Paramount’s Technicolor thriller fong Kong,
which 1 saw (o celebrate the Fourth of July.
The audience ohed and ahed pt background
scenes Almed In the colony, booed the villuin,
fell in love with a Chinese moppet who stole
the show, and cheered when harbor police
saved the day, in the mick of time.

Leaving o Queen's Road restaurant lnter
that evening, I ran Into-a huge freworks dis-
play which, however, had nothing to do with
Independence Day., The 5ikh doormin was
an his koees lighting o rope of giant crackers
that dangled seven stories from the roof. Eor-
splitting explosions. filled the air for 30 min-
utes. Crowds jammed sidewnlks for blocks,
inscinated ; traffic groped through clouds of
smoke.  In g dazzling climax the rope erupted
inte whirling pinwheeis and fluttering paper
good-luck phrases

“Old Chinese custom,” volunteered a grin-
ning stranger. “Wedding feast inside.”

Beyond the MNime Dragons

Few visitors ever get bevond sight of Hong
Kong's harbor, for Victoria and Kowloon can
keep o sight-seer busy for weeks, Some tuke
the high scenic road that girdles Hong Kong
Istand, visit staid resorts like Kepulse Bay,
lunch in Aberdegn, or swim in Big Wave Bay.
Omly a handful cross the mainland hills the
Chinese call the Nine Dragons and explore
the New Territories. It covers nine-tenths of
the colony's area, bul contains only about a
ninth of its people,

There lofty hills; teérraced on their lower
slopes, crowd lush green valleys. Farmers in
pointed cartwheel haots plow with the sluggish
witter huffalo or, waving slender hamboo poles,
herd ducks by the thousands,

Women, bent double, plant tender rice

shoots in rich, black muck and later thresh
the golden harvest by hand.

Farms are pocket-size, cultivated with the
care suburban Westerners lavish on flower
gardens.  Well fertilized, the earth yields three
crops a vedr, Sway-back sows grow so ot
their bellies scrupe the ground, Carp fatten
in man-made ponds, on rice bran and peanut
miazh.

Almost treeless is this rugged land; only
grass and bhrush clothe the hillsides.  Fire-
wood, brought from Borneo, is dear, so farm
women cul wild grase for Tuel. Jopging homi
with it draped from shoulder poles, they
ook like animater] hayvmows,

Fishing hamlets stand by tidal inletz; junks
bob on water or lie stranded i the mud, Okd
Chinese villages huddle beside groves of ban-
vin anil eucalvptus; some, walled and moated,
have gone unchanged for centuries. Newer
towns, bustling and booming, are building big
markels, schools, and hospitals,

No Room {or Tigers

Elaborste Chinese tombs mark hillsides in
many places, as do countless burial urns flled
with human bones.  Hike off the road almost
anvwhere and vou will see them, Also you
may startle o deer, wild pie, or quail. Tigers
have been seen there—at least ope in the last
half dozen vears, People sayv he left, though,
bevause he couldn't find a place 1o live m
overcrowded Hong Kong!

A hnoe road, In places cut from sheer, rocky
slopes, loops about the Mew Territories. He-
cent additions to it, probing peninsulas and
hidden villevs, have opened up remoté areas
hitherto reached only by Tootpaths,

Mr. Jock Murray, Information (fficer,
showed me Hong Kong's mountain-ifled bock
yard. UCircling clockwise, we headed west
past Gin Drinkers Bay, once 4 notorious pirate
hangout, amd brooding Castle Peak.

Farmers in kimtin vVallev, largest in the
colopy, were getting in the rice crop. For
centuries lush vallevs here grew tribute rice
for China's emperur, The Hong hosg grain
is still something special; almost all of it
once went o Europe and America, and local
farmers imported a cheaper variety,  Now it
i= ail consumerd in the colony,

In Yuenlong, chiel valley center, we met
Mr. Paul T=zul, the Dhstrict Officer, and saw
the town's colorful country markst. Special-
izing In =eafoud, it looks like a marineland
museum, Stalls show exotic fish still gasping,
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Climbing Perilous Cliffs to Lofty Eyries, a Naturalist Photographs

WOOSH! At the sudden rush of a
S huge bird’s wings my henrt gave a big
thump ‘and every nerve tingled.

I glued miv eves to the peephole of the hlind
in which I was crouching. and there, on her
clifl -ledge eyrie only a few feet before me,
lnnded the most mugnificent bird 1 have ever
set my eyes on—a polden eagle (page 275).

The eagle eved the blind with a fierce glint
that all but pierced the burlap tent. 1 held
my breath and froce.  During those moment=s
of tension the inch-size peephole seesmed 1w
gape o fool wide, and the three thicknesses
of burlap with their leafy camouflage seemed
thinner than cigarette paper,

Suddenly T realized her eyes were fixed on
the lenses of the movie and il cameras
which, though' deeply hooded, were set up
just below,

After a while she jerked a quick Jook back
over her shoulder, glaring down the wikl
ravine, then upp it to where her mate was
perching some distance away on o gnarled
rowan iree stump, Then she looked back at
the blind agpin, eving it up and down for a
minute ar two,

At last, after what seemed an eternity, (he
fherceness vanished from her eve and she
lookerd down 1o the cup of the nest, mede of
barge  sticks, cooarse heather, and rushes.
There, ablivious of the big world around,
nestled her solitury, Aully white, woek-old
youngster, sound asleep,

Eu:pininni Overenme

The old bird cocked her head to ane side a
Httle, regeereding the ohick tenderly. A glint
wis still there in her éve, but it was no longer
that fierce initinl finsh of suspicion. Her pose
wis now irresistihle, so | clicked the shutter
of the still camera (page 276). To my great
reliel, she took ne notice of the sound nor of
the slight fumbling which f[ollowed when T
changed the plate. She just kept staring at
that voungster

At dpst | felt | could relax and take

detailed look at her, She was tawny brown
nll over, with golden-brown neck feathers,
Her eyve shone rubyv-colored in the sun, con-
Ei[ﬂ]n“ with the vellow at the base of her

As she moved about, 1 could see that her
toes, esch with a huge curved hlack claw at
s tip, were the same bright sellow as her
beak. Her leze had “spats” of chestout-
brown feathers right down to the toes. and
there were a few of the same color on the
flianks—hy no means a brightly colored bird,
but far from dull, either.

Clearly she had accepted the presence of
the blind well enough. Tt had been in place
several days already and was thickly camou-
Haged with leafy branches, bundles of beather,
and other green stuff so that it merged natu-
rally with the herbagé-grown cliif face.

Feeding Time Arrives

After a while the eaglet started to move
about pned cheep, At this the mother hird
became active herself,

The evrie was several fest across, and
lving an it was the body of a grouse partly
plucked of its feathers, The old bird reached
out for this carcass, planted one great fool
over it to anchor it down, gripped o morsel of
meat in her benk, then tugged upwards, rip-
ping it off, Ever so gently she gave it to the
cuglet, who cheeped peevishly, rather like a
domestic chick (page 276).

Time and time again for the next 30 minytes
she picked off little tidbite and fed them to
the baby, It was all done so carefully and
gently that it looked rehearsed—almost, in
fnct, n ritual,

The voungsier cheeped, now shrilly as it
awaited a morsel, now softly as it gurgled with
siatisfaction, its maw full of juicy red meat
This often consisted of more tender parts such
as hver, And how carefully the old one
planted those clumsy-looking, wide-spreading,
terribly armed feet whenever she made 3 move
about the nest!

She left the nest vet agaim and flew down
the gully. Hardly bhad T waiched her out
of view when 1 heard the now-familiar thrash-
ing of wings and, hurriedly Iooking out, spotted
her back home once more,  This time she was
all keyed wp, craning her neck upwards and
peering intently down the pully us il in an-
ticipation of something.

Was there danger bpproaching? No, |
thovght, it could scarcely be that: otherwize
she would have flown awny posthoste.  Then
Fguessed it She had seen ber mate, who was
about to bring in prev, und here he was, com-
ing rocketlike towards the evrie.

Eagle Family Poses [or Picture

Galvanized into action, T glued my eéve to
the peephole nnd gripped the shutter relesses
firmly. Squéeze No. 1 set the movie caumera
purring. Squeeze Na. 2 clicked the still
camern. I hod caught them both side by side,
the bulky hen on the left and her dapper
mite, a baby rabbit crushed below his left
foot, on the right. He fixed the lens and bling
with n cold glare (page 280).

What & magnificent creature! A king of
birds if ever there wons ane. There simply
150t anything else on wings (o equal you, sir!
Not even your wife has quite that regal de-
meanor.  But he must have heard my
thoughts, as it were, for ke turned abruptly,
plunged into space, und was gone.

| breathed again, turning my attention o
the hen, who was now dealing with the rabhit
in n businesslilke way. The chick, who lad
been asleep, was now awake and cheeping anid
was Ted again, o soene [ shall never tire of
watching. When it was surfeited, the mother
bird bolted the entrails and other more bi-
zarre portions of the rabbit’s anatomy, and
that wa= one rabblt less o ruin the trees,

Afterward, the eagle stood motionless abowve
her chick for fully half an howr, As the min-
utes went by, this statuelike attitude began
o gel on my mrves,

Time and time pgoin T looked out of the
peephole, and thére was the bird in exactly
the same place amd pose, [ hod to pinch
myselfl to be reassured that it was she and
not [ who wis in a teance.  Eventually [
renlized that all that was happening was that
she was digesting that Inst meal of rabbit
entrails.

Such periods of quiescence are normal with
all birds of preyv; in fact, 1 once photographed
a juvenile eagle in such a <tate (page 281).

283

| spent several more days hiding beside the
evrie, but for some of them the weathpr re-
turned to normal—thick Scotch mist and rain,
miking photography impossible.  On other
occasions the birds stayved away from the nest,
and | had to content mysell with watching
the youngster, who was growing larger and
mure active every day,

A= 1 sat watching him, 1 longed for some
close-up  pictures showing  his  white-down
stagre, which nsts five or six weeks.,  Although
a fortunate configuration of the colifi had made
it possibile to climb up and buijld the hlind
behind an outjutting tree, this position was
separated from the nest by 30 feet of very
fresh, very thin air.

That evening, by good fortune, 1 hewrd of
another nest into which one could scramble
from the top of a cliff. Not even a shorl
rope wis needed. 1 had visited the site many
years: before when it was empty. Now 0t
contained a plump eaglet in white down.

Hare Nests Are Protected

In a previous vear, the eges had been stolen.
Fortunately the culprit had been caught and
hned. Orders had now been issued that the
nest wis 1o be strictly protcted.  (The same
applied to Duncan™s and other nests on For-
estry Commibssion groumnd. )

The news that the nest was in use was not
i be divalged to snvbody; all hikers and
mountaineers were to be kept away from that
part of the forest. Even photography, without
the special permission 1 had obtained, was
[orbidden,

I was delighted] to =e how well rare hirds
were heing protected from interference by the
Forestry suthorities, who were cooperting
nobly in the nest-protection scheme ran by
the poweriul Royval Society for the Protection
of Birds, Under this, gamekeepers are paid
o hounty for évery edgle’s nest from which the
voung fly safely,

This nest, however, was of special interest,
The gamekeeper, whose name was Neil, ac-
companied me up the mountain, Ae we
neared the bottom of the eagle’s nesting rock.
which at this point must have been 200 {eet
high, he pointed out the mangled corpses of
two ewes below the cliff

“Ope day, nhout a month apo,” aid Neil,
“1 was sitting on that hillside opposite the
nest, when | noticed something unustal poing
an, 1 put my telescope up and saw a remark-
able =ene at the evrie.
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“A grazing ewe had slithered down that
stoep. V-shnped gullv vou can see running
down from the top of the rock. Tt had landed
umharmed on the nest, and there it was right

beside the hen eagle!

"“She was astride the eges, beating the sheep
with her wines. The ewe hacked out of the
wav, but T could see how panicky zhe was
becoming, right on the edge of the nest.  Be-
hind her and to her nght was sudden death
over the cliff; to ber left was solid rock: in
fromt of her, larring her only cecape route up
the cliff, was the old eagle.

Double Tradedy st the Evrie

“When | realized what was happening, |
dashed across that hillside as [ast as 1 counld,
but by the time 1 reachesd the spot, the sheep
had panicked, backed away too Tar, and fallen.
Well, you can sce where—200 feet if it's an
inch—but not before ope of her hoofs had
srncashend an egg.

“And =0, concluded Neil, “that's why
there's only one voung one in my nest this
vear for you. Believe 1t or not, a few days
later | saw this second corpse here, too; so
the same thing must huve happened again,”

When we reached the evrie, panting from
the climby and saturated with perspiration, we
found the eoglet plump ond doing well, I
was easy 10 scramble down into the nest, but,
unce there, the obvious downed upon me.,

The anly possible place 1o erect the tripod
was that selfsame fatal spot on the edge of
the nest from which the two luckless sheep
hidd overbalanced backwards. More than once
s 1 manipulated the cameras | had vigions of
those unfortunate creatures, Thanks to Neil's
stromy and guiding hands, no such fate befell
me, and | photographed the vounester soe-
cesstully,

Even though the normal number of eges is
two, 1t s, of course, quite ysual for only one
caglel to be rearéidl. 1 lesarped the reasons
for this ot the very orst eagle’s nest | watched
fruom a blind,

It was Fanjuhar, another of the many kind
[riends who have helped me with myv eagle
work, who found this nest on a great black
precipice 1,600 feet above sea level on his
Argvll sheep farm.

We started a Wlind on the brink of the
ciiff. While we were working on it, one of the
caglits . deliversd o =eries of attacks an the
other. We had ooticed thot the latter was in
poor shape and did pot resist these atincks in

the leust, Cleardy the one was dominant over

Returning o week or two later, we were nol
really surprised 1o find the weaker eaglet Iving
dead on the adge of the nest. ' We finished the
hiding place;, which was virtually a little hut
muade  of bowlders, turf, heather, and large
sheets of mose, angl Fargquhar agreed (o leave
me ingide for an 8-hour spell.

The eaglet was now dark in color, as
teathers had nearly supplanted the white down
of youth. T sat watching it for seven hours
aned hod well-nigh abandoned hope of a pa-
rental return when | was startled by a series
of yapping noises rather like the barking of
small dogs: My thoushts flew to the local
pamekeeper, who was antagonistic towards
vagles,  Was he arriving with dogs and gun ti
shoot the eaglet?

Anxiously T peered out of the blind. There
wis no man with gun. and dogs, but sailing
majestically to and fro were two huge brown
birde with upturned wings and quills which
stuck out like giants” fingers. The eagles were
returning, amd it was their calls that T heard.
The caglet started squelping peevighly for
food, ut which one of the hirds broke awayv
fraom its planing, tumed towarde the eviie,
umd with a mighty swishing of wings came
sWinging in 1o its rocky citadel.

The voungster now went mad with excite-
ment, bowing in front of its parent in & sup-
pliant manner amd spreading itz now good-
sized wings to each side, Suddenly it dawned
on me that there might be a direct connection
between those spread wings; which were ob-
viously instinctive, and the dead youngster
hard by.  For the weaker chick might often
have been “Tenced off” {rom the prey by those
outstretched, tentlike wings (poge 282).

Femule Moy Kill Little Brother

Thuz 4 slow process of starving and  weak-
ening may have commenced, which, coupled
with the direct nssoults, had ended in the
death of the weakling, The adults would do
little or nothing about it, as the chick that
gets most attention is the one that makes most
noize, anhd this, of course, ie the stronger one.

Now, for instance, the adult eagle totally
ignored her offspring’s mute. still body, and
infeed, as is customary at this stage of the
breeding cvele, soon left the new,

Subsequent observations have strengthened
iy view as to what canses the death of a
voungster. [t has heen my invariahle obser-
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vation, and that of others in Scotland. that of
two eaglets in pn eyrie one is lnrger than the
other. The larger iz a female. the smaller a
muade.  For about the first six weeks the female

attacks the male unmercifully, and he nukes

little or no effort to resist. 17 the mule is the
first to hateh, he will have o probable 3-day
e over the jemale, and this mav help him
survive her attacks. But if the female hatches
first, she has the double advintage of lead and
size, and the male is almost surely doomed.

About the sixth week. il the female hos
fuiled to kill the male, her attacks diminish
and she tends to become lazy and slopgish.
The male, on the contrary, becomes extremely
active and sprightly and eventually leaves the
nist hefore she does:

In view of the frequent death of the male
chick, more females v success{ully ench year
thun males, and =0 it seems teasonahle to
suppose that there are more adult hen eagles
than ¢ock hirds. Tt may even be that the
limiting factor in the number of breeding pairs
5 the pumber of mature males. available.
Many gamekeepers have told me that if a
hen eagle i= shot from her nest, her mute
quickly pets a new wife, who takes on the
rearing of the young,

Sometimes. the dead chick’s body stays
fEniored, on or near the evrie. At other times
it disappears. probably removed by the hen.
But does she, or the survivor, pver eat it?

An incident at a Banfl nest two years ago
s summestive., The keeper told me that one
fay there were two eaglets in the nest, but
upan hiz next visit there wad only one, plus
ihe head of the other.  This mesns that one of
its parents or its stster was almost certainly
the responsible pearty.

Evidence of a Deadly Duel

Servious fghts between adult engles are not
common in 12 vears of eagle watching T have
never seen one.  But Bob MacKechnie, & bot-
anist friend of mine, was plant hunting in
Wezter Rouss one day when he came across two
male engles dend on the groum]. They were
riitidly Incked together by each other’s twlons
What a spectacle the fight to the death must
have been! Their nests were appatently too
close for comfort-—only 8 mile apart, [ hawve
found the averpge distance betwesn occupled
sites to be about four miles.

Fights, or nt nnv rate serinl sparring, be-
tween other birds and eagles are frequent. |
shall never forget an aerial combat between

| gasped in smazement, Surely he would
not dare to strike howe; but e kept straight
an, A bhead-on collision i mid-air seemerd
inevitable. Then one of the neatest picces of
avian sirmanship 've ever seen took place.
In the nick of time the eagle closed her right
wing, did a quick Lttle secial side step, and
the furious raven. traveling like & black sireak,
whizzerl harmlessly past. The eagle spread her
wings onee more and «oarkéd again as i nothing
had happened,

Althoagh sccustomed o the eagle’'s mastery
of the air, I nevertheless was astounded ai the
nimbleness of this maneuver and eagerly
awaited the next rouml. It soon came. Once
again the raven climbed above the eagle; once
apnin he dived headlohg, only to be' delénted
by the last-minute <ide step.  Every few min-
utes the same thing happened, while the
raven s furions croaking echoed and re-echoed
amang the gaunt cimEs

Suddenly from a distance there came a new
sound: looking in that direction, 1 spotted a
second large black angry bird approaching.
The hen raven had left her nest on an adja-
cent mountain and was coming Lo join the fray,

For nearlv in bour | sat on thot rock, en-
tranced by the aerial combat  overhend,
Round and round the three birds cruised, the
eagle as culm and unconcerned as the ravens
were frantic.
