The Atlantic Intracoastal
Waterway, to give it its official name. winds

Canal, salty, brackish. and fresh by tumns,
the walerway 5 no monolonous ditch bhut &
rippling scenic highway of infinite variety,

Roughly paralleling the enstem seabward,
it passes some of the country's most impur-
tunt historic shrines and modern cities (see
rel dotted line on Atlas supplement map).
Shickled from Atlantic winds and waves, it
serves a steady flow of shrimpers, small tank-
ers, and barges, as well ac vachts ranging from
lordly 100-footers to moxdest outboared cruisers.
We beard of one man who made the trip in
n 17-foot canoe,

Firve-day MNortheaster No Hl Wind

On the April diy we plunned to sthet, a
northeaster howled through Annopolis. and
omminous storm signals flew from the United
States Nuval Academy sesowall,  For five days
the cold wind and riin drove in from the bay,
While Trodewinds lay holed up in her snug
berth, we explored Maryland's pictiresque
capital in-a car, which nesd not be steered
from an open cockpit,

Ul an afternoon free of raln, we saw the
entite brigade of midshipmen pass in review
ot Worden Field., Strong gosts of wind made
nat o ripple in the faultless ranks sweeping by
to the stirring strmins of “Anchors Aweigh,”

We attended services in the Academy
chapel and stood with reverent midshipmen
before John Paul Junes's marhle sarcophnegus
in the chapel crypt.

Mingling with midshipmen, we strolied nar-
row, hilly streets whose names carry the ring

Under the tall octaponal dome and cupola
of the Maryland State House, we visited the
Old Senate Chamber. Meeting in this room
on December 23, 1783, the mew Congress of
the United States received George Washing-
ton's resienation ac commander in cloel of
the Continentnl Army, A few weeks later, in
this same chamber, Congress ratibed the
treaty of peace with Grest Britain that oin-
cially ended the Revolutionary War,

Anchors Aweidh ot Lust

Chme morming the warning flags were miz=
ing, and white clowds roced acrosz the bluest
of skies. Twadewinds was doing a sort of
pixie dance at her herth.

“I think she wants to go,” said Dorothes.

We checked gear and stowed the last of vur
supprlies.  As whitecaps sparkled in the mors-
ing sonlivht. we sailed out into the Severn
River, A fieet of Naval Academy yowls stood
out ahead of us. Their crews, we knew, were
future officers learning the wavs of the s as
they should be learned—in suil (page 2.

When we cleared the river mouth, we found
the bay still hoisterous.  Short, sieep sers sent
icy sall spray flving over us.  (ireen wiler
lroke across the bow, swirled aft along the
deck, and surgled out through the scuppers.
A brizk wind honei the 407 temperature to o
Fiaor edge.

The wind was out of the southwest—idead
shead—and rising steadily,  This meant no
sailing. il we were 1o make the 45 miles Lo
Solomons, Muorylamd, before nightfall; =0 we
furled our 730 squore feet of canvas and the
tirl-horsepower engine settled down to the first
of muny daylong stints.

For the initial 140 miles we would be =ail-
ing the broad waters of Chesapenke By, that
ereit inlond sea stretching from the Virginia
Capes to the Susquehanna River. On pre-
vious sorties out of Annapolis we had ven-
tured north to Baltimore and the Sassafrus

River amd south to the Patuxent. On the
Enstern Shore we had explored long, winding
streams with' Indinn ond English pames:
Choptank, Chester, Miles, Wye, Tred Avon.
Now we were hugging the western shore, and
before us lay unknown waters,

That first blustering day we made slow
progress. By midafternoon we had clawerd
our wauy southward o mere 1§ miles, nmd the
prispect of reaching Solomons before dark
seemed shvht. Sheltering {or the night seemed
the mosi sensible procedure.

Reversing course, we hended for the Tiroad
bay formed by the Souoth, West, and Rhode
River=—a beautiful expoanse of water well
known to Dorothes and me. Al dusk we
dropped snchor ot the snug litle seafood-
packing ‘and boathuilding port of Galesville.

Helow deck, while Dorothea cooked dinner,
Joe—a notoripus landlubber—studied a0 nauti-
cal chart amnd a road map,

“Look!™ he exclaimed incredulousty. “ After
all that battering. we're Just about 10 land
miles from Annapolis!  Next time [ walk?"™

With morning the Chesapeake was its usual
calm, charming self. We headed south, cruis-
ing so close inshore we could recognize such
places along the tall Cliffs of Calvert as Scien-
tists Cliffs, where we had often wandersd in
search of fossiliged sharks” teeth and other
relice of the Miocene Asge,

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miles of Virginia and North Carolina, Today
drainage and a falling water tahle have shrunk
it o an estimated 385 square miles, and hunt-
ers and school nature-study groups roam the
pame-rich swamp.

To the east onlv a marrow strip of tree-
srown shoreline separated us from the Ocean
Highway (U7, 5. 17), alive with rushing traffic
undd studded with Hlling stutions, motels, res-
taurants, and drive-in thenters. We exchinged
arevtings with picnic parties and strow-harted,
middle-aged ladies who relaxed in comfortable
chairs while they angled for cathsh,

At Arbuckle Landing, midway between the
north and south locks, 8 moan-made feeder
titch joins the canal, Through it flows water
from & spiflway at Lake Drummond. in the
heart of the Dismal Swamp, which keeps the
canal at navigable depth,

When we docked at the landing, head dam
operator  Benjamin MoCov was waiting with
an outhadrd-powered skiff to take us to see
the lske. An ingenlous power-driven murine
riaflway lfted the boat six feet to the level
of the Take.

Luke Inspired an Irish Poet

Half a mile bevond the spillway we passed
it Drummond itself, a great circle of Lrown
waler Tinged in green. Only the buzz of our
outhoard broke the stillmess, nnd the eerie
atmosphere was acoented by the  toftured
ahapes of cypress stumps.

MeCov, 1 veteran of 13 vears on the canal,
was proud of his domain, “Tt's a mood life
here.” he told os, “except for the black bears
thot steal the honey right out of my bechives,
And =metimes we hear strange noises in ouyr
houses—the sound of somebiody walking. or
eerie crackings amd creakings. We've never
been able to track ‘em down, But it makes
neperson think that maybie all these stories
he hears about Dismal Swamp aren't just
myths ™

Outer Banks: Birthplace of Flight

Back on the canal, we soon passed the
Virginig-North Carolina horder. At South
Mills we were lowered hack to sea level. The
long straightaway of Turners Cut and then
the winding Pasquotank River led us tir Eliza-
beth City, near the head of Albemarle Sound.

There we tempornrily abandoned Trade-
winds to make an automobile tour of the
Chuter Hanks, the 320-mile chain of elongated
barrier islands that muard North Caroling's
coast- from the surging Atlantic *

The dominamt landmark in all that expanse
of billowing dunes is g granite monument:
like the brothers whose memory it bonors, it
eesiches for the sky from the top of Kill Devil
Hill. Near this spot on a windy December
thay in 1003, two hicyele mechanics from Day-
i, Crhio—Orville and Wilhur Wright—sent
a powered airooaft aloft for 59 seconds with
Chwille at the controls. Here, amid these
Iopely sands, they blazed a poth that hes al-
ready led man 1o the threshold of space and
provmiises tootake Bing to the moon.

lights to mislead ships, Sollors thought they
marked safe pazssapes amd drove onto the
shoals.

Along the ocean, coltages stodd on stilts,
with wiaves of saml. not ‘water, piling up he-
neath. Nailed to the weathered shingles of
one were hoards salvaged {rom wrecked ships
and bearing thelr names: Flora Rogers, Pe-
canee, Wetham H, Macy, Mary Loe.

By ferrvhogt we crossed Oregon Inlet with
fishermwn and vacationers. Theén, with Pam-
lico Sound on the right and the Atlantic on
the leit, 50 miles of Hatterns lsland stretched
aheard. Except {or ik few picturesque villages,
all of it i incloded in the wind-swept wilder-
ness of Capé Hotterns National  Seashore
Reoreational Area

Long hefore we reached it, we could see
the black-und-white tower of Cape Halleras
Light. tallest in the United States. Up the
265 steps we pufied and spiralsd.  From the
top, 191 feet above ground, we looked down
upon-a fleet of wrecked vessels juiting starkly
throweh  semd and surl.

When the Cape Hatteras tower was built in
1871, some 1,500 feet of beach separated it
from the sea. but the waves: ate the sand
antil they were lapping at the tower's very
baze in 1935, Then the Natwonal Park Serv-
e came Lo the rescoe, buoilt sand terraces,
and planted special grasses anid shrubs. The

tile was literully turned. Now a healthy
stretch of ervsiop-proal Find stands between
tower and sen.

Tn St Michael's Fpiscopal Church,
built about 1752, we were among the litest
m A long line of visitors who have included
Greorze Washington and Robert E. Lee.

Henry and Frances Gaud, present owners
of Sword Gate House, welcomed us to that
famous home on Legare Strest.,  Mrs, Gaud
belioves the 18-room Bowse wis builtl between
15800 and 1515. The gates are composed of

spears amd brosdswords surrounded by ntri-
citte designs in wrought iron,

“Lincoln's granddaughter, Jessie Lincoln
Randalph, ance owned the house,” Mrs. Gawd
recalled.  “However, this being Charleston,
euides could not being themselves to admit
the fact. Thev'l tell sightseers. ‘And this
fameus old Sword Gate House belongs to the
granddaughter of Robwert E. Les, "

From the gates we walked nlong an avenpe
of tall magnolins toward the house

“When we bought Sword Gate eight vears
agn,” Mrs. Gaud said, “we had to dispossess
a big colony of night berons that roosted in
these trees. They were very untidy eaters.
They'd bring shrimp and fish from the rivers
and scatier scraps on the walk.”

Howses Built of Owvster Shell

From Charleston a snake-track route led to
Beaufort—pronounced  Bew-fort, unlike its
North Caroling counterpart, which s called
Bo-fort. The seaport was lafil ‘out in 1710,
but beginning as long-ago as 1561 Spaniards,
Frenchmen, and Heitish tried to colonize the
ATen.,

On o stroll arouml Beaofort on' a riny
Saturduy evening. we saw wisterin-draped ol
houwses built for conlness, with deep bausements
andl wide veramdas, their design stemming
fromm the Barbados planters who were among
the original settlers.  Many houses were built
of tabby, the crushed-ovster-shell muterial
peculiar fo the low country.

A frolic of porpolses next doy escorted us
down the Besufurt River, past Parris Tsland,
site of o UL S, Marine Corps training Dase
(page 33). andd onto the wide expanse of Port
Royval Sound. In Ilnte aftermoon we crosssd
the Savannah River into Georgin.

Savannah, Georgin's oldest and second lare-
=t city, Jooked its role—that of o stately dow-
ager standing aloof but tolerant in the presence
of 8 boisterous younger geperation.  The hum
of modern industry wos all-pervasive: almaost
as insistent were the softer undertones of o
sracious colpnial tradition,

The bargelogds of pulpwosd and rolls of
kraft paper we had passed on the waterway
promptéd us o investigate sn industry that
now Jooms larger than cotton or naval stores,
for yvears the chief bulwarks of the seaport’s

snomy.  When the paper industry began
making paper from pane, the South's tremen-
dous stands of [ast-growing pime beécamie an
cconomic assel that has effected an industrial
revolution.

Accomipitnied by a voung engineer. Philip
Beckwith, we toured the Upion Bag-Camp
Paper Corporntion's gignntic Savannah plant
(puge 34).  Ench day roaring machines con-
vert: 3,100 cords of pine into 2,000 tons of
kraft paper and paperboard, enough to cover
i highway from Georgia 1o Pennsylvania.
“The plant's wiekly bag output,” Beckwith
told us. “i= large encoch o tike home almost
half the Nation's weekly fomd supply.”

In a sense, the Union Bag-Camp mill sym-
Inllh_rf, the transfourmation of the South. for it
veeypies the former site of the Hermitage,
anpnte bellom industrial plantation owned
by Scotsman Henry MceAlpin, whose slive-
tended kilns baked much of the brick still seen
in Savannah boildings.

Only Cow Terrapin Go (o Market

Buack on the waterway, we called on Mr.
and Mrs. Willinm Barbee at Tsle of Hope. a
pleasant oak-shaded suburb of Savannah on
the Skidaway River. The Barbees operite
the country’s leading diamondback terrapin
hatchery—or “farm,” as they call . Their
stock in trude figtres mportantly in the lives
of o small but dedicated band ol gourmets
who believe that a festive dinner needs a
wrrapin course ws much as it pedds knives
amil furks.

Hunilreds of dinmondback terrapin { 3 ala-
clemya gentrate) cruwled about or lay like
stones in i shallow, wire-enclosed pool just
insitle the entrunce to the Barbee establish-
ment, which recembles 8 country store

“Those are bulls," safd Mr. Barbee. *They
sprve a8 breeding stock: only the cows go o
market. Come along amd T'T ghow you some
n the fattening pen”

We followed him to a board corral con-
taining several hundred female dinmondbacks,

which were much larger than the males.  They
chewed on Tragments of crabs dribbling into
the pen throush a pipeline from sn adjoining
crale-ment cannery, another Barbee enterprize.

In the near-by hatchery we saw thousands
af terrapin mnging in size from a 25-cent piece
to <lightly larger than a man’s hand,

“This is where the terrapin are born,™ said
Mr. Barbee. “My futher started brecding
terrpin in 1898, alter some scientists told
him it couldn't be done, and he passed the
method on to me.  How we invubate the eges
it n familv sectel. Now and then we
sirengthen the herd with wild terrapin from
the marshes;”

Famed Restaurunts Buy Dimmondbacks

When the females reach an age of six to
nine vears amnd measore dt least five aod o
half inches along the bottom shell, Mr, Barhee
trunsfers thim to the fattening pen.  As
oriers vome in, he packs the live reptiles
between layers of Spanish moss in ventilated
ting andl barrels and  ships them 1w such
famous eating places #s Liichow's and the
Waldorf-Astorin in New York City. Harvey's
in. Washington, 13, O, the Ceen Gity Club
in Cincinoati, Ohio, and Miller Bros. in Balti-
mare, Mary i,

“In a good wvesr well <hip 150 to 200
dozen. ut from 524 to 336 o dozen,” said Mr.
Barhee. “Restauranizs charge from $2.75 up
for a serving of termpin stew—expensive, bul
it’s awhully good for you”

(On the 85-mike stretch from Isle of Hope
tw St Simons Island, gateway to the “Golden
lales of Guale” the Intrnconstal Waterway
mepnders through Georgia’s 9,000 square miles
of tidal marshland.

Here we were introduced to the giant sting-
ing horseflies that plague the marshland in
springtime.  As soom as the sun was hich, the
blopdthirsty creatures swarmed nboard and
goommed  about the ship, alighting frequently
to nip one of us.

Now, on the 70th anniversary of the found-
ing of The Society, members will reap even
preater rewards from a vastly expanded map
program. - After long study and planning, The
Society launches with this f=sue an ambitions
new project—the National Geographic Workd
Atlns map series.

The handy size and larger scale of these
maps makes them ideal for guidance while
traveling as well as for reference use ot
home, AN maps in this series will be the
ame size, plunned as integeal plates of a
world Atlas which each member can build op
for himself,

Memburs formerly received four supplement
maps a vear. In 1958, however, vour Nn-
tional Geographics will bring the hrst seven
in this important new Atlas series.

Cartographers Charting World Anew

When | joined The Society's stafi 37 years
ago, its Cartographic Division consisted of two
men—Chief Cartographer Albert H. Bum-
steadd and myeell. Today we hove 38 men and
women hard at work on the first hall dogen
sheets of the Atlas series.

Last year our four large ten-color supple-
ment maps totaled nine million copies,  This
vear, with the seven Atlas maps, the number
will soar to 16 million.

For this series the entire world is being
mapped afresh, region by region,  There will
alsn be an occasional specinl-purpose  map,
such a< one plannil for 1958 showing the
National Parks and Monuments of the United
States nnd Canacda.

All Atlas maps will open out tn 25 by 19
inches—small enough for ense of handling, yet

By eurly afternoon the snow had stopped.
The Plains of Abrabham now cang with the
shouts and langhter of children shooting down
the slopes on skis, sleds. nnd flving saucers.
Sletrhs pnd carioles Jingled along the cury-
ing rodds.  Beside Duofferin Terrce ice skaters
swirled to recorded music, while screaming
tobogeanists hurtled down the Chiteau Fron-
tenac slide (pext page).

| could even make out the merry strains of
“Carnaval, Mardi Gras, Carmaval.” the catchy
musical theme of the Winter Carnival tha
ench vear puts the forces of Jack Frost to
work for the pleasure of the city and thoo-
sands of visitors,

Quehec's winter festivities date from  nst
century, City fathers proclaimed the famous
1894 fce and snow camival “to enliven the
monotony of our dull season.”  In pursuit of
this moal, every cold weather pastime—from
dancing to dog slediding—now  entices the
winter-weary  Chuffiercars from his firesiide anil
the pleasure-bent vacationer to one of North
America’s st plcturesgue cities,*

During Boohomme Carnaval's relgn (pages

76 and T7), 1 saw skiers shalom down the
slopes of the Citadel and colorful floate wind
through the gates of the old walls, 1 erowded
into hockey rinks where flashing skates threw
upr showers of ice lukes: [ watched nocturnal
dancers whirl in the squares while fireworks
ctched vivid poatternz in the skv.

I hod arrived on February 3. just in time
for the 44th Tnternational Boospiel that sot
the carnival into congenial high gear (pages
78 and 80), This famoue curling tourney
drew 128 four-man rinks, or teams, to the
capitn]l of Quebec Province.

Curlers are potoriously addicted to hiricht
attire, and bonspiel headguarters at the sedute
Chatean Frontenac blazed with unaceustomed
color. One team, the Hamilton Thistles, was
resplendent In vellow pants ol tigerskin
shiris, with tiger tails dangling down the back.

Seots Brought Curling to Canada

While the origins of the 400.vear-old pame
are lost in the mists of Scottish history, s
North American debut troces back to 1768
when it was introduced by Scottish regiments
quartered in Quebee,  Since then it has spread
throughout Canadn; until recent vears, the
sport has been most popular in the western
provinces, where the winfers are long and nat-
ural fce is dependable. The game Iong since
hurdled the border as well, and the United
Stutez now boaste move than 100 full-fledged
clubs and some 12,000 active cutlers,

Curling is an ice sport somewhat akin to
shufffieboard.  Each man slides two granite
stones along a 130-foot alley toward a cir-
cular target painted into the ice. Teammates
armed with brooms sweep the path of the
oncoming stone in an attempt to miuence its
course aml speed.  The team whose stone or
stomes wre nearest o the target’s center ud
completion of an end, or inning, <woree ac-
cordingly.

Ag the curlers swung into Quebec’s rugeed
week-long schedule of two or three matches
per team per day, the entire city resounded
to "The Camplells Aré Coming.” For the
four Campbell brothers, wheat [nrmers (rom
the plains of Saskatchewan, were heavy fa-
varites to sweep the honspiel. In 1935 they
had scaled the curling heights by winning
the Canadinn championship.

Beginning their play, the brothers lived up
to their reputation liv scoring Hashing vie-
tories over their first two opponents.

While the Campbells were registering one
conguest after another, T headed out of the
city 1o fnvestigante what is perhaps Canada's
gavest and least strenuous winter diversion.—
ice fishing at Lo Pérude (pages 94-0).

This neat, compagt French-Canadian vil-
Inge of 1,200 nestles on the Sainte Ante River
just above its confluence with the St Law-
rence, 30 miles west of Quebec (map, page
74). Every year; from the end of December
to early February. the Sainte Anne swarms
with a small but succulent fish, Microgads
tomeod, popularly ealled the “tommyeod.” 1t
is also known with alfectiomate simplicity
among Iocnl sourmels ns le petit’ poisson—
the hitle fish.

When the vear's first petits poissons wrig-
ele into the river heading for their upstream

spawning ground, La Pérade's own winter
carpival pets underway.  Péradiens joviully
traundle their specially bullt, brightly painted
fishing cobames from summer exile in back
yurds and fields to set them in ploce over
holes chopped in the ice.

Then, exhorting the fish to Lite with their
happy anthem, " Mordes, Mordez, Petits Pair-
song,” the villagers troop down the bank o
the river. There is nothing Spartan about
La Pérade’s fishing festival: huots ure heated,
lighted., comfortably furnished: the hapless
poi=sons, once they have taken the pork-liver
hait. offer no semblance of o strugele as
Péradiens houl them out by the tens of thou-
sands to a common destiny in the skillet,

All might Jong lights twinkle warmly in
cabin wintdows, convivinl hshermen wander
from door to door, and dnatches of well-loved
folk songs echo through the still winter air, . .

Fishing Hut 2 Cozy Retreat

huts flew open and a small, silvery tommyeod
plapped out oo the ice; in a Mash it wis frozen
stiff. Next appeared the smiling face of the
fisherman, who asked me i T would like to
try my luck with les petits poissons.

When I accepted, he ushered me inside the
tiny cabin. It was cozily furnished with a
table, cushioned chairs, and a wood-humning
stove. Red ourtains framed each of the four
windows, and an electric light dangled from
the ceiling. A trap door the entire length
of the floor opeped on a Jong <lit in the jie.
Six weighted lines, suzpended from pulleys
on an overbead beam, disappeared into the
water.
