Precious Trainload of Food Goes Astray

By Apnl 4, Lee had the remainder of his
army pretty well assembled at Amelia Court
House. There he had hoped (o obtsin forage
and rations, sent by train to this way station
on the Richmond & Lranville, 33 miles wiest of
Metersburg

He found, instead, only ammunition for his
guns. There wits nothmng to eat for his fam-
ished men and horses—food and fodder had
not arrived. Lee lost a day scouring the bar-
ren countryside for food, and then, in the
night of April 5, headed in & westerly arc
for Farmville, evidently trying to escape to
Lynchburg now that Federal forces blocked
the way to Danville,

On the 6ih, ot Savier's Creek, eight miles
from Farmville, Sheridan's cavalry and Maj,
Cren. Horatio (. Wrght's V1 Corps infantry
destroved two Confederate corps, capturing
000 men. Seven generals werd amang them,
including Custis Lee, Robert . Lee's son,

Lee's pmaciated troops pushed on through
Farmville—ever west, though the intent still
was fo turn south eventuallv—ever pearer
a sleepy village named Appomattox Court
House, now just thirty or <o miles away

Grant came up to Farmville April 7, and the
cheers of his men hlled his enrs. He tipped s
hat to them. He was amused by their sallies
—the spontineons 1estimony of blooded vet-
erans who knew the end at lost was in sight.
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“Cavalrys gi'n out; gencral Infantry's
going to crush the rest of the mud"” And,
“We've marched nigh twenty miles on this
stretch, and we're good for twenty more if the
general savs so."”

General Grant States His Case

When it came time, as it now finally did at
Farmville, to address General Lee, his words
marched straight to the point:

“The results of last week,” his note read,
“must convinee vou of the hopelessness of
further resistance on the part of the Armyv of
Northern Virginia in this struggle. 1 feel that
it i= 20, and regard it as my daty to shift from
myvsell the responsibility of any further effu-
ston of blood, by asking of vou the surrender
of that portion of the Confederate States Army
known as the Armv of Northern Virgina®

Lee, however, wits not vet convinced, and
oy this note became the fr<t of 11 brief letters
thut passed between the two commanders,
ending two davs later on .r"L]'_H-iI 9 with Lee's
acceptance of the surrender terms. All but one
letter bore the identical complimentary close:
“Nery respectfully, vour abedient servant”
The exception was the tenth rommunication,
Larant 1o Lee. which contained the surrender
torms. It ended: “Versy respectiully.”

“If the extreme rnights of military success
hatl been insisted wpon, and hid the van-
gutshed been requined to pass under the voke
ol deleat and bhumilintion, the war wouled
have ended as a sueeess=hal war of conguest
the Southern states would have been con-
queredt states, and the Southern people would
have been a conguercd people, in whose
hearts would have been sown all the eamity
and U will of the conguered 1o the conguaraors,
to be tronsmtted fram sire to son”
