Within minutes of leaving the Uhalet, our
car is entrapped in 4 mesh of humanily. We

music. Elephants—an incredible, orderly
herd of close to a hubdred—Ilumber three
abreast, their gray hulks spangled with satin
emblaconed with myriad lights,

driver-guide, pointsto i huge élephant draped
in shimmering brocade, itg tugks bound with
pold (preceding pages), “For muny vears Ka-
jah has carvied the evetooth casket of our
Lord Buddha He knows that all eyes watch
him.

Behind Rajah parndes a stately figore:
the Divawndene Nilame, lny gunrdian of the
temple, swathed in bulpng lavers of magnif-
wently jeweled ceremonial robes and wear-
e brocaded slippers.

Cevlon Turns to the West

The last elephant passes, crowds fow into
the streets, and Kandy reverts to the 20th
century. But the explosion of light and color
and sound, with jts admixture of carmival
atmosphere and reverent mysticism, has wiven
Dotina and me a glimpse inta Cevlon's legendd-
ary past. Even today that kaleidoscopic past
15 everywhere evident.

We had arrmved at a crueial time in the Hittle
nation’s affairs. After drifting perilously close
to bankruptey and Communism, the island
vioted its leftist government oot of affice in
Murch, 1963, and installed a democranic
regime friendly to the West

Now Cevlon, custodian of a culture 2,300
veurs old, struggded valinntly to establish a
Jh-century identity. Its new government
sought to broaden the economy. largely de-
pendent on tea, rubber, and coconat prodect s,
and o instill a sense of unity and purpose
among it diverse population aof 11 milhon

For zeven weeks Donna and 1 crisscrossed
the island, finding it surprisingly varied in

terrain and climate for such a relatively small
ared. Under a fiery sun we éxplored the north-
ern plains, parched with drought from June
to October but often inundated by northeas
mon=oon rains during the winter months: We
climbed tortuous roads into Cevlon's south-
central highlands, an aren where nature ri-
tions rain and sunshine in delicate proportions
to nurture teax bushes hlonketing the oon-
roured hills. And we followed the crescent of
the southern plains; like the north a farming
region subject to the capricious extremes of
the monkobn cvcle (map, page 454)

Between forays around the island, we sa-

vorgd Colombo-—sprawling senport capital,

4 city where bullock carts plod nlong in the
shadow of modern skyscrapers Not a section
of Cevlon's largest ity escaped our fascinated
wmspection. But, like most visitors, we always
returned to the Pettah, or marketplace, whoge
narrow Clogged streets resound m A ragoous
svmphony of blaring horns from vintage cars
and battered buses, of rumbling carts and
chattering humanity (page 457)

A sweating porter, bent beneath bulging
bags of rice, nudges me against & wall of tin
kettles. Bounding out of his stall, o bearded
Moor seizes upon my embarrassment gt his
tumbled wares to barter for a quick sale. 1

friends Cymthia and Vere de Mel

"String-hoppers” Conl Fiery Curries

When we first arrived in Colombo, Cynthia
had =aid. “You can't capture Cevlon from
hotel rooms! You must come live with us”

The De Mels typify modern Cevlon. Al-
though both are Sinhalese, Cynthin was reared
as o Christian and English-educated. She
married of heér own choice, while girlhood
friends still  expected parentnlly. arranged
matches. Bright, beautiful, and efervescent,
Cwvnthia skillfully manages her own travel
agency. Vere, devoutly Bucddhist and a lormer
transportation official, owns Colomba'’s taxi
service, [hiickshaws

Through Cynthia and Vere, we touched the
pulsebeat of Cevlon, its gentle people. We ate
torrid curries, always careful to tuke plenty of
“string-hoppers”—spaghetti-like  putties—as
fire extinguishers for the more fammable
dishes. Cynthia thught Donna to drape o sar,
to bargan for fruits and vegetables in the mar-
ket, and to prepare many Cevlonese delicacies.

We came to understand the old saving,
“The Cevilonese are happiest with n stranger

in their streets ora visltor on their doorstep.”

Every day at the De Mels" was rewarding
Hut I vividly recall one evening in particular.
Cwnthin informed as: “The cook isn't well.

“A prt of bali, devil worship,” she said

Bali, whose roots trace buack to northern
Indin, mysteriously blends astrology, demon-
ism, and ancestor worship, forces that inex-
arably govern the lives of many Cevlonese
Vestiges of primitive popular religions, am-
mism and witcheralt, are intricately and often
subtly woven into contemporary religios
behavior. Devotees coleulate propitious mo-
ments for every act by the planets—the con-
trolling spirits. Magic rites exorcise evil spirits
and curry favor with benevalent anes,

At 9 pmi—the auspicious tme—the cere-
many begins. Areca palm fronds and seven
species of flowers adorn the allar—a porch

“He talks to the devils in g scolding manmer,
shipping from Sinhalese into Tamil,” Cynthia
explains:. “Now he'll watch to see if an odd
number of lmes Aot face up to the surface—
uovery good sign.”

Suddenly, a huge insect lights on Donnoe's
arm.

We could not submerge the
house without its cables, nor leave it afloat in
a rising storm, so we hauled it ignominiously
back to Moniuco. The oceanauts remained
sealed up on the surface of the harbor Tor two
davs, while our electricians repaired the multi-
conductor cables in the water.

Sheep Runchers Face Viaried Woes

1 listened to o few over a predawn breakiast at a Raw-
ling restaurant. Curtis Rochelle. Bus Rendle. Charles
Vivion, and Elmer Peterson are early risers and hardy
hangers-on in a traditional Wyoming industry hard hit by
sagging lamb prices, foreign wool competition, synthetic
fihers, periodic drought, and troubles with fences. They
have troubles, that 15, with conservationists nnd hunters,
who sav fences—thousands of miles of them acrozs lepsed
Federal land—restrict the movement of deer and antelope,

“{Ine reason we put our sheep behind fences,” Curt
Rochelle was saving, “is that we can™t get enough gooc
shrepherders anv more

*We'll have to come (o some kind of comprommise with
the hunters, 1 guess,” Curt continued. “The Wyoming
Lrame Commission recommends a fence low enoush for a
deer to jump, and high encugh for an antelope to crawl
under. Thic may satisfy the conservationists too

“As lar as conservation is concerned, sheep should he
fenced and not herded around. Herding roins o lot of
forage. and leaves sheep trails that encourase erosion

“Sheep themselves are just like human beings.” he

Sheep commund the right of way as they move 1o
winter range, stalling a motorist near Powell Baseuoe
shisprherds once hirded vast Qocks on open range, (o-
day motfe and more sheep grow up behingd fences
Second only o Texas in wool production.

Curt’s final reason for defencding fenced
praivie was, 1o me, absolutely unassuilable:
He L= 60 miles of fences Aung soross Wyo-
ming-—at $1.000 a mile.

“We used to raise sheep for money and cat-
tle for respectability, behind the same fences,”
C'harlie Vivion said. “Now vou can’t get dither
one out of either one.”

“That's right,”" Bus Rendle said “I'm oper-
ating with one man und mveelf, and I'm
thinking of firing me.”

Then Bus toek off in his private plane to
sell some sheep over on the ldaho border

Back in the old davs, raising sheep and cat-
tle together would have been unthinkable
For vears, Wyoming cuttiernen, first on the
scent, accysed sheepmen of denuding the
range and draining wiater holes with their
hungry, thirsty flocks. There was & vicious
war and much Bloodletting

"I remember talk about sheep wagons on
fire in the hills when [ wasa Kid,"” said cattle-
man Dunny Budd. His great-grandfather, a
cattle runcher, started the town named Hig
Pinev in the 1880's

Dunny introduced me to Everett Curtis of
Hig Pinev. Everett remembered back to the
drys before fences, almost o the era of had
blood among catilemen, in the 18%0's;, when
cowbovs died in range wars because they'd
put their brand on another man'’s calves

Winter Begins at 40 Below

“My dad came to Wyoming in a wagon
train bound for California,” Everett told me.
“He dropped vut because he liked the looks
of the land. T was the first white baby born in
Big Pinev. My folks laid me out on n table,
and evervbody filed by 1o get & good Jook.”

We were riding out to a cattle branding on
the Circle Ranch of James F. Michel=on, a
spresd of about 60,000 acres. Everett punched
cows here for 25 venrs, and now owns a small
herd of Hercfords himsell

“Big Pmeyv's temperntures arealways being
talked about on the radio,” I mentioned. “1s it
pretty bad here in the winter®”

“You know,” he said, “we never noticed it
till the radio picked it up. We don’t even get
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into our lore johns unt] it hits about 40 be-
low. Of course, that happens pretty often”

All across Wyoming cattle country, 1 had
vaguely wondered about the kindergnrtens of
calves clustered in the speebrush around a
single cow.

“Cows are smarter animals than vou'd
think,” Everett told me “Thev'll leave one
or two old cows to baby-sit all day with 20
calvies, while the mothers go off to find grass
and water and sale

“1 don't know how they decide who does
the calf-sitting. But | o know that if vou
roped one of those arnery little eritters and
dropped him off from atruck miles away, he'd
be back in the same patch of sagebrush with
his baby-sitter almost before vou could get
back vourself.”

False Teeth Save Pampered Cattle

I picked up another odd bit of range lore
that afternoon.

"What did vou say about false teeth#™ |
asked o rancher who was at the branding

"That's right.” he said. “Several vears ago
quite 3 few cattle wore 'em. Particularly reg-
istered purebreds. A few still do, especially
in areas where there is o lot of grit”

Grazing ammals, he explained, often pick
up dirt, bits of stone, and other abrasive ma-
terials together with grass. With steers, there's
no problem, since they go to market preity
vouny But over the vesrs the teeth of valuable
hireeding stock wear down. Some of the ani-
mals are worth thousonds of dollars apiece.
Unable to chew a full ration, they might even-
tuadly starve

“In the ald dave, we just slaughtered stock
that had reached that point.” the rancher said.
“Then a dentist came along and invented
stainless-steel crowns that fit nght over the
lower incisors, adding vears to their lives ™

The original cattle of Wyoming were the
buffalo Thev fed and clothed the Indian for
centuries, then bechme nearly extinet m the
hands of the poleface. A few vears ago o meat
packer from San Francisco thought bufialo
might by maie 1 feed and clothe madern
Americans, and started one of Wyoming's
strangest enlérprisés.

This seemsapractical
compromizse between a sort of ‘deep-ireeze’
philosophy and wide-open development of
the parks ™
