\Yhile I do not claim to be an expert obse~ver, I will 
aay that aa a commercial deep sea fisherman, I am aeeustom­
ed to seeing all the normal flying objects as known, and 
this wa~ somethi•g definitely 'Ullknown .and !lew a disbinot 
pattern at terrific speed. · ,, 

It is somewha~ or an uneduetted gu~ss aa to its height, 
as I judged !rom a number or planes I have seen flying over 
the aame approximate location. By the same token, I would 
judge it to have been approximately 75' to 100' in diameter.

I find I didntt m· e a copy of the letter 
sent to Dr. Williamson, so will remember the 
details as best I can. The dates extended over 
t least a 3 mo. period and the year mi ht have 

been 1956 or 55 durin the l ate summer & fall. 
I 1-rrote about it to Dr. Williamson becaus, I 
had just read his book that told about some he 
ha.d seen, with prints of same, and enterpreting 
them. I still dontt know what mine meant. 

The first print was found 1n a doorway of the 
laundry roam. I noticed it because. it was in a 
place that it would have been very difficul~ to 
step in. Between the door and the screen on the 
hinge side. It was clear cut and about en long. 
(drawing & map later) The door opened directly 
onto the dirt of the yard. There was just one 
print and no sign anywhere of another. I 
examined the ground thoroughly. The print 
could have been made by ej.ther foot. It was 
shaped like a chinese shoe which fits either foot 

The second print print was f~lnd about a week 
later in the fine sand by the large yard gate 
which kept the horses from eating the trees. 
It was exactly the same size and shape as the lst 
and again only one and around the print the sand, 
was absolutely smoothe as though the Wind Had 
swept it. 

The third print was found a couple of months 
later almost a half mile from the others. There 
are high dikes of sandstone an my place and 
little sandy arroyos run do~ from them made 
by floods. After a good r ain these little 
arroyos have very smoothe sand. This one had 
no marks of any animals or humans on it. There 
was only this print which could have been made 
by one legged man let down from a sky hook. 

I examined the ground thorou hly for a sign of

anything that could possiblYAinterpreted as 
someone st~~ding at a distance and reaohtng 
over. Or. an animal, preferrably a lizard. 
But there was no other sign at ~ at 
all except my own fresh tracks. oth g · 
had been there. ·· 

The footprint was about 8" lohg. The foot 
part abbut 3" wide end the heel a little 
narro\Ter. In the center of the sole were 
the impress of four dots about the size of 
hobnails except that the impress were smoot 
with no corrugations. The sole itself was t.: 
perfectly smooth, with an indentation around 
the whole thing as of a smooth oord thatt 
protruded below the sole. e~cept there was 
one section of about 2" where there was no 
indentation. 

I do not think it could possibly have been 
a hoax because no one around here knows ot 
my interest in such things. Also there 1a 
only myself here who receives any literature 
on the subject, and I am in a wonderful 
position to know. Also I think that whoeV<e 
made those prints wanted me to find them. 
They were in such unlikely places that they ~

Witbin the past several weeks I recently r ead your book YlQ 
'1'b! Whole Stoa, which lead me back to one or your older publications I have 
bad for quite some time (at least lB months), enti.tled Flying Saucer Occupants, 
and lPrar.Jc &iwards 1 book,llving Sauceraa Serious Business, wbich I have •leo 
bad tor about lB months. 

UFOs, their origin, occupancy, posibili ties of intelligent 
oommuoation, their inherant intent in the use of our planet, etc. baa occasionally, 
and more recentlJ intena~ interested me. (Especially since the production of 
televisions science-flction show "Star Trek". Is it conceivable that it is not 
too tar tram the truth in mant aspects, especial~ scientificallf?) 

In regaeding the maey different tbories and aspects pertaining 
to uros, I r~called an incident that happened to 'lfl1 cousin and me about 14 or 
15 7eara ago (1954-1955) in the summer montha, when I ~vas 9 or 10 and rq cousin 
12 or 1), it is as tollowsa 

One evening after dark Freddie (my cousin) and I were sitting on 
the back steps of my Aunt's house, in Loveland, Ohio, wuee I v1as spending 
several weeks,stalling about goind to bed, when we saw a bright star in tbe 
slq, ool¥ it was moving, whibh made us curious; besides it was very bright 
and sort ot aqua in color, but more gr een than blue, and we knew that stars 
were white, not that color. Then it abruptly changed directions. B,y this ttm. 
Freddie and I were curious beyond caution, and ran up the road tollowinC the 
object, until we lost sight of the object about J/4 of a nu le up the road. 
Since we were out of breath from running we sat down on U1e bank of the pond 
we were by to rest, then walked on home • 

. lhen lve got back to my Aunt' s house we told them that had 
seen a flying saucer, and they just laughed and t eased us. I don't know bow 
we decided it was a saucer we saw, unless we had heard our parents taling of 
them. 

I do not think it \va s a plane, as was sujested by the adults, as 
it was circular and was one light, not several as on a plane, and quite high in 
the air. It was a~ut the size of a fifty cent peice h ld at arms l ength, and 
much bright er than t he other stars in the sky.

UFOat Such things as stran e radio si gnals (could they b tryi to contact 
us, or their own people that ar e on various missions here); missing airplanes 
of which communications and radar tracking suddenlY wer lost or cut off and no 
wreckage or any sign was ever found of the mi ssing plane; a man disappearing in 
front of bis children's eyes ; the mixed up gravational pull of various places 
(I think I have r ead of two such places) in at least our country; and many ot ~r 
seemingly uneXplainable happenings such as intensive heat fires that d stroy 
only one object in a room (such as a chair), and other items I've r ad of in 
Frank Edwards' boocs, in ne tspapers, and magazines.
