““We are not alone” claim haffled Bradford
residents after a spate of unidentified flying
objects have been spotted hovering in the
region.

He said: “It definitely wasn't any form of

aircraft, because of the sheer volume cf what

East Anglia's UFO mystery deepened last night
when a tanker crew which tracked strange
lights in the sky dismissed official
explanations.

The tanker Conocoast was contacted by
Yarmouth Coastguard last Saturday week after
two large lights were seen hovering in the skies
over The Wash.

The sightings prompted an investigation by
the Ministry of Defence.

Radar experts at RAF Neatishead, near
Wroxham, said last week that the mystery
could be explained by a combination of the
200ft Boston Stump church tower, and an
electrical storm over the North Sea.

Last night the crew of the- Conocoast
dismissed the RAF’s theory. In a ship-to-shore
telephone call, the wvessel's mate David
Hutchinson told the EDP: “It was too high in
the sky and in the wrong position.

“It could not have been the Boston Stump.”

He said the crew, who were on their way
to Skegness from Rochester, Kent, tracked
the two sets of coloured lights for four to five
hours.

Green, red, white and blue revolving lights
could be seen through normal binoculars
during daylight.

Mr Hutchinson also stressed there had been
no storm in the area at the time.

The operation to track the lights was
co-ordinated by Yarmouth coastguards and
spanned Scotland and the east coast of
England. It also involved the police.

Amateur UFO sleuths have accused the MoD
of staging an X-Files-style cover-up.

Norfolk UFO investigator David Dane
gaid the RAF explanation was not good
enough to account for a “whole rash of
unexplained sightings across the country on
the same night.”

ANOTHER FIFE man claims to have seen a UFO
only days after a similar sighting was reported in
Dundee and Glenrothes.

Mark McRobbie (24) of Carden Castle Avenue,
Cardenden, says he watched two identical triangu-
lar lights travel at an amazing speed across the
night sky a few weeks ago.

“It was about 11 pm and I was sitting at home
watching TV with the curtains open when
something caught my attention out the corner of
my eye,” said Mark.

Publication of an extract from
my letter was not expected in quite
the context you gave it.

I would be grateful therefore if
you could possibly inform your
readers that BUFORA has no
intention whatsoever of having
any confrontation with any other
aerial phenomenon investigation
organisations.

In fact we have recently opened

our files to other recognised bodies
who, like us, are intent on solving
the phenomenon generally known
as UFOs. i

I suggested in my letter to you
that these reports may be a new,
advanced type of aircraft, similar
to the Stealth fighter bombers, on
trials. But I also stressed the point
that we have yet to investigate
these particular Dorset sightings.

The whole point of writing to you

This was a scheduled
flight which left Edinburgh
just after 8 pm with a
journey time to Dundee of
about 12 to 15 minutes.
