Paul Devereux is one of the brave
heretics. He is a researcher with the
International Consciousness Re-
search Laboratories in New York
and believes that many so-called
UFOQ sightings have a rational
explanation relating to fault lines
within the carth. The blazing lights
which fascinate ufologists are ac-
tually earth lights, or flashes of en-
ergy which erupt from the earth as a
result of geophysical pricesses, he
explains. If he is nght, the truth is
not out there, as X Files aficionados
would have it, but has been here all
along.

Devereux's theory, to be aired
next Sunday in Channel 4's Equinox
programme, Identified Flying Ob-
Jjects, is based on a swdy of earth
lights reported over North Wales in
1904-05 which, when plored on a
map, matched fault lines and pre-
ceded an earthguake. Another study
has made the same link, more re-
cently, in Washington state in Amer-
ica. If earth lights precede earth-
quakes, surely they could be used to
predict earthquakes, so Devereux
rcasons,

Furthermore, he suggests, earth
lights have enormous potential as
sources of encrgy. "It is mather like
asking in 1495 what uses might be
found for lightning,”" he said. '*We
have gone, but we do now. rely on
electricity. What might come out of
carth lights could be whole new
technologies and new ways of look-
ing at the world.""

Is his suppusedlﬁ rational explan-
ation for UFO sightings as wild as
the rumours of flying saucers them-
stlves?

One hopes
bolder scientists will be prepared 1o
take a risk and become involved in
the research this subject needs.”
His difficulty is' that however
logical and plausible his argument, it
helds no water unless you accept the
existence of carth lights. Wary of
falling into the anorak bracket them-

selves. Amencan top brass reject it,
To them, lights in the sky are the
preserve of nerds and dogmatic
fantasists. All of which Devereux
acknowledges.

“Ufology is a belief system,
rather like a religious cult,' he said.
“In America the suggestion that
UFOs are anything but alien craft is
almost impossible 1o get across
because the UFO notion 15 so in-
grained in mythology.'

The biggest stumbling block 1o
accepting the alien theory is, of
course, the idea that the Sm UFOs
observed throughout the world since
1945 were all aircraft engaged on an
inter joumey. Psychologi
wounld rather latch on (o the culrral
references thrown up by sightings.
Given that reports of visitations mur-
ror contemporary culture — 500
years ago lights in the sky were re-
garded as dragons, and only when
mechanised travel was developed
did people start to see airships —
might not the phenomenon be no
more than a cultural joke?

Nice theory, said Jenny Randles, a
professional UFO ¢ . but
she clings 1o the notion that nobody
has proved that one, either. **] would
be delighted if we could establish
that what is happening is a combina-
tion of natural phenomena like earth
lights, hallucinations and a mass
global psychosis based on a desire to
believe in alicns, but there is no evi-
dence to support the last point. To
prove it we would need to know that
peaple who claim to have been kid-
napped by aliens have difficulry
separating dreams from  reality.
They do not.”

The sceptical view is summed up
by a sighting recorded by three
expenienced American pilots on the
ground in Cancord, California. They
saw a silent and silvery craft the size
of a 707, travelling at jet altitude and
manoeuvang like no carthly crafi,
Only when it moved between them
and some trees did they recogmise it
as a weed sced.
