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badimir Godic passed away suddenly on Sun-
day. January 29, at Cuirns. Queensland.
Austrabia. His passing has taken from us o
fine person and a grear contributor to UFO
research. His impact will be felt for vears o come.

Bormn in Yugoslavia. Godic was pant of the Resistance
during World War Il. He emigrated 1w Austrahia in 19490
Afier working on the railways he eventually chose a career
in electronics. He also ook an nterest in the carly film
mdustry in Adelade.

Godic began a senous interest in the UFO mystery
during the late 1940s shonly after the first modern wave of
UFO sightings. He became senor vice president of UFO
Phenomena Investiganon Australia (UFOPIA) from 1964
o 1968 and ap investiganion officer from 1965 10 1968
‘When an occult perspective crept into UFOPIA’s philoso-
phy. Godic decided that there were better ways to approach
the UFO subject.

In December 1968, he founded. with Crystal Walsh.
UFO Research (SA) Inc. The primary focus of this group
wirs 10 promote 3 serious. scientific approach 10 the sub-
ject. something Godic saw as lacking i other groups. UFO
Research (SA) Inc. also ploneered 4 muore businessiike
approach to UFO research as opposed 1 the “UFO club

~ syndrome” in vogue at the time, He produced 37 issues of

By 1980 Goddic saw that the time was right o launch

rescarch capabilities. However. he and others ultimately
withdrew from ACUFOS. frustrated by the politics and
impediments that affected much of Australian ufology
that time.

Those of us who embraced this ap-
proach recognized its advantages and have seen measurable
progress in Australan ufology.

It was Friday, the Fourth of July, and the beginning of a rare three-day weekend
for James Ragsdale and his female companion, Trudy Truelove * They had driven
north from Roswell, New Mexico, using old Highway 48 (now Pine Lodge Road),
turned off it, and continued on the back roads until they were far from the city and
civilization. The night was anything but quiet, as lightning flashed and thunder
boomed. A wind, blowing at thirty or forty miles an hour, whipped across the bleak
desert landscape, drnving dust and dirt. Rain came, briefly, roaring for a moment,
hiding everything, and then evaporating in minutes. About 11:30 pM., brightness
flashed as an object roared overhead ! .

Ragsdale said that it was a flaring bright light, blue-gray like that from an arc
welder. At first he thought that it was a lightning strike not far from him, but then he
saw the object as it roared over his campsite. Seconds later it slimmed into the
ground about a mile or 5o from the camp.?

South of Roswell, William Woody was watching the mght sky with his father
when he spotted a white light with red streaks in it. It glowed brlliantly and, unlike
the many meteors he had seen in the past, took a long time to fall. It was brighter
than any of those other meteors, and according to Woody, the wrong color.”

When the rain ended, just moments after it had started, Ragsdale convinced
Truelove they should go look for the thing that crashed. They drove across the
rocky terrain and stopped at the edge of a short cliff. Using a flashlight with weak
hatteries, they explored the area, They saw the remains of the ship stuck in the side
of the cliff but could see no movernent around it. Jt was late, and the flashlight was
failing. They returned to their Jeep and drove back to the campsite. There was
nothing they could do that nught. Besides, they had been drinking and neither was
supposed to be out there. They decided they would return in the morning,®

It was not only civilians from the Roswell area that knew something strange had
happened. Military officials, both officers and the enlisted technicians had been
tracking, on their radar, an unidentified object in flight over southern New Mexico
since July |. The object had first appeared over the highly restricted areas near the
White Sands Proving Ground (later the White Sands Missile Range) about one
hundred miles from Roswell. This was the site of the first atomic bomb detonation
m 1945 and currently the home of sensitive rocket and missile research being

conducted by members of vanous components of the United States military.

On July 2, Steve MacKenzie,” stationed at Roswell Army Air Field, had
received 3 call from Brigadier General Martin F Scanlon of the Air Defense
Command, ordenng him 1o report o the radar sites at White Sands. MacKenzie

was o monitor the object’s movernents and report them directly 1o the general.
MacKenne could not leave the scope unattended flor even the shortest of tmes. In
fact, once he had his watch established, he set up a system of mirrors so that he could
see the screen even when be needed to use the latnne.

Holden confirmed that the site was near Roswell, almost due north of the cuy
bimuts, That would become important later when Mary Ann Gardner told of a
female anthropologast she knew. A woman dying of cancer in the late 1970s told
Csardner that she had seen a crashed spacecraft and the bodies of the alien crew,
Cardner didn’t believe the story at the ume. Later, when she learned about the
events around Hoswell from a television report, she knew that the woman had been
describing that field on that morning in July, The woman mentioned that one of the
men had even tried to enter the craft, but the military had arrived too quickly and
had sworn them all to secrecy,"

Tom Carey, a researcher living in Pennsylvania, confirmed the location through
others. Carey found a student who had heard the story of the UFO erash from one
of her professors. She confirmed that anthropologists had been on the scene and
that the location was in southeastern New Mexico, near Roswell. He was able to
confirm that the archaeologists were north of the town, not northwest near
Corona ™

Under questioning by Carey, she also confirmed the date. It was the Fourth of
July weekend.

Holden wasn't the only scientist in the area. Dr C. Bertram Schubz, a vertebra
paleontologis, was attending a conference in Rowwell, He was also working in the
roumntnous areas south and eawt of the city.

He passed it to British TV documentary film maker Ray Santilli -- who was in
Amrica making a documentary about Elvis Prealay.

The film is alleged to show scientists examining a creature laid on a slab
inside a tent at the crash site, guarded by military police. Scientists carry out
an autopesy on the alien body and axamine tissue samples.

It is also said to show part of the spaceship weckage -- allegedly mads from a
material that could not be be burmed, dented or cut. Experts believe the cover-up
was ordered to give US scientista a chance to try to copy the angineering.

The UFO conference where it will be screened in Rugust is likely to attract more
than 500 anthusiasts from as far afisald as Russia and South Africa.

Conference organiser Philip Mantle of the British UFO Research Association said:
*We have already had the film checked out by Kodak who confirm it is 50 years old,
and wa now plan to have it examined by film experts at the university.®

Mr Mantle, director of investigatione for the UFO association, added: "I have
ssan e saven-minite real.

These organizations
dismissed most of the crashed
saucer stories, desiring not to be
embarrassed victims of hoaxers.
The carly UFO organizations felt
the U.S. Government was covering
up information about UFOs, but
they never felt the government had
actually recovered any of them.
Perhaps if their attitudes were
different, ufologists would have
suspected sooner that our govern-
meni possibly had at least one UFO
in its possession.

Fictitious Claims?

Rumors began surfacing in early
ufology that  Wright-Patterson
AF.B., Ohio, was where flying
saucer remains and gray-skinned
humanoid beings were being studied
by scientists. The whole matter was
rumored to be highly classified
because of fears of public panic, and
to keep the Soviets from realizing
that the U.S. had access to alien
technology.

Again, these were only rumors,
almost impossible to verify, and
serious  ufologists continued to
dismass them.

The Roswell Case

It was veteran ufologist Leonard
Stringfield, one of the world's
present day experts on UFO
crash/retrievals, who, in 1978,
began to push for the investigation
of UFO crash stories. It was also in
1978 that Stanton Friedman, author
of Crash at Corona, and William

Friedman and Moore decided
to begin investigating the incident,
and discovered enough evidence 10
strongly suggest that it was not a
weather balloon but an actual
extraterrestrial craft which crashed
on that day. The two also learned
that the military organized a
retrieval operation, reprimanded
local officials for their press
release, and created a cover-up
story involving a weather balloon
to kill interest. The plans for a
cover-up originated from high
ranking officials at the Pentagon.

An illustration of the extent of
cover-up can be seen in one story
Friedman looked inmto. Linda
Sleepy, a teletype operstor at the
KOAT radio station in Albu-
querque, received a telephone call
on July 7, 1947 from Johnny
McBoyle, a reporter at sister
station KSWS in Roswell.

The challenge was how to depict
the events. Should they be descnbed

by retired military officers reminisc-
ing about them, or should they be
presented in a story set at the time
of the incident? There were many
different avenues to chose from,
"but they always depicted the event
itself almost entirely as we de-
scribed it in our book,” Schmutt
explained. What HBO had to create
was the dialogue, and even for this
they consulted experts.

"What do you think about this
line?" Schmitt said the producer
would ask. "Would this person say
this?" and so forth. "They kept very
close contact with wus,” Schmitt
explained.

As technical advisors, people are
generally involved in the produc-
tion, but are seldom allowed to have
much input into the script, as have
Randle and Schmitt. And to make
sure everything is comrect, HBO's
legal department has been heavily
involved in verifying the testimony
of Randle and Schmitt's key wit-
nesses.

I was curious to know what
those involved with the production
actually thought about the Roswell
story.

“What's great about the entire
production,” Schmitt explained, “is
that everyone from the producer, to
'ﬂ_lﬂ- director, to the screenwriter, is

0% behind the Roswell case. . . .
1hey really didn't know much about
it until they read our book. Now
they stand behind us."

To give me an example of the

Schmitt told me during our
discussion that their investigation
has uncovered a staggering 600
first, second-, and third-hand
witnesses to the events at Roswell.
What is even more amazing is that
they now have over a half-dozen
living, first-hand witnesses to the
alien bodies! And with their new
book, "we will be including first-
hand drawings--and certainly all
first-hand  testimony,” Schmuitt
said. "Based on first-hand testi-
mony, we will be rewriting much
of what people's overall concep-
tion of what the Roswell case is. It
isnt what most people have
thought all these years. It won't be
just an update. It is in fact a
complete rewrite. [ would say
about 75% new information.”
