*  The Dangerous Goods must be packed, marked and Iabelled in accordance with the relevant Packing
instructions of ICAO Doc 9284 AN/905 (T.L) and any applicable Supplement thereto.
The Dangerous Goods category compatibility requirements must be strictly observed,

¢ Loading and unloading operations under this Exemption must be conducted only at a location, specified

This Exemption in no way affects the need of obtaining any required authorizations from the competent
authorities of the countries of origin, transit and destination.

o All other regulations (marking labeling etc.) of the ICAQO Doc 9284 AN/905 (T.L), resp. IATA DGR
remain unaffected.

. * A copy of this Exemption and all relevant documentation concerning the transportation of the said
Dangerous Goods must be carried on board during the flight.
